As part of the bond measure overwhelmingly passed by the voters in November 2000 and
the passage of Proposition D, the San Francisco Public Library plans to build a brand new
North Beach Branch Library.

The Library and the Recreation & Parks Department developed a Master Plan for the

North Beach Branch Library and Joe DiMaggio Playground which includes relocating the
branch library to the corner of Lombard and Columbus (701 Lombard triangle parcel). The
new library will be approximately 8,500 square feet on two levels and contain separate
adult, children, and teen areas. Highlights include a program room with after hours access
for community use, an expanded collection of books and materials, more public computers,
fully accessible spaces and an environmentally sensitive green building.
