On Abuse (he said): "In 1975, when I met the real Thomas Carroll, I had no idea of making a movie about him, child abuse, or our relationship. Only after we became friends, then lovers, and finally ex-lovers, did I see a powerful film in his story. My straight and gay friends criticized me for my sexual involvement with Thomas. Some felt I was exploiting him, others believed he was using  me simply to get away from  his abusive parents. I listened to my friends but—like Larry, the filmmaker in the movie—I did not follow their advice. Instead, Thomas and I wound up living in San Francisco. I made Abuse because I thought it was a unique, compelling story about people and things that don't usually get into American feature films."

Botha, Desmond Tutu, and Margaret Thatcher to deliver pointed attacks on apartheid and the South African government. Uys’s popularity with both white and black audiences insulates him somewhat from government interference, but he describes his balancing act as being "like doing the tango in front of a firing squad." Across the Rubicon brilliantly portrays the humor and grace with which Uys makes his contribution to the fight against apartheid.

Rosa von Praunheim's best film yet is a homage to larger-than-life actress Lotti Huber (most recently, star of von Praunheim's film, Anita—Dances of Vice).  She describes her careers as dancer, wife, restaurateur, concentration camp prisoner, and full-time eccentric.  Full of gay humor and bruised egos, Affengeil—it means something like “apeshit”—is a generous, affectionate, and lively movie.

Things the filmmaker forgot and learned about birth control on her trip to America.

Sequel to the Emmy award winning Before Stonewall chronicles the history of gay life since 1969.  It is narrated by Melissa Etheridge.

In November, 1993, a bag of porn tapes featuring teenage boys was found in a river near London, Canada. This discovery triggered a sensational investigation into child pornography, resulting in the arrest of over 60 London-area men. Yet members of the gay community began to speak up, accusing Police Chief Julian Fantino of conducting a homophobic witchhunt. After the Bath digs past the lurid headlines to investigate this moral panic. Interviews with journalists, social workers, police officials and gay activists are juxtaposed, exposing how the police and media have manipulated terms and statistics to create the specter of a province-wide “child-pornography ring.” In fact, only two of the men arrested were charged with procuring (consensual) teen prostitution. Some of the hustlers and men describe how their lives have been destroyed by the front-page headlines.

This short poetic film looks at the gap in between being in a relationship and being single again.

After the Revolution documents the effect sexual repression has had on gays and lesbians in the former Czechoslovakia.  Maria Dunková and Sonia Pompová and other lesbian and gay couples tell how they found each other and the struggles they have gone through to maintain their relationships.  Lizzie Thynne’s Channel Four production also examines the impact the new gay movement has had on this newly liberated country.

This deeply moving film reminds the world of the forgotten history of gay survivors of Nazi Germany.  As many as 15,000 gay men were sent to concentration camps, targeted by the Nazis as subversives.  In this powerful documentary, three gay survivors share their stories.  The "A"—which stood for "Arschficker"/"Assfucker"—refers to a symbol (which pre-dated the pink triangle) that gay prisoners were forced to wear.

While many historians have written about the Dutch Underground, the participation of gay and lesbian heroes has been virtually ignored. In this fascinating and emotional film, director Klaus Muller acknowledges these heroic contributions.

This beautifully bleak account of a Tokyo day-care worker's obsession with her roommate captures the bittersweet pain of unrequited love. Natsuko's coworker Etsuko asks her how she feels about men. "Not for me," she says, "I won't degrade myself." Natsuko's roommate Mitsu has a boyfriend, Hideo, who occasionally stays overnight with her. Natsuko breaks up their relationship by sleeping with Hideo (and she becomes pregnant). Mitsu discovers what Natsuko has done and kicks her out. Utterly desolate, Natsuko descends into a deep depression. She follows Mitsu through the streets, subways, and bars of Tokyo, stands outside Mitsu's apartment watching her window, takes Mitsu's garbage home with her and rolls around in it on the floor. In an ambiguous ending, while Mitsu is away Natsuko goes to her apartment.      The film i

Twelve-year-old Scout and her best friend Angie spend an afternoon getting into and avoiding trouble and end up discovering some of life’s delights.

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Shot in the U.S. for Irish television, AIDS: A Priest's Testament is the story of Father Bernard Lynch, an Irish-born priest and psychotherapist who set up an AIDS ministry in New York. Father Lynch is a daring, eloquent, and passionate missionary who discusses with startling honesty the pressures that have brought him close to the edge of his physical and spiritual limits as he conducts his ministry.

A lesbian couple examines their marriage after the California supreme court voids their marriage.

A short documentary which follows five gay men who participated in AIDS Lifecycle 2, June 2003.

Blindness, sex, desire, and violence is examined in this stark video which foregrounds the practice of eyelid alteration among some Asian women.

All God's Children is a considerate response to the fundamentalist agit-prop video Gay Rights, Special Rights. Rather than taking the exaggerated, misleading, and propagandistic approach of that anti-gay diatribe, All God's Children takes the high road by assuming a moderate tone, ensuring its effective appeal to one of its primary audiences — mainstream, churchgoing African Americans. By avoiding hysterical melodrama, Children persuasively refutes the misinformation propagated by the religious right in their homophobic crusades and plays directly to the egalitarian principles of most African Americans. Prominent members of the black political, intellectual, and religious communities defend the struggle of lesbian/gay people for equal rights, favorably comparing it to the civil rights movement and the ongoing struggle for African American parity, and dispelling the notion that equal rights for gay people are special rights to be won at the expense of people of color.

Orlanda is a person between male and female.  His/her profession is diseuse, a performer who entertains with songs and speeches in the German tradition of the `20s and `30s.  To escape from loneliness, as well as to play with taboos, Orlanda decides to marry her friend Elizabeth.  On a concert tour in Warsaw, which also serves as a honeymoon, both the newlyweds fall in love with a charming young Polish man.      This quite special marriage offers material for comedy as well as melodrama, cleverly commented on by Orlanda's songs.  Georgette Dee as Orlanda is playing him/herself.  The gender ambiguity that characterizes Dee makes it impossible to see these characters as simply straight, gay, or lesbian.  Mechtild Grossmann displays a talent for both comedy and tragedy that she hasn't used before, and while All Of Me is meant to be fun, it has a serious side as well.  Like Seduction: The Cruel Woman, in which these two actresses played the parts of Frederike and Wanda, respectively, the film is also embedded in

“The Amasong Chorus:  Singing Out” tells the story of a small-town lesbian chorus, and how their music helps win acceptance from a conservative community.

A day in the life of a contemporary female super hero.

A naive Israeli teenager falls in love with a 30ish HIV-positive musician.  Full of illusions and delusions, Jonathon is desparate for love but still smarting from a short-lived affair with his handsome contemporary, Miki.  Jonathon's family members—an ex-hippie mother, druggie sister, and straight-as-an-arrow brother—are tolerant, but have problems of their own to confront. Enter the enigmatic Thomas, just back from New York and hiding his medical condition from his constantly bickering mother and grandmother—and also from Jonathon, their downstairs neighbor.  "I don't want to get used to something I'll lose tomorrow," Jonathon tells Thomas; he has no idea how high the stakes are in this fateful encounter. A casual yet candid story about love in the age of AIDS, into which Gutman weaves observations of the family, gay relationships, and mortality . . . all with amazing grace.

The film tells the stories of several gay men in their own words and gives an overview of the trial in 1964 in Sofia, which ended with jail sentences for 32 people / among them actors and singers.

Adding to a hearty tradition of ascerbic gay folklore, American Fabulous is the very oral biography of Jeffrey Strouth, a wild, storytelling homosexual whose unglamorously picaresque life makes for compulsively addictive narratives that are unbelievable, hilarious, and movingly tragic.      From a thronelike position in the backseat of a 1957 Cadillac, Strouth indulges in an autobiographical yakfest while the uninspiring landscape of Columbus, Ohio, provides a moving backdrop.  He recounts a life so relentlessly melodramatic that, as he says, “nobody could make this up, and if they did, why would they want to?”  Between cigarettes Strouth tells us about his first gay friend, the toothless “Myth Earl”; his psychopathic, abusive father; being kept, at 14, by a kindly 400-pound drag queen with a closet full of faux denim leisure suits; his passion for sex and drugs; and just about all the poop on the East Village club scene.      Like a queeny, white-trash Kerouac, Strouth's most poignant moments take place on t

Starting with Simon LeVay's current hypothalamus theory, Anatomy of Desire examines the role that science has played in shaping society's understanding of homosexuality throughout the 20th century.  Using insightful interviews, medical films and photographs, 1950s educational films, and other historical footage, this documentary makes important links between today's rush to find the cause for homosexuality with the biological determinism that has been used throughout time to single out and oppress different segments of society.  Most striking is the footage of the Nazis who used biological theories to bolster their racial hygiene propaganda that sent tens of thousands of gays and lesbians to their deaths in Nazi concentration camps.  This important film documents society's continued need to have science define and possibly someday control our very existence.

Using a balance of emotional intensity and fun, creative characters, "And Then The Dog Came Over..."  illuminates the  transition towards sensuality and self-awareness in a bisexual woman's life.

Portrait of genetic girl Paddy’s marriages and attraction to TS/TG people.

Part solo porn video, part doc profile, the video shows Andy masturbating throughout his beautifully decorated living room while in voice over he talks about his practice and philosophy of interior decorating.

“I came from a place where you either get a married and get a mortgage, or die on a motorcycle before 18,” admits Andy the furniture maker in an aside that's a cue for “Summertime” on the soundtrack and the beginning of a brilliantly upbeat sketch on sex and rebellion. I don't get an erection when someone wraps a 20 pound note around it.  Takes a bit more than that to get me excited."  Hypnotic.

Black and White in Color documents the involvement of black people in British Broadcasting from its earliest days. This tangy two-parter offers a concise social history of English race relations as well as some distinctly campy blasts from the past. Part One deals with British TV from the BBC's 1936 opening night (featuring American song  and dance duo Buck and Bubbles) through "the excitement and variety of negro entertainment" to the late ‘50s. In Part Two, Julien investigates the rise of social realism and the achievements of Channel Four in the ‘80s and ‘90s. ( Hanif Kureishi describes the development of My Beautiful Laundrette.) Black and White in Color is a fascinating counterpoint to Marlon Riggs's Color Adjustment, which tackled similar terrain in relationship to American TV. Julien's remarkable raid on the archives proves that there's more to British broadcasting than Masterpiece Theatre.

Unfortunately, the film is less than enlightened on the subject of Native Americans, reflecting Hollywood's stereotypes of the time.  Doris Day unwittingly notes the injustice

This short documentary takes an ‘insiders’ look at Folsom Street Fair and their response to the California Recall.  Ranging from testy to sexy, folks speak their  minds about the state and it’s impact on all arenas of their lives. 

Call Me Malcolm is a doc. about a 27 yr-old transgender seminary student, and his struggle with faith, love & gender identity.

The courageous struggle for gay and lesbian rights within the Lutheran church.

Irrepressible, gender-rebel Nadia Hluszko - aka Nate - spins through a kaleidoscope of conflicting advice from one of her mothers (who used to be her father) and the other mother who is addicted to The Osbornes. A refreshingly poignant coming of age story.

A tough, militant dyke wants to go to the prom in a girlie pink dress.  Deals with identity and conformity.

How queer can TV be?  Look  no further than  Camp Christmas, a holiday special broadcast on Britain's Channel 4 TV.  "What rhymes with Como but is never seen on TV at Christmas?" asks the press notes.  Aiming to be a genuinely sincere gather-round-the-fireplace sort of thing, Camp Christmas actually ends up being a unique summit of queer talent.  Melissa Etheridge and Andy Bell are hosts to a lineup that includes Armistead Maupin, Quentin Crisp, Pierrre et Gilles, Col. Margrethe Cammermeyer, Sir Ian McKellen, and Lea DeLaria (who gets to say the word "pussy" on primetime TV).   One interesting footnote:  The British press were so upset by the idea of Camp Christmas that they called upon church leaders to organize an advertiser boycott!

A short documentary on the first summer camp for children of lesbian, gay and bisexual parents.

When the 18yr old Tijl is forced to choose between his girlfriend Ineke and his best friend Wout their camping trip turns intoa tension filled journey of self discovery.

If you've ever been mistaken for a boy you'll identify with the dry humor and unmistakable style of Can You Say Androgynous?

A romp through the life and times of transvestite jazz musician Billy Tipton.

Produced by Allan Carr after the unlikely success of Grease, Can't Stop the Music was designed to broaden the appeal of ‘70s gay icons, The Village People.  It is probably one of the strangest films of the ‘80s.  On the one hand, it was promoted as the family musical movie phenomenon of the decade, and accordingly The Village People were scrubbed clean of their gay image (and the American Dairy Association sponsored a nationwide tie-in).  On the other hand, the movie is chock-full of faggy in-jokes and nancy-boy behavior.  Despite the (barely credible) central heterosexual romance, it's impossible to see it as anything but a queer treat.  Besides, any movie with cameos of June Havoc, Barbara Rush, and Paul Sand must know a thing or two about gay credibility.  

Amanda Drax, a cartoonist whose pet character is a lady detective, is engaged by a mysterious woman to recover her lost sense of humor.  This witty lesbian comedy uses the style of film noir to explore the ideal of love at first sight.

 A pair of gay men enjoy Canada Customs censored pornography.

Acclaimed at the 1994 Sundance and Berlin Film Festivals, Lucy Massie Phenix's Cancer in Two Voices addresses one of the most urgent and underrepresented health care issues facing women today.  This deeply moving film documents the struggle and courage of a lesbian couple dealing with one partner's breast cancer.  As an intimate home-movie journal, Cancer in Two Voices deals with their anger and grief, sexuality and friendship, and the painful process of confronting death.

Intensely luscious Roy Dupois (the hustler in Being at Home with Claude) stars as a hunky ne'er-do-well who returns home to his claustrophobic family after a long absence.  Turns out that both his mother (Andree Lachapelle) and Sister (Elise Guilbault) both seem to want to sleep with him;  things aren't helped when an old friend (Gilbert Sciotte) arrives, causing chaos for the polymorphously perverse clan.      The first of two ripe family dramas in this year's festival (the other is Under Heat), Cap Tourmente is a striking and award-winning first feature from Montreal screenwriter Michel Langlois, who has previously collaborated with Lea Pool.  For a gay audience, the main appeal may be Dupois's on-screen charisma (or "jeans ad posturing" as Variety cattily described it), but Cap Tourmente is also interesting for its seamless incorporation of homosexuality as one of many options for this seductive house of horrors.      The plot of Cap Tourmente is not really the point; it’s about confrontations with the sex
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A queer excerpt from Carrie, the twisted version.

Two San Francisco artists explore cutting as an artistic, political and personal statement. 

With a heart of pure California gold, Casa Hollywood is the story of a fiery Latin drag queen named Paloma. In the tradition of Joan Crawford and Barbara Stanwyck, Paloma fights City Hall in order to save her Hollywood Boulevard nightclub from being destroyed by a powerful real-estate development company that wants to build a theme-park shopping mall called Hollywoodland II in its place. At the same time Paloma struggles to save her "family" — a colorful assortment of people who live with her in a large apartment behind the club. As tensions rise, Rick, the young man she has raised from boyhood and who is now a headline male stripper at Casa Hollywood, threatens to leave just when Paloma needs him the most.

Two women enjoy a dreamlike encounter in a rowboat.
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What happens when the hot man you have invited over for dinner is  making  advances you are too afraid  to respond to because you  haven't dealt with AIDS panic yet.  That is the sitcom beginning of this gay male erotic drama which shows that even New York guys still want to have fun and are doing  it safely with condoms.  Included is a guest appearance by Casey Donovan.

Ger Philpott's lyrical Change is an award-winning film from Ireland in which a man lovingly remembers his lover who died of AIDS.  At the same time, he attempts to come to terms with religious and familial oppressions.  A sometimes erotic, sometimes sad love story, this unusual film builds a moving portrait of strength and tenderness.

With lesbian films  being all  the rage in Hollywood, it is reassuring to know that independent films like Change the Frame are still managing to get made.  Director/producer Cristina Rey's first feature film is a whimsical and realistic portrayal of love, growing up, and life's direction.  Rey focuses her camera on the lives of a couple living in a small college town in the Colorado Rockies. Angela (Stephani Shope), is a college graduate working at a hot dog cart who one day realizes she has put her art career on hold while waiting for her girlfriend Rachel (Cristina Rey) to finish graduate school. Rachel, meanwhile, is too busy with school to realize Angela has become frustrated with her life and their relationship. The arrival of a flirtatious singer from San Francisco helps to distract Angela from the reality of her relationship, but she soon realizes that she must reassess her life goals and priorities. Their relationship begins to suffer under the intense pressure Angela is feeling to make changes in he

In 1975 Cris Williamson recorded The Changer and the Changed for Olivia Records, the first national women's recording company.  The Changer went on to become one of the all-time best-selling albums on an independent label.        Whether you lived through the sisterhood of the ‘70s or were merely a gleam in your mother's partner's eye, this documentary video is heartwarming and highly entertaining.  Color footage from a 1990 Williamson concert in Berkeley is interspersed with clips and stills from the ‘70s and ‘80s.  The cast reads like a who's who of women's music: Cris Williamson, Margie Adam, Meg Christian, Holly Near, Vicki Randle, and Bonnie Raitt.  The black-and-white footage of early recording sessions is priceless: flannel shirts and overalls never looked so good!  Holly Near, looking back at the early days of Olivia and women's music says, "It felt like summer camp, but it also felt courageous and brave." China Dolls is a stylish and moving portrayl of gay Asian-Australians and their often difficult journeys to self-acceptance.

This film is not ostensibly about homosexuality.  It is a hybrid narrative that progresses from an investigation into the naming of a geographical site to the remembrance of forebearers and lost friends, linked conceptually by the Chinese practice of Hanng San—walking the mountain—a ritualistic act  that provides continuity between the past, present, and future, between the living and those in the spirit world.  However, the act of mourning here evokes the parallel in lesbian and gay communities of remembering those who are lost to the AIDS pandemic.

Deborah Hoffman's Complaints of a Dutiful Daughter gives a jarring account of her own struggle with her mother's Alzheimer's.  It's a fascinating look at memory, aging, and self.  As her mother's condition worsens, she becomes more accepting of her daughter's lesbianism.  Through interviews, answering machine messages, home movies, and photographs, Hoffman constructs an emotional and heartening overview of another all too common (and often untalked about) contemporary health issue.  Nominated for a 1994 Academy Award for Best Documentary. Winner of the 1994 San Francisco International Lesbian & Gay Film Festival Audience Award for Best Documentary. 

Stuart Marshall is gaining a reputation for putting the homo back into history. After squaring up to Weimar and wartime Germany in last year's Desire, Marshall and his dedicated documentary team move back to Britain. Comrades In Arms (commissioned, like Desire, as part of Channel Four's Out On Tuesday and shown here separately in 16mm) describes homosexual life during the Second World War. Described in the ‘70s as a “Chorus Line for gay people,” Crimes Against Nature remains vital today as a communal disclosure of roles gay people adopt in order to survive in a world that devalues homosexual feelings.      The play features individual actors delivering revealing monologues, during which the other memebers of the collective play background roles (parents, schoolmates, etc.).  One by one the actors detail the ways in which they have buried their true selves in order to survive and be accepted in the world: repression; drug use; shyness; being agreeable; putting experiences into “little boxes”; acting “butch”; and so on. Handsome 40ish introvert Mason Carver, a scholar of romantic love, takes a break in Venice and is suddenly plunged into a passion he has studied but never known—with drop-dead gorgeous 18-year-old Sebastian Dickens.

A lesbian comedy about the hardships of writing fiction and keeping your characters in check.

In Death’s Angel, Barbie portrays Beverly Allitt, a real-life pediactric nurse now serving a prison sentence for killing several children in her care.

Transcending the "so what's it like to be a transsexual?" documentary genre, Denajua, I Like My Name is a moving portrait of a charming fashion designer who happens to be a male-to-female transsexual.   

Descent paints a nightmarish vision of porcelain and castration.

On a weekend getaway in the California desert, Leslie and her gorlfriend run into Connor, a friend from home. Leslie experiences an interior crisis as she tries to accept the new kind of masculinity that Connor introduces.

Stuart Marshall's forceful film (separately commissioned, but screened in Britain as part of—and the most watched episode of—Channel Four's lesbian and gay magazine series) isn't just about the Holocaust.  Subheaded Sexuality in Germany 1910–1945, it digs up a whole deal of stories leading to the Nazi extermination of lesbians and gay men, the body and nature worship cult; the deification of same-sex friendship; the growth of gay bars; the persecution of sexual radicals—Marshall's interviews add up to a sharp analysis of the anxieties and inconsistencies in the rise of Nazism. Sheila has been living happily with her lover of four years, Julie, in a beautiful seaside home.  Returning from an out-of-town comedy engagement, she is offered the starring role in a new TV sitcom by a husband-and-wife producing team.  All is well until Sheila comes  face to face with the woman behind the offer.  Catching Sheila by surprise, the mysterious producer turns out to be her long-lost first love,  Lynn, who reappears after a fifteen-year absence.  Through a series of flashbacks, we realize that Lynn, while battling her own internalized homophobia had rejected Sheila's advances, causing her to become suicidal.   Unable to put the past behind her, Sheila must decide whether she is still in love with the elusive Lynn.  The two do their best to keep their past relationship a secret, but emotions boil to the surface and their prospective mates begin to suspec

A woman recounts her friend’s humorous struggle with an excessive perspiration problem which parallels her sexual re-orientation in the hilarious Dike.

A  poetic study of the stages of a lesbian relationship between two women performance artists, from honeymoon, to struggle, to breakup, to enduring friendship.  Released in the U.S. along with four of her other short films as a feature-length package, Lesbian Sexuality: The Films of Barbara Hammer, Volume II.  

A tale about one man's search for his community.  That the man is Indian, gay, and disabled leads to some revealing confrontations; Pratibha Parmar brings to her latest film—made for Channel Four's Out—the same wit and richness seen in her acclaimed earlier work Khush.

"I don't think there were any," is the constant refrain of white Australia on the subject of lesbian and gay Aborigines.  Double Trouble proves them wrong with insight and a sharp edge of humor.  Young urban Aboriginals—and older men and women from rural backgrounds— describe their first sexual experience, the racism of the white gay scene, and the contradictions of living in collision between the third and first world.

A collage of found footage, clear leader and graphics that intertwine with text to imply lovemaking.

In Monika Treut's short documentary, Dr. Paglia, Camille's egomaniacal, self-acknowledged obsession with herself is punctuated by her relentless barrage of attacks on contemporary feminists, concluding with characteristic bile, "Let them suck raw eggs and eat my dust." Paglia is a difficult figure in current, queer culture: she has appealed strongly to gay men while receiving ambivalent reactions from lesbians—celebrating gay male culture (Paglia's Ancient Greeks) while deriding lesbian sexual politics.  She illustrates the thorny alliance between gay men and lesbians.  Released as part of Female Misbehaviour, a feature-length package of four films by Monika Treut.

This sequel to Dracula is much better than the original.  Dracula is dead, and his smart, cultured daughter (Gloria Holden) is not interested in carrying on her father's evil ways.  She seeks the advice of a doctor (Otto Kruger) to help her cure her vampirism.  Showing her human side, she falls in love with him, and sets out to wrest him away from his fiancée as her bloodlust becomes too difficult to control.   This version is far superior to the Lugosi original in conveying the sexuality implicit in the vampire legend.  The film's most famous scene has Holden painting (she's also an artist) a young, depressed streetwalker (Nan Grey).  She is attracted to the half-naked girl and ends up seducing her with her eyes and draining her blood.  There wouldn't be a  more explicit lesbian scene in a vampire film until Roger Vadim's Blood and Roses, made 24 years later. 

Six Drag Kings tour North America inspiring audiences to challenge traditional definitions of gender.

All smokes and poses.

An experimental tale about how a Chinese dragon came to desire the pearl. 

Dragtime takes on all the misconceptions of who drag queens are by revealing the genre's infinite variety.

This fascinating depiction of gender construction and the gap between dreams and reality, reveals that the female role has been learned well both on and off stage, but without providing the promised happily-ever-after.

This film projects us into a post-human world in which the body is out-moded.

Mixing photographic abstraction, simple animation and a familiar nervous system, Ellipsis finds its meaning in an architecture of light that defines the landscape of consciousness and alludes to a "fin de siecle". melancholia.

Emergence focuses on four black and Third World women artists whose work addresses the diasporan experience, including Audre Lorde and Palestinian performance artist Mona Hartoum.

Emily & Gitta by filmmaker Tami Gold (Juggling Gender) was made at the AFI’s Directing Workshop for Women.  It is the story of Emily, the child of Holocaust survivors, and Gitta, who grew up in Germany thinking of herslf as innocent and not responsible for he parents’ generation’s actions during the war.  They meet and begin a dance of emotional and erotic intimacy.  Almost as soon as it begins, however, their relationship threatens to be torn apart by the histories and memories they do and do not share.

Clearly aimed at hip straight audiences, this high-gloss package of feminist erotica showcases the latest work of three talented women filmmakers, including festival favorites Monika Treut (My Father is Coming, The Virgin Machine) and Lizzie Borden (Born in Flames), alongside Hong Kong director Clara Law (Autumn Moon).  Erotique is an interesting and ambitious experiment, bringing the combined ideas of Cosmo, Playgirl, and On Our Backs to the silver screen.      Lizzie Borden's Let's Talk About Sex (cowritten by San Francisco's own Susie Bright) follows the erotic entanglement of a spunky, bisexual Latina phone-sex worker and her sleazy male client.  Borden and Bright also include some nice queer characters in the background: the gay sex-line manager and the protagonist's best friend, a dyke cop.      Monika Treut's Taboo Parlor is the stylish adventure of a pair of lusciously predatory, lipstick lesbians.  With cameo appearances by musician Tanita Tikaram and Marianne Sagebrecht (Bagdad Cafe), Taboo Parlor e

Jean-Paul Gaultier (yes, Jean-Paul Gaultier) and Antoine de Caunes are the cohosts of this uniquely British send-up of everything embarrassing and low-brow about European culture:  Sylvia Kristel's movie career, soap-opera themed vacations, Bjorn Borg designer underwear.  The special pleasure for gay audiences lies in the campy rivalry between Gaultier and de Caunes; Gaultier wins hands-down in the skirt department. 

This provocative and daring new work from Australia employs an excellent cast, Arthur Dignam and Mark Lee (Gallipoli), to tell the story of a secret homosexual society.  A wealthy senator, Dignam, is chaffeured to a private boy's school to select his next lover.  Having surveyed the crop of handsome youths, he picks a blond, Mark Lee. Several encounters are arranged between the two, and eventually, Lee is inducted into a private group of older homosexual men in high places and their young lovers.  To further his career, the senator marries and has a son.  Lee stays around and works as a companion for the senator's son.    Lee becomes concerned about his fading youth and seeks the assistance of a doctor who succeeds in keeping him forever young.  As the senator's son comes into his manhood, he too falls in love with Lee and is also inducted into the secret family.  Lee now has both, father and son.  An original and oddly surreal film which could well become the next gay cult classic.

Warning:  Fabian's Freeak Show contains campy yet rather graphic violence and even a little taste of the sexually explicit.

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Family Values documents the tremendous response from the lesbian community in providing invaluable support and love during the AIDS crisis in San Francisco.

Family Values tells the story of a family torn apart by political and religious extremism. It is an intensely personal documentary about Pam Walton's search for reconciliation with her father, a leading behind-the-scenes figure in the radical religious right. Walton and her father have had nothing to do with each other for over 15 years because of what her father calls her "sinful lesbian lifestyle." The videomaker sets out to find the true meaning of "family" and to expose the enormous hypocrisy that exists among some of the right wing's "family values" activists. The video diary format, however, allows for a few unexpected twists and turns along the way. Finally, Family Values asks us to remember that "family" is a complex and deeply personal experience.

Fantasy Island creatively uses plasticine animation and, yes, Ethel Merman to portray the homophobia in Britain's Isle of Man, where until recently homosexuality was completely illegal. 

19 year old Eric must spend his holidays in th french countryside, at his grandfather’s farm...

"Fascinating" examines the relationship between lesbians, startrek, and television.

Rene, Rene refers to the artist's great unrequited love for Rene, a cherubic young boy with whom the artist has been obsessively in love with since the first grade. Aside from sharing the same name, the two boys’ lives and sexual preferences couldn't have been more different. The video also looks at the origins of Broussard's attraction to fat boys and to the act of flagellation, while focussing on issues of abuse and molestation, which will play a key role throughout the video series of "The Fatboy Chronicles".

Not a lesbian herself, but certainly a strong feminist, Nadia's exploits should be immensely enjoyable to lesbian and gay audiences for her charm, charisma, and, of course, camp value. Aside from San Francisco, perhaps the only place better to celebrate lesbian and gay pride is Sydney, Australia, where each February hundreds of thousands of lesbians and gays arrive for Mardi Gras. Feed Them to the Cannibals is the colorful story of a year in lesbian and gay life in Sydney, both backstage and on the streets. It offers a concise history of the Australian gay movement (and is especially interesting about the earlier divisions between men and women), and culminates in the largest open-air gay event  in the Southern Hemisphere. Along the way, we also get to enjoy the sights of the pre–Mardi Gras Sleaze Ball, which leaves Sydney's straights speechless, or envious, or both.

Her first published novel, Desert of the Heart sent shock waves through the literary community, but nevertheless went on to become a best-seller and a highly successful film that remains a favorite among lesbian audiences. A committed political activist and intellectual, Jane found herself fleeing the rabid McCarthyism of the fifties with her lifelong companion Helen Sonthoff.  Settling in Canada, she continued to foster public awareness and debate around issues of sexuality, representation, and censorship. Winner of the 1995 San Francisco International Lesbian & Gay Film Festival Audience Award for Best Documentary.

The Irish Lesbian and Gay organization in New York are banned from the St. Patrick’s Day Parade by Irish organizers  who claim there are no queers in Ireland. Fifty three of us fly  over to prove otherwise and spend St. Patrick’s Day in prison in New York for 30 hours.

The movie is saved from its exploitative tendencies by the performance of Michael Greer, fresh from The Gay Deceivers. Gay Cuba takes a candid look at one of Cuba’s most controversial human rights issues: the treatment of gay and lesbian people since the Cuban Revolution of 1959. This one-hour documentary takes the viewer through three decades of conflict and transformation, providing insight into Cuban culture and society rarely seen. With a dynamic cast of characters, including a radio show host, a union leader, a drag queen, and a musician, Gay Cuba takes us through the personal experiences of family, society, political institutions and culture. Gay and lesbian Cubans tell their stories of police harassment and gay-positive psychologists, accounts of expulsion from political organizations and election to political leadership. Gay Cuba demonstrates the sometimes contradictory and always changing reality in a society that considers itself to be “in the 36th year of Revolution.”

Yes, Virginia, there were other gay-themed films of the ‘60s besides Boys in the Band—and The Gay Deceivers is the best of them.  The plot's simple: two straight all-American boys play sissy to dodge the draft; they move into a swishy all-gay L.A. apartment complex, and a comedy of misunderstanding ensues.  The Gay Deceivers is like Love, American Style on drugs; it's lurid, weird, and unintentionally funny. What makes the movie really treasurable, however, is Michael Greer (who went on to feature as another queen in Fortune in Men's Eyes); his swishes and turns were such a hit with audiences that the distributor switched ad campaigns after a week's release, billing him as the star.

Gay Lives and Culture Wars was created to battle the antigay propaganda being produced by the religious right. This challenging video focuses on gay youth and their families as they confront Oregon's controversial antigay measures of 1994.

Arthur Bressan on Gay USA: "When the Anita Bryant debacle happened I was hurled into making a political gay documentary. Suppose someone were to film every gay demo on June 27, 1977, from all the cities? It would be like Triumph of the Will, only I would call it Triumph of the Fag, Triumph of the Dyke . . . My naive dream at that point was that if we all saw ourselves in our numbers we would never buy into the guilty trip again. Not from Anita Bryant or from Mayor Koch or from Cardinal Cook. Not even from AIDS."

When a troubled gay New Yorker joins a local gay volleyball league, he unexpectedly becomes obsessed with the game.

Get Over It is an insightful caustic comedy about a group of handsome but emotionally selfish young gay men and their highly dysfunctional sexual entanglements. When Steven (Tony Morgan) is unceremoniously dumped by his boyfriend Derek (Nicholas Katsapetses), his best friend Pam (Deborah Cordell) in a well-intentioned but misguided attempt to coax him out of depression, invites all their friends up from L.A. The group is made up of supposedly straight Spencer (Christian Canterbury) who has read somewhere that to be fully in touch with his sexuality, a man must exercise his sphincter muscle to its full extent; his exasperated wife; Christine and Sarah, a lesbian couple who are joined at the clit and who never argue; and Robert, who brings his beautiful but bratty eighteen-year-old boyfriend Michael. Made for Dutch TV, and clearly influenced by the style of British TV's OUT, Glad To Be Gay, Right? shows the difference of having a black director; three out of these five gripping coming-out stories are told by people of color.

The main character from La Havana, tells her gay son that most her great loves have been women.  When one of them died she brought up her friends two daughters

Offers a bittersweet recollection of a love affair.

Derek Jarman's last film is a luminous, lyrical history of the maker's life between 1970 and 1986, set to new music by Brian Eno.  Jarman once again reinvents himself and his style in Glitterbug.  Using rare and unseen moments from his archive of Super 8 footage, he structures the film in short, chronological sequences.  Glitterbug opens in his studio by the Thames, where Jarman made his first film.  There is also a sequence at the second Alternative Miss World contest (a very '70s event), as well as behind-the-scenes shots from the making of Sebastiane and Jubilee. One woman's tale of her history of domestic violence.

Skillfully incorporating archival material, revealing verité footage and clips from his own work, this gripping documentary chronicles the life and work of the black gay filmmaker Marlon Riggs. Often called "the whipping-boy of the Right", Riggs was most well known for fighting censorship battles resulting from his landmark 1989 film Tongues Untied, but I Shall Not Be Removed also shows Riggs as an innovative teacher, a prolific documentarian, and a gay man fighting AIDS. More than 50 hours of footage was shot for this documentary during the last two years of Riggs's life. It has been woven into a moving tribute to a remarkable artist and human being.

A very sweet and hopeful tape, I'm Still Alive is a testament to the wisdom and resilience of the human spirit. 

An anti-coming out story, follows Cheryl as she confronts homophobia at her sorority.

A fortune teller, Maga Apollonia, is a love affair advisor on Sole Mio TV. A viewer who call her for advice, confesses during the show that he’s gay. She tells him not to worry about it and suggests him to face the issue with his mother. She doesn’t know that a very big suprise is about to happen... just during the show.

Three women deal with the agonies of retreat and pursuit.

The issue of sexual identity, gender, drug addiction, and AIDS are explored in this film as they directly touch our lives.  I'll Be Your Mirror features David Armstrong, a photographer with whom I grew up and shared many of the most pivotal people and places in my life; Sharon Niesp, a R & B singer who was lovers with Cookie Mueller during the early years and later nursed her through her illness; Bruce Balboni, one of my oldest friends and a recovering junkie who is battling AIDS; and Gotscho, a body builder and sculptor from Paris who lost his lover Jules Dusein.  Through all our experiences, my photography has served as a way to feel grounded in chaos, to pay homage to the beauty of my friends, and to keep the memory of the people I loved.  More recently, these same pictures have become a chronicle of loss and have shown me how little photography can actually preserve.  This film is a meditation on the medium of photography and nature of memory, as well as a document of one artist’s work.  I'll Be Your Mirr

The spirit, skill and daring of women ranch hands and rodeo performers is recorded in "I'll Ride That Horse!" in which archival stills, old newsreels and contemporary rodeo footage are combined with interviews with extraordinary women who worked the Montana rodeo circuit between the 1920's and the 1950's.

I'll Show You is Stephen Jones's witty combating of stereotyping of gay men and lesbians; a comic skit about labels.

A meditation on the filmmaker's childhood in a society that presumes heterosexuality and continually stereotypes the other.

"My name is André Ratti; I am 50 years old; I am a homosexual and I've got AIDS."  When André Ratti on July 2, 1984 dropped this bombshell at a press conference organized for "AIDS-Help Switzerland," it prompted a tremendous reaction.  A man who, through his TV show "MTW," had weekly visited the good Swiss citizen, dared to tackle the two biggest taboos of his society – sexuality and death.      Living and Dying examines the life of a complex, difficult man who refused to make things easy for the people around him by bowing to their conceptions of sexuality and illness.  He was a homosexual who craved sex and had little need for the romantic relationships sought by so many of his peers.  He inspected his AIDS without sentiment or sorrow and never allowed it to interfere with his popular "issues and discussion" TV talk show. Maria Maggenti’s debut feature film tells the touching and comic story of first love between two girls in their senior year of high school.  From the wrong side of the tracks, cute and out tomboy Randy (Laurel Hollomon) lives with her two lesbian aunts and works after school as a gas station attendant.  Middle-class Evie (Nicole Parker) is the prettiest, smartest, and most popular girl at school.  Convinced there is something wrong with her Range Rover, Evie stops by the gas station one day.  Instantly taken with one another, the two girls embark on a friendship which develops into a tender but hilarious romance.  When Evie’s mother leaves on a weekend business trip, the two girls decide to celebrate their newfound love in Evie’s mansionlike house.  This results in a series of comic misadventures in which everyone becomes involved, including the jealous husband of Randy’s former fling.    

Marking the 100th anniversary of the trial and imprisonment of Oscar Wilde for committing acts of “gross indecency,” Indecent Acts demonstrates how the same law is still used today in Great Britain to prosecute men for having consensual sex. Through reading Wilde’s texts, the incident of a century ago is compared to similar cases today. Two silhouetted men convicted of the crime in question, one a clergyman, the other a former member of the military, tell their stories.
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Independently Blue dives into the heady decadence of the 1930's club scene to explore the impact of betrayl through the memory of an old woman.

Inevitable Love is an erotic, explicit story of two supposedly straight male friends and wrestling partners who go their separate ways, have a number of gay sexual experiences, and end up reunited, passionately, inevitably in love. The settings are familiar to erotic film fans—an army barracks, a gymnasium, a restroom, the grubby dressing room where factory workers hang out, the front seat of a car—but the action is different.  Some is very quiet and sensual involving feathers and whipped cream.  Some is more raunchy and some is just fun, including a strip poker game.  It's all related to the story of Hal, who runs off to grad school, and Gary, who joins the army.      Gary makes love with his army buddies, with Casey Donovan in the car, and with coworkers, all the while writing letters to Hal, wanting to come out to him but never being able to.  Gary's life takes a romantic route as he becomes involved with a respected—and very sensual—gay activist and writer.      The producers call Inevitable Love a health

Simply stated, Arroe is a black fashion model, a lesbian, who deals with issues of racism in an industry that is intolerant of variation from either the passive Anglo ideal, or that of the exoticized, primitivized woman of color.  There is nothing simple about Catherine Saalfield's Infidel, however, as the film uncovers and repositions layers of myth about female beauty, the function of racism in standardizing our ideals, and the necessity oof female self-consciousness in a scheme that demands both conformity and uniqueness.  Partly autobiographical, partly extracted from collective experience, this jumpy, tightly crafted narrative reconstructs the process behind the formulation of self-image.

Chris (Ken McDougall), a dancer, shares a final night of food, wine, and reminiscence with his lover Val (Jack Nicholsen), after which his physician (Daniel MacIvor), who will assist him in ending his life, explains to Val the ritual Chris has devised. Chris performs a “dance” in his bed—he asks Val, a photographer, to document it—then the death scenario, which culminates in two lethal injections, is set into motion.  	    Though The Last Supper takes place in a single room and its individual sequences unfold in an approximation of real time, director Cynthia Roberts’s nicely conceived camera movements and Rembrandt-like lighting maintain visual interest. McDougall, who died shortly after filming, is particularly strong as the ailing Chris, who steers his lover (and himself) through a traumatic moment with grace and thoroughly appropriate touches

A man and a woman connect/disconnect in a 16th Century Italian villa as two leather-clad men prance through the halls with whips and chains.

A person roams the lonely streets of a city at night. The film, "late at night" is a composition of animation, painting and music, and is inspired by American jazz singer, Cassandra Wilson's song of the same name.

The 'sensational' biker backdrop is distinctly British, and really the film is a serious drama focusing on the lives of its young working-cla

After she snitches on a cell-mate, Madina is transferred to another prison.  Soon after her arrival, Madina discovers th

Doc on queer youth of color  that live and congregate on Christopher Street.

When she moves into an all-women household on the wrong side of town, there's stormy weather ahead. Life on Earth is smart and stylish—a new benchmark for lesbian filmmaking that manages to be both humorous and lyrical about coming out.

Meanwhile, in walks the smart and oddly mature Aihara, a mysterious, cool and aloof new girl in town unknowingly poised to create a complicated world of love and discovery for all involved. Throughout Like Grains of Sand, a rare, thoughtful honesty coupled with buoyant, smart dialogue creates a moo

a fast-paced, gritty and humorous love story set against the backdrop of the London club scene, a candid look at gay life.

The trials and treats of coupledom as Lily and Lulu get sexy, get ready, and go to the March.

In José Torrealba’s Limités, Peruvian photographer Carlos Quiroz unveils the artistic process behind capturing the male nude.   Inundated with doe-eyed and hung French-Canadian models, Limités visits Quiroz’s private photo sessions, allowing you to witness the intimate relationship established between camera and subject, a relationship in which the distinctions separating the artistic and the commercial are constantly changing and forever blurred.  Lounging naked around the studio, even the models themselves—some of whom could very well be straight—offer surprisingly intelligent insights into how and why they do what they do.  Encompassing the vast range of nude photography, Quiroz’s work, in being so erotically charged, is, in his words, “an invitation to masturbate, to become an accomplice with the model to reach orgasm.”  In doing so, the simple act of looking becomes a sexual act in and of itself.  After this film, you may never flip through another blue magazine in quite the same way again.

It's probably a hopeless cause.  Deserter is a downbeat, slow, and sad-eyed drama – the kind of film that divides audiences (as it has done already in Berlin and London). Instead, they've sewn up one of gay cinema's most difficult themes—loneliness and frustration.      It's easy to think of homo melancholy as ugly, invented, and unwanted, and in the hand of Hollywood 

Story about a group of teenage best friends, the courage of one girl to express who she is, and the struggle of the others to accept and understand difference.

A surrealist, nightmarish view on a capitalist fast-food society that focuses on instant gratification of animal instincts. Our hero, Frank the business man, peruses the adult classifieds in search of a lunch hour “quickie”. He and his co-workers get more than they bargained for when they encounter a “real” dominatrix .

A femme's story for her Daddy.

A mockumentary that interviews 22 women who have and have not gone out with a woman named Lisa.

A daughter’s “coming out” to her mother falls on deaf ears. Sometimes people just don’t want to listen.

From British television, a  film about British transvestism. A Little Bit of Lippy is a fruity, cross-dressing comedy set in  the north of England. Marian (Alison Swann) and Rick (Danny Cunningham) are a working-class couple whose marriage has gone stale. In search of some sexual oomph, Marian surprises Rick one night in her scanties. Problem is, he's gotten to the make-up box before her. Directed by Chris Bernard (maker of Letter to Brezhnev), A Little Bit of Lippy is a terrific, stylish blend of surreal cinematography (including a hilarious visual spoof of Brian de Palma's Dressed to Kill) and absurdist Mike Leigh–style observation (when Marian consults a famous drag queen for advice on what to do with her cross-dressing hubby, he announces, "Underpants or ladies' briefs—what's the difference? It's what's inside that counts."

Awkward high school girl goes to prom alone dressed as boy and finds love.

A teenage girl must decide between love, adventure, community service and the chance to meet her idol.
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This video is the first section of a full length project- based on interviews with ex-lovers- investigating relationships, memory and intimacy -- to be released in 2004

A romantic, charming leftist homosexual, Lapathiotis created a scandal in Athens when he refused to follow the rules of conservative Greek society. Megan Siler’s The Midwife’s Tale is a refreshing reconstruction of the fairy tale genre. Steeped in romance and fantasy, this winner of the “Emerging Talent Award” from the Los Angeles Gay & Lesbian Film Festival, is framed as a bedtime story being told to a young girl by her mother’s new girlfriend. Set in medieval time, it is the story of Lady Eleanor, an impetuous young noblewoman forced to marry and expected to bear a child. Fearing she will die in childbirth as her mother did, she sends for the village midwife in hopes of finding a potion that will keep her from getting pregnant. But the old midwife is on trial for witchcraft, so her apprentice Gwenyth comes in her place. Eleanor is immediately drawn to the apprentice and pleads for her help. Though Gwenyth fears that she too may be accused of witchcraft, she agrees to help Eleanor if the noblewoman will try to free the old midwife.  As the two women help and defend one another, their desire for each other develops into a consuming yet unspoken passion.

In the closing comic story, Libera (also played by Forte) has a similar problem with her lazy husband’s infidelity, but she hatches a plan to exact revenge and profit.  Carmela’s tale is the one that holds most interest for gay audiences.  Handsome Sebastiano arrives home from reform school; Carmela doesn’t mind that her son is gay, but she can’t cope with his questions about his long-gone father.  Amid plans for a neighborhood wedding (and Sebastiano’s seduction of a local salesman), the truth comes out.

Zoe Cadwaulder must overcome her phobias in order to discover love.

Ruminations on disability and sexuality.

A portrait of the Pulitzer Prize-winning composer and diarist.

A woman deals with harassment in New York City.

How does one begotiate sex; how does one get around the panic?
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Affectionate bunnies romp through the seasons displaying the cycles of lesbian desire.

In his funniest film since A Virus Knows No Morals, gay filmmmaker Rosa von Praunheim is murdered while on stage hosting a tribute to himself. The murderer and the body disappear, and tabloid journalist Gesine Ganzmann-Seipel is given the assignment of uncovering the motive for the crime. Her quest for a greater understanding of von Praunheim’s life carries her from the German Underground to New York City, and introduces her to a bizarre assortment of characters — angry ex-lovers, bitter actors, hedonistic porn stars, and a loving mother. The intrepid, platinum-blond journalist (seductively played by cabaret star Desiree Nick) soon discovers that everyone wanted to kill Rosa. Funny, campy, and bitingly satirical, Neurosia is a shameless autobiography recapping half a century of guerrilla filmmaking and gay activism. 

A movie for everyone who thought Lois Lane was crazy to want any man, even a Superman. A young gay artist, played by actor and drag queen Alexis Arquette (Grief, Wigstock, Frisk, and ‘96 Festival entry Scream, Teen, Scream), languishes in a maddening creative deadlock.  As he struggles with his lack of direction and a somewhat dubious and possibly unstable new boyfriend, he uncovers a secret trove of photographs of his uncle's male lover. . . .  Meanwhile, his actress mother, played with a manic edge by Margot Kidder (Lois Lane in Superman) is writing alliterative experimental multimedia theater pieces.  She is also being pursued by her son's best friend, a lesbian sculptor (out comic Georgia Ragsdale) whose lover (Bay Area performer Omewenne) channels the souls of departed women artists onto canvas. With its wry sense of humor and colorful characters attempting to stay sane in a difficult world, Never Met Picasso focusses on topical issues:  the relationship between creativity and queer lifestyles, the under

Joan Sloan and Candy Price once had the perfect life together. That was until Candy spent all Joan’s money. A comical tale of desperation.

A cow is standing on a lush meadow in the bright sunshine, this could be such a nice day...

Meet three gay and lesbian families in France, the US, and Holland.

The "Our Gang" kids present a schoolyard force full of same-sex affection and a classic drag scene with Alfalfa and Spanky.

The lesbian relationship of Nietta and Flafi in pre and post war Italy recounted through Nietta's unpublished diaries.

A Hong Kong artist back home investigates the bizarre death of his twin, confronting irreversible fatal consequences.

An updated twist on the world's oldest profession.  Paid by a diverse group of women, Clare earns her living as a serial seducer of men.
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Night Visions is an hour-long drama dealing with issues of lesbianism and race within the context of an urban community of women fighting for its survival.  The story draws from actual events, legal battles, custody cases, and actions that have occurred in Canada during the last decade.  These struggles are humanized through the simultaneous depiction of passionate relationships among these women—political, sexual, humorous, seriousˆexisting amid the political turmoil of the community.  A Native single mother (Nea) is fighting a child custody battle, pitted against the Children's Aid and her white ex-husband.  A lesbian photographer (Morgan) has her erotic photographs seized by the police.  The two women meet through a mutual friend (Helena), a feminist activist who encourages them to find common cause.  But cultural difference and racism intervene; contact with Morgan and her friends complicates Nea's life to the point of crisis; the narratives end separately.  "Hope lies in what we do amongst ourselves, the

A broad range of Derek Jarman’s aquaintances celebrate his dizzying love of life a year after his death.  Clancy Chassay, the young actor who debuted in Derek’s film Wittgenstein, provides a mischievous potted biography for Jarman beginners, and also reveals for the first time his Famous Last Words.

Jim, a gay teacher in a London comprehensive school, lives the classic double life: straight days in school, gay nights in bars and discos.  With each new pick-up the same tension and uncertainty arises: Is there anything more to gay life than the one-night stand?  At school he find himself overworked and forced to hide his true experiences and feelings.  After the traditional year-end school dance and a drunken staff party, Jim finally pours out something of himself to a friendly female teacher.  It is a step toward openness and enables Jim to face the inevitable explosion triggered by his curious 14-year-old students.      Writers/directors Ron Peck and Paul Hallam began work on Nighthawks in 1975, creating the first feature film to come out of a gay community.  Conceived as a "panoramic view of gay life in London," they soon realized it couldn't cover everything, and that what was needed was "hundreds of gay films, not half a dozen, to make homosexuality visible in the cinema."

Peaches Christ helps girlfriend Squeaky Blonde get sober only to be thanked with a nightmarish relapse.

A  moody, artfully edited black-and-white look at one of San  Francisco's less popular neighborhoods.

A clever look at a pair of dykes on bikes who are nearly pulled apart by obsessive jealousy. 

Nina is a Manila-born Transgender reflecting on 4 years of life in Australia as she pursues her transformations.  The film tackles what it means to be an Asian migrant transgender person in Australia.

Two girls try to get pregnant...

Maria Schell (Sophie) and Paul Scofield ( Alexander) turn in magnificent performances as former patients of Freud who meet for the first time in Vienna in 1970. Sophie convinces a wary Alexander to meet after she sees him interviewed on TV about his experience with Freud. In their one-day encounter, in a reluctant Alexander's cluttered apartment, the two sit down to talk.       Sophie is now a divorced New Yorker of nearly 70, Alexander  is a lonely widower; both still harbor resentment of Freud's treatment of their youthful "problems." Their personal narratives, shown in flashback, are poignant; Freud is an unseen but vivid presence in the therapy scences. Stellar casting includes Colin Firth (Another Country) as the aristocratic young Alex, who cannot equate sex and self-respect. Clare Higgins is the headstrong Sophie, who defies her father with a lesbian affair and is sent to Freud to be "cured."      A memorable portrayal of loss, anger, regret, and eventual acceptance by Schell and Scofield, both triumph

A punchy short about an unusual kind of marital problem.

Three sisters, aged 6, 9  and 11 struggle to understand the gender transition of their uncle.

A safe-sex public service announcement.

An experimental short movie that touches upon the conflicting feelings and emotions around the topic of sexual abuse by women to other women.

A music video with Vaginal Creme Davis.

A coming of age drama centred on a teenage boy inspired by gay playwright Joe Orton.

A comedy-drama about the tangled lives and loves of six not entirely likable L.A. friends who are left to pick up the pieces after the death of Tom (Dan Frank), their darkly charismatic and manipulative leader.  Despite the emotional and sexual abuse they suffered at the hands of Tom, both Wendy (Ericka Klein) and Kevin (Smith Forte) still carry a torch for him and are disconsolate with grief over his demise.  The solace they find in each other eventually leads to more than either can handle.  Then there’s Andy (Robert Pecora) who seems to have nothing better to do than to walk around in his skimpy underwear all day.  For reasons unknown, he is unhappy with Ben (Mark S. When his motives come to light and Tom’s twisted mind games come back to haunt them, everyone does battle for a cut of the stakes in this sexy stylish film riddled with blink-and-you’ll-

A day in the life of Ultra Claudia, a Brazilian superstar living in Miami.

Claire Whitaker's lively memoir of the Catholic girls’ boarding school of her youth and of her coming to terms with her sexual identity. 

Recounts the inspiring story of Del Martin & Phyllis Lyon, founders of the modern lesbian civil rights movement and partners in life & political struggle for half a century.

Bruca LaBruce, Toronto's underground homo filmmaker extraordinaire, plays a punk hairdresser who picks up a cute young skinhead in the park and locks him up in his apartment in this cheap and dirty, sweet and charming, unabashedly erotic, and refreshingly unpretentious movie.  Shot in gritty black-and-white, with a visual style that goes from ragged to lyrical, it is one of the most directly sensual and sexual gay films around, one with the point of view that "being a fag is a definite plus."  Or, as the skinhead's militant, filmmaking dyke sister says: "The whole world's a fag."  She delights in humiliating him by filming him in front of her half-naked girlfriends (the opus she's working on is called Girls of the S.L.A.).  Most of No Skin Off My Ass takes place in the intimacy of the relationship between the romantic, seductive LaBruce and the initially reluctant, not very talkative skinhead, played by dreamy Klaus Von Bücker.  There's lots of action in the tub, plus a touch of leather here and a dab of pean

Tom is on the threshold of sexual maturity but he has still to learn that the rules of childhood no longer apply.
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Portrait of an outlaw: Christian pornographer/author Red Jordan Arobateau.

Marguerite, a 45-year-old upper-class woman, returns to the family mansion to attend her mother's funeral. Flashback sequences reveal her emotionally impoverished childhood as the mature Marguerite roams the relic-filled rooms. Meanwhile, down the road, two lesbian lovers are thumbing a ride. Picked up by a man in a sedan, they smirk as he warns them against hitchhiking, alluding to grisly crimes committed in the area.  "Go on, tell us about what happened," goads Theresa, while her girlfriend fondles her from the backseat.  More surprises await us from the somewhat sociopathic couple.  The driver stops to take a leak and they make off with the car.  They arrive at Marguerite's house, breaking in through the french doors where she is playing the piano. It's intrigue at first sight, as Marguerite, dressed for defense, enjoys her first wet T-shirt experience.      What follows will take even the seasoned dyke by surprise.  Marguerite accompanies the couple to the nursery and dresses them in her old children’s cl

Highlights the presence of gays and lesbians within Brazilian society.

Centers around the events of a fathers death and a series of nightmares that followed featuring Doris Day

It would be easy to dismiss Norman, Is That You? as an extended one-note pro-gay  fag joke, but that would do it a disservice. While it does wallow in stereotypical character types (straight, gay, white, black, etc.), director George Schlatter's 1976 film combines what were obviously the best of intentions (what was that about the road to hell?) with a plot that could only have started life as some well-meaning Broadway comedy. Besides, who can resist Hollywood's idea of what homosexuals were wearing in the mid-'70s? It's about a black man whose parents discover that he's gay while visiting one weekend to tell him that they are getting a divorce. He's a combination of two black gay stereotypes: the Mandinka buck (an incredibly durable and pervasive representation of black masculinity and sexuality) and the deracinated WASP wanna-be (the epitome of aggressive assimilation, he's sociopolitically and culturally white). The white lover (Dennis Dugan) is a flamboyant queen (funny and nonthreatening to the dominant

It's a typical Sunday for roommates Scott, a gay lab technician, and Gwen, a lesbian artist/waiter, in Not Alone:  A Hallowe'en Romance,  except it is October 31, and there's a protest march that evening against gay bashing - and the boy from last night is calling for another date. 

A profound and moving documentary about teenage boy prostitutes in Prague.  Astonishingly frank and refreshingly unsentimental, Not Angels but Angels is graced with a gang of wry and self-aware interviewees.

A genderfuck cabaret performer takes a journey in search of the beloved.

Maureen Bradley examines the causes for her own internalized fear of looking or acting butch. 

Poetic exploration of sex and gender and how the narrator is caught between perceptions of male and female.

Yosheng and Gray are the first gay couple who came out to the mainstream society and had the first public gay wedding in Taiwan.

Documentary set in Nicaragua about soap operas.

A couple of dykes reflect on their childhood experiences with nuns in Novices.

Wacky take off of 1970’s live actions kids show.

A documentary about three generations of a NY Puerto Rican family, narrated by the eldest successful gay son.

A brilliant 31-year-old woman suffers from inexplicable symptoms, from impaired speech to near total paralysis.

O Happy Day lays gay claim to a revolutionary moment in black history.

A wealthy landwoner battles his wayward son in a gothic story of power and repression

Odd Sock is a tender story about a teenage son/ mother relationship which challenges conventional stereotypes

Michelle Parkerson’s long-awaited African-American lesbian sci-fi drama.

In the future, a recently deceased young man awakes in a hospital after his memory has been implanted in a clone o fhis body.

Family home movies and queer bestiality collide.

Of Men and Gods examines the daily existence of several Haitian men who are openly gay.  Prevalent, yet still tavoo, homosexuality and gay culture are allowed to flourish within the context of Haiti’s vodou religion.

Eight media scholars discuss the developments in and constraints upon gay representations on television.

Relationship between a Japanese monk and a young novice.

Janosch leaves his home at the lake of Constnce and travels to Dormund, meeting his old friend and skinhead, Koma
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Okoge in Japanese means rice that is stuck to the bottom of the rice-pot and is colloquially used to refer to "fag-hags." This is the hilarious story of one such lovely young girl and her relationship with a strapping young man and his corporate-closeted married lover.  She often lets the two men use her flat for their trysts, to the chagrin of her inquistive neighbors.  The closeted lover's wife eventually finds out about this secret meeting place, leading to a  series of very campy and highly enjoyable scenarios.

Eddie, a young photographer, adjusts to life following his lover's death from AIDS. He is despondent and scared to uncover his own status, but  forced to face reality when he learns that his lesbian best friend has chosen someone else to be the father of her child. 

Like the more well-known Maedchen In Uniform, this story of a young girl's love for her teacher was written and directed by women.  Although it ends tragically, the film's lesbian characters are sympathetically portrayed.  Olivia is a beautifully photographed melodrama, and the only film of the 1950s to deal openly with lesbianism.      Released in the United States in 1954 as Pit of Loneliness, this rarely seen French lesbian boarding school drama was censored for American audiences.  In The Celluloid Closet Vito Russo reprints the following censor's notation on the film: "Eliminate in Reel 5D: Scene of Miss Julie holding Olivia in close embrace and kissing her on the mouth.  Reason: Immoral, would tend to corrupt morals."  The film's advertising campaign sensationalized the "immoral" lesbian angle as only Hollywood can, promising viewers a look at "The secret of a woman's love-starved soul in the daring drama of an unnatural love."  The film's  stars are French leading lady Simone Simon and Edwige Feuillere

A whirlwind view of the 1994 Gay Games.

Two tourist couples are captivated by queer San Francisco.

On Becoming explores notions of gender identity and gender as performance, and paves the way for the body of the future.

This video satirizes views on lesbianism held by many health experts in the 1950s.

The story of six young mismatched gay guys on a bus trip from Los Angeles to Burning Man ( a festival of redical self expression in the Black Rock Desert).

On the Down Low explores the lives of Angel and Isaac, two young men involved in a Southside Chicago gang. The decisions these men must make impacts the society and the gangs to which they belong.

Two African- American high school boys are forced to come to terms with their relationship when ‘love’ begins to complicate things.

After receiving an ultimatum from her girlfriend to come out or get out, Paige begins a comical journey on a path to self discovery.

A production of the Minnesota AIDS Project designed to encourage discussion of safe sex among  gay men. Oranges is the best lesbian coming-of-age film yet. Originally planned as a three-parter for British television, this complex story takes us through the hazardous journey of a heroic young girl's escape from a religious upbringing. The film opens with the mother, 

the young Jess, and her white dog sitting atop a gravestone. Mum is alluding to her fall from grace while living in Paris as a young girl, and her rebirth as a Christian. "She'd never heard of mixed feelings," Jess tells us in voice-over. The screenplay, adapted by 

Jeanette Winterson from her own novel of the same title, is droll and endearing, frightening and funny—even while describing the perverted pedagogy of Christian cultists. It's a strange beginning of a life. Young Jess, ever observant and precocious, tells 

schoolmates that there are no toilets in hell. Later, she trots off to assist the “Society of the Last,” her mother's odd evangelical group in a musical mission. they hold forth on the beach, but heathens throw sand into Miss Jewbury's accordion; she loses her F 

sharp. (Oranges has some of the best examples I've ever seen of older women characters who are nuanced, nurturing, and know how to survive). Part One ends as the looney Christians go off the deep end. The plots in Part Two not only gel, but thicken into a 

horrifying climax. Now teenage Jess meets the winsome Melanie, who works at a fish stall. They are immediately stuck on each other and, over a fish carcass, the schoolgirl crush is off and running.      Jess is a great kisser on Saturday night and Sunday 

morning finds her locking eyes with Melanie singing “He Touched Me” at service. But the word is out among the faithful; Jess and Melanie are damned if not doomed. In saving them from the evils of lust, the Christians reveal themselves as true torturers. The 

heroic Jess triumphs over her situation and finally gains enough distance from her past to create a future for herself.      This landmark lesbian film is certainly the best—if not the only—initiation story that is positive and mature in characterization and plot, 

A classy revenge story.

An historic look at the real origins of the gay pride movement, this film offers a revealing look at the gay motorcycle club culture.

Deals with artificial insemination and spends some time with seven adults who were raised by lesbian mothers.

"The Other Other" looks at changes taking place today in the Lesbian and Gay Community in Britain towards accepting and understanding bisexual people, drawing attention to the debate following the London Pride Festival name change to include bisexual and transgender.

The story of a gay couple in Mexico City.  

What do gay men think about women's bodies?  It's a subject that both men and women would often rather not talk about.  Against an image-track of sensually resonant found footage, Greta Snider's gay friends speak honestly, if somewhat disturbingly, on this mostly uncharted area of the lesbian and gay community psyche.

"Our House" is a frank exploration of what it means to grow up with gay or lesbian parents.

This short doc takes you on an adventure into one of the largest queer rights advocacy groups in Brazil called Arco-Iris.

Three daughters reflect back on their lives since their mother came out to them eleven years ago in Juliette Olavarria's video Our Mom's a Dyke.  They very touchingly share with us the love they have for their mother while honestly telling us about the difficulties they have had with others and with themselves in coming to accept their mother's sexuality. 

Gay rights are put to the test in scenic, flag waving Idaho, 1994-6 with surprising results.
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From Anie Stanley comes Our Us We Bone, a penetrative little number involving guns and pussies.

A Chinese Canadian Lesbian’s trials and error to come out to traditional parents about moving out to live with her girlfriend. 

Out for Laughs is a queer “Laugh-In”; see your favorite local queer comics show their stuff in the brilliant half-hour TV variety show.

A series of interviews with gay men in Zimbabwe and South Africa.  Symons shot the tape while backpacking through Africa; he captures a unique picture of gay life there.

Barbara Hammer was invited to have a retrospective of her films and videos at South Africa's first-ever lesbian and gay film festival, and lucky for us she took her camcorder with her. You'll want to join her as she takes us on a never-before-seen tour of South Africa's gay life postapartheid.  Barbara made it an integral  part of her trip to go into the townships to teach a video class to some very eager students, who then took this knowledge back to their respective communities. There are many compelling interviews and visits to the townships, most especially to a "shebeen"  (a gay bar that is held in a home) that help to make this a powerful documentary.   

Through the stories of gay parents in Kentucky, this film explores the impact of constitutional marriage bans on families nd communities, and illustrates the long-term consequences these bans have for us all.  

A documentary exploring public sex and other complexities of gay men’s sexuality.

Out Loud shows that young queers find many different ways to express their queer selves.  A strong Latina, two homeless Goth dykes, a cyber fag and a flamboyant gayboy who aspires to the presidency--these are just some of the people who speak up for themselves and others like them.

An exciting first feature by two new young talents on the independent film scene, Out of Our Time juxtaposes two circles of women—one a literary/artistic society of women in Chicago circa 1930, the other a contemporary group of feminists.  The two circles are linked by Valerie Ward and Jacquelyn Matthews, granddaughter and grandmother respectively, both of whom, in their own eras, grapple with the frustrations of not fulfilling themselves as writers, and share a dream of being published.  Jacquelyn is a writer for a prominent 1930s fashion magazine who wants to have her novel published.  Val is a typesetter for a small urban feminist newspaper, insecure about publishing and reading her poetry.  The film skillfully interweaves the stories of these two eras, showing us the parallels in the choices, issues, and struggles that both contemporary and women of the past encounter.  The 1930s period scenes convincingly recreate a sense of aristocratic bohemia, of women fighting for an artistic identity in a world wher

Girl meets girl in an isolated beach town.  A straight ahead lesbian love story.

In 1933, Billy Haines was named the top male movie star in the world.  Two years later, he was driven into exile by a moral code which forced him to chose between a career in Hollywood and the man he loved.  This is the story of Hollywood’s first openly gay star.

Addressing the concerns of MTF girls and AIDS, Paulina must confront all o fthe risky things she has done in her past to become a woman.

Out of the Shadows is narrated by Essex Hemphill, whose poetry resounds through Tongues Untied. Reminiscent of early gay coming-out stories, Out of the Shadows introduces an attorney, a community organizer, an older man from an earlier generation of gays, and three transvestites and transsexuals who all share the same issues of coming to terms with being black and gay. Opposite in its approach to the two other tapes, Out of the Shadows explains the black gay community and provides the viewer with a certain point of reference which, for the large part, Riggs and Water do not provide and take for granted. This difference, however, works well for all three.

On St. Valentine's Day, 1989, Britain's Channel Four launched Out On Tuesday, a daring and innovative eight-week series of one-hour programs dealing with topics of interest to lesbians and gay men.       This progam presents two of the episodes from the series, which will be presented in its entirety during the festival.  This program features Crimes of Passion, Clare Beavan's racy investigation of dyke detectives, a must for fans of alternative best-sellers Mary Wings, Katherine Forrest, and Ruth Rendell.  Discover the way to tell if your sex scene is well written, and how  She Came in a Flash, was nearly  She Came Too Often.  Also featured is Out in Africa, Melanie Chait's fascinating film on how two prominent political activists in South Africa are combining the struggle against apartheid with the struggle for gay rights.  Simon Nkoli and Ivan Toms, currently serving the maximum prison sentence for refusing the draft, made no secret of their sexuality, forcing fellow activists to reevaluate their own preju

Directed by Connie Giannaris, maker of the Communards' videos, Disco's Revenge examines the history of gay disco music from Britain's adoption of Tamla Motown, through the soul of Sylvester and Summer, the high energy of Evelyn Thomas, Divine, and Miguel Brown, through its appropriation by Frankie Goes to Hollywood and Bronski Beat to the recent gay Latinization of House and its distinctive dance trends of “voguing.”  The informed talking heads include Neil Tennant of the Pet Ship Boys, producer and Heaven DJ Ian Levine, and Chicago house star Frankie Knuckles.  Giannaris's conscious, crafted use of visual seduction provides an appropriate approach to gay disco history.  As Frankie Knuckles remembers the worst excess of "Saturday Night Fever" he turns knowingly to the camera, adjusts his sun-specs, and delivers a suitably camp farewell, "All that polyester, I couldn't stand it."  The program concludes with Richard Kwietniowski's short film Alfalfa, a gay romp through the alphabet.  The next episode of the ser

Featured in this installment is After Stonewall, a look back at the twenty years since the fateful day that a police raid on a bar in New York's Greenwich Village sparked off the modern Gay Rights Movement.  The program also talks to some of the most vocal participants from the lively seventies about the sense of purpose that motivated them at the time and, in many cases, about their anger and disappointment in what they see as apathy amongst the British gay community towards Clause 28.      The next program takes a hard look at the clause which illegalizes "promotion" of homosexuality, interviewing author of the clause, conservative MP David Wilshire and challenging Saatchi & Saatchi to develop an ad campaign to "sell homosexuality to the public.  Also included is a lively report from Hollywood on how gay roles are seen as a bad career move for movie actors.  Interviewer John Lyttle follows the passionate bits from My Beautiful Laundrette and Desert Hearts with such crucial questions as "Who thought up the c

A gay college student explores the sexuality of love the first time by resisting conformity and falling for a handsome bisexual.

Right Wing, Right Off, Right Hons, Right? probes those gays who still vote Tory, or at least crave Conservatism in some form. Out-gay Tory ex-MP Matthew Parris argues the case for Margaret Thatcher’s "sexual tolerance"! In Luppies, upwardly-mobile dykes outline their aspirations with unladylike ambition. My Beautiful Lorgnette affectionately quizzes the phenomenon of the opera queen. The second part includes Walk On Bi —a catalog of the confusions and options created by self-declared bisexuals—and a report on Amnesty International's attitude to adopting gays as Prisoners of Conscience. Plus A Matter of Life and Death asks what it's like for gay men who have buried so many friends; one interviewee describes the film as a bold break-out from the "tyranny" of positive thinking: "I've said that AIDS was the best thing that's ever happened to me," he says, "But that was last year."  Presenter: Communards' Richard Coles. 

Out is a spirited overview of the lives and struggles of lesbian and gay youth in Canada. The film's rich cross-section of interviews reflects a diversity of economic backgrounds, religious, ethnic, and cultural heritages.  Frank interviews with parents, along with discussions of homophobia, coming out, and finding community make the film a great primer for young people, gay and straight.

His art is heavily influenced by graffiti.  He can lip synch to rap without missing a beat.  He wears gangsta clothes and his hair in dreads, albeit blond.  Knowledge becomes more than a patient as they both tentatively discover a far deeper commonality drawing th

They call themselves the Children. They are messengers, welfare recipients, salespeople, and prostitutes. By night they are Krystle and Blake Carrington. As black and hispanic gay men, the Children inhabit two worlds—an everyday world of discrimination and poverty, and the world of "Realness,” where through costume and competition, dance and inspired performance, they imitate and transcend the powerful fantasy media that excludes them. "It's like going through the Looking Glass," says one. "It's how being gay should be."      Paris is Burning becomes firm friends with a number of the Children as they meet along the piers, where they exchange news and sex and practice voguing. Each of the Children belongs to the House that suits him best (the House of Chanel, the House of Saint Laurent, the House of Ninja, and others). Monthly fashion balls—the dramatic pivot of the film's disco-beat action and of the subculture itself—take place in Harlem or Brooklyn.  Members of rival Houses talk about competing for trophies

A Part From Us - Gay Youth Media Project 2003 - Queer youth direct an intimate look at how a part of someone - such as sexual orientation or gender - is only a portion of what makes the whole person.

When is the last time you saw Mink Stole in an informercial or Honey Lauren as a housewife overdosed on Vitamins? Take a trip with these housewives, that are sure to blow your mind.

Philadelphia didn’t make me cry, until the last ten minutes.      Crying at movies has a pretty bad rap.  It’s okay to laugh noisily or scream with fear, but if you issue a sniffle you’re a pariah.  Only a few weeks ago, the New York Times ran a semihumorous item on the odd spectacle of men bawling at movies.  Somehow we are meant to be ashamed of being lachrymose in the dark.      But we all need to weep, and the catastrophe of AIDS is certainly something to sob about.  Since AIDS appeared, it’s hard for me to see any movie about loss, or death, or suffering, or illness, and not to find  metaphors for AIDS. Shadowlands, Fearless, Remains of the Day—you name it, and I’ve invented an allegory.      Now, with Philadelphia, here’s a Hollywood movie that really is about the subject, and it doesn’t let you cry.        Some people might want to be made angry by a film about AIDS, of course, and that has great validity.  But if I was honest, I’d have to say I just want to wail.  Philadelphia teases people like me.

A young man excapes from the real world in a sequence of pink satin fantasies—he's a slave chosen by the emperor, a bullfighter, a wood nymph, a harem boy.  ˆ has no story to speak of, but it feels compulsively pacey.  Loved for its imaginative eroticism in 1971, it was also derided for campy content ("as many spangles, feathers and gilded costumes as in Ziegfield Follies," protested Parker Tyler, a boy who should know).  Eighteen years on, in a brand new print, you can begin to see—between the Walter Mitty premise and the Beauty School Drop-Out decor—a passionate intelligence and the spirit of Genet. Pink Narcissus  may appear narcissistic (and so what?) but it's also cheekily about narcissism.  While Hollywood was grappling with the gloss of gay life—how many nelly queens make a good party?—in Boys in the Band, Pink Narcissus set about scraping at the nitty-gritty.  It's all here:  caballeros and bike boys; striptease an

Stories and lives criss-cross in the hallways of the gay ghetto. Different lives, but all unified by their search for a happy ending. 

If Pink Narcissus were remade for the ‘90s, here's what it would look like: sexier, more self-conscious, a riper kind of camp. Director Eric de Kuyper previously made an impression on San Francisco audiences with Casta Diva, Naughty Boys, and A Strange Love Affair—all movies in which the stories are drowned beneath operatic tableaux of irresistible, unattainable men. Pink Ulysses is a step in the direction of a tangy and intoxicating new gay style. Eric de Kuyper is a bit like Homer's Penelope, who wove by day and undid the same work each night. Pink Ulysses is a patchwork of ideas and heavenly bodies, gingerly held together by the thread of Ulysses's twenty-year-long return from Troy. There's the narrative—some nonsense about Penelope fancying her son more than her long-gone Homeric hubby—which is shot in the style of those Italian Steve Reeves pictures, all saturated color and anachronistic historical detail (Penelope carries a patent leather clutchbag). The other part of the film works like footnotes like

The collapse of Eurocommunism makes for strange bedfellows in the latest from Constantine Giannaris (Caught Looking, North of Vortex). Ilias (Stavros Zalmas), a bored and blasé thirty-five-year-old Athenian, falls in love with Panagiotis (Panagiotis Tsetsos), a muscular, eighteen-year-old economic refugee from Albania. These two have nothing in common, sexually or otherwise, but that doesn’t stop them from embarking on an emotionally lopsided, ill-fated relationship.       Giannaris’s Genet-tinged narrative, related as much through carefully wrought imagery as dialogue, is heavy on atmosphere and the palpable sensation of desire. Taken literally, A Place in the Sun’s scenario is a queer activist’s horror—the beautiful Panagiotis isn’t above bilking and bashing gays, and Ilias willingly becomes an accessory after the fact to a capital crime—though anyone who’s ever been caught up in passion’s wild throes is likely to empathize with Ilias’s romantic and moral dilemmas.

Splicing porn clips between interviews—which travel from sex, drugs, rock 'n’ roll 

Filmed by a Nicaraguan crew, Sex and the Sandinistas was made in close collaboration with the lesbian and gay movement in Managua.  Without assuming any prior knowledge of Nicaraguan history, the film brings to life the extraordinary and valuable experience of lesbians and gays coming out in the whirlwind of a Latin American revolution.

Topically arranged excerpts from candid discussions with male prostitutes in New York City.
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Nick Deocampo's Sex Warriors and the Samurai is the story of a Filipino transgender sex worker who, with the recent crack down by the government and the closure of U.S. bases, is forced to travel to Japan for work to support his eighteen member family.

What do gay men think about lesbians? What do lesbians think about gay men? Sex Wars is a provocative installment from Channel Four's Out TV series.

A mysterious package changes the lives of 5 horny housewives.

Awarded a Frameline Completion Fund grant this year, Philip B. Roth’s debut feature, Sex, Work and My American Family is the story of the filmmaker’s search for self identity working as an erotic masseur in New York City. Interviews with his uproarious Jewish family, including his 81 year-old grandmother, cast light on his struggles with male intimacy, spirituality and sex. The film features graphic erotic massages, a rare interview with German filmmaker Rosa von Praunheim, a demonstration in the use of Tampax by performance artist Annie Sprinkle, and Yiddish torch singer Nehama Lifshitz wailing on the soundtrack.

Last time he tackled AIDS was in 1985, with his musical melodrama, A Virus Knows No Morals. Now he's settled down. In Silence = Death he lets his interviewees carry the anger and outrage. It's the first of three films on AIDS activism. Praunheim platforms New York's artists against AIDS. He and journalist Phil Zwickler talk to Keith Haring and survivors David Wojnarowicz, Allen Ginsberg, Paul Smith, and Rafael Gamba.      Phil Zwickler: "I worked on another of the Festival films, Silence = Death, with Rosa von Praunheim. We included monologues by David Wojnarowicz as a community's indictment of the daily, malignant neglect by a murderous government—scorching testaments that kick ass! Wojnarowicz is the voi

The story follows Simone, a young, queer woman of color, as she struggles with identtry issues, racism, homophobia, insecurity, girlfriend drama, and her struggle to love and be loved.

Uses video, a medium at once grounded in the material world and allowing elusive access to fantasy and dreams to chronicle the various stages of grief I journey through following the death of my lover.

Singing Seas is a campy, operatic reverie of gay tribal life on a South Pacific island, somewhere on the map between Bruce Weber and Lindsay Kemp.

Su Friedrich's work has the rare quality of being emotionally compelling and experimental all at once.  While her point of departure is usually personal experience, she elaborates on the material until the film reaches an autonomous meaning.  Using the formal aspects of the cinematic material and the seductive potential of narrative, she creates involvement and distance at the same time.  In terms of content, her films are about the cultural and political determination of her emotions in which her being lesbian is of crucial importance. Sink or Swim, Su Friedrich's most recent film, is not only about her complex relationship with her father but also shows the development of a girl's notions of sexuality.  Alphabetically ordered intertitles structure the narrative like chapters, helping the viewer handle the intense imagery.

The Sassy Synchronized Swimmers is a team made up of six talented women who virtually walk on water during the Goldn Cap Championship in the Banff National Park.

A dystopic, sci-fi fairy tale satire in which cosmetics and modeling have been outlawed by the Men’s Plainness Advocacy.  But there is hope!  A small, feminine, underground group of Beauty Renegades fights back!

Drafted in 1967, Perry Watkins served 15 years in the U.S. Army as an openly gay man.  He was discharged in 1982 under the provisions that ban homosexuals from serving in the armed forces.  With the help of the ACLU, Sgt. Watkins won his case after nine years in court.  The U.S. Supreme Court ruled in his favor, making Watkins the first gay officer to defeat the ban against gays in the military. Chiqui Cartagena's funny, vivid, and astute documentary is a rare, affirming experience.  Cartagena asks all the right questions:  Why has Watkins' precedent-making case not been embraced by the gay community?  Why has the black community not celebrated his struggle and success?      Alex Koyama is an obsessed filmmaker who can think of nothing but the exploitation film she is making about the pleasure and pain of tattooing.  In response to an ad she has placed in a tattoo magazine, she receives an enticing letter from young transgendered Chris.  The letter describes the sexual pleasure one can experience while being tattooed; this intrigues Alex and she hires Chris as a production assistant, but more importantly as a potential research source for her film.  Instantly enamored with Alex, Chris misinterprets all the attention and falls desperately in love.  Alex enjoys this new infatuation and dismisses the warnings of her neglected girlfriend, Montana.  Alex continues to provoke Chris, who is in the process of coming to terms with a sexuality that is not accepted by the mainstream. Filmed in vivid color, this is one of the most original and creative short films about gay love seen in years.

What happens when you are in love with your best friend but don't know how to tell him?

Deeply moving and personal, Smoke uses minimal language, a stylized vision, and icons drawn from a Roman Catholic childhood to construct a dark and penetrating dream.  Not since Eraserhead has a film evoked a world as disturbed, haunted, and weirdly erotic.      Michael is an alienated loner with a penchant for fiftysomething men, who works as a bathroom attendant in a fancy Manhattan hotel.  Submerged in a self-deprecating search for a father figure, he pursues a married detective (whom we never see), and is in turn pursued by a mafia-type ex-boyfriend who bullies and intimidates him throughout the film.      Resisting his mother’s wishes to attend his brother’s birthday, Michael goes to church for the first time in years.  There, something happens that sets off hallucinogenic flashbacks to his youth, when he and his brother suffered from high fever.  In the present day Michael’s life starts to take on an even more surrealistic quality.      Religious, erotic, obsessive, and inescapable, Smoke envelops the v

Watch as a beautiful boy blows smoke rings around a guy’s cock.

A very New York boy-finds-boy romance without words.

A young Iranian woman who is immigrating to Canada encounters an ancient aboriginal water spirit.

Coco is a jazz singer who has just come out.  His world is the city of sin, Shanghai.  He has not come out to his mother yet though, a traditional Chinese opera teacher in Hunan.

A light hearted social commentary, exposing the fickleness of friendship when matched with the primal power of sexual desire.
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An ex-private dick turned massage therapist is lured out of retirement by a fishy femme fatale to recover a missing pyrex in Snatched! The Case of the Purloined Pie Plate.

Tells one side of a story in several layers, using text and altered music.

Jamie, a young man in a small town, dreams of becoming better friends with Norberto, a Spanish exchange student.

A portrait oof my father on the family farm based on a series of poems I'd writttten about what he'd taught me about work.

A lovely man is pursued by a stranger who seduces him with a tale of immortality.

From Cuban director Javier Berrios comes a short, superbly choreographed story about two men who meet on a bus and find that there is no safe place to consummate their passion.  Solos Y Soledades—in Spanish only—is short on dialogue;  long on erotic looks.

The story of Blue Lunden, lesbian/feminist peace activist, who was arrested and run-out of New Orleans in the 1950's for wearing the clothing of the opposite sex.

Some of My Best Friends Are . . . is a rare opportunity to experience the plight of pre-Stonewall gay culture.  It is an experience both infuriating and fascinating.  Set in a New York gay bar on Christmas Eve, Some of My Best Friends Are . . . is a Grand Hotel filled with a generation of lost souls.  The oppression of gay people by the very institutions that once offered them a kind of temporary safety is the subtext of the film.  Yet it remains only a subtext.  The overt substance of the piece degenerates into a kind of orgy of melodramatic self-pity in which homosexuals are pathetic creatures exploited by each other, as well as by their surroundings.  Originally titled The Bar and cast as a kind of family affair from a group of well-known New York actors, Some of My Best Friends Are . . .  contains a group of the most ghoulish and exaggerated performances ever put on screen.  Rue McClanahan ("Golden Girls") plays Lita Joyce, a bitchy fag hag.  The late Candy Darling weighs in with a terrific portrait of a 

Hal sings "Is you is, or, is you ain't my baby?" Geoff packs his bags and leaves.  Julian moves in and seduces Hal's broken heart with his Calvin Klein good looks and Grandma's chicken soup, while stealing money and turning tricks in Hal's big beautiful Victorian bed.  In this artfully shot short film full of shady comebacks and dramatic profiles, everyone looks good in their underwear and thinks everyone else is a whore.  Amusingly melancholy, Some of These Days is what we all imagine our break-ups and make-ups would be if thrown up on the big screen.  

A slice-of-life comedy about a struggling lesbian comic and her straight, food-obsessed best friend.

Ethnographic look into the daily lives of two transgender Latina Women and their struggle for acceptance.

The story of a boy's struggle with sexual awakening in a small Texas neighborhood during the 1986 Gaddaffi crisis.

Cleverly written and brilliantly cast, Something Special is a Hollywood teen transgender comedy about a girl who gets to be a boy.  Try to imagine an ABC Afterschool Special with a queer sensibility and a sophisticated sense of humor—Something Special is super fun for boys and girls, and for girls who want to be boys.      Milly Niceman gets her "deepest, darkest heart's desire"  when she wishes on a magical Indian eclipse powder.  She wakes in the middle of the night to discover she's grown "a guy's thing down there."  When Mr. and Mrs. Niceman tell her she must choose between being a boy or a girl, she asks innocently, "Can't I be both?"      As Muddy Waters sings “Mannish Boy” on the soundtrack, Milly becomes Willy and learns what it means to be a boy:  his girlfriend develops a new kind of interest in him, and so does Willy's new pal Alfie (a differently abled boy who refers to his wheelchair as a lunar module). This haunting, humorous and poignant feature documentary, narrated by Academy-Award nominated actress Kate Nelligan, combines hidden aspects of lesbian history and contemporary lesbian life and culture.

A short elegiac remembrance in response to the ever accumulating losses from the AIDS pandemic.

Loosely based on Martin Duberman’s non-fiction book Stonewall, the film follows the lives of a half dozen gay New Yorkers in the weeks leading up to the infamous riots at the Stonewall Inn. Arriving on a Greyhound bus, Matty Dean — young, gay, and full of dreams — is ready to begin an incredible adventure, one that even he cannot anticipate. He quickly finds his way to the Stonewall Inn — not exactly a “gay” bar, but a bar where drag queens and other homosexuals gather without too much fear of the police. But Matty just happens to turn up on a night when the cops are on a routine harassment spree — he ends up in jail, where he meets La Miranda, a young Puerto Rican drag queen. The two hit it off and become lovers — of sorts. Over the next few days, Matty meets the other drag queens who frequent the Stonewall, Mizz Moxie and Helen Wheels, and accompanies La Miranda to a military induction center where she is quickly rejected as a “Sexual Deviant.” Matty’s interest in the budding gay rights movement finds him a

The Straight Agenda counters the right-wing hate video The Gay Agenda, with Craig Chester as the Former Straight Male and Suzy Berger as the Former Straight Female.

Illustrated interview with one of my non-trans friends giving straight boy lessons.

As a woman who is legally excluded from the social, cultural and economic privileges of marriage, the lesbian’s role of bridesmaid is fraught with contradictions and ambiguity. What does it mean for lesbians to support an institution they are denied?

It's estimated that up to 10 percent of women engage in some form of sex work at some point in their lives.  In this unique San Francisco portrait, video maker Hima B. interviews eight lesbian and bisexual women—lap-dancers and peep-show dancers in strip clubs—who talk about their motivations, aspirations, and identities as queer women whose jobs make them "straight for the money."   Bold and articulate, the women discuss the impact of sex work on their personal lives, the feminist politics of sex work, and the need for broader understanding of a greatly stigmatized and stereotyped occupation. This sex-positive documentary also incorporates fascinating archival footage and interviews with sexperts Annie Sprinkle, Carol Queen, and Joan Nestle.

This Academy Award–nominated documentary was made in an effort to reach out to a broad audience and teach them tolerance and understanding.  Parents give moving accounts of their struggles with their own homophobia and how they eventually came to accept their lesbian and gay children. 

Mary, a troubled teenager, lives with her mothers Betty and Doris in a nice little house in a nice little suburb with nice neighbors.  It's a nice little world populated only by Queers. A Strange Love Affair is the story of Michael, an American film instructor working in Holland.  Michael's area of expertise is the Hollywood melodrama, and we first see him showing clips of Joan Crawford in Johnny Guitar and giving a lecture on love to his students.  Taking a particular interest in the professor's teachings is a young, robust Dutch athlete.      Soon the two are having romantic dinners at Michael's house listening to the soundtrack of Now Voyager, during which an extended volley of meaningful glances are exchanged.  The relationship established, the couple ventures off to visit the student's parents where Michael finds a love he lost fifteen years ago. Stunningly photographed in wide-screen black-and-white, A Strange Love Affair owes much of of its appeal to the camera work of Henri Alekan, who photographed Cocteau's The Beauty and the Beast and won an Academy Award nomination for his work on William Wyler's Roman Holiday.

Strangers in our Sameness is a moving documentary following a young FTM as he struggles with the public and private implications of reshaping his body. 

Strap offers a unique inside look at today’s hot cross-cultural phenomenon and advocate for social change and their re-definition of sex & gender for women.

Based on accounts of girlhood anorexia, Swallow is an experimental narrative that unravels the masked and shifting symptoms that define clinical depression. Utilizing original and found footage, Swallow demonstrates how personal and social history are linked by discourses of the body and female liberation.  Specifically, Elisabeth Subrin's imaginative film explores the complex impact of the American 1970's on its "liberated" daughters while also tracing the continuing "medicalization" and "(ab)normalization" of the female body.
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1. "The Swamp: America's new family entertainment!"  From bookstore to theme park, Swamp depicts how culture threatens to sink from sight in a mire of relentless progress.  Enthusiastic overacting and fancy dress parties form the basis of Abigail Child's soap opera send-up which approaches the narrative structure of a TV serial so it can then splutter apart in a dizzying, discontinuous montage.  The confused heroine, played by writer Carla Harryman, runs a beleaguered bookstore, and is trying to find time to tell her fiancé that she's seeing another woman—her psychiatrist's receptionist.  As plots and characters pile up, their intrigues begin to converge.

"There is no tall dark stranger," concluded Quentin Crisp in the 1970s, and Paul Oremland's response to this starts engagingly as a salty, gay La Ronde for the ‘80s, all casual sex and cross purposes.  The program then settles into the classic structure of new boy on the block, or—this being London—new chicken in town. This rather perky primer is reminiscent of Ron Peck's feature Nighthawks in its images of a class-ridden gay culture.  Occasionally, like Peck's film, Stranger goes awry when it comes to dialogue; nevertheless, the visual style is always compelling and the whole affair ends with an unusual first for network TV: a party sequence with go-go boys in leather thongs and aluminum foil.

Saddle riotously reflects th cowgirls of the IGRIA:The International Gay rodeo Association at their Annual Sierra Stampede.

Rita Tushingham won the Best Actress Award at the Cannes Film Festival for her sensitive portrayal of Jo, a young girl forced to make a life of her own.  Deserted by an irresponsible mother and pregnant by a black sailor, Jo sets up housekeeping with a young homosexual (Murray Melvin) she picks up at a carnival.  In its intial American release, the film was supplemented by a study guide, reprinted in Life magazine, on the “causes and cures” of homosexuality.

“Tasty Bits” is a delicious comedy with a bouncy soundtrack, chewy one-liners and a sizzling lesbian couple amidst all the quirky aciton.

In 1981 gay audiences were stunned and delighted by a new, bold, sexy comedy from Germany, Taxi Zum Klo, a film that set new standards for gay cinema.  Eight years later, Frank is back, and his life in anything but under control.  He is still madly in love with men; he's always been short on money; and he has just been tied up and robbed by a hustler.  On top of everything his mother thinks it's high time he kissed his idle ways good-bye and started thinking about holy matrimony—otherwise he could end up being cut out of her will. Goaded by Eugen, who maintains that with Frank being gay he will never be able to keep his wife, Frank snaps.  He 

Drag superstar Sherry Vine guides us through the process of transforming, for their first time, four different types of men into four different types of drag queens.

Sometimes “it takes the village people to raise a child,” 7 month old Teo learns everything from etiquette to gender play form his “aunties.”

The eternal question "What is a lesbian?" asked in terms of gender stereotypes.

Tell Me No Lies is a jaunty, bittersweet comedy about the naiveté of some closeted English students; "I think Jane knows I'm gay," says an anxious one to his after-hours boyfriend, "She's reading Genet and she said she'd lend it to me."  Better Genet than E.M. Forster.

A single woman, whose parents are visiting for dinner, becomes unnerved by a buzzing noise coming from her bureau.

Tempted offers a gorgeous seduction on horseback.

Fate and Freewill, Desire and Dreamscape collide when a Tarot reader uncovers his own destiny in a clients reading.

A striking split screen is used throughout the three scenes that make up this provocative film, which deals with communication, sexuality, and alienation. In Scene One a lesbian and a straight woman discuss their planned sexual encounter. Scene Two is an extended overhead shot of two men who meet in a bathroom stall. Scene Three depicts phone sex between a man and a woman. 

Tender is a transsexual prostitute in Athens who shares her perspectives on life and demonstrates her dignity despite her life of abuse.

Pioneer lesbian-feminist filmmaker Barbara Hammer constructs an autobiography before somebody does it for her in this post-modern sequel to her 1992 award-winning documentary Nitrate Kisses. Stories of the artist as a young lesbian and intimate tales of the lesbian as a young artist underscore the filmmaker’s life of performances. She robs an American Express Bank in Morocco with a Swiss Army knife, accosts a shepherd in a field on International Women’s Day, and tap dances on Shirley Temple’s star on Hollywood Boulevard. This child movie star was the ideal by which Hammer’s ambitious mother measured her own Barbie. Grandma, already a cook for Lillian Gish in Hollywood, introduced the cute, loquacious child and her mother to D. W. Griffith.  Lesbian autobiography is a slender genre, so Hammer draws from general culture studies for critique and to provide an ironic edge to the synthesized ‘voices of authority.’ Using personal footage of the AFL/CIO faculty strike at San Francisco State College supported by the 

Terms of Conception takes a decidedly American perspective on the subject of lesbians and artificial insemination, interviewing a Minneapolis lesbian couple and their gay friend/sperm donor.  In wonderfully forthright and often humorous interviews, this revealing examination answers the nitty-gritty questions of how it actually happens. Interviews with their family members put their experience in a broader context. 

The story of two very different people brought together to form the most unlikely friendship.

Denise Ribble, R.N., of the Community Health Project, New York, delivers safe-sex information in a wry, dry, and direct manner. Sound advice for men and women, gays, and straights.

Tex-Sex is a sexy solo shot from the Texas Tomboy himself. 

A very powerful 3 minute documentary on the impromptu protest in the streets of West Hollywood the day George Bush declared the amending of the constitution. 

While visiting his family at the cottage, Kevin meets up with his younger cousin sparking a sweet and inspiring connection. 

Diverse selection of kids tell about their families and why  they are great and celebrating difference is great.

A quirky profile of a lesbian couple who are truck drivers.

Meeting a stranger in a pizzeria begins one woman's search for love and understanding of the nature of desire. Fueled by erotic curiosity, Italian lust, a daily horoscope, and lots of pizza, That's Amore unfolds as a humourous self-reflective quest on what defines sexual attraction and intrigue.  
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A real life story of murder, secrets and sexuality set in the art world of the 50’s and 60’s.

After the death of Juan, caused by AIDS, his cousin Marcos and his friend Manuel mourn their loss for one whole night.

Using Julie Andrews and oragami patterns as the "background framing" of white-Asian gay male sex, the tape plays with notions of power and pleasure in an interracial sexual relationship.

A docudrama exploring the roles and aspirations of four generations of Chinese women in the director's family, using their shoes as a common reference and as a springboard for thoughtful and provocative contemplations about their experiences.  These four women (paternal grandmother, mother, paternal aunt, sister) recount and discuss the cultural and socioeconomic forces that have shaped their lives. 

Fiona Cunningham Reid's (Feed Them to the Cannibals) first dramatic feature film has Steffi, an ambitious photojournalist and amateur ice skater, all set to skate in the Gay Games when her sexual and skating  partner skips out on her.  This ruins her and  journalist pal Greg's plans to break into the mainstream press by writing a cover story on lesbians and love on the ice at the Gay Games in New York.  Under pressure from  their editor, Steffi begins  to search for a  possible replacement.        One day on the ice she eyes the naively "hetero" Natalie who is taking lessons from the muscled lesbian Cosima, a former figure skating champion from Russia.  Living a sheltered existence in the oppressive home of her older sister and her lecherous brother-in-law, Natalie is only beginning to come out of her shell and is excited by the prospect  of finding new friends. Dangling the carrot of free lessons, Steffi maneuvers Natalie into becoming her practice partner, without letting on about her intentions.  Not sure

While Tatjana speaks hesitantly about her sexuality, believing it to be a private matter, Muchabat charmingly flirts with the filmmaker, "We'll make the movie after we have sex, okay?" This fascinating documentary touches on a range of issues including women's prisons, transsexuality, lesbian and gay community organizing, coming out and homophobia.  Under Article 121—which criminalizes homosexuality—lesbians and gay men in Kiev face the threat of imprisonment, blackmail, government harassment, and family rejection.

Learning to dance and more.

Two young men have gone home together for the night.  Bryan and Brian.  One with a "y."  One with an "i."  They've had an intimate encounter of unprotected sex.  As the film opens, Bryan wakes from a dream and soon after, so does Brian.  But Bryan calls his bedmate "Bill."  This starts the first of many rifts as the two embark on an 85 minute verbal odyssey.  It's one of those all-night discussions where you tell a perfect stranger things you would never tell your closest friend.  They recount stories from college.  Reveal inner secrets.  Argue and console.  It's their attempt to make sense of their lives, the world around them, their attractions to other men, AIDS, and why their socks never match when they come out of the dryer.  Together Alone is a small yet important landmark in gay film, presenting one of the most honest, realistic, and intimate conversations between two gay men to appear on screen.  With beautiful black-and-white photography by David Denchant, Together Alone is an impressive first featur

Keith Froelich’s The Toilers And The Wayfarers is a beautiful film revolving around two young boys and their experiences growing up gay in a small mid-west town. The tension and pressure they experience hiding their sexual identity in the face of local puritanical family values build to a breaking point when a mysterious immigrant enters their lives. The three outcasts then set out for the city in search of a new home-- a place to finally belong. Shot in Minnesota, The Toilers And The Wayfarers is a refreshing voice from another part of the gay experience in America. Froelich masters his black-and-white tale with great style and elegance, and his young blond cast, all unknowns, lend a sexy authenticity to the film. The film marks Mr. Froelich’s auspicious feature film directorial debut. 

The pleasures and terrors of a gothic tea-room throb to a new rythm in "Toilet Tango"

The average adult urinates 6-8 times a day. What happens when that’s not an option for people who don’t culturally fit as male or female?

No Ogawa (Hiromoto Ida) is a Tokyo burger flipper who dreams of going West and becoming a cowboy.  When he loses his job at the burger joint, he decides to take a chance and heads for the wilds of Canada to look up his childhood pen-pal. Offers childhood nostalgia with a gender twist.

Tongue in Chic is a romp through the history of erotic representation and a satirical look at sexual imaging and imagining.

The first time I saw Marlon Riggs's film, Tongues Untied, I remember being gripped and overwhelmed by conflicting emotions—I was simultaneously happy, sad, angry, thrilled, and amazed at having seen my experience as a black gay man flash before me on the theater screen.  I have seen the film twice since then, and although my initial sense of wonderment has lessened, and I am now able to view it more critically, it still has the power to move me emotionally as no other film has moved me. In the autumn of 1995 Rosa von Praunheim shot a documentary that does what few such films are able to do:  it explains and captivates.  Not limited to a psychological exploration of gender dysphoria or an objectifying study of "freak" behavior, this film attempts to make the technical world of gender transitioning accessible to an audience that includes transgendered and non-transgendered people alike.  In so doing, this documentary never sacrifices the integrity of its' subjects.  Transgender queers describe the biological technicalities of gender transition and discuss the complex relationship between male-to-female and female-to-male queers.  In the midst of these discussions, two very important events in transgender history take place:  the Southern Comfort Conference for F-T-M's and Transgender Lobbying Day in DC.  These public events don't just showcase transgenderism like talk shows do; they speak with a transgendered voice.  Focused primarily in the US, the film features groups from the past decade su

They're entertainers, they're 92 years old, and they're gay.  Turnabout is the amazing story of the Yale puppeteers—Harry Burnett, his cousin Forman Brown, and Brown's lover Roddy Brandon—who traveled through America for more than 70 years with their unique puppets and satirical songs. Dan Bessie's gorgeously  nostalgic film journeys back to their novelty cabaret theater in Hollywood, where their puppets entertained stars like Helen Hayes and Liberace. 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In Twilight of the Gods, two men of war, a Maori warrior and a European soldier, meet in an explosive clash of two cultures.

Shoko (Hiroko Yakushimaru), a translator with a drinking problem, and Matsuki (Etsushi Toyokawa), a handsome gay doctor, decide to come together in a marriage of convenience to satisfy their parents.  All semblance of normalcy breaks down when Matsuki's student boyfriend becomes jealous, Shoko decides she wants a baby, and her parents find out about their son-in-law's homosexuality. Set against a harsh backdrop of the poor, white American South of the 1950's, Two or Three Things but Nothing for Sure  is the coondensed story of critically acclaimed author Dorothy Allison.

Peter Reed's steamy contemporary drama about the reunion of two brothers (hunky Eric Swanson and Robert Kneeper) with their mother (the redoubtable Lee Grant) is reminiscent of (and possibly an homage to) all those live television dramas and Broadway plays of the ‘50s and ‘60s.  You know the ones—about generational conflicts and repressed passions in the Midwest and South, usually of a heterosexual nature—but this time the gay subtexts and sensibilities that were off-stage, off-screen and between the lines are squarely, unapologetically in your face. Unravel is an experimental performance piece on the subject of relationships.  Kira and Dawn are two women trying to connect, but they find themselves burdened with the knots of past relationships.  a voyeuristic angel senses their discord and becomes a witness to their passionate struggle.  Unravel is a call to connect with the senses and an exploration of female sensuality.

When Victim was made in 1961, 90 percent of all blackmail cases in the English courts were homosexual in origin.  In this film Dirk Bogarde plays an upper-middle-class barrister who instead of giving in to the blackmailer’s demands, cooperates with the police to track them down, risking his marriage and his career.  Victim  marked a major turning point for the subject of homosexuality on the screen and changed the career of Dirk Bogarde forever.  Bogarde had, until that time, played a matinee idol type in dozens of lightweight films.  With Victim he took a chance that audiences would accept him in the role of a courageous homosexual and won out over conventional wisdom.  Victim provided a major challenge to the censorship code in the United States, which stated that the word “homosexual” could not be uttered onscreen. Set in present day Philadelphia, The Watermelon Woman is the story of Cheryl (played by the director herself), an aspiring filmmaker working "temporarily" as a video store clerk with her best friend, the quick-witted Tamara (Valerie Walker). Obsessed with a mammie character actress from the 1930's, Cheryl decides to make a documentary about this elusive woman who is known only as "The Watermelon Woman."  She soon discovers that her real name is Fae Richards and that she was probably a lesbian living in the Philadelphia area.  As her documentary begins to come together, Cheryl experiences an upheaval in her personal life.  She finds herself falling for Diana, a whiter-than-white rich girl (played by Go Fish's Guin Turner) and receiving a lot of flack from her friend Tamara.

film diary that explores the construction of gay identities through an analysis of media clips and coming-out tales.

When Basil Dearden's Victim was released in Britain in 1961, it had an enormous impact on the lives of gay men in Great Britain.  Starring Dirk Bogarde as a middle-class barrister who confronts his own homosexuality, Darden's film was the first mainstream British film to offer gay men credible representations of themselves and their situations.  In Where There Was Silence five gay men, all portrayed by a single actor, recall the film and how it affected their lives.  Inter-cut with extracts from Victim, these recollections vividly highlight what life was like for British gay men before homosexuality was decriminalized in 1967.  As one of them comments, "In those days, to even discuss a film like Victim would have made me nervous and scared that the finger would be pointed and that I would be held to ridicule." Some is very quiet and sensual involving feathers and whipped cream.  Some is more raunchy and some is just fun, including a strip poker game.  It's all related to the story of Hal, who runs off to grad school, and Gary, who joins the army.      Gary makes love with his army buddies, with Casey Donovan in the car, and with coworkers, all the while writing letters to Hal, wanting to come out to him but never being able to.  Gary's life takes a romantic route as he becomes involved with a respected—and very sensual—gay activist and writer.      The producers call Inevitable Love a health
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Description

A complex, fast-paced but deliberately fragmented story of young lust, unrequited love and racial prejudice set in rural France, Full Speed zeroes in on four central characters, all in their early twenties, who seem doomed from the start. Samir, a beautiful Beur (Pari-sian slang for a young Arab) from Algeria, has a growing post-teenage crush on Quentin, a successful novelist who observes the people around him as the basis for his fiction but wants desperately to escape small town life. Quentin has a relationship with Julie, a free-spirited girl (she likes fast cars and drinking shots) who can’t resist Jimmy, a gorgeous young tough who’s always in trouble. As their lives intersect, the characters’ exploration of their bisexuality is interrupted by racism, as French anti-Arab hatreds lead to tragedy. Discovered in André Téchiné’s Wild Reeds (an obvious inspiration for his work here) the young actor-turned-director Gaël Morel makes his feature directing debut with Full Speed, which co-stars Reed’s Stéphane Ride

Here they are! This year' funniest, sexiest gay shorts. We begin with Steve and his unsatisfactory sex life in HI I'M STEVE — not to be confused with Steve of RICK & STEVE THE HAPPIEST GAY COUPLE IN ALL THE WORLD. And then, it's time to talk in SUNDAY AFTERNOON, followed by the sexually charged road movie HITCH. Last year's Audience Award winner, Carl Pfirman, returns with THE CONFESSION, a story of love, faith, and betrayal. And if you're tired of short films about AIDS, there's LOST CAUSE, a short film about AIDS. Finally, in $30 a young man has an unusual rite of passage with a caring prostitute (Sara Gilbert of ROSEANNE).

Everyone’s had them at one time or another, or will some day. Through humor, poetry, animation and  narrative storytelling, these shorts look at love lost and the ups and downs of relationships. I’m Starving is an erotic love tale between a ghost and a woman who cohabit a small apartment in New York’s Chinatown. Pump is a cynical, surreal comedy about one girl’s fall from the curb of love. In Vicious, women discuss their fantasies of revenge and  payback against their ex-lovers who did them wrong. 

Whether you’re already a lesbian mom or just thinking about becoming one, this program is for you. “Swim...swim” Talking to Sperm and Other Desperate Acts by Wendy Levy is about one lesbian’s two-year odyssey with infertility and donor insemination. Lizzie Thynne’s Child of Mine chronicles a custody battle between two lesbians for their son John: the film follows Liz as she attempts to win access to her son through the Scottish courts and highlights two cases in England where lesbian parents have fought for legal recognition and won. Letter to Maya is the way two lesbians try to answer their adopted Chinese daughter’s inevitable questions about where she was born. Finally, young, angry, in-your-face lesbian mothers talk about poverty, classism and the day-to-day trials and joys of being low-income mothers in Your Mom Wears Combat Boots: Dyke Mothers Rant.

Punk shorts aren’t just music videos! In this program of nine shorts, you’ll get a dose of abrasive punk guitar chords, but you’ll also find out that some stories can only be filmed with a do-it-yourself attitude.  In Femme Bitch Top, local San Francisco girls and the dykes from Tribe 8 take the spotlight. The Devil Inside features Sadie Benning as the butch friend of white trash girl Cherry: a woman who bashes back with a vengeance. In the next short, the creator of the rainbow flag makes A New Flag for some “girls” who just don’t fit in.  Dirt, from Germany, combines images of kids left alone and kids in the presence of parents and adults. Local videomaker Heidi Ellis’s Bike Messenger Boy is a short, street-level story of a secretary and her biker “boy.”  Rounding out the program, the animated short Green Pubes is a punk kid adventure with a surprise ending.  

Young girls rule the day in this collection of sassy shorts. In 1000 Ants, 11-year old Lilly has a crush on her classmate Claudia, but Claudia has a crush on Lilly’s horrible brother.  Intrepidissima provides a cathartic triumph for every little tomboy who’s been forced to go shopping for dresses. Heatwave’s protagonist Sally secretly loves the sophisticated girl next door in the long, hot English summer of 1976. And in the back seat of a wood-paneled station wagon, 12-year old Jenny sits wedged between her two sisters enduring that special hell, the family car trip, in Little Women In Transit.

All the stories in this documentary look at hustlers in L.A. are different, and yet they’re all the same.  After a hard day turning tricks, Maurice just wants to go home to his wife and kids, lounge on the couch and watch BET. Scott, on the other hand, has no illusions about love: "You can’t turn a ho into a housewife." David breaks down and cries because he’s just broken up with his lover of four years ("speed changes people"); his constant weeping is ruining his livelihood, because "the customers want you happy." Cody, who’s into sarcasm and pain, says he hopes everybody from his old high school in Minneapolis is watching, then proceeds to put out a cigarette between his ass cheeks.  The common threads that emerge from these interviews are stories of child molestation, parental rejection, drugs, loneliness, low self-esteem, more drugs. All these guys have made a profit selling sex, and all of them — even the most successful and self-assured — have paid a price. By letting the hustlers speak for themselves,

A love song of sorts, My Moon Her World sings in colors and motion.  This experimental stop-action short only hints at a story.  Its director, Vicky Smith, creates an overwhelming mood that makes you forget that you even needed to climax.

Spend your afternoon enjoying this annual celebration of awesome girl shorts. When Katie finds her best friend kissing another girl, her world turns upside down in WEEKI WACHEE GIRLS. A young girl develops a fascination for more than just BARGAIN LINGERIE. A single woman's parents get a big surprise in THE TELL-TALE VIBRATOR, and Amy Boyd can't escape the thrills and pitfalls of romantic pursuit in ASHLEY, 22. 

When other gay filmmakers were starting to invent stories of middle-class monogamy, Bressan turned up with Abuse, a queer kind of love story between a filmmaker and a 14-year-old child abuse victim. On Abuse (he said): "In 1975, when I met the real Thomas Carroll, I had no idea of making a movie about him, child abuse, or our relationship. Only after we became friends, then lovers, and finally ex-lovers, did I see a powerful film in his story. My straight and gay friends criticized me for my sexual involvement with Thomas. Some felt I was exploiting him, others believed he was using  me simply to get away from  his abusive parents. I listened to my friends but—like Larry, the filmmaker in the movie—I did not follow their advice. Instead, Thomas and I wound up living in San Francisco. I made Abuse because I thought it was a unique, compelling story about people and things that don't usually get into American feature films."

Across the Rubicon brilliantly portrays the humor and grace with which Uys makes his contribution to the fight against apartheid. 

Overlooked by the mainstream, queer communities have always created and participated in rituals as a means of expression, celebration, and political action.   On opening night of the 1969 San Francisco International Film Festival, a group of independent filmmakers, including queer documentarian Peter Adair and Peter Schickele of P.D.Q. Bach, staged and filmed a raid on the Festival’s fur and tuxedo-clad crowd. PIE FIGHT ’69, using recently discovered footage, documents this important milestone in San Francisco’s rich film festival history. As evidenced by PRIDE IN PUERTO RICO, LGBT pride celebrations are important gathering places for our communities — globally. In RITUAL NATION Michael Sean Kaminsky and his compact digital video camera visit three unique alternative communities: the Rainbow Family in Oregon, the Radical Faeries in Tennessee, and the Burning Man Festival in Nevada. ACT UP-PARIS, BONJOUR? examines the evolution of HIV/AIDS activism in Paris, paying particular attention to the relationship betw

Our annual collection of shorts made by and about young queers. THE MAN FROM VENUS is a poetic first-person account of the transgendered dystopia. A girl hero takes on the lesbian nation in SUPERDYKE: THE MOVIE. A 12-year-old boy discusses his enjoyment of drag performing in JAKE "TODAY I BECAME A MAN." And a teenage girl must decide between love, adventure, community service, and the chance to meet her idol in one of this year’s Completion Fund winners, A LITTLE FIERCE. 

Rosa von Praunheim's best film yet is a homage to larger-than-life actress Lotti Huber (most recently, star of von Praunheim's film, Anita—Dances of Vice).  She describes her careers as dancer, wife, restaurateur, concentration camp prisoner, and full-time eccentric.  Full of gay humor and bruised egos, Affengeil—it means something like “apeshit”—is a generous, affectionate, and lively movie.

Hilarity ensues with this wacky collection of comic shorts. You'll burst with laughter as a true femme realizes she must pose as a butch to win the femme of her dreams; as secret agents and synchronized swimmers join forces to battle evil; as a neurotic housewife goes mad; and as you take in an embittered little rant on the fetishizing of dyke moms and their kids.

It’s been 30 years since the hot summer nights of June 1969 when queers fought back against the harassment and extortion of New York City police. Now this powerful new sequel to Before Stonewall proclaims that "everything changed after Stonewall. It lead us to a time when millions of homosexuals around the world would no longer hide their identity. It also marked the beginning of a seismic shift in society at large. How did this happen? How did a new openness among gay people transform virtually every area of life?"  	To document the many milestones in the  struggle for lesbian and gay civil rights, the film- makers have assembled remarkably rare archival  photographs, ephemera and moving image footage (including clips of Stonewall itself, early demonstrations, performances by Bette Midler and Sylvester, Gay Games, Lesbian Avengers and much more). Narrated by Melissa Etheridge, the film features an amazing assortment of queer luminaries, principally from New York and San Francisco, offering their astute persp

In November, 1993, a bag of porn tapes featuring teenage boys was found in a river near London, Canada. This discovery triggered a sensational investigation into child pornography, resulting in the arrest of over 60 London-area men. Yet members of the gay community began to speak up, accusing Police Chief Julian Fantino of conducting a homophobic witchhunt.  After the Bath digs past the lurid headlines to investigate this moral panic. Interviews with journalists, social workers, police officials and gay activists are juxtaposed, exposing how the police and media have manipulated terms and statistics to create the specter of a province-wide ‘child pornography ring’. In fact, only two of the men arrested were charged under the new kiddie porn law; the rest were charged with procuring (consensual) teen prostitution. Some of the hustlers and men describe how their lives have been destroyed by the front-page headlines.   Marking the 100th anniversary of the trial and imprisonment of Oscar Wilde for committing acts

Everyone’s had them at one time or another, or will some day. Through humor, poetry, animation and  narrative storytelling, these shorts look at love lost and the ups and downs of relationships. I’m Starving is an erotic love tale between a ghost and a woman who cohabit a small apartment in New York’s Chinatown. Pump is a cynical, surreal comedy about one girl’s fall from the curb of love. In Vicious, women discuss their fantasies of revenge and  payback against their ex-lovers who did them wrong. 

After the Revolution documents the effect sexual repression has had on gays and lesbians in the former Czechoslovakia.  Maria Dunková and Sonia Pompová and other lesbian and gay couples tell how they found each other and the struggles they have gone through to maintain their relationships.  Lizzie Thynne’s Channel Four production also examines the impact the new gay movement has had on this newly liberated country.

This deeply moving film reminds the world of the forgotten history of gay survivors of Nazi Germany.  As many as 15,000 gay men were sent to concentration camps, targeted by the Nazis as subversives.  In this powerful documentary, three gay survivors share their stories.  The "A"—which stood for "Arschficker"/"Assfucker"—refers to a symbol (which pre-dated the pink triangle) that gay prisoners were forced to wear.

This beautifully bleak account of a Tokyo day-care worker's obsession with her roommate captures the bittersweet pain of unrequited love. Natsuko's coworker Etsuko asks her how she feels about men. "Not for me," she says, "I won't degrade myself."       Based on an actual newspaper story, Afternoon Breezes presents Natsuko's repressed lesbianism (she vomits every time she feels attracted to a woman) as a crush which evolves into obsession. Natsuko's roommate Mitsu has a boyfriend, Hideo, who occasionally stays overnight with her. Natsuko breaks up their relationship by sleeping with Hideo (and she becomes pregnant). Mitsu discovers what Natsuko has done and kicks her out. Utterly desolate, Natsuko descends into a deep depression. She follows Mitsu through the streets, subways, and bars of Tokyo, stands outside Mitsu's apartment watching her window, takes Mitsu's garbage home with her and rolls around in it on the floor. In an ambiguous ending, while Mitsu is away Natsuko goes to her apartment.      The film i

Agoraphobia is a neurotic condition in which the individual harbors an intense fear of public places. The true agoraphobe lives in seclusion, hidden from view, closeted from the popular discourse. In the ribald hands of look-alikes Robert and Donald Kinney, known for their twinning adaptations of Stephen and The Maids, this neurotic complex becomes an expansive metaphor for social repression.      At a bland Midwestern motel, five desperate people have sought refuge from their hostile surroundings. Crab (Charles Louis), the desk clerk, is a troubled young gay man, suffocating in his small town. In room seven, Swallow (Donald Kinney), an escaped con, takes poorly to his newfound confinement, even though his outlaw lover Jack (Randy Rovans) tries to calm him with affection. In the adjoining room, Katch (Kerry Snyder), just dishonorably discharged from the military, has lost the uniformity that kept her contained; Joy (Tammy Hopkins), her lover, wants to flee the Midwest and enter the ranks of the larger gay com
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Shot in the U.S. for Irish television, AIDS: A Priest's Testament is the story of Father Bernard Lynch, an Irish-born priest and psychotherapist who set up an AIDS ministry in New York. Father Lynch is a daring, eloquent, and passionate missionary who discusses with startling honesty the pressures that have brought him close to the edge of his physical and spiritual limits as he conducts his ministry.

One of the year's most exuberant short films, Alfalfa is a gay dicktionary, a fag's thesaurus for those in the know (that's you, honey).  You can dish about it—and you will—but you can't really find a name for it.  The Queen's English from A to Z; state of the tart, queer as Christmas, and British as a bent penny.

The personal and the political, madcap camp and early AIDS campaigns — these are themes in this second program of early films. Academy Award-winning director Debra Chasnoff (DEADLY DECEPTION, IT'S ELEMENTARY) and Kim Klausner offer a well-crafted exploration of lesbian parenting in CHOOSING CHILDREN. Gus Van Sant's (GOOD WILL HUNTING, PSYCHO) MY NEW FRIEND is most likely a practice run for his early features MALA NOCHE and MY OWN PRIVATE IDAHO. A quasi-autobiographical piece, MY NEW FRIEND explores the relationship between an older and younger man, a theme that will occupy most of Van Sant's work. Local filmmaker David Weissman looks at consumerism and Americana in BEAUTIES WITHOUT A CAUSE, while the works of John Greyson and Isaac Julien more directly address the political issues of the '80s.

Dyke Blend humorously parodies Nescafé coffee commercials, and Charlene’s Angels uses Barbie dolls to put a lesbian twist on the infamous 1980’s TV sitcom. In Alice Unplugged, Alice tunes into late-night TV and is guided through the intricacies of being butch or femme by a pair of provocative infomercials.

From Australia comes the fantastical, from Spain the hot and sexy, and from Switzerland there are bad bar girls in this “It’s A Queer Small World After All.” In Urn, a woman dreams three bizarre dreams while Valerie begins to daydream a bit too much in Just A Little Crush. Learn how not to behave in a bar in Bar Jeder Frau and find out what an important Spanish business woman does on her lunch breaks in Alicia Cada Dia. Niamh is a London based filmmaker who goes home to Ireland with her producer Helen to scout for locations in Silences. While staying with her parents, her relationship with her twin sister Marion begins to deteriorate at the same time as Helen’s romantic interest in her begins to develop.  Everything comes to a head when Niamh decides to break the silence in this Irish lesbian film.   From subtle and sensuous to synchronized and scandalous, this program features This Marching Girl Thing, a short Australian film about a girl’s baton twirling club. During an out-of-town competition, one young wo

Queers have been persecuted as monsters and aliens for centuries. Now these lesbian and gay filmmakers strike back through the power of the sci-fi, horror and super-action genres we all love.  	A strange yet very sexy woman spreads a  contagious virus which brings enlightenment in Venus Blue. A gay superhero comes to the rescue of a lustful couple who forgot their condom in Super G. Ó Files puts a queer Brazilian twist on the "X-Files." A budding lesbian finds a delightful cure for cooties in boy Germs. Cable Girl, a super-lesbian, fights bio-electric bad guys in post-apocalyptic Brooklyn. And Fascinating asks the age-old question, "what is this thing about Lesbians and Star Trek?"

Our local girls have been at it again. Here’s another sampling of the work being done right here in our own backyards. Play is about a woman who loves only one thing more than basketball. Between the Lines strives to demystify the phenomenon of cutters, women who self-injure. Ellipsis mixes photographic abstraction, simple animation and the human nervous system to find meaning in the architecture of light. From London-based director Nancy Meckler comes a touching, honest film about the politics of sex and relationships in the age of AIDS. As many of those close to him die, his passion for life wanes and all that’s left is his art, which he rehearses and performs with an all-consuming verve. Edgy and self-centered, he never lets down his guard. That is, until Jack (Antony Sher), a rather normal, unassuming therapist, rocks his world and forces him to love again. The bickering, the lovemaking, the tension — all invigorate Tonio in ways only his dancing did before. The budding relationship evolves gracefully through the film, and it’s not clear until the end whether Jack will prove to be Tonio’s polar opposite or endearing soul mate. 

All God’s Children is a considerate response to the fundamentalist agit-prop video Gay Rights, Special Rights. Rather than taking the exaggerated, misleading, and propagandistic approach of that anti-gay diatribe, All God’s Children takes the high road by assuming a moderate tone, ensuring its effective appeal to one of its primary audiences — mainstream, churchgoing African Americans. By avoiding hysterical melodrama, Children persuasively refutes the misinformation propagated by the religious right in their homophobic crusades and plays directly to the egalitarian principles of most African Americans. Prominent members of black political, intellectual, and religious communities defend the struggle of lesbian/gay people for equal rights, favorably comparing it to the civil rights movement and the ongoing struggle for African American parity, and dispelling the notion that equal rights for gay people are special rights to be won at the expense of people of color.  Black Nations/Queer Nations? is that all too 

Orlanda is a person between male and female.  His/her profession is diseuse, a performer who entertains with songs and speeches in the German tradition of the `20s and `30s.  To escape from loneliness, as well as to play with taboos, Orlanda decides to marry her friend Elizabeth.  On a concert tour in Warsaw, which also serves as a honeymoon, both the newlyweds fall in love with a charming young Polish man.      This quite special marriage offers material for comedy as well as melodrama, cleverly commented on by Orlanda's songs.  Georgette Dee as Orlanda is playing him/herself. 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In these XXX titles, trannies take back and transform the genre that most exploits transsexual images. Christopher Lee’s Alley Of The Tranny Boys – featuring "big hot cocks, plenty of trans-on-trans action" and "triple-bonus tranny-hole fist-fucking" (figure it out) – is the world's first transman porno flick. An homage to '70s porn, Lee's Alley leaves Boogie Nights looking limp by comparison. Look Of Love offers a steamy pomo remix of she-male smut that'll make you wonder why you've never taken girlbone up the butt. Dysfunctional leaves nothing to the imagination in its full frontal assault on the assumption that trannies shouldn't enjoy their unaltered genitals. Pansexual Porn features FTMs with   camcorders who visit gay cruising grounds and get it on with the other guys.  Please Note: This program is Scent Free.

A naive Israeli teenager falls in love with a 30ish HIV-positive musician.  Full of illusions and delusions, Jonathon is desparate for love but still smarting from a short-lived affair with his handsome contemporary, Miki.  Jonathon's family members—an ex-hippie mother, druggie sister, and straight-as-an-arrow brother—are tolerant, but have problems of their own to confront. Enter the enigmatic Thomas, just back from New York and hiding his medical condition from his constantly bickering mother and grandmother—and also from Jonathon, their downstairs neighbor. Discovered in André Téchiné’s Wild Reeds (an obvious inspiration for his work here) the young actor-turned-director Gaël Morel makes his feature directing debut with Full Speed, which co-stars Reed’s Stéphane Ride

Adding to a hearty tradition of ascerbic gay folklore, American Fabulous is the very oral biography of Jeffrey Strouth, a wild, storytelling homosexual whose unglamorously picaresque life makes for compulsively addictive narratives that are unbelievable, hilarious, and movingly tragic.      From a thronelike position in the backseat of a 1957 Cadillac, Strouth indulges in an autobiographical yakfest while the uninspiring landscape of Columbus, Ohio, provides a moving backdrop.  He recounts a life so relentlessly melodramatic that, as he says, “nobody could make this up, and if they did, why would they want to?”  Between cigarettes Strouth tells us about his first gay friend, the toothless “Myth Earl”; his psychopathic, abusive father; being kept, at 14, by a kindly 400-pound drag queen with a closet full of faux denim leisure suits; his passion for sex and drugs; and just about all the poop on the East Village club scene. Morimura Yasumasa plays Marilyn Monroe in Apparatus M, which visualizes an imagination responding to keywords like sex, death, masquerade and ostentation. Mark Taylor's Lesson 9 explores love, loss and insanity. While using a duck that talks and dances, Andrew Hiller examines the effects of the socialization of a gay man in an overwhelmingly straight atmosphere in Fly Away Homo. The program concludes with Matthias Müller's Pensao Globo, in which a man facing his approaching death takes what is perhaps his last journey. 

A follow-up to last year's highly successful "Color of Sex" series, this eclectic program includes six short works by and about queers of color. NAMES looks at how shifting names and labels affect a queer Eurasian's sense of self. A hidden camera in TWO ENCOUNTERS reveals racial divisions in New York's gay male community. At his father's funeral, a gay Asian man seeks reconciliation with his family in MISSING HOME. Now that her brother Alex is dating their cousin Papo (not to mention doin' it in the next room), jealousy consumes Josie in BEHIND WALLS. A woman recounts her friend’s humorous struggle with an excessive perspiration problem in the hilarious Dike. And a bunch of tea ladies get a little more than they bargained for when they invite Mrs. Roosevelt to lunch in the hilarious new comedy from Ginger Rinkenberger, What Became Known As . . . Starting with Simon LeVay's current hypothalamus theory, Anatomy of Desire examines the role that science has played in shaping society's understanding of homosexuality throughout the 20th century.  Using insightful interviews, medical films and photographs, 1950s educational films, and other historical footage, this documentary makes important links between today's rush to find the cause for homosexuality with the biological determinism that has been used throughout time to single out and oppress different segments of society.  Most striking is the footage of the Nazis who used biological theories to bolster their racial hygiene propaganda that sent tens of thousands of gays and lesbians to their deaths in Nazi concentration camps.  This important film documents society's continued need to have science define and possibly someday control our very existence.

There’s no theme, just exceptional quality in this year’s program of new lesbian shorts. Little White Lies recognizes that coming out is hard to do, but asks, “Is procrastinating any easier?” A charged voyeuristic dynamic develops in Strait as two couples wait for a train to take them into the land of sexuality and gender. Sacred Heart is a queer stop-motion fairy tale, done on an Ed Wood budget, while The Tragedy Of Samantha Biggle And The Twins tells of the tumultuous friendship between high school-aged Sam and her two new friends, twin sisters Darcie and Charlotte.

Is it porn or is it art?  It’s both, in this entertaining and hot shorts program.  Dirty Baby Does Fire Island tells of a naive but very expressive baby doll who washes onto the shores of Fire Island and discovers drugs and sex. Going Down is hotter and more realistic than anything you have on your video shelf, and in Better Than Joe, a man has sex with a doll in the shower. Pansexual Public Porn is a pornographic FTM home video filmed live in a British gay cruising site, while Andy may be the ultimate gay male film: a man jacking off in his living room as his voiceover describes his   decorating scheme.

“I came from a place where you either get a married and get a mortgage, or die on a motorcycle before 18,” admits Andy the furniture maker in an aside that's a cue for “Summertime” on the soundtrack and the beginning of a brilliantly upbeat sketch on sex and rebellion. Andy gives equal time to its subject's life and work.  His stubborn, austere furniture is celebrated, historically and anecdotally.  Oremland's film caused a small censorship scandal at Channel 4, not so much for its subject as for its sex-positive attitude.  Andy is the ideal TV tease—"a bit lippy"—with one eye always scanning for offscreen reaction. "Being a rent boy boring?  It's fucking tedious.  I don't get an erection when someone wraps a 20 pound note around it.  Takes a bit more than that to get me excited."  Hypnotic.  

“My mind’s in a muddle. Like a thick fog. I can’t make sense to myself sometimes.”  -Ed Wood  This first feature-length documentary on Edward D. Wood, Jr. explores just who this man was. He made only five movies. Some say they weren’t very good. But Ed Wood is more well known today than other, more famous filmmakers who were his contemporaries. His films are now very popular, and his work has been accorded a retrospective at the Museum of Modern Art in New York. But who was Edward D. Wood, Jr.? Was he the World War II Marine and war hero who wore ladies’ underwear at the Battle of Tarawa? Was he the dashing and handsome man who secretly was a transvestite, attracting the most beautiful starlets in Hollywood to be his lovers? Or was he the Orson Welles of low-budget filmmaking who discovered muscleman Steve Reeves and befriended Bela Lugosi, creating films for him when no one else would hire him? Perhaps no one else in the history of Hollywood has had their work so maligned and misunderstood. Finally, we hear 

When San Francisco-born lesbian director Donna Deitch cast actress Gwen (Nashville) Welles in her breakthrough 1986 feature Desert Hearts, neither suspected that the two women would become best friends and next-door neighbors. When Welles was unexpectedly diagnosed with cancer in 1992 at the age of 42, she asked Deitch to film the progress of her eventually fatal illness. The result of that process is Deitch’s first feature film since Desert Hearts. Angel On My Shoulder offers an excruciatingly intimate portrait of Welles as she confronts the ultimate human fate, and of Deitch herself, as she comes to terms with the death of her dear friend. Dying on camera in Angel On My Shoulder, Welles says, is the greatest role she has ever played on screen. By looking tragedy in the eye without flinching, Welles finally triumphs over a life-long pattern of self-destructive behavior. Though not a film for the emotionally timid – pain, suffering, and death are recorded with the all blunt immediacy of a home video – Angel O

In venues as diverse as hard-core porn theaters, the Museum of Modern Art, the Whitney Museum of Art, numerous other institutions and, of course, the SFILGFF, Sprinkle continues to be an outspoken advocate for free speech and free love.  	Based upon her popular live clip show, this film traces Annie's 25 year evolution as a goddess of porn – from the Sexual Revolution to Post Feminist Porn – revealing just how far both Annie and porn have come! Annie interacts with the best (and worst) clips from the 200+ movies she's made over the past  quarter of a century as she dives into every type of sexual pleasure: from anal sex to group sex to  lesbianism to tantric sex. She

First-time filmmaker Garth Christenson's The Anniversary is a romantic comedy that will charm your socks off.  Set in a typical Manhattan apartment building, two couples get their anniversary dates mixed and tensions build. As their spouses prepare fabulous meals, the nosy new neighbor Nancy is trying to be friendly, but only adds to the confusion.

Some of the fiercest new videos these days are being made by and for young women. In this  collection of shorts, girls speak out for themselves and express their hopes and fears around the  complex issues they face being queer in a hostile world. In spacejazzeros, girls who skate discover that space isn’t the final frontier, and in Trespass, a girl must choose between finding love at a punk show, or her mom’s Avon party. Untouchable explores the struggles between inter-generational partners and the powerlessness felt by youth, while Four Thousand Years Of Leaving Home uses  biblical and contemporary narratives to explore the reality of leaving home. 

On July 7, 1993, the murdered body of Mia Zapata, vocalist for the Gits, was discovered in a Seattle vacant lot, the victim of a fatal sexual assault. Shon Kayli's heartening documentary Anonymous Was a Woman interweaves live footage of one of the Gits’ last shows/interviews with friends and band members, and statistics on violence against women as a wake up call to get HOME ALIVE. 	Ethan Minsker's Anything Boys Can Do... is a documentary on women in the alternative music scene. The film explores the intersections between gender and art and asks whether one's sex is an advantage, a disadvantage, or neither. A wide range of bands are interviewed, including Vitapup, Thrust, Nicole Blackman, Maul Girls, the Voluptuous Horror of Karen Black, and our very own Tribe 8. Plus a sneak look at a new music video, Something To Brag About, from Exene and Stone Fox.

Mixing interviews and historical reenactments, Zackie Achmat's inspiring documentary APOSTLES OF CIVILISED VICE traces queer history in South Africa from colonial times to the present. Between 1910 and 1933, one estimate says that over 60,000 men were convicted of sodomy and "unnatural offences" by laws that were only dropped from statute books in 1998. The majority of those tried, convicted, and imprisoned were black men unable to afford legal representation. Looking at the law's larger implications, Achmat doesn't lose sight of the individual stories that it manifested: From the nineteenth century, there is the story of Dr. James Barry who was accused of multiple counts of sodomy and whose death revealed a shocking fact — that he was a woman. In 1902 a white confectioner and a black cook were caught by police and jailed for sodomy. And a notorious gang of criminals prided themselves on their same sex relationships, both in and out of prison.  APOSTLES OF CIVILISED VICE makes hidden queer histories visible a
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This eclectic program of experimental gay shorts begins with Jerry Tartaglia's Amnesia, which shows how the personal artifacts of gay life and love are the content of queer history. Andrew Soo's Liu Awaiting Spring explores the childhood self- discovery of Kevin Liu, a Chinese/Australian boy who senses his difference. Morimura Yasumasa plays Marilyn Monroe in Apparatus M, which visualizes an imagination responding to keywords like sex, death, masquerade and ostentation. Mark Taylor's Lesson 9 explores love, loss and insanity. While using a duck that talks and dances, Andrew Hiller examines the effects of the socialization of a gay man in an overwhelmingly straight atmosphere in Fly Away Homo. The program concludes with Matthias Müller's Pensao Globo, in which a man facing his approaching death takes what is perhaps his last journey. 

Hosted by two holographic characters, the sexy yet utterly arrogant “HE-MALE” and his outrageous razor-tongued drag alter-ego, “SHE-MALE”, The Art Of Cruising Men offers a meandering insight into the length many of us go to in order to make sexual contact with one another. From prehistoric man through forbidden worlds of toilets and darkrooms, this voyeuristic ride ends in the hedonistic and liberated 90’s. Offering advice while poking a bit of shameless fun at the 90s gay man, our hosts and the men they watch tell us where we go for it, how we attract it, what we say to get it, and finally, where we do it.  A much more serious look at gay men is taken by Hardy Haberman in Leather, a simple poetic view of the leatherman’s world and spirituality. 

Using Julie Andrews and origami patterns, These Are A Few Of My Favorite Things plays with notions of power and pleasure in an interracial sexual relationship. Two Latino gay men attempt to build a longterm relationship in Buried & Unseen. As Far Away As Here takes a psycho-sexual road trip across the US with a soon-to-be-ex lover, while Chemistries takes a trip into the human body where cells, desire, love and loss collide. And a diverse group of men smooch on a San Francisco rooftop in the utterly charming Your Kiss.

Spend your afternoon enjoying this annual celebration of awesome girl shorts. When Katie finds her best friend kissing another girl, her world turns upside down in WEEKI WACHEE GIRLS. A young girl develops a fascination for more than just BARGAIN LINGERIE. A single woman's parents get a big surprise in THE TELL-TALE VIBRATOR, and Amy Boyd can't escape the thrills and pitfalls of romantic pursuit in ASHLEY, 22. 

From clay animated safe sex ads to sailors home on leave, these sexy shorts are bound to heat things up. Both Strike and 8 Ball Love are creative public service announcements for Sapphic safer sex. Things heat up on the bus ride to Sydney’s Mardi Gras in Cowgirl. Hey Sailor, Hey Sister is an erotic tale of a sailor on leave, and Fistfull is a sexy rumination on the one dyke’s fascinations with safer sex and – you guessed it – fisting. In Tattoo, a woman explores her wide-ranging desires, emotions and fantasies, and in The 3rd Party the big question is who slept with who – and when.

Our collection of shorts by local gay film and video artists runs the gamut, from the sublime to the ridiculous. A sexy music video from Pansy Division starts off the program and we end with a visit from a psychic fairy dragmother. In between, the films explore everything from kissing to disability and from AIDS to your lover's aunt's porn. 

A New York short story for anyone who has ever experienced awkward moments between appetizers and entrées. Filmed in fake documentary-style flashback, six guests recount the fateful events leading up to one incident. Hugely enjoyable, dry as a martini, Assassination is light on gay calories but high in unsaturated style.

Conceived and directed by Samuael Topiary, Atalanta is a campy, whimsical dance film, shot in vibrant color in silent super 8 film, in locations throughout San Francisco. It is also a contemporary, queer revision of the classic Greek myth about a girl who can run as fast as the wind and must win a race to remain unmarried. Using contemporary  choreography, movement and gesture set to an  original sound-score, Topiary has created a post- feminist meditation on competition, gender and the power of desire for the unattainable. In addition to telling the story of an archetypal feminist heroine and the Fool who falls in love with her, Topiary also uses the narrative framework of the Atalanta story to contextualize San Francisco's homegrown style of contemporary choreography – movement which relies on acrobatic facility and momentum. Numerous well-known local and national performers appear in Atalanta, including Samuael Topiary herself as the Fool, choreographer and performer Remy Charlip as the King, and dancers J

A politician and his junkie wife, a full-figured fashion designer, a ruthless television news correspondent, three hunky gay astronomers, and a ship full of scantily clad aliens collide in this campy Greek drag UFO musical. While buzzing about Athens in their spaceship, ditzy aliens transport one of their comrades to the surface, unexpectedly melding her cells with those of a discarded piece of mousaka. The mousaka grows to colossal proportions and begins a murderous rampage through the city streets. Television crews spring into action with investigative reporter Evi Bei in the lead. Portly fashion designer Tara risks her life, zipping to the Center for Cosmic Research on her motor scooter to report the UFO. There she meets and falls for the handsome director, Alexis, who escorts her home and spends the night. Meanwhile, seeing the creature as a threat to his reelection bid, the Minister of the Environment decides to bomb it. In classic B-movie fashion, all is well in the end, but before the malevolent mousak

Young girls rule the day in this collection of sassy shorts. In 1000 Ants, 11-year old Lilly has a crush on her classmate Claudia, but Claudia has a crush on Lilly’s horrible brother.  Intrepidissima provides a cathartic triumph for every little tomboy who’s been forced to go shopping for dresses. Heatwave’s protagonist Sally secretly loves the sophisticated girl next door in the long, hot English summer of 1976. And in the back seat of a wood-paneled station wagon, 12-year old Jenny sits wedged between her two sisters enduring that special hell, the family car trip, in Little Women In Transit.

Get out your boas, your press-on nails, and your size 13 pumps. Dragtime, a full-length documentary, attempts to answer threeburning questions about drag performers: Why do they do it? How do they do it? And where did they get that cleavage? From a trendy lounge in Manhattan to a New Orleans Mardi Gras, from a popular revue in Atlanta to a visit with Charles Busch in sunny California, Dragtime takes us on a tour of a cultural phenomenon, replete with poignant interviews, fabulous musical numbers, and plenty of chic, hip-hugging ensembles. The performers include Varla Jean Merman, the Lady Bunny, Charles Busch, Lypsinka, and many more rouged and raucous prima-donalds. 	Preceded by two shorts: After seeing Avant Toi, a hysterical parody of Piaf, you’ll never be afraid of subtitles again; and Get That Girl, in which a costume party goes horribly horribly wrong.

 This collection of sexy shorts will rock your BVD’s or G-string off! In Panties, two girls go on a search to see girls – well, you know. Frameline is delighted to present a selection of works from renowned experimental filmmaker Abigail Child's ongoing series, Is This What You Were Born For? Each film stands as a separate entity but all complement each other as a joint explosion of the narrative form. Mayhem, Covert Action, Perils, Prefaces and Mercy – filled with women on trampolines, deconstructed family home movies, and quizzical detective stories – are subversive in their cinematic, sexual, and racial politics.  	Also screening is Child's newest film, B/side, an abstract exploration of urban homelessness framed by footage of the encampment known as "Dinkinsville" on the Lower East Side of New York. Child uses a montage of images and sounds that rhythmically pushes the viewer to see with eyes and emotions completely open. B/side is a portrait of a homeless woman at the edge of dystopia which implicates us all in her predicament.
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As more lesbians and gay men consider parenthood, they are discovering that they face all the same issues as any "traditional" family, along with a few that "Ozzie and Harriet" and their kind never dreamed of. Last year we presented Making Babies, three documentaries on queers having kids. This year we feature three narrative shorts that look at how some of us are taking the first baby steps toward two-o'clock feedings and the joy that only a dirty diaper can bring. 	In Greg Sirota's Two Point Five, David is  planning a baby with a woman friend, but he hasn't yet told his lover Carl. George Camarda's The Olive Tree is the story of Eddie, a young gay photographer forced to face reality and feelings of betrayal and jealousy when he learns that his lesbian best friend has chosen someone else to be the father of her child. Baby Steps, by Geoffrey Nauffts, depicts an encounter between a single gay schoolteacher and a midwestern adoption agent (played by Kathy Bates) as they struggle for some kind of common ground.

If you were at last year's Queer Cartoon   program you know just how inventive queer animators can be. This year's edition is even loonier, and includes films that you’ll never see at Spike and Mike’s. We’re particularly excited about this year’s Absolut Audience Award for Lesbian and Gay Animation, a cash prize which will be given to this year's best animation as decided by you, the audience.

This dynamic program of new shorts from Spain starts in one of those infamous European BACK ROOMs. In PARENTHESIS a wheelchair-confined teenager finds unexpected happiness when he's left home with a handsome male nurse, and in DESIRE a husband and wife meet a pair of sailors in a park. Lisa Lisa interviews 22 women who have and have not dated a woman named Lisa, and Bad Brownies features dykes telling stories about the bad things they did as Brownie Scouts. A woman makes a painting with her breasts in In Color, and a disenchanted lesbian refuses to give in to her bisexual desires because k.d. lang is on television in Bisexual Wannabe.

Why is this program different from all other programs? Because in all other programs, you'll see maybe one, maybe two Jews, but in this program you'll laugh, you'll cry, and you'll see Jews all afternoon. 	Bubbeh Lee and Me is Andy Abrahams Wilson's intimate and very funny portrait of his extraordinary, ordinary Jewish grandmother. Whether taking daily excursions to the grocery store to return overripe produce or sharing hard-won wisdom over blintzes on Rosh Hashanah, Bubbeh Lee Abrahams is a woman who lives life on her own terms, and her grandson’s portrait of her is a touching account of his search for his place in the world. Tai Uhlmann and Alessandra Ogren's Bad Jews in My Kitchen is a black and white montage of Jewish dykes affirming their Judaism in intimate kitchen table interviews. Ellen Flanders' film Surviving Memory explores a Jewish lesbian’s engagement with identity and loss through fragmented memory.

Our local girls have been at it again. Here’s another sampling of the work being done right here in our own backyards. Play is about a woman who loves only one thing more than basketball. Between the Lines strives to demystify the phenomenon of cutters, women who self-injure. Ellipsis mixes photographic abstraction, simple animation and the human nervous system to find meaning in the architecture of light. Alienator documents a video artist's alien abduction experience and Dirty Fingernails tells of a love story between a girl and her motorcycle.   Fed up with landlords, rapists and your everyday racist homophobes, the girls in these shorts toughen up and take to the streets. A woman deals with harassment in New York City in A Negative Portrayal of Lesbians, while another uses her scientific knowledge to deal with an evil landlord in Rocket Girl’s Revenge.  My Pretty Little Girlfriend is a nontraditional short scrutinizing the annoying habits which create tension in a relationship. Jesus returns to earth as a

Hilarity ensues with this wacky collection of comic shorts. You'll burst with laughter as a true femme realizes she must pose as a butch to win the femme of her dreams; as secret agents and synchronized swimmers join forces to battle evil; as a neurotic housewife goes mad; and as you take in an embittered little rant on the fetishizing of dyke moms and their kids.

In a nameless revolution-torn country, war goes on, but for brothel boss Shelley Winters it's business as usual. Niamh is a London based filmmaker who goes home to Ireland with her producer Helen to scout for locations in Silences. While staying with her parents, her relationship with her twin sister Marion begins to deteriorate at the same time as Helen’s romantic interest in her begins to develop.  Everything comes to a head when Niamh decides to break the silence in this Irish lesbian film.

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Before BASIC INSTINCT even hit the theaters, queers nationwide organized a protest against its depiction of murderous women. Some thought the protesters were going too far, but even Roger Ebert conceded that "there is a point to be made about Hollywood's unremitting insistence on typecasting homosexuals — particularly lesbians — as twisted and evil." While director Paul Verhoeven (SHOWGIRLS and STORMTROOPERS) wasn't going to redeem the lesbian killer genre, why not make his job a little harder and gain a lot of media attention about homophobia in film? What few people know is that the protests resulted in his changing the ending. And what Verhoeven did achieve was Sharon Stone's superstar status and a politically incorrect, sexy thriller that remains a guilty pleasure for many lesbians. For those who haven't seen the film: Tough cop Curran (Michael Douglas) is assigned to investigate a brutal ice pick murder. His only suspect is the provocative Trammel (Sharon Stone), also the victim's bisexual girlfriend. Af

Santiago Echeverry’s Love Lessons portrays the situation of the gay and lesbian community in Colombia, a traditionally homophobic country. Performance diva and singer Teresita, a living Latina legend with AIDS, stars in Wanted Alive: Teresita, La Campesina. The first gay and lesbian community center in El Salvador, founded in solidarity with United States supporters, is celebrated in Entre Amigos: Between Friends. Murder and the Feather Boa draws upon interviews with key figures in Chiapas, Mexico, to paint a portrait of a transvestite culture which thrives in the midst of brutal murders and omnipresent corruption. Two friends plan a hold-up that turns from bad to worse in Batimam and Robim, a would-be love story set on the outskirts of Sao Paolo. 

Grab your wig and high heels and get ready for some of the best (and sickest) drag in this year’s Festival. Block-rockin' mixmasters Marsha and Bibi start things off as they let us in on some of the secrets of the trade in Global DJ Superstars. Drag queens from our nation's capital are featured in Pumps, a look at DC’s annual "High Heel Race," where all sorts of drag wannabes take to the streets. Offering a change of pace, The Grass Is Greener finds a British drag queen bunking up with a butch lesbian on a gay singles holiday. 	Described as "the Miss America Pageant with eight guys," L.A.’s "Battle for the Tiara" is one of Hollywood’s hottest tickets, and, as this chronicle of the event shows, one of the best amateur drag shows around. Complete with celebrity judges and the full gamut of competitions – bathing suit, evening gown, interview and talent – the Battle has everything you need for a successful pageant and a hilarious show.

There’s no theme, just exceptional quality in this year’s program of new lesbian shorts. Little White Lies recognizes that coming out is hard to do, but asks, “Is procrastinating any easier?” A charged voyeuristic dynamic develops in Strait as two couples wait for a train to take them into the land of sexuality and gender. Sacred Heart is a queer stop-motion fairy tale, done on an Ed Wood budget, while The Tragedy Of Samantha Biggle And The Twins tells of the tumultuous friendship between high school-aged Sam and her two new friends, twin sisters Darcie and Charlotte.

The teaching of black history has been traditionally male and the teaching of women's history has been traditionally white.  If you're a black-identified lesbian, where do you go to learn about your history?  The subjects of Inge Blackman's BD Women suggest it is possible to create one's own history.  This stylish documentary gives a thorough overview of how black lesbians in Great Britain and the Carribean cope with identity and sexuality in a queer community that typically overlooks racism.	 

William Burroughs lived long enough to perform on Saturday Night Live. Allen Ginsberg appeared in GAP ads. But one central figure of the Beat movement never moved beyond obscurity—Joan Burroughs, who died of a gunshot wound delivered by her own husband. BEAT is the true story of the events leading up to that fatal day.  Joan was the center of a circle of friends who would later become the Beats. They all lived on the edge, and they all shared a gift for falling in love with the wrong people. It is 1951, and William (Kiefer Sutherland) and Joan (Courtney Love) are living in Mexico City. The Burroughses' old friends Ginsberg (Ron Livingston) and Lucien Carr (Norman Reedus) drive down for a visit, but William has taken off to Guatemala with another man. Joan is feeling low but is captivated by the idea of a car trip to an erupting volcano. On the road, Joan and Lucien fall in love. When William returns home, there is a confrontation over the obvious flaws in their marriage, which ends in a drunken game of Willia

Beauty Before Age examines the cultural drive to be young and beautiful through interviews with twelve Bay Area men ranging in age from 19 to 77. From Britain, The Other Other focuses on the recent move to including bisexuals and transgendered people in the mission statement and title of the former "Lesbian and Gay Pride" March and Festival in London, a move which has provoked strong reactions on all sides. Together, these films open a wider debate about sexuality and what it will mean to be queer in the 21st century.

You'll be taken on a visual odyssey as these innovative filmmakers voyage to the edges of creativity — Barbara Hammer style. BEAUTY IS THE BEAST tells the tragic story of Marlene Dietrich's secluded life. Using the laws of science as a metaphor, THE PHYSICS OF LOVE explores the intricacies of labor, disease, violence, and desire. STEIN'S COW is an experimental animated film based on Gertrude Stein's poetic definition of cow/orgasm. In the visually lush journey DISOBEDIENCE (all lower case), a mother on the lam moves far beyond the confines of home, heterosexuality, and the physical world.

Through interviews and footage of actual ceremonies, Because This Is About Love reveals why some same-sex couples would want to marry despite the lack of legal and social support.

An admirer of the male form, he ran a compound of sorts – under his mother's  watchful eye – where young talent tanned by the pool as they waited to star in short films or be  photographed in front of any number of thematic backdrops. Miser gave shape to this budding  industry, but like many, he also suffered persecution due to the moral outrage of a conservative court  system. 	Fitzgerald lovingly recreates this era, but he takes an important step further by flawlessly  weaving in rare archival footage. By today's  standards, these old films seem tame...almost sweet, hardly the fodder for criminal prosecution. He also makes us privy to candid int

From the sexual experimentations of the roaring twenties, to the scapegoating of homosexuals during the McCarthy era, to the developement of the early homophile rights movement, Before Stonewall presents a unique portrait of the history of the homosexual experience in America.  Archival research director: Andrea Weiss; narrated by Rita Mae Brown.

These shorts take a broad look at the vast spectrum of gender identity. XXXY is the stirring portrait of two intersex individuals born with ambiguous genitalia and their struggle against the medical establishment and society's enforced bipolar gender system. BOY GIRL further explores the ambiguities of gender. BEHIND ME IN BLACK is a haunting '70s montage of portraits from New Zealand's transsexual community. And TRANSIT is a forthright film about the community between gay boys, transgendered boys, and the construction of "boy" identity.

A follow-up to last year's highly successful "Color of Sex" series, this eclectic program includes six short works by and about queers of color. NAMES looks at how shifting names and labels affect a queer Eurasian's sense of self. A hidden camera in TWO ENCOUNTERS reveals racial divisions in New York's gay male community. At his father's funeral, a gay Asian man seeks reconciliation with his family in MISSING HOME. Now that her brother Alex is dating their cousin Papo (not to mention doin' it in the next room), jealousy consumes Josie in BEHIND WALLS. Gay Black queens in Australia are the subject of the documentary SISSY. And Trac Vu returns to the Festival with AMONG OTHERS, a tale of escape from one world and loneliness in another.

This stunning debut feature from Dutch lesbian filmmaker Irma Achten portrays the life story of Belle, a woman in search of herself and the meaning of life.  Crisply photographed and poetically constructed, this tender tale follows in the footsteps of Dutch director Annette Apon's 1989 magical-realist feature, Crocodiles in Amsterdam.      Drawing on operatic and poetic conventions, director Achten presents Belle as a sort of Everywoman who confronts the ethical, existential, and moral issues of modern times. The haunting existential figure of “The Man” appears at critical moments in Belle's life to remind her of her mortality. A feminist cross between Citizen Kane and Wings of Desire, Belle never wavers from its woman-focused center. Belle's lifelong commitment to her lover, Marthe, is the emotional linchpin of her life.  But when Belle's desperate desire for independence mutates into an obsession with power and control, she pushes Marthe out of her life.  Although Belle marries as a  means to independence (

Come to this fun bunch of lezzie shorts and get into the swing of summer. In One Small Step, a  rambunctious 8-year-old tomboy is taught by her  parents that she can do anything she wants. However, she learns there is one exception when she announces that she is determined to marry the girl next door. A Christmas theme park's employee locker room becomes center stage for a queer musical in Summer Crush. Belly, Femur. Femur, Belly.  documents a chance meeting between the supercool, worldly-wise Belly and the awkward, heart-broken Femur. I’ve Never is an anti-coming out story that follows Cheryl as she confronts homophobia in her sorority. kalin’s prayer is the true life story of a bright, charismatic lesbian model tormented by her abusive past and drug addiction. Her life takes a turn when she falls in love with a woman who seems to be her polar opposite. 

This rich and complicated story plays out over the course of a single day in contemporary Barcelona. Faced with the fact that he is dying of a terminal  illness, Jaume, a middle-aged professor of medieval literature, has entrusted to two men the diskettes containing his last essay – his legacy. One is former college friend and current professorial colleague, Pere, whom Jaume now confesses was the love of his life. The other is David, a talented, hot-headed student, of whom he is currently enamored. The handsome David, it turns out, makes his living as a male prostitute. Pere is furious when he learns that his daughter Alba is pregnant with David’s child. His wife Fanny spends the afternoon with Alba,  ostensibly to help her figure out whether to keep the child, and in the process, they learn about each other’s lives.  	Adapted from Josep M. Benet I Jornet’s play "Testament," this is a darkly dense drama, one in which intelligent ensemble acting powerfully propels the plot. As the five strong characters become

This selection of some of the year's hottest lesbian films starts with two 17-year-old girls exploring their sexuality in the boxing ring and at home in Below The Belt. In Maid Of Honor, Serena, the maid of honor, and her lover Donielle examine their own  commitment and ability to be honest in an era in which no relationship – gay or straight – seems to last. Idölle uses whimsical and captivating animation to pit a sleepy cat against an attention-seeking flower. A girl goes on an adventure to discover what turns her on in Getting It On, desire is disoriented in Swell, and the end of a relationship is spelled out in Candy Kisses. Then, the tables are finally turned on homophobia in the campy and perverse Straight From The Suburbs.  

Benjamin (no last name) was the lead singer of Smoke, a band based in the Atlanta neighborhood known as Cabbagetown. The band (composed of cello, trumpet, drums, banjo, and electric guitar) played a wild Southern mix of country, blues, jazz, and punk. Benjamin was a singer whose drag-queen background and visceral approach to life and music both cemented the band's fame and guaranteed its limits. While Smoke was frequently cited as one of Atlanta's best bands, Benjamin's extraordinary persona, his utterly uncompromising performances, and his HIV-positive status created a mixture too volatile for the mainstream and the record industry  The film is a portrait of an extraordinary individual, band, and neighborhood that raises complicated and intriguing questions: How does a poor musician with AIDS balance his illness and renegade lifestyle with the need to create? What's the sound of queer Southern blues? How do changing landscapes affect the creative lives of people within them?  

A portrait of one of the richest careers in the history of photography.  The 92-year-old Abbott shines as she talks about her life, her work, and her circle of friends which included such famous artists and writers as James Joyce, Andre Gidé, and Janet Flanner.  Focusing on Abbott's prolific work as an artist, the film also reveals clues about her relationships with women, including such notable contemporaries as Djuna Barnes and Edna St. Vincent Millay.  Extensive archival film footage and photographs are complemented by interviews with scholars, as filmmakers Martha Wheelock and Kay Weaver trace the fascinating life of this remarkable lesbian of the twentieth century.        This thorough and engaging biography traces Abbott's life from her Ohio roots, to her days in Paris during the '20s, her documentation of New York in the '30s, her landmark studies of science in the '50s, and her portraits of small town America.  Berenice Abbott: A View of the 20th Century reveals the life of one of our greatest woman a

In Paris, Bertrand, 12, runs away from home.  While trying to steal something to eat in a supermarket, he meets Boris who saves him from getting into trouble and lets him stay at his home.  Boris is an odd sort of man and Bertrand an odd sort of boy.  They gradually become acquainted . . . Winner of the 1988 San Francisco International Lesbian & Gay Film Festival Audience Award for Best Short Film.

“It hurts me to say good-bye. I wish ever so much that I could stay and live a healthy, normal life.” These words were written by 26-year-old Simon Harvey in a farewell letter to his parents. Simon wasn’t ill. He decided to commit suicide, driving to the Sussex countryside where he killed himself with his car’s exhaust fumes while the hymn ‘To God The Glory’ played on the car radio.  Simon was a Christian and gay and was tormented in his attempts to reconcile these two parts of his life. Treading carefully through sensitive areas, Better Dead Than Gay reconstructs the background of the tragedy with the help of Harvey’s diaries and the recollections of his parents and friends and clergymen at whose churches he worshipped. “To discover my son was gay was as bad as losing him,” says Simon’s father. As a gay friend of Simon’s says, “Religion has a lot to answer for.”    In Legacies four men tell of their personal experiences in the Mormon Church and the attempts made by the Church to change their sexual orientati

A conservative gay man looks for love at a wild night club in Sink Or Swim, and an elderly man makes a marriage proposal to his beloved in Academy Award-winner Jessica Yu’s Better Late. Mrs. Craddock finds things in a men’s public toilet which upset her faith, by George! Her traumatic experience gives rise to Mrs. Craddock’s Complaint, which you should listen to without prejudice. A diverse group of men smooch on a San Francisco rooftop in the utterly charming Your Kiss, while a good Catholic boy tries to have phone sex with his classmates and ends up talking to his priest in The Absolution Of Anthony.
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Our local girls have been at it again. Here’s another sampling of the work being done right here in our own backyards. Play is about a woman who loves only one thing more than basketball. Between the Lines strives to demystify the phenomenon of cutters, women who self-injure. Ellipsis mixes photographic abstraction, simple animation and the human nervous system to find meaning in the architecture of light. Alienator documents a video artist's alien abduction experience and Dirty Fingernails tells of a love story between a girl and her motorcycle.

Some queers land in Los Estados Unidos and become their own post-colonial subjects. In Sambal Belacan, El Culebrero, and Between Them the negotiation of multiple identities is framed by distant memories and daily reminders of outsiderness. First Year is a split-tongued tale set in one-room apartments and the grounds around K-mart. A first nations baby dyke throws away her vibrator in Colonization: The Second Coming. All these programs resist invisibility. From Asians, Latinos, and mixed-heritage folks with cameras, every story invokes a picture. Sambal Belacan is the recipient of a Frameline Completion Fund grant of 1997.

A white boy and his shrink: Mark Nash's Between Two Worlds features Jason Durr—the white punk in Isaac Julien's Young Soul Rebels—as Graham, who, when not working in a flower shop, develops an intense relationship with Dr. Ludwig, his Czechoslovakian analyst. Graham thinks he might be gay; Paul, the florist's owner, definitely is.

Men dressed as women! You'll get that and a whole lot more in this program of hilarious shorts. Meet JAKE, one young, confident drag queen, and another young queer with a fascination for nail polish in HEATHER LOCKLEAR CHOCOLATE. Come on, it was bound to happen, a drag spoof of THE BLAIR WITCH PROJECT, THE BEWITCHED PROJECT. THE PROM QUEEN is a queer coming-of-age story about high school senior and punk rock queen Corey Sullivan. In URANUS IN THE SEVENTH HOUSE a man seeks advise from his psychic, the reluctant, magical Fairy Dragmother. A Canadian road movie that gets stuck at the American border, OUT & ABOUT is the story of four gay men stopped and interrogated by immigration authorities and the surreal drag drama that unfolds.

A collection of videos that demolishes the "post" in "post-feminism." 	Move over Spice Girls.  Pratibha Parmar’s new video, The Righteous Babes, explores the  intersection between feminism and popular music, and includes interviews with rock greats such as Sinead O’Connor, Chrissie Hynde (The Pretenders), Skin (Skunkanansie) and Ani DiFranco, as well as feminists such as Gloria Steinem. Parmar argues that far from being dead, feminism has thrived and expanded its reach through the direct, aggressive, and revolutionary medium of rock music and through the role models of performers like Madonna and DiFranco. Both Madonna and DiFranco helped show the way for many female performers to take control of their own careers and even to start their own record companies, answering to no one. In Strings Attached, director Marla Leech portrays the  struggles, successes and pursuits of five Bay Area female guitarists trying to make it in the music world.  Also playing is Beyond The Moon: A Profile Of The Creative, an in-dep

Henry (Arye Gross) lives in New York where he's preparing for an important gallery exhibit of his paintings. When he gets a call from Grace (Louise Fletcher) saying that his beloved grandfather Sam (George Coe) has had a stroke, Henry decides to miss his own opening and immediately return to Big Eden to look after Sam.   Back in his hometown after 20 years he is reunited with Dean (Tim DeKay), his high school sweetheart, who has since married and divorced and is now raising two boys. While Henry is busy wondering whether his feelings for Dean will ever be reciprocated, he fails to notice that Pike (Eric Schwieg), the Native American man who runs the small town's store, is even shyer around him than around anyone else. Henry has never told his grandfather that he's gay, and they both remain in the dark about who is cooking magnificent meals for them, but everybody else in town quickly figures out what's going on.   This heartwarming film contrasts stereotypes of small town busybodies with a poignant portrayal 

We’ve got another wonderful collection of films by women from around the Bay.  Karisa Durr examines the female buttocks in all its grandeur in the film Grade AA Butt while Shoshanah Oppenheim focuses her lens on her favorite body part to fetishize in Sour Juice.  We’ll give you a sneak look at a soon-to-be finished local lesbian feature, Some Prefer Cake, and take you to a different world in the sci-fi lesbian adventure film Mirel.  Last year we showed you the trailer for Georgina Corzine’s The Source, this year we are pleased to bring you the finished film, a surf adventure docu-drama about hot surfer chicks, mermaids and the courageous women of the Bay Area who relentlessly pursue that perfect curl.  Punk shorts aren’t just music videos! In this program of nine shorts, you’ll get a dose of abrasive punk guitar chords, but you’ll also find out that some stories can only be filmed with a do-it-yourself attitude.  In Femme Bitch Top, local San Francisco girls and the dykes from Tribe 8 take the spotlight. The 

Marking the 30th anniversary of the Sexual Offenses Act of 1967, A Bill Called William presents for the first time the story of one of the most significant and controversial pieces of Britain's post-war social legislation. The Act, which decriminalized sexual behavior between consenting adult males over 21, was preceded by a fierce two year political battle which raged, not only in Parliament, but also in the press and across the whole country. 	Among the old cotton mills of Manchester, there has sprung a new "gay village", an alternative place to call home for thousands of British lesbians and gay men. Village Voices chronicles the development of this vibrant urban community, which has spawned numerous clubs, restaurants and shops as well as a community center offering much-needed services to a growing gay population. But this is more than just a gay chamber of commerce travelogue: Village Voices also takes a critical look at the insular effect of creating a neighborhood that caters exclusively to one segmen
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The stories of lesbian and gay filmmakers of color are as varied as their experiences. In Badass Supermama, a black lesbian grapples with ideas about race, sexuality, gender and her identification with`70s Blaxploitation Goddess Pam Grier. An Asian lesbian longs for the girl behind the yogurt counter in Just A Love Thang. Raw edges of identity are explored in Intro To Cultural Skit-Zo-Frenia. A Latina lesbian tries to reconcile her identity with her upbringing in We Always Danced. Asian Boys gives voice to young Asian men testing still-developing notions of race, ethnicity and sexuality. In Merida Proscrita, two Latino men struggle to  mediate between their tender feelings and their  heritage of machismo. In Billy Turner’s Secret, a young black Brooklynite avoids coming out to his straight roommate while simultaneously enduring his willful ignorance.  — Karl Bruce Knapper

Biorhythms weaves direct address testimonial with the rhymes and rhythms of the street to create a unique form of self-expression. Larry Goodwin, a client of Streetworks, a drop-in center for homeless youth, relates how coming to terms with his identity has severed some relations in his life and yet has yielded a more self-determined voice.

Taking that first big step into gaydom can be a wonderful and very trying experience.  These four shorts look at just what that important first kiss can mean. In BIRTHDAY TIME Christopher is three days away from his 18th birthday and he's determined to get his first gay kiss before then. His target? Mom's married-with-children and closed best friend Tom. HE BOP! looks back on how teenager Ryan Walker, guided by the spirit of his eccentric grandmother (Mink Stole), struggles to find his gay identity. CRUSH, 12-year-old Tina is infatuated with 16-year-old Robbie. Bonding over TV and bubblegum music, they become best friends; however, unbeknownst to Tina, Robbie has developed a crush of his own. Set in a small Texas town in 1986, SOMETHING CLOSE TO HEAVEN is the story of a boy's struggle with his sexual awakening, helped by a special imaginary friend living in his backyard.

Hilarity ensues with this wacky collection of comic shorts. You'll burst with laughter as a true femme realizes she must pose as a butch to win the femme of her dreams; as secret agents and synchronized swimmers join forces to battle evil; as a neurotic housewife goes mad; and as you take in an embittered little rant on the fetishizing of dyke moms and their kids.

The program title says it all. In Pom, a grunge dyke tries out for the University of Texas cheerleading squad. Lisa Lisa interviews 22 women who have and have not dated a woman named Lisa, and Bad Brownies features dykes telling stories about the bad things they did as Brownie Scouts. A woman makes a painting with her breasts in In Color, and a disenchanted lesbian refuses to give in to her bisexual desires because k.d. lang is on television in Bisexual Wannabe.

In A Bit of Scarlet, director/editor Andrea Weiss serves up some of the tastiest lesbian and gay film clips ever — all from English movies. But this talented American filmmaker isn't trying to stuff her audience with the history of Queer British cinema.  She has something a little more delicious — and a lot more fun to digest — on her menu. Instead of your standard selection of film clips in a stale That's Entertainment style, Weiss delights the palate with sliced and diced movie moments brilliantly reassembled to tell the story of English lesbian and gay life in the 20th century. Every aspect of British homosexuality and homophobia is deconstructed, dissected and dished out. Toss in some savory historical facts and quotes, season with a pinch of ironic commentary from veteran gay actor Ian McKellen, and A Bit of Scarlet turns out to be a dazzling cinema salad that is as good to eat as it is good for you. Enjoy!

 This collection of sexy shorts will rock your BVD’s or G-string off! In Panties, two girls go on a search to see girls – well, you know. A woman prepares  herself as an S&M gift in Happy Birthday, while another is put to the test by a headmistress in School. Beautifully shot images of fisting and  fucking are interspersed with dreamy environmental footage in Evie Leder’s long awaited dyke porn film bed. An aloof butch finds herself face to face with her fantasy girl in Wet Dress. Two women transform their sexual relationship through dance in the Italian film Avit. Bite Me Again explores the lesbian/ gender bending/transgendered/leather/S&M scene in a playful, fun and sensually erotic manner through its video documentation of the popular award-winning play. 

Black and White in Color documents the involvement of black people in British Broadcasting from its earliest days. This tangy two-parter offers a concise social history of English race relations as well as some distinctly campy blasts from the past. Part One deals with British TV from the BBC's 1936 opening night (featuring American song  and dance duo Buck and Bubbles) through "the excitement and variety of negro entertainment" to the late ‘50s. In Part Two, Julien investigates the rise of social realism and the achievements of Channel Four in the ‘80s and ‘90s. ( Hanif Kureishi describes the development of My Beautiful Laundrette.) Black and White in Color is a fascinating counterpoint to Marlon Riggs's Color Adjustment, which tackled similar terrain in relationship to American TV. Julien's remarkable raid on the archives proves that there's more to British broadcasting than Masterpiece Theatre.

An episode from a British series devoted to black issues, called Black Bag. This one—Gender Bender—is a short portrait  of Winston, England's answer to Ru Paul and a dead ringer for Naomi Campbell. "I'm not a drag queen, I'm a gender illusionist," says Winston; we get to join him on a fabulous Mahogany-style photo shoot, as well as on-stage at London's hot club, Kinky Gerlinky.

Produced for broadcast in conjunction with the Channel Four co-production The Celluloid Closet, these four works examine the special relationships between two Hollywood stars, a collection of soulful singers and a British soap. Black Divas looks at how such singers as Diana Ross, Chaka Khan, Lena Horne and others reflect the gay experience. The Street looks at the quintessential English soap Coronation Street and tries to explain its huge gay fan base. A tribute to River Phoenix, This Road Will Never End features interviews with some of the key characters in the young star's life. Lastly, since she first hit cinema screens in a series of unconventional teenage roles, Jodie Foster has been adored by lesbians who identify with her tomboy traits and admire her consistently powerful portrayals. Pratibha Parmar's Jodie illuminates the Jodie phenomenon with interviews and a wonderful selection of scenes from Foster’s film career.

From documentary to sci-fi, these four films explore the up close and far away worlds that S/M dykes inhabit.  Switch takes a documentary look at how queers in San Francisco get pleasure from identifying as switches and moving through the categories of butch/femme, top/bottom, and boy/girl.  Hardy Haberman’s film Leather may focus on leathermen, but its subjective exploration of the leather world and its spirituality is universal. Connie Steinman’s new film Mirel must be the first lesbian sci-fi S/M film ever made. It follows a human to an all-feline world where she becomes involved with a powerful healer. The filmmaker and her crew should be commended for all their hard work in creating alien sets and costumes without a big budget. Maria Beatty (The Elegant Spanking) once again takes us to a very seductive world full of latex, canes, clamps and a beautiful and willing slave in her new film The Black Glove. This film has a decidely darker edge to it as she examines and then crosses the boundaries of dominance

This collection of shorts continues our "Color of Sex" programming from last year with an inspiring and innovative selection of films by women. I AM NOT OTHER. AKO AY MESTIZA (smaller case). documents the filmmaker's experience growing up Filipina mesiza in the U.S. A young Iranian woman, immigrating to Canada, encounters an ancient aboriginal water spirit in SNAILFINGERS. A fictional "documentary," WELCOME TO AFRICVILLE, revisits the 1969 bittersweet destruction of an all black community in Halifax, Canada.  In SUM TOTAL a young Indian Woman tries to redefine herself in the midst of society's stereotypical definitions of the "ideal." BLACK SHEEP explores the director's racist and homophobic upbringing in Australia. AND THE MARCH CONTINUES gives us an in-depth look at the history of the lesbian movement in Mexico.

Michael Wallin's voyeuristic Black Sheep Boy explores the sexual thrill and emotional obstacles inherent in looking at and eroticizing boys barely on the edge of being legal. These are “boys who open like flowers, boys who look like they could murder.”  Their tough street clothes, the cool way they undress before his self-conscious camera, their cocky attitudes broken only by an occasional boyish smile, the extreme close-ups on their bulging crotches: these images expose a lingering purity, a freshness untainted by the burdens of adulthood.  But as Wallin's poetic narration reveals, such unspoiled virtue is a fantasy that cannot long be sustained, and a pair of clean white Jockeys becomes more than just a metaphor for young sexual energy.  It becomes a poignant reminder of that which is lost in the aftermath of these erotic encounters, when all that's left is the space between boy and man.
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Based on a best-selling novel by Anne Holt, Norway’s former Minister of Justice, Blessed Are Those Who Thirst is a taut, suspenseful and violent thriller about a dyke police detective and a blood-thirsty rapist. Not for the squeamish, this often  gruesome made-for-TV film stars Kjestil Elvik as Hanne Wilhelmsen, a lesbian detective, who is also featured in her own TV series in Norway (look out Ellen).  	While most of the city is enjoying a warm  summer night, Oslo's police are busier than ever. For several weeks a number of places have been found covered in blood, but with no body in sight. While trying to solve this mystery, Hanne and her partner Hakan are handed a new first priority case – a young medical student who has been brutally raped in her apartment. Then suddenly, all the missing corpses start turning up, and a picture of a beastly, racist and sexually motivated madman and killer begins to emerge. The two detectives soon realize that the two cases are connected, but meanwhile someone else has start

Taking it to the streets is just what the activists in these short films are inspiring us to do. James Wentzy of DIVA TV (Damned Interfering Video Activists) documents the police violence that broke out during the political funeral held in NYC in Matthew Shepard Political Funeral. A room full of radical queers reject the commercialization of gay pride, and celebrate and organize toward building alternatives in Gay Shame ’98. In 1993, Massachusetts passed an anti-discrimination law that established the rights of gay and lesbian  students. Looking For Common Ground traces the history of how one controversial high school refused to enforce the law, and how some students empowered themselves and fought back. Narrated by Angela Davis, Blind Eye To Justice: HIV+ Women Incarcerated In California portrays the injustices of the California prison system as seen through the eyes of incarcerated HIV positive women. This  stirring documentary made by the Women’s Positive Legal Action Network gives voice to those who are s

 Michelle Handelman's long awaited documentary about the political activities and sexual choices of women in the leather S&M community. Using a combination of documentary, personal histories, artistic visions, and media imagery,  this film focuses on nine central figures who represent a diverse cross-section of the leather S/M community. Handelman documents  a series of competitions held throughout the country by the women's leather  S/M community. By following these women and cutting between their personal lives, political activities, and candid interviews, Blood Sisters provides an in-depth picture of the leather S/M community. Graphic footage of actual play also gives us a greater understanding  of the nature of the intensity of the bonds that exist between these women.  Mixing both experimental and traditional  documentary styles, Handelman draws us deeper into this often misunderstood community and gives us a more intelligent and less sensationalistic view of the reality behind these women's lives. Starr

This program features a range of queer visions all in animation and stop action !  Two shorts in this program use precision lighting and staging to bring their stars to life.  A Few Good Ken stars two plastic dolls as everyday gays trying to find happiness in the gay ’90s.  In Death’s Angel Barbie portrays Beverly Allitt, a real-life pediatric nurse now serving a prison sentence for killing several children in her care.    A love song of sorts, My Moon Her World sings in colors and motion.  This experimental stop-action short only hints at a story.  Its director, Vicky Smith, creates an overwhelming mood that makes you forget that you even needed to climax.

In Joceyln Taylor’s new video, Bodily Functions, she uses a naked woman’s body as metaphor to explore the realms of desire, black lesbian identity, and the body as a source of empowerment and discovery.  Remembering Wei Yi-fang, Remembering Myself is Yvonne Welbon’s autobiographical documentary about her experiences as an African American woman living in Taiwan for six years. Using a narrative created through dialogue in English and Chinese between herself and her Chinese persona, Welbon’s documentary examines her discoveries in a country free of American racism. Recreations, presented through memories, historical documents, photographs, and video and film footage move through her family’s historical home in Honduras to Chicago to Taiwan—creating intersections between Latin American, African American and Chinese cultures.  Body Of A Poet is a lush and beautiful meditation on the life and work of Audre Lorde. Sonali Fernando’s film is an imaginary biography of the lesbian, feminist, professor, mother, visionar

Since the collapse of communisim, Prague has become a safe haven for sexual tourists from the West — and the East.  No one’s lives have been more affected by this than the nubile provincial boys who move to the city to make a better life for themselves.  They start “making a buck” easily enough.  Many of their stories sound the same.  They find their way to a video arcade, a train station:  spots where older men and wealthy men go to find young boys.  Inevitably many of these boys begin working for directors of child porn flicks.  One such director — a man named Pavel — gives a tour of the set of one of his movies on a day when he’s shooting.  While he’s filming the boys, he also introduces us to his other profession.  He’s a police coroner, an occupation that reveals all the secrets of the body. His story of the way he treats the boys, the way he deals with AIDS, the amount of money he makes — his story differs from the stories we hear from the boys.  But director and child stars alike know one thing:  there

The great Cuban musician and singer Bola de Nieve used   to say: "I'm a sad person but my songs sound glad." The   man and his times are the focus of the narrative that   follows the sinuous path of this unique Cuban legend   who embodies the spirit of popular Cuban music with   romantic songs in a mambo rhythm. Black, santero, gay,   pro-revolution, fidelista, and Yoruba, Bola de Nieve,   (Ignacio Villa) is a Latin American music legend of the   1950s. Riyad Vinci Wadia is a noted Bombay-based filmmaker who has produced and directed what are considered to be the first ever indigenously produced gay films from India, a country in which the act of homosexuality is punishable by life imprisonment, and where over 50 million men are estimated to have sex with other men. BOMgaY uses the often harsh, sometimes lyrical poetry of R. Raj Rao to portray a gay subculture that is fast maturing in cosmopolitan India. 	A Mermaid Called Aida is a fascinating documentary that reveals the enigmatic real life story of India's most famous transsexual, the fabulous Aida Banaji. Director Wadia explores the politics of gender and in so doing boldly challenges perceptions of race, culture and social morality. 	Finally, Nathalie Khanna's Gay Bombay looks at this emergence of gay networks in Bombay and questions what it means to be gay in India. 

They're scary. They're funny. They're bloody. They're thrilling. You'll find killer breasts in GINGER SNAPS, a lonely dyke willing to clone herself to get a date in the futuristic LONELY WITHOUT YOU, and a lesbian heiress who becomes more than possessed by a witch in the horrific Hammer-like film THE FRAGILE SKIN. This creative collection of shorts screams with terror and delight.

Kyle, a frustrated teenage poet from the Valley, moves to the sun-drenched urban jungle of the Silverlake district of Los Angeles. There he meets Mike, a tough-but-tender construction worker nearing his 30th birthday, and falls in love. Mike introduces Kyle to the gay bars, sex clubs, and coffee houses of the City of Angels. Kyle buys his first leather jacket and plans his first poetry reading, but trouble ensues when he discovers that Mike might be unfaithful. A coming-of-age romantic comedy, Leather Jacket Love Story is especially notable for its boldly explicit sex scenes and its fresh, funny dialogue, courtesy of acclaimed poet Rondo Mieczkowski’s screenplay. Mink Stole from the early John Waters films makes a rare screen appearance, along with gay rights activist Morris Knight, model Geoffrey Moody and a bevy of bad-ass L.A. drag queens. Leather Jacket Love Story is a perfect date movie, with its romantic sensibility, playful humor, and raw sensuality.  	Boot Camp, a short romantic musical set in a leath

From Fireworks, which Kenneth Anger described as "all the explosive pyrotechnics of a dream" to Easy Garden, Anie Stanley's lyrical silent montage of carnivals and girls, thisprogram traces five decades of experimental depictions of sexuality. Whether it’s in the prison of Un Chant D'Amour, Jean Genet's great poetic masterpiece of power, love, and lust, or in the museum, where Isaac Julien's The Attendant explores the pleasures of sado-masochistic relationships, these films blur the line between poetics and pornography. — Cathy Lee Crane 
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Queers have been persecuted as monsters and aliens for centuries. Now these lesbian and gay filmmakers strike back through the power of the sci-fi, horror and super-action genres we all love.  	A strange yet very sexy woman spreads a  contagious virus which brings enlightenment in Venus Blue. A gay superhero comes to the rescue of a lustful couple who forgot their condom in Super G. Ó Files puts a queer Brazilian twist on the "X-Files." A budding lesbian finds a delightful cure for cooties in boy Germs. Cable Girl, a super-lesbian, fights bio-electric bad guys in post-apocalyptic Brooklyn. And Fascinating asks the age-old question, "what is this thing about Lesbians and Star Trek?"

As the old saying goes, girls will be boys…. Join us as we take an openhearted and frank look at three different explorations of the FTM (and somewhere in between) experience.  Winner of one of this year's Tzabaco/Frameline Completion Fund grants, A BOY NAMED SUE is a uniquely structured documentary about Sue's change from a butch dyke into Theo, a "big old bi-transman with a pussy." Inviting us into the lives of Theo and his surrounding community, we can see the many different attitudes and feelings around Theo's change and how his shifting identity/gender attractions effect change in his lesbian partner and in his friends.  THE RIDE is the premiere effort from local filmmaker Bill Basquin and features local artist-writer Cooper as a cab driver who passes as a man and gives a lift to a mysterious woman. And MANHOOD is a short biopic made by Swedish television about local FTM Mason. 

The heartbreak of self-love is revealed in Love Me Not, while brother and sister fight for the hunky new neighbor in Boy Next Door. Two Piglets try to make love despite the old woman in the next room, and a 41-year-old man attempts to recapture his youth with a little help from Clairol in The Rinse Cycle. Culture, kink and desire collide with a Latin twist in S&M In The Hood, and In My Secrecy explores what happens when dad’s a glimmer in his son’s eye. Closing the program is the educational splatter film love story Das Clown. 

Mark Kidel's portrait of Boy George is a hypnotic story of narcissism and neediness, drugs and drag.  Boy Next Door covers nine years, from Culture Club's sudden success through George's rebirth as a solo celeb.  Along the way, there's tons of amazing archive footage, some very queer fashions, a gripping interview with B.G.'s ex, Jon Moss, and a sign of salvation.  Looking back on it all, a candid George concludes, "Being gay is my only saving grace." 

In Drop Dead Gorgeous, stand-up comedian Steve Moore takes us on a guided tour of his life, from his Southern childhood to his HIV status. Steve takes on everything from his mother's malapropisms (she stays warm by covering herself in "two Africans", and Steve comments, "Well Mom, I've been there") to the way anonymous sex partners pretend they don't know you when you run into them at parties ("He said, 'I don't think we've met each other, but your face looks familiar' and I said, 'It should — you sat on it!'").  	Boy With a Bugle, the second installment of The Fat Boy Chronicles, is director René Broussard's film about his childhood and his masturbatory fantasy world, as inspired by the musical Mame. Using actual archival footage of eroticized fat little boys, Boy With a Bugle traces the events which led to Broussard's self-proclaimed "acceptance of my body...small blue penis... fat...and all!"

This rediscovered all-black-cast musical stars Tim Moore ("The Kingfish" on the popular ‘50s “Amos ‘n’ Andy” television series) as a butch queen pursued by three men with marriage on their minds. Black comedy team Patterson and Jackson costar, along with a musical lineup that includes the Slam Stewart Trio, Sid Catlett Orchestra (with a cameo by Gene Krupa), Deek Watson and His Brown Dots, Ann Cornell, and the International Jitterbugs.      Although Herald Pictures was a white production company, Boy! What a Girl! was made for the contemporary black audience, and featured some of the best black musical and comic talent of the day.  The acting is less than naturalistic at times—and the plot less than subtle—but these were characteristics of most of the big studio musicals of the ‘40s.      A Harlem tenement is home to the film's collection of entertainers.  The plot revolves around a pair of small-time producers trying to stage a show, while wooing the daughters of the show's wealthy backer.  The romantic elem

Are you faithful to him?” asks one of the characters in Boyfriends.  “Yes,” comes the response, “mentally.”    If the Festival’s entries are any indication, 1996 was the year when lesbians and gay men went to the country to sort out their problems.  Everything Relative tells of a very funny reunion of lesbian couples in a country home.  And Boyfriends is a sort of rural Boys in the Band.    This British comedy depicts three troubled couples who spend three days together cooking, talking about relationships, and sleeping around.  They’ve all got problems:  Will is a social worker who wants to sleep with a boy he used to counsel – again.  Matt is a hopeless romantic who likes the music at the beginning of newscasts and wants semi-interested Owen to move in with him.  And Paul is blowing his smoke into Ben’s precious plants, the ones Ben complains to when Paul is a jerk.  The moment all six arrive at a Paul’s brother’s country house to celebrate Paul’s birthday, things fall apart.  Don’t blink, or you may miss a

Punks, voguers, baby dykes, barbie dolls and more is what you’ll find in this innovative program for, by and about youth. Butch queens, drag kings, femme queens and realness — Boys and Girls asks, What makes a boy a boy? What makes a girl a girl? Speaking for Ourselves is a series of intimate portraits of lesbian and gay youth who are facing difficult issues. In Nobody I Know Tom is on the threshold of sexual maturity, but he still has to learn that the rules of childhood no longer apply. Barbie and her friends are transformed into a 1980's TV sitcom in Charlene's Angels. And QUEERCORE (a punk-u-mentary) is a brilliant account of the thriving homopunk scene, full of queer renegades and iconoclasts, fast music and cool hair.  	Anyone under 21 years old can check out these cool flicks for FREE.
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This sampling of recent FTM shorts features the made-for-British-TV film A Shot Of Manhood, starring local San Francisco trans activists/artists Jordy Jones and Stafford, with Matt Rice turning in a terrific supporting performance in the hilarious fudge-packing lecture/demo scene. Hans Scheirl talks with Lucia Davis about early transition and his film Dandy Dust (see page 44) in Hans’ New Film. Scheirl shows up again as one of five gender adventurers in St. Pelagius The Penitent, a nicely art-directed bit of whimsy that uses the tribulations of an early Christian saint as a   pretext for chatting about hormones and stuff with some transguys. In Boys In The Backyard local tranny boys Matt and Jo sit together in their backyard and talk about their daddy/boy relationship, transgender life, love, tattoos and tomato plants. 

The boys are all over the place in this year's selection of local artists. The guys at Museo Contempo play with Keanu's mind (and more) in Keanu’s Wet Dream. Daniel Baer ventures far from home to look at a gay couple who have managed to fashion a life together in rural South Texas in Horse Dreams in BBQ Country. Don’t Run, Johnny speculates on what would happen if legendary B-movie filmmaker Ed Wood were alive today and decided to tackle the sensitive topic of AIDS. And Boys’ Night Out looks at a homophobic man who is coerced into running an AIDS charity race, where the only rule is contestants must wear a minimum of 2-1/2" heels.

Transsexual, butch, lesbian, fag, hermaphrodite, woman, man, he, she, it: Labels and pronouns slide, collide, and become useless in this   chilling account of the triple-murder of gender-ambiguous young Nebraskan Brandon Teena and two acquaintances. Filmmakers Susan Muska and Greta Olafsdottir admirably avoid the temptation to reduce the complexity of Brandon's tragically short life and show instead how the very indeterminacy of the youth's identity became the trigger for transphobic and homophobic hate crimes. Using traditional as well as experimental documentary techniques, The Brandon Teena Story includes interviews with principal figures in the murder case (including the convicted killers) as well as archival audio-visual footage and stark original images. It’s a bleak, painfully candid portrait of life in America's poor white rural heartland. In depicting the geographical and socio-economic context of the murders, Muska and Olafsdottir reframe Brandon's story as more than just another senseless queer-kil

Our perennially popular girls’ shorts program includes the quirky, the sexy, and the downright hysterical. A mortuary cosmetician       surrounds herself with Sleeping Beauties, while a travel writer seeks a Traveling Companion for a trip to Italy and finds love in an unlikely form. Lena’s collection of 257 Peppermills has been stolen, and she thinks she knows who did it. A woman’s dreams take her out of her ordinary life in Sleep Come Free Me, and a modest librarian checks out lesbian love in It Happened In The Stacks. And that burning question – is he or isn’t he? – keeps a poor cat from getting fed in Breakfast With Gus.  Our northern neighbors have always produced films of the highest caliber, and these shorts are no exception: they are outstanding in both form and content. A man’s dead lover comes back to help him reconcile the past in From The Ashes. A frumpy librarian checks out lesbian love in It Happened In The Stacks. That burning question – is he or isn’t he? – keeps a poor cat from getting fed in 

Our locals girls have been working hard all year to bring you some of their best work. A six-year-old experiences heartbreak over her brother's girlfriend in GIRL UNDER THE TABLE, and a relationship on the rocks is redefined in SPARKED! „MM is a musical folk tale about queer life in the country, and WOMAN BURNING MAN is a feminist take on the annual event. BREAKING THE GLASS is a fast paced, informative documentary on the women's pro basketball league. 

As the epidemic moves into its 17th year, the queer community continues to mourn those we’ve lost to AIDS and to help those who survive negotiate their lives. Positive is set in 1985, when an HIV-negative doctor tries to convince his lover to take an AIDS test. Negotiating Sex In An Age Of Panic asks how we can get away from the panic and still have great sex, while Breath says goodbye through four elegaic dance pieces. Rubber Gloves deals with a serious topic through humor, and Hide And Seek traces the development of a gay man’s identity in the age of AIDS. 

This award-winning BBC documentary, broadcast in a truncated version on A&E, sensitively explores the life and times of the man whose main claim to fame was discovering The Beatles. From his NEMS record store in Liverpool, Epstein was a synthesizing force in the group's breakthrough to stardom. Devout Judaism and a fear of loneliness are two significant characteristics of the tall, handsome, fastidiously elegant, and temperamental man described as a manipulative puppeteer and an unhappy person. Epstein's open homosexuality is described in depth as Paul McCartney candidly acknowledges that initially the four "boys" were afraid that Epstein might hit on one of them, then proceeds to offer his personal opinion of the "John thing." Other talking heads include Marianne Faithfull, Epstein's aunt, and many friends and business associates. Rare archival footage combined with contemporary shots vividly evoke a sense of the exciting Beatles era, while Jude Law, reading from Epstein's diary, provides intimate insight in
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From Australia, EXPOSURE is the tale of a camera-toting voyeur who discovers his brother-in-law's dark secret. Germany's THREE WISHES is a beautiful story of love, death, family, and loss. In the Belgium film CAMPFIRE, 18-year-old Tijl is forced to choose between his girlfriend and his best friend, turning their camping trip into a tension-filled journey of self-discovery. The program closes with two exceptional French shorts. In BRIGHT SPELL, Saïd is in love with Karim, his older adopted brother. Between his mother's attitude, his sister's competitiveness, and Karim's lies, Saïd goes from hope to disillusion in one fateful night. In EARLY FROST, 10-year-old Carloine learns that her pet rabbit Pitou is attracted to other boy rabbits. This news throws her relationship with her parents into turmoil, involving the gay couple living quietly next door.

Broadway Damage is Victor Mignatti’s antidote to cynicism, a valentine to New York City and the dreamers who still believe in the magic of the grand romantic gesture. Marc and Robert are best friends who share a love of Broadway musicals. Robert dreams of writing the next West Side Story and settling down with actor Marc who, aside from being a hopeless romantic, only goes out with guys who are a perfect “10.” Unfortunately, Robert isn’t. As Marc struggles to land his first acting job, his roommate Cynthia (Mara Hobel, who played the young Christina in Mommie Dearest) blithely spends her days shopping on Daddy’s credit cards and plotting to get a fantasy job with magazine editor Tina Brown. Agendas collide when Marc falls for David (Hugh Panaro), a handsome pop star wannabe. Everyone’s dreams threaten to unravel when they discover that David has more than a few skeletons in his closet and that Cynthia is on the verge of a nervous breakdown and may be wanted by the FBI. Broadway Damage is a funny, often bitter

Born in Puerto Rico and raised in Miami, Harold Ajzenberg ran away at 15 to the   excitement of New York, where he was quickly transformed into Holly Woodlawn ("Holly" after Holly Golightly in Breakfast At Tiffany’s; "Woodlawn" for the famous cemetery). When Paul Morrissey cast Holly in Trash, he’d never met him. Holly had claimed to be one of Warhol’s Superstars, and Morrissey was intrigued by this bald-faced lie. So Morrissey cast Holly sight unseen, working on a hunch that Holly would be perfect as a drug addict who lied, stole and cheated to get something out of life. The hunch was right on – as Vincent Canby wrote in The New York Times, "Trash is alive. Holly Woodlawn, especially, is something to behold, a comic book Mother Courage who fancies herself as Marlene Dietrich but sounds more often like Phil Silvers." 	We begin our tribute to Holly with the     legendary Broken Goddess. Holly floats through the film, painfully depicting a desperate woman in the style of the great silent film stars.

Sometimes campy and always engaging, these expressive works about sexual and emotional abuse offer unique perspectives on self-discovery and finding faith and redemption. Particularly significant, two shorts address the oft neglected subject of male incest and survival. The WASH is a rich portrait of incest, silence, and love in what is ultimately a cleansing ritual. BROTHERLY LOVE follows the journey of two estranged brothers who confront childhood secrets. Film noir, camp, and a '50s pastel wonderland come together in NANCY DREW & THE MYSTERY OF THE HAUNTED BODY, a colorful comedy about a young female detective searching for the clues within recovered memories.   

Why is this program different from all other programs? Because in all other programs, you'll see maybe one, maybe two Jews, but in this program you'll laugh, you'll cry, and you'll see Jews all afternoon. 	Bubbeh Lee and Me is Andy Abrahams Wilson's intimate and very funny portrait of his extraordinary, ordinary Jewish grandmother. Whether taking daily excursions to the grocery store to return overripe produce or sharing hard-won wisdom over blintzes on Rosh Hashanah, Bubbeh Lee Abrahams is a woman who lives life on her own terms, and her grandson’s portrait of her is a touching account of his search for his place in the world. Tai Uhlmann and Alessandra Ogren's Bad Jews in My Kitchen is a black and white montage of Jewish dykes affirming their Judaism in intimate kitchen table interviews. Ellen Flanders' film Surviving Memory explores a Jewish lesbian’s engagement with identity and loss through fragmented memory.

All the world’s a stage for the drag divas of the Sin Sin Hotel in Chinese director Yonfan’s new film Bugis Street. This enchanting, sexy drama, set in 1970’s Singapore, explores the lives of the transsexuals and transvestites who live in a sleazy residential hotel. Hiep Thi Le (of Oliver Stone’s Heaven and Earth) plays Lian, a 17 year-old reception clerk, who keenly observes the hotel’s colorful cast of characters. Coquettish yet naive, young Lian learns the lessons of life and love from the reigning queens at Sin Sin, including the worldly Drago and the tormented Lola, who’s trapped in a co-dependent relationship with an abusive, philandering boyfriend. It is from Lola and the others that Lian learns that behind the vivid facades of the residents also lies pain and self-doubt.  With its healthy doses of drama, attitude and nude dudes, Bugis Street gives you a firsthand look at a rarely seen or understood part of queer Asian life. 

Using Julie Andrews and origami patterns, These Are A Few Of My Favorite Things plays with notions of power and pleasure in an interracial sexual relationship. Two Latino gay men attempt to build a longterm relationship in Buried & Unseen. As Far Away As Here takes a psycho-sexual road trip across the US with a soon-to-be-ex lover, while Chemistries takes a trip into the human body where cells, desire, love and loss collide. And a diverse group of men smooch on a San Francisco rooftop in the utterly charming Your Kiss.

Following an obscure escape route through the snowy French countryside, destroying thousands of public records at federal offices in Holland, living as a man as the Nazi's search for the only female conductor in Holland…  These are not plot points from the newest Hollywood action movie meant to chill and thrill you, but are events from the true life-story of Frieda Bellinfante. A handsome and courageous Jewish lesbian, Frieda was instrumental in the Holland Resistance during WWII and made history as one of the first female conductors.  Chronicling her life and loves through interviews, photographs, and historical footage, we see the amazing path that Frieda took: from her birth in Amsterdam to her flight from the Nazi's into Switzerland, from her move to the United States to the revival of her musical and conducting career once she settled in Hollywood. Charming, honest, and exciting, …BUT I WAS A GIRL tells of a remarkable life filled with trials, successes, loves, and loss — the whole of the fascinating hum

Finally a film that takes a serious look at contemporary butch-femme relationships from a British perspective.  Emma Hindley expertly blends candid interviews with hot sex in her documentary film Butch Femme. What is it that attracts one to the other and why do they face so much discrimination both from the straight world and from their own lesbian communities? These are just some of the questions addressed in Butch Femme in an effort to bring us a little closer to a better understanding of the complexities of gender and sexual identification. An interesting cross-section of butches and femmes tell us their stories of discovery, both of themselves and of the other. Running throughout this film is beautiful and evocative B&W footage of a butch/femme sexual encounter.  Switch is a documentary that looks at how queers in San Francisco get pleasure from identifying as switches and moving through the categories of butch/femme, top/bottom, and boy/girl. Darlene Weide’s excellent video addresses the on-going dialogu

This selection of short films from the gender-bent edge of urban queer culture shows off many meanings of butch. Scent uVa Butch lets viewers catch a whiff of the lives of more than 20 butches – from a 23-year-old Texas charm-school graduate to a 53-year-old mohawk-sporting diesel dyke. Train Station recreates the '50s with its story of butch-femme love in a depot. Wounded Bird is violent, sexy, and  beautiful – a speed-crazed paean to betrayal and seduction, capture and pursuit. Butch Girls, Reservoir Dykes, And Faggot Whores is a joyride through San Francisco's butch scene that takes gleeful aim at Quentin Tarantino's overblown hypermasculine sensibilities. Samuel L. Jackson, eat your heart out – these gals are the ballsiest bad-asses on celluloid!

Eunice completely dominates Miriam with her directness and power, since no one had ever paid any attention to Miriam in the past. Every mainstream Protestant denomination in this country is wrestling with same-sex marriage and the ordination of openly gay and lesbian pastors. CALL TO WITNESS documents that struggle within the Evangelical Lutheran Church of America (ELCA).  Focusing on the lives and trials of pastors who have taken a stand against their own church, CALL TO WITNESS explores the intersection of two communities of faith: those who support the ordination and committed relationships of openly gay and lesbian pastors and those who don't.  This ground-breaking film documents the stories of three Lutheran pastors, Rev. Steve Sabin, ousted by his bishop, supported by his congregation, and "tried" by the national church when he refused to resign; Rev. Jane Ralph, forced out of the ELCA with no process for recourse; and Pastoral Minister Anita C. Hill, who is working to be ordained as an openly lesbian pastor. Also included are two San Francisco congregations that defied the ELCA by calling openly gay and lesbian pastors not on the

“It hurts when people make fun of you; but here at camp, no one will make fun of you because we're all the same." The camp is Camp Lavender Hill, the first summer camp for children of gay, lesbian and bisexual parents. Camp Lavender Hill provided these children with an escape from the pressures of their schools and their peers. The film allows us to get to know several of the children as they talk about how they feel they're similar and different from children raised in more traditional families. Camp Lavender Hill was the recipient of a Frameline Completion Fund grant in 1996.   	In Coming Out, Coming Home five proud and very confident Asian Pacific Islander families speak frankly, emotionally and more openly then ever seen before on screen on the subject of their children's sexual orientation. This is a touching opportunity to witness a remarkable set of loving families ready, willing and able to stand up and be counted in the face of adversity and misunderstanding.

From Australia, EXPOSURE is the tale of a camera-toting voyeur who discovers his brother-in-law's dark secret. Germany's THREE WISHES is a beautiful story of love, death, family, and loss. In the Belgium film CAMPFIRE, 18-year-old Tijl is forced to choose between his girlfriend and his best friend, turning their camping trip into a tension-filled journey of self-discovery. The program closes with two exceptional French shorts. In BRIGHT SPELL, Saïd is in love with Karim, his older adopted brother. Between his mother's attitude, his sister's competitiveness, and Karim's lies, Saïd goes from hope to disillusion in one fateful night. In EARLY FROST, 10-year-old Carloine learns that her pet rabbit Pitou is attracted to other boy rabbits. This news throws her relationship with her parents into turmoil, involving the gay couple living quietly next door.

Produced by Allan Carr after the unlikely success of Grease, Can't Stop the Music was designed to broaden the appeal of ‘70s gay icons, The Village People.  It is probably one of the strangest films of the ‘80s.  On the one hand, it was promoted as the family musical movie phenomenon of the decade, and accordingly The Village People were scrubbed clean of their gay image (and the American Dairy Association sponsored a nationwide tie-in).  On the other hand, the movie is chock-full of faggy in-jokes and nancy-boy behavior.  Despite the (barely credible) central heterosexual romance, it's impossible to see it as anything but a queer treat.  Besides, any movie with cameos of June Havoc, Barbara Rush, and Paul Sand must know a thing or two about gay credibility.  

The irrepressible John Greyson (Zero Patience, Lilies) returns with a fabulously audacious new film, starring Matthew Ferguson from The English Patient. Combining Greyson’s take on the controversial practice of circumcision with a fierce analysis of copyright infringement and censorship, Uncut is a densely layered, delirious romp in which ideas are hurled at blistering speeds. Perhaps Greyson’s own words best describe the plot: “A grad student named Peter is obsessed with Pierre Trudeau. A grad student named Peter is perplexed by circumcision. A Jackson Five fan named Peter wants to break into broadcast. They meet. They make love. They make art. They get busted. (The cop sings opera).” After a series of strange and absurd misadventures, the three Peters end up in a desolate prison labor camp together. If this sounds bizarre, it is. Combining elements of soap operas, musicals, documentaries, and avant-garde cinema, the candy-colored pop art explosion of Uncut will knock you out.  	The program opens with Canada

Acclaimed at the 1994 Sundance and Berlin Film Festivals, Lucy Massie Phenix's Cancer in Two Voices addresses one of the most urgent and underrepresented health care issues facing women today.  This deeply moving film documents the struggle and courage of a lesbian couple dealing with one partner's breast cancer.  As an intimate home-movie journal, Cancer in Two Voices deals with their anger and grief, sexuality and friendship, and the painful process of confronting death.

Intensely luscious Roy Dupois (the hustler in Being at Home with Claude) stars as a hunky ne'er-do-well who returns home to his claustrophobic family after a long absence.  Turns out that both his mother (Andree Lachapelle) and Sister (Elise Guilbault) both seem to want to sleep with him;  things aren't helped when an old friend (Gilbert Sciotte) arrives, causing chaos for the polymorphously perverse clan.      The first of two ripe family dramas in this year's festival (the other is Under Heat), Cap Tourmente is a striking and award-winning first feature from Montreal screenwriter Michel Langlois, who has previously collaborated with Lea Pool.  For a gay audience, the main appeal may be Dupois's on-screen charisma (or "jeans ad posturing" as Variety cattily described it), but Cap Tourmente is also interesting for its seamless incorporation of homosexuality as one of many options for this seductive house of horrors.      The plot of Cap Tourmente is not really the point; it’s about confrontations with the sex

From Australia comes the fantastical, from Spain the hot and sexy, and from Switzerland there are bad bar girls in this “It’s A Queer Small World After All.” In Urn, a woman dreams three bizarre dreams while Valerie begins to daydream a bit too much in Just A Little Crush. Learn how not to behave in a bar in Bar Jeder Frau and find out what an important Spanish business woman does on her lunch breaks in Alicia Cada Dia. Niamh is a London based filmmaker who goes home to Ireland with her producer Helen to scout for locations in Silences. While staying with her parents, her relationship with her twin sister Marion begins to deteriorate at the same time as Helen’s romantic interest in her begins to develop.  Everything comes to a head when Niamh decides to break the silence in this Irish lesbian film.

Now  captured on film by Tony Ayres (China Dolls), Sadness supplements the simplicity of the original format of witnessing more than twenty years of his gay friends’ lives by following Yang to his birthplace in Far North Queensland and providing reenactments of various versions of the mysterious 1920 murder of an uncle by marriage. Yang’s direct, low-key delivery effectively establishes an eloquently contemplative tone until "the two strands of my story – the gay and the Chinese side – had come together over the  common experience of grief." The result is a moving document, poignant and uplifting, a beautifully  healing gift. 	The program begins with two shorts films, The Reunion by Phillipa Newling, which eloquently  presents one man’s life after the death of his  partner, and Casualty by Andy Abrahams Wilson, an 

Director Ileana Pietrobruno masterfully confronts the surreal nature of societal attitudes toward the female body in her experimental debut feature Cat Swallows Parakeet and Speaks! Beautifully shot on both color and black & white film at Riverview Hospital (formerly an insane asylum), the film follows Scheherazade, a young model recovering in the hospital from an ulcer operation. She becomes convinced that her inept doctor is trying to kill her and that the only way to survive is to tell him stories. Yet she is at a loss for words and must turn for help to Kore, a trashy, tabloid-reading fellow patient. Slowly the two women grow closer, telling preposterous tales from the tabloids in order to escape the doctor. Meanwhile, the hospital begins to come alive with the very characters from the stories the two women have been reading. Pietrobruno's visually intense, aggressively unconventional, often difficult work alternates between a smooth black and white "real" world and a colorful world of dreams where anythi

These shorts are sure to delight! In CAT TOYS a woman's new sex toys do more than spice up her love life. A therapist and her client share a dream in SLIP, and a woman recovers from the end of a relationship in SEVEN DAYS. NIGHT DEPOSIT is an updated twist on the world's oldest profession, and two women face up to the realities of living in a small Irish community in SALVAGE. A lusty femme fatale gets double-crossed in the '40s-style thriller SWITCH.

Sure Shot 22 is an homage to girls who do it faster, higher and lovelier, and a group of queers take on some hetero football players in The Catch. Pre-Title IX Girl looks at the importance of this  endangered law that ensures girls’ access to sports. Shooting Star celebrates the Senior Women’s Basketball league, and the notion that age only limits us if we let it, by taking a life-affirming look at the role basketball plays in these women’s lives. Women At The Gay Games Amsterdam documents the sporting and cultural events that occurred at the 1998 games, including a special look at the night-life of gay women during the games. Kiss My Cleats captures the high energy of the Gay Games and reveals why people come from all over the world to compete in and support them.

A complex, fast-paced but deliberately fragmented story of young lust, unrequited love and racial prejudice set in rural France, Full Speed zeroes in on four central characters, all in their early twenties, who seem doomed from the start. Samir, a beautiful Beur (Pari-sian slang for a young Arab) from Algeria, has a growing post-teenage crush on Quentin, a successful novelist who observes the people around him as the basis for his fiction but wants desperately to escape small town life. Quentin has a relationship with Julie, a free-spirited girl (she likes fast cars and drinking shots) who can’t resist Jimmy, a gorgeous young tough who’s always in trouble. As their lives intersect, the characters’ exploration of their bisexuality is interrupted by racism, as French anti-Arab hatreds lead to tragedy. Discovered in André Téchiné’s Wild Reeds (an obvious inspiration for his work here) the young actor-turned-director Gaël Morel makes his feature directing debut with Full Speed, which co-stars Reed’s Stéphane Ride

This real-to-reel selection of shorts is all about young queers speaking out for themselves. Because video is affordable, more and more youth are taking the camera into their own hands and candidly  revealing meaningful aspects of their lives in images that demand understanding and justice. Opening Closet X: A Voice For Queer Youth is a strong and positive documentary about queer youth in San Francisco, produced by people 18 to 26 years of age. In Caught In The Crossfire, seven black and Hispanic kids discuss their feelings about their gay and lesbian parents. Looking For Common Ground, a 1997 Frameline Completion Fund winner, documents the process of struggling for and achieving gay rights at a typical suburban school, and serves as a vivid model for empowering students nationwide. Slices provides a unique look at Asian queer youth coming out and facing the impact of AIDS. 

The invariably complicated nature of lesbian and gay interracial relationships is fertile ground for exploration in these films/videos, which candidly wrestle with the inscrutable convergence of  personal/societal psychological baggage, stereotypes, racial curiosity and occasional fetishism. I’m Starving is an erotic tale of the love between a ghost and a woman cohabiting an apartment in NYC's Chinatown. Two women escape the  constraints of urban living during an erotic encounter in Central Park. Thick Lips, Thin Lips is a meditation on love's power to overcome racist/homophobic violence and hatred. In Ghost Body, a man unflinchingly interrogates the nature of his interracial desire. Rage & Desire is a beautiful memorial to  Afro-British photographer Rotimi Fani-Kayode. And in The Potluck And The Passion, a black dyke  reconnoiters the racial, sexual and social politics of relationships at a lesbian potluck.  — Karl Bruce Knapper

Last summer the second Lesbian and Gay Freedom March wound down the streets of Tokyo.  Just as Japanese queers insisted on being seen and heard, these films and videos from all over Asia and the diaspora show stories of lesbian experience which refuse to be ignored. A Short Film About Us examines lesbians of color in Britain and how they blend  the political, the racial, and the sexual into their lives. Closets Are For Clothes depicts a young Japanese lesbian’s predicament when one of her male friends starts hitting on her.  High Tech Rice is an exploration of how one Filipino-American lives simultaneously in two cultures and must come to terms with both her reliance on and her opposition to the answering machine that becomes her connection to the two. One Shadowless Hour celebrates the diversity of Japanese lesbian lifestyles.  This documentary mixes footage of the 2nd Tokyo Lesbian & Gay Parade with interviews with five women who challenge the lesbian stereotypes found in Japanese society.
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What happens when the hot man you have invited over for dinner is  making  advances you are too afraid  to respond to because you  haven't dealt with AIDS panic yet.  That is the sitcom beginning of this gay male erotic drama which shows that even New York guys still want to have fun and are doing  it safely with condoms.  Included is a guest appearance by Casey Donovan.

Ger Philpott's lyrical Change is an award-winning film from Ireland in which a man lovingly remembers his lover who died of AIDS.  At the same time, he attempts to come to terms with religious and familial oppressions.  A sometimes erotic, sometimes sad love story, this unusual film builds a moving portrait of strength and tenderness.

With lesbian films  being all  the rage in Hollywood, it is reassuring to know that independent films like Change the Frame are still managing to get made.  Director/producer Cristina Rey's first feature film is a whimsical and realistic portrayal of love, growing up, and life's direction.  Rey focuses her camera on the lives of a couple living in a small college town in the Colorado Rockies. Angela (Stephani Shope), is a college graduate working at a hot dog cart who one day realizes she has put her art career on hold while waiting for her girlfriend Rachel (Cristina Rey) to finish graduate school. Rachel, meanwhile, is too busy with school to realize Angela has become frustrated with her life and their relationship. The arrival of a flirtatious singer from San Francisco helps to distract Angela from the reality of her relationship, but she soon realizes that she must reassess her life goals and priorities. Their relationship begins to suffer under the intense pressure Angela is feeling to make changes in he

In 1975 Cris Williamson recorded The Changer and the Changed for Olivia Records, the first national women's recording company.  The Changer went on to become one of the all-time best-selling albums on an independent label.        Whether you lived through the sisterhood of the ‘70s or were merely a gleam in your mother's partner's eye, this documentary video is heartwarming and highly entertaining.  Color footage from a 1990 Williamson concert in Berkeley is interspersed with clips and stills from the ‘70s and ‘80s.  The cast reads like a who's who of women's music: Cris Williamson, Margie Adam, Meg Christian, Holly Near, Vicki Randle, and Bonnie Raitt.  The black-and-white footage of early recording sessions is priceless: flannel shirts and overalls never looked so good!  Holly Near, looking back at the early days of Olivia and women's music says, "It felt like summer camp, but it also felt courageous and brave." As Far Away As Here takes a psycho-sexual road trip across the US with a soon-to-be-ex lover, while Chemistries takes a trip into the human body where cells, desire, love and loss collide. And a diverse group of men smooch on a San Francisco rooftop in the utterly charming Your Kiss.

As the epidemic moves into its 17th year, the queer community continues to mourn those we’ve lost to AIDS and to help those who      survive negotiate their lives. Positive is set in 1985, when an HIV-negative doctor tries to convince his lover to take an AIDS test. Negotiating Sex In An Age Of Panic asks how we can get away from the panic and still have great sex, while Breath says goodbye through four elegaic dance pieces. Rubber Gloves deals with a serious topic through humor, and Hide And Seek traces the development of a gay man’s identity in the age of AIDS.    Celebrate the Global Village with this selection of funny, dramatic, and lyrical shorts. In Love Affairs a gay man and a straight woman find common ground talking about their ex-lovers. 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Whether you’re already a lesbian mom or just thinking about becoming one, this program is for you. “Swim...swim” Talking to Sperm and Other Desperate Acts by Wendy Levy is about one lesbian’s two-year odyssey with infertility and donor insemination. Lizzie Thynne’s Child of Mine chronicles a custody battle between two lesbians for their son John: the film follows Liz as she attempts to win access to her son through the Scottish courts and highlights two cases in England where lesbian parents have fought for legal recognition and won. Letter to Maya is the way two lesbians try to answer their adopted Chinese daughter’s inevitable questions about where she was born. Finally, young, angry, in-your-face lesbian mothers talk about poverty, classism and the day-to-day trials and joys of being low-income mothers in Your Mom Wears Combat Boots: Dyke Mothers Rant.

Domenico (Silivo Orlando) is a chronically  unemployed southerner struggling to survive in Italy’s unfriendly North. Desperate to change his destiny once and for all, he plans to rob a bank and head across the border to Switzerland. Things go wrong, however, and Domenico is forced to take a hostage: Tommaso (Diego Abatantuono), a bankrupt businessman trapped in a loveless marriage. Tommaso is soon in command, and convinces his captor to change direction and drive south. The plan is to meet Tommaso’s friend Orfeo in Puglia and sail from there to Egypt. But once again things don’t go quite as planned. Domenico is shocked to discover that Orfeo is not only a policeman – he’s Tommaso’s secret lover! 	According to David Rooney’s review in Variety, director Davide Ferrario "shows a distinctive use of color and an eye for interesting locations. Enlivened by a soundtrack and visuals that are as punchy and entertaining as its dialogue, this warm-hearted tale has a spontaneity and wit all too rare in Italian comedies. 

If you like your rice sticky then you’ll savor this tasty romp through the world of Asian brothers who get it on with themselves and each other. 	We start in the US with Season Of The Boys, which spies on hot Asian studs playing ball while contemplating the ephemeral nature of youth and beauty. Aussie boys candidly  discuss their status as a “minority within a minority” in China Dolls. From Canada comes a lesson in The Queen’s Cantonese, which instructs you on how to ask for a blowjob,   confront a philandering boyfriend or request the technique of One Golden Finger Dividing the Jade Peach. (You won’t learn this at Berlitz.) We end with Britain’s delightful Yellow Fever, which follows a “banana boy” who only dates white guys until the handsome Asian neighbor down the hall invites him over for  dinner. But does he feel like Chinese tonight?

This film is not ostensibly about homosexuality.  It is a hybrid narrative that progresses from an investigation into the naming of a geographical site to the remembrance of forebearers and lost friends, linked conceptually by the Chinese practice of Hanng San—walking the mountain—a ritualistic act  that provides continuity between the past, present, and future, between the living and those in the spirit world.  However, the act of mourning here evokes the parallel in lesbian and gay communities of remembering those who are lost to the AIDS pandemic.

If you see one movie at this year's Festival, make it Chocolate Babies. It's a hilariously witty and poignant film about a queer, quasi-drag band of p.o.c. (people of color) terrorists, who fulfill every AIDS activist’s fantasy by running rampant through Manhattan accosting recalcitrant politicians, corporate executives, closeted homosexuals, and conservative and religious demagogues for exploiting the AIDS/HIV epidemic and doing nothing to stop the crisis. Fortunately, the heroes and heroines of our story are not ivory saints. Their peccadilloes — infidelity, drug use, pitiful lip-synching, prostitution, and obsessions with style, glamour, couture, make-up, and divas — keep them from being too squeaky clean and holier-than-thou. As they tear through New York's boroughs trying to make the world safe for all queers, you can't help but be touched by their fierce dignity, tawdry fabulousity, proud defiance, and unshakable loyalty to each other and their cause. Don't miss the chance to jump on their bandwagon. 	O

Breaking records as one of the most watched documentaries on Australian television, where it first aired on World AIDS Day 1999, CHRISSY is an honest and daring film about an HIV-positive lesbian. Told by her best friend and filmmaker, Jacqui North, it's  the first documentary of its kind. CHRISSY is a compassionate and poignant look into the world of Christy May Napier, a young lesbian, ex-runaway, and street kid, who faced the prospect of her death after contracting AIDS at age 18.   Full of charm and fighting spirit, this young, enthusiastic AIDS activist shares with us her personal journey through her disease and coming out to her family about being gay, and later, about being HIV positive, which she had hidden from them for eight years. We also see how this knowledge affects her family, most notably her younger sister, a swimsuit model who once believed that AIDS was a "your-own-fault disease" and who has a change of heart because of Chrissy's experiences.  Respectful and intelligent, CHRISSY is not only

This collection of shorts takes a broad look at the vast spectrum of gender identity. These filmmakers express a diversity of views and interpretations of what it means to be male, female, both, or neither and of the consequences of being a gender outlaw in such a straight and narrow world. Robin Ward is a transsexual shaman praying for the spirit to set us all free in Ether Anvil. The transformative power of packing is explored in Me and My Strap-On, while the Kings of New York is a quick look into the secret world of breast-binding, pants-stuffing Drag Kings. Chris-topher's Chronicles: Chapter 1 is a video diary about the fears and realities of female to male sex reassignment. Trappings of Transhood discusses the ins & outs of Trans/boy/hood. And Murder and the Feather Boa draws upon interviews with key figures in Chiapas, Mexico, to paint a portrait of a transvestite culture which thrives in the midst of brutal murders and omnipresent corruption. 

Chutney Popcorn is a timely comedy that explores American life, Indian culture and the true meaning of family. Reena is a young woman in New York City balancing the pressures of her disapproving yet close-knit family, while trying to convince her  commitment-phobe girlfriend to move in with her. When Sarita (Reena’s perfect and very married sister) discovers that she cannot have children, Reena  volunteers to be artificially inseminated by Sarita’s husband, Mitch. Though initially excited by the chance to finally have a family, Sarita calls off the arrangement, just as Reena discovers that she is already pregnant. The story takes Reena, her  girlfriend and their loved ones on a roller coaster ride through pregnancy, birth and everything in between. Chutney Popcorn humorously explores the nature of family and the political and personal realities of  parenting in the nineties. 	Chutney Popcorn is also the first feature-length film to represent the Indian American lesbian experience. It was co-written, scored, a

With her full beard - she stopped shaving in her mid-20s - Jennifer Miller is at 40, a most unusual character.  For the past five summers, she has been traveling all over New York City’s most remote boroughs with Circus Amok, which Miller founded back in 1989, offering free outdoors shows.

Cities of Lust addresses issues of relationships, desire, and ethnicity among African-American and Latino gay men.  Filmed on location in Merida, Chicago, and at the last year's San Francisco International Lesbian and Gay Film Festival, the tape works best of all as a vivid description of racism and of the social obstacles to romantic fulfillment.

Murder and mayhem follow hard on the heels of a man who will do anything to maintain his hard-won celebrity, and God forbid if sexual preference gets in the way. Clancy Self is a very successful television cook. He has everything: good looks, fame, a beautiful girlfriend, and Jamie, his long-term live-in secret boyfriend. As Clancy’s fame grows he becomes more and more paranoid and with increasing pressure from his girlfriend he finally agrees to dump Jamie and marry her. But it isn’t meant to be:  When Clancy inadvertently kills his neighbor Nick’s dog, Nick breaks into Clancy’s apartment and Jamie kills him in self-defense. When Clancy finds a dead man in his kitchen, he does what he can to save his career: he cuts up the body and dumps it all over London.  	From Greece, Sky Full of Stars includes nine vignettes which describe the life of a young Greek man who has been diagnosed with AIDS. Also from Greece, Tender is a transsexual prostitute in Athens who shares her perspectives on life and demonstrates her

Clara and her best friend Zoé are about to go off on summer camp away from their parents. This is their chance at long last to make love with a boy!   Zoé takes the initiative with Sébastien but he is much too keen, and his buddies too eager to catch a piece of the action. So she returns to Clara and offers to make love with her instead. But Clara turns down the offer, and Zoé goes back to Sébastien.   Meanwhile Clara finds herself isolated and canıt stand the other kids at the camp. Her only interest is the beautiful Sonia, who has the reputation of being a lesbian. Climb Against The Odds is a moving documentary about the courage of women and the struggle to bring global attention to the crisis of breast cancer. Narrated by Olympia Dukakis, it tells the story of twelve women – some survivors of breast cancer, some cancer free – and their attempt to climb Mt. McKinley, the tallest mountain in North America, and one of the most treacherous climbs in the world. Filmed over the final year of a two-and-a-half year training period, this exhilarating tale delves into the intimate stories of the survivors and the struggles they endure with training, the climb and the disease itself. Their climb takes place during the worst weather on Mt. McKinley in over a decade, and the film holds nothing back as the women struggle to overcome horrible weather, emotional strain and numerous physical ailments. 	A truly inspirational and stirring film, Climb Against The Odds reveals the heart, spirit and true heroism of these twelve women, and sheds light on a disease that affects not only one w

Alternately loud and meditative, glamorous and essential, this program features an eclectic collection of works by Los Angeles filmmakers.  Must Be the Music is a pounding introduction to the night life of the City of Angels.  Tailing four clean-shaven boys as they bounce from warehouse to warehouse, this film has the distinct feel of the city down the coast, with its bright lights, large hair and full nightclub ambience. But there’s more to relationships than music and clothes.  There’s sex, too.  Two is the story of two 20-nothing men who spend one night wandering from a smoke-filled pool bar in Venice to a sex party in West Hollywood.    When the music stops and the sex is over, the sun comes up and fear and responsibility set in.  Clinic E may be a comedy short, but laughing when one man worries about getting an HIV test only diffuses the gravity of the situation.  And if the test comes up positive, what do loss, love and companionship mean?  Mixing images of a boy and a man, health and illness, Memory De

Queer people of color are doubly marginalized, often facing prejudice from both queer  communities and communities of color. Their vital search for a home, for a place of  acceptance and support, is the subject of the fiction and documentary films in thisinternational program. A steady drum beats through East, a sensual, erotic depiction of Middle Eastern queer identity, while Marival documents an unusual carnival beauty pageant, put on by black drag queens in the Dutch Antilles, with straight women as   contestants! I/Yo meditates on the filmmaker’s childhood growing up in Colombia while Close To Home presents a Jamaican gay man’s funny and painful coming-of-age story. Puri inserts "our brown-South-Asian-selves" into the  picture, and Remembrance beautifully mourns the memory of HIV-positive transgendered street people who have passed away.
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Our annual collection of shorts made by and about young queers. THE MAN FROM VENUS is a poetic first-person account of the transgendered dystopia. A girl hero takes on the lesbian nation in SUPERDYKE: THE MOVIE. A 12-year-old boy discusses his enjoyment of drag performing in JAKE "TODAY I BECAME A MAN." And a teenage girl must decide between love, adventure, community service, and the chance to meet her idol in one of this year’s Completion Fund winners, A LITTLE FIERCE. 

Last summer the second Lesbian and Gay Freedom March wound down the streets of Tokyo.  Just as Japanese queers insisted on being seen and heard, these films and videos from all over Asia and the diaspora show stories of lesbian experience which refuse to be ignored. A Short Film About Us examines lesbians of color in Britain and how they blend  the political, the racial, and the sexual into their lives. Closets Are For Clothes depicts a young Japanese lesbian’s predicament when one of her male friends starts hitting on her.  High Tech Rice is an exploration of how one Filipino-American lives simultaneously in two cultures and must come to terms with both her reliance on and her opposition to the answering machine that becomes her connection to the two. One Shadowless Hour celebrates the diversity of Japanese lesbian lifestyles.  This documentary mixes footage of the 2nd Tokyo Lesbian & Gay Parade with interviews with five women who challenge the lesbian stereotypes found in Japanese society.

This hysterically funny epic about a brutally realistic American family does for lesbians what John Waters did for Baltimore.      While disrupting everything audiences expect about plot and acting, director Cecilia Dougherty grabs our emotions on her own terms.  Her sharp and skillful original visual style recreates moments, like memories, that will resonate with an audience's own deeply felt emotions about family, illness, and sexuality.      Video artist Leslie Singer plays the protagonist Jane Dobson.  Under the thumb of her sleazy, evil father (brilliantly portrayed by novelist Kevin Killian), Jane is not the hero of her own life.  She's simply there.  But when Jane escapes from the structured narrative of her family back in Lancaster, Pennsylvania, Coal Miner's Granddaughter opens up into the impressionistic world of her sexuality, laughing aloud throughout.      Dougherty continues the work of her earlier videos Kathy, Claudia, and the much acclaimed Grapefruit, to insist on the highly charged sexualit

Fed up with landlords, rapists and your everyday racist homophobes, the girls in these shorts toughen up and take to the streets. A woman deals with harassment in New York City in A Negative Portrayal of Lesbians, while another uses her scientific knowledge to deal with an evil landlord in Rocket Girl’s Revenge.  My Pretty Little Girlfriend is a nontraditional short scrutinizing the annoying habits which create tension in a relationship. Jesus returns to earth as a black lesbian pardner in Cowboy Jesus, and a thief tries to escape the Parisian Underground in CoCo.

Tasty shorts you'll want to nibble on.  	Have you ever been turned on, put off, felt up, let down, picked up and left alone, all in one night? No? Then you haven’t met Randy in Come And Go. Three people go on a magical road trip in Life History Of A Star. Quick End With Passion finds a dyke plumber with too many choices. Wink is the story of a young high school girl who struggles with her identity. Georgie Girl goes retro, and the boob tube takes over in T.V. Did This To Me. 

Coming Out of the Iron Closet visits several Soviet bloc countries and has many captivating interviews with political activists, entertainers, transsexuals, and one very supportive mother of  a gay son. You won't want to miss the scenes at the gay nude beach in Moscow or the opening of their first-ever state sanctioned gay nightclub!  Winner of the 1995 San Francisco International Lesbian & Gay Film Festival Audience Award for Best Video.

“It hurts when people make fun of you; but here at camp, no one will make fun of you because we're all the same." The camp is Camp Lavender Hill, the first summer camp for children of gay, lesbian and bisexual parents. Camp Lavender Hill provided these children with an escape from the pressures of their schools and their peers. The film allows us to get to know several of the children as they talk about how they feel they're similar and different from children raised in more traditional families. Camp Lavender Hill was the recipient of a Frameline Completion Fund grant in 1996.   	In Coming Out, Coming Home five proud and very confident Asian Pacific Islander families speak frankly, emotionally and more openly then ever seen before on screen on the subject of their children's sexual orientation. This is a touching opportunity to witness a remarkable set of loving families ready, willing and able to stand up and be counted in the face of adversity and misunderstanding.

Donna Deitch (DESERT HEARTS) directs an all star cast that includes Jason Priestley, Margot Kidder, Eric Stoltz, and Mimi Rodgers in a three-part film chronicling the lives of three generations of gays in small town Connecticut.   A young girl in the 1950s is the subject of rumors when she returns to her hometown from a stint in the Navy, finding comfort with a local woman (DESERT HEART alum Helen Shaver). Jonathan Taylor Thomas plays a 1970s high school senior, honor student, and swim team star who struggles with his sexual identity and relationship with his "straight" French teacher. And in the year 2000, a gay man, about to marry his lover of 15 years, is confronted by his father (Ed Asner) who doesn't know whether to attend or protest his son's wedding.  The three episodes, originally aired on Showtime, and written individually by playwrights Paula Vogel (THE BALTIMORE WALTZ), Terrance McNally, (LIPS TOGETHER, TEETH APART) and Harvey Fierstein (TORCH SONG TRILOGY), are poignant and thoughtful contribution

As her mother's condition worsens, she becomes more accepting of her daughter's lesbianism.  Through interviews, answering machine messages, home movies, and photographs, Hoffman constructs an emotional and heartening overview of another all too common (and often untalked about) contemporary health issue.  Nominated for a 1994 Academy Award for Best Documentary. Winner of the 1994 San Francisco International Lesbian & Gay Film Festival Audience Award for Best Documentary. 

Stuart Marshall is gaining a reputation for putting the homo back into history. After squaring up to Weimar and wartime Germany in last year's Desire, Marshall and his dedicated documentary team move back to Britain. Comrades In Arms (commissioned, like Desire, as part of Channel Four's Out On Tuesday and shown here separately in 16mm) describes homosexual life during the Second World War. Six lesbians and gay men narrate their experiences of sleeping and serving with the British Armed Forces. "It's a cliché, isn't it, when they say that there's nothing like the friendships you form in wartime—but it's perfectly true. You never meet it again in any form of life." Instead of stories of persecution and oppression, the film's interviewees recall a riotous time. In that typically English manner, most people were left alone to get on with their business as long as they were fairly discreet, and as long as the authorities weren't forced to recognize them officially. The blackout clearly had its advantages. Comrades

The Conception brings together a pregnant straight teen, a gay man with relationship problems, and a lesbian couple desperately trying to get pregnant. This determined couple tries everything, including adoption, procreation, bribery, and immaculate conception. None of these options seem to work until they get a little help from a friend.

Here they are! This year' funniest, sexiest gay shorts. We begin with Steve and his unsatisfactory sex life in HI I'M STEVE — not to be confused with Steve of RICK & STEVE THE HAPPIEST GAY COUPLE IN ALL THE WORLD. And then, it's time to talk in SUNDAY AFTERNOON, followed by the sexually charged road movie HITCH. Last year's Audience Award winner, Carl Pfirman, returns with THE CONFESSION, a story of love, faith, and betrayal. And if you're tired of short films about AIDS, there's LOST CAUSE, a short film about AIDS. Finally, in $30 a young man has an unusual rite of passage with a caring prostitute (Sara Gilbert of ROSEANNE).

Follow Sandra Bernhard as L.A. dykes on bikes escort her through the streets of tinsel town in this world premiere screening of Confessions of a Pretty Lady.  Old home movies and interviews with Sandra Bernhard's mother, aunt, and uncle give a personal touch to Kris Clarke and Sarah Mortimer's colorful and sexy portrait of the controversial ("there are different ways of being a feminist") comedienne. This engaging documentary (from the makers of the hit, Armistead Maupin Is a Man I Dreamt Up) features candid interviews with Bernhard, Martin Scorcese, Paul Mooney, Advocate editor Jeff Yarborough, and yes, Camille Paglia. Extensive footage of  Bernhard's celluloid performances in  King of Comedy, Without You I'm Nothing, and Sandra After Dark are complemented by exhilarating live footage of her “Giving Till It Hurts” show at Madison Square Garden.

Why is this program different from all other programs? Because in all other programs, you'll see maybe one, maybe two Jews, but in this program you'll laugh, you'll cry, and you'll see Jews all afternoon. 	Bubbeh Lee and Me is Andy Abrahams Wilson's intimate and very funny portrait of his extraordinary, ordinary Jewish grandmother. Whether taking daily excursions to the grocery store to return overripe produce or sharing hard-won wisdom over blintzes on Rosh Hashanah, Bubbeh Lee Abrahams is a woman who lives life on her own terms, and her grandson’s portrait of her is a touching account of his search for his place in the world. Tai Uhlmann and Alessandra Ogren's Bad Jews in My Kitchen is a black and white montage of Jewish dykes affirming their Judaism in intimate kitchen table interviews. Ellen Flanders' film Surviving Memory explores a Jewish lesbian’s engagement with identity and loss through fragmented memory.

Our locals girls have been working hard all year to bring you some of their best work. A six-year-old experiences heartbreak over her brother's girlfriend in GIRL UNDER THE TABLE, and a relationship on the rocks is redefined in SPARKED! „MM is a musical folk tale about queer life in the country, and WOMAN BURNING MAN is a feminist take on the annual event. BREAKING THE GLASS is a fast paced, informative documentary on the women's pro basketball league. 

Catalonia's Marta Balletbò-Coll is a multi-talented force who both directs and acts in Costa Brava, a sweetly melancholic love story rife with cheery, Annie Hall-ish eccentricity.  Resembling an out-of-the-closet Rosie O'Donnell (imagine that), Balletbò-Coll is Anna, a monologuist and Barcelona tour guide who ricochets through the movie dropping sardonic asides and juicy bon mots.  Then she meets Montserrat (San Francisco's fabulous Desi del Valle), a visiting scientist with a knack for seismic analysis and, naturally, the earth moves.  What's special about the picture is its understatement, its comic timing, its savvy framing.  Indeed, Costa Brava is almost avant-garde in execution; the camera cuts away, jarringly, just before each caress, and captures the fabled city of Barcelona through fractured glimpses of balconies and rooftops.      Winner of the 1995 San Francisco International Lesbian & Gay Film Festival Audience Award for Best Feature. (E.P.)

It's safe to say we've never seen a coming-out story quite like COULD BE WORSE! Casting his Greek American family as themselves (despite their negligible experience or talent), Zack Stratis serves up an exuberant cocktail of musical comedy, documentary, and family therapy in a film destined to make audiences cheer (or cringe!).   It's Sunday night at the Stratises' where plans are afoot for Ollie and Gus's 50th wedding anniversary party. When Zack leaks his intention to incorporate a lavish coming-out spectacle, jaws drop, the pot roast plops, and all hell breaks loose. A Greek American Archie Bunker, Gus belts out "I'm Your Father, Listen to Me." Zack's sister, Evmorphia, follows with the vampy confessional "I Gotta Tell Ya." Not to be outdone, Tedi breaks into the scalding "Leave Me Alone." Pressured to paint her phyllo triangles pink for pride, Zack's mother rebounds with "You Think It's Hard Being Gay, Try Growin' Up a Woman."   From the guileless shuffling of improvisation, scripted sequences, and docume

From clay animated safe sex ads to sailors home on leave, these sexy shorts are bound to heat things up. Both Strike and 8 Ball Love are creative public service announcements for Sapphic safer sex. Things heat up on the bus ride to Sydney’s Mardi Gras in Cowgirl. Hey Sailor, Hey Sister is an erotic tale of a sailor on leave, and Fistfull is a sexy rumination on the one dyke’s fascinations with safer sex and – you guessed it – fisting. In Tattoo, a woman explores her wide-ranging desires, emotions and fantasies, and in The 3rd Party the big question is who slept with who – and when.

What’s it like to be queer out in the “rural” world? The films in Homos on the Range give you a glimpse into life away from the big city. Cowgirl Sweethearts: A Dyke-u-mentary follows a group of lesbian country singers on tour. Soil, Toil, and Fleece is a portrait of a gay man’s father on the family farm. In So Over the Rainbow, a post-modern dyke and fag take a road trip and gain a newfound respect for their community. And Tales of the Pit examines an old strip mine filled with water that has become a camping haven for lesbians and gay men in the area.

Sando To Samantha is the true story of Sando Willemse, aka Samantha Fox, a black drag queen turned soldier in the South African Defense Force. Sando thrived and found a place for himself in the army. But after he was tested for HIV without his permission, his status was publicly announced to his entire squad, and he was summarily dismissed. He turned to prostitution, and found friendship and  support in a community of drag queens working Cape Town. Directors Jack Le

In 1977, the Gay Men's Theatre Collective of San Francisco commisioned a videotape of their landmark play, Crimes Against Nature, in hopes of gaining funding for a film that never panned out. A three-camera, forty-hour shot produced this vibrant translation of the testaments and self-discovery of a group of gay men.      Described in the ‘70s as a “Chorus Line for gay people,” Crimes Against Nature remains vital today as a communal disclosure of roles gay people adopt in order to survive in a world that devalues homosexual feelings.      The play features individual actors delivering revealing monologues, during which the other memebers of the collective play background roles (parents, schoolmates, etc.).  One by one the actors detail the ways in which they have buried their true selves in order to survive and be accepted in the world: repression; drug use; shyness; being agreeable; putting experiences into “little boxes”; acting “butch”; and so on.      An inspiring courage informs the sometimes humorous, so

One day, George Scott walked into the lunchroom in full make-up. Who cared if he'd been driving a tractor at the pulp mill for 20 years? Simply put, he couldn't live a lie any longer: George came out as a transsexual.   During his two years of hormone treatment, George, now living full-time as Georgina, met and fell in love with the outspoken lesbian, Linda Fraser. Linda and Georgina soon married and, practically as a honeymoon, Georgina went under the knife.         Voila — Canada's first legally married lesbian couple. Shot over two years, Linda and Georgina captured this strange and beautiful trip on video, using a camera given to them by their neighbor Mark Achbar (co-director, NOAM CHOMSKY: MANUFACTURING CONSENT). The resulting diary is an intimate window into the lives of two honest, vibrant, and extraordinary individuals, followed by two quirky, but enlightening, shorts.          A Mexican MTF tries CROSSING BORDERS into Canada, and enter the world of transgender conferences in SHADMITH MANZO PERFORMAN

Taking that first big step into gaydom can be a wonderful and very trying experience.  These four shorts look at just what that important first kiss can mean. In BIRTHDAY TIME Christopher is three days away from his 18th birthday and he's determined to get his first gay kiss before then. His target? Mom's married-with-children and closed best friend Tom. HE BOP! looks back on how teenager Ryan Walker, guided by the spirit of his eccentric grandmother (Mink Stole), struggles to find his gay identity. CRUSH, 12-year-old Tina is infatuated with 16-year-old Robbie. Bonding over TV and bubblegum music, they become best friends; however, unbeknownst to Tina, Robbie has developed a crush of his own. Set in a small Texas town in 1986, SOMETHING CLOSE TO HEAVEN is the story of a boy's struggle with his sexual awakening, helped by a special imaginary friend living in his backyard.

Everyone’s had them at one time or another, or will some day. Through humor, poetry, animation and  narrative storytelling, these shorts look at love lost and the ups and downs of relationships. I’m Starving is an erotic love tale between a ghost and a woman who cohabit a small apartment in New York’s Chinatown. Pump is a cynical, surreal comedy about one girl’s fall from the curb of love. In Vicious, women discuss their fantasies of revenge and  payback against their ex-lovers who did them wrong. 

Not just one preference. Not just two orientations. This program of shorts will stimulate and tease homos, queers and perverts alike. From Anie Stanley comes OurUsWeBoneOneSoNakedKnown, a penetrative little number involving guns and pussies.  Aside from a UFO landing, you can probably piece together the plot of Rave Porn.   It isn’t hard to get rough-and-tumble boys to show their scars. But then to get the same boys to talk about what gets their Peckers Rising? Well, Texan filmmaker Heyd Fontenot got just that, and much more, too.  These boys don’t seem to have any trouble getting it up for the camera. Neither do the girls in Impact Zone, a fast-paced, arcade car crash sex fuck where girls don’t just dream about cars – they actually climb on top. Bringing the program to a climax is Squishy Does Porno.  A porn princess cruising the streets of New Orleans finds a boy and fastens her leash to his collar.  When she gets him home, she introduces him to her other sex slave. She starts watching the boys fuck, and sh

As usual, Canada comes through with some of the best films in this year’s festival. The Offering takes a serene look at the relationship between a Japanese monk and a young novice. Cupid gets beaten at his own game, while Fruit Machine tells the story of Dr. F.R. Wake, who was hired by the Canadian  government to devise a series of tests to detect homosexuals. In Still Life, a young man receives an inappropriate birthday gift, and Mother Marilyn confirms that Marilyn Monroe and President Kennedy’s love-child was indeed gay. Stargaze tells the story of 18 year-old Derek, who undergoes painful aversion therapy to "cure" his homosexuality, and in Until I Hear From You, Rob makes a film to apologize to his estranged lover for his constant betrayals. 

Our annual collection of shorts made by and about young queers. THE MAN FROM VENUS is a poetic first-person account of the transgendered dystopia. A girl hero takes on the lesbian nation in SUPERDYKE: THE MOVIE. A 12-year-old boy discusses his enjoyment of drag performing in JAKE "TODAY I BECAME A MAN." And a teenage girl must decide between love, adventure, community service, and the chance to meet her idol in one of this year’s Completion Fund winners, A LITTLE FIERCE.

Rather than showing a rural landscape or an urban panorama, locating the characters in a recognizable social context, the camera focuses instead on an isolated couple locked in a clandestine embrace in a sports car at night. The shot becomes even more transgressive when we realize the couple is two young men.  When one of them later tells his mother he’s attracted to another man, she replies, “Since time began, it’s never happened. Boys don’t do that. That’s all there is to it.” Dakan is the story of two men who, by coming out, disappear and become invisible to their families and society, because their society has no language which recognizes their love. In Sugar And Spice, a young couple – one Anglo, one Indian – ready their apartment for a visit from

This powerful shorts program begins with a new film from Christine Parker, the director of Peach, Hinekaro Goes on a Picnic and Blows Up Another Obelisk, which is an other-worldly gem, and ends with a blast! Dorothy Allison (Bastard Out of Carolina) tells of her growing up poor and white in the South in Tina Di Feliciantonio & Jane C. Wagner’s award winning short Two or Three Things But Nothing for Sure. A dying old woman turns out to have a mysterious and surprising past in Steve Rimkus's delightful short Dancing. Groove on a Stanley Knife is kinetic, gritty, and visually defiant: While fleeing crack dealers in northern England, two fierce and fearless young women tackle conflicts arising from differing sexualities and drug use. Against a backdrop of past lies and betrayal, the women persist in struggling for a healthier life. 

This pair of documentary shorts provides two entirely different queer takes on the Middle East. In Dancing Under The Bombs, French filmmaker Philippe Vallois, visiting Beirut on a fashion shoot, recalls his life and romance there during the height of the Lebanese war, when he was a photojournalist. Haunting images of models in bridalwear posed against the shell-shocked rubble of the city supply the visual backdrop to Vallois' reminiscences, as he explains how he danced with his now-dead lover as the bombs fell around them and learned one of life's profounder lessons – how to snatch moments of joy amidst the inevitablility of pain, suffering, and death. Joe Balass's Nana, George And Me is a series of intimate conversations between the young filmmaker, his 93-year-old grandmother, and a 73-year-old gay writer, about identity and sexuality among Iraqi Jews displaced in the mid-1960s by the rise to power of Saddam Hussein.

To paraphrase B. Ruby Rich, Hans Scheirl's Dandy Dust is a film J. G. Ballard might make if he were a fabulously cool young European FTM with an art school background – so don't say you haven't been warned. If you liked Scheirl's 1992 debut feature Flaming Ears, you'll appreciate the further refinement of his aesthetic sensibilities evident in Dandy Dust.  	This visually lush transgender/transgenre phantasmagoria draws inspiration from such diverse sources as cyberpunk, animé, splatter films, Hong Kong action flicks, feminist theory, and experimental dyke cinema, and converts a near total lack of budget into a bona fide stylistic asset. Set in a virtual altiverse where the genealogy-obsessed Cyniborg traipses through time and space in her Mothership to collect ancestors for genetic engineering experiments, the plot revolves around her son Dandy's trip from the Planet of White Dust, where Western war cultures perpetually wage their historic battles, to the Planet of Blood and Swelling, where the veins zigzagginatric Association's official list of mental disorders.      Changing Our Minds is a brilliant tribute to an important pioneer whose work has impacte

Dani & Alice must decide to end their tumultuous relationship. The film begins as the last 5 hours of their relationship transpire. As they prepare their favorite girl bar and the ramifications of Alice’s actions earlier in the night are brought up in the conversation with tragic end results.

During the Han Dynasty, it was called the passion of the cut sleeve.  The expression originated from the story of the Emperor who was sleeping with his male lover stretched out across his sleeve.  When the Emperor wanted to get up, he cut off his own sleeve so as not to disturb his lover.  More than two thousand years have passed and the lives of Chinese homosexuals are no longer celebrated in the official histories.  It was not so long ago that the government declared that homosexuality in China did not exist.  Yet the tumultuous changes in China in the last ten years have also brought new lives to lesbians and gays. In the tradition of activist cinema, two courageous Chinese men have documented for the first time the daily lives of lesbian and gay men in the People’s Republic of China. They have traveled throughout the country – from Urumqi in the west to Hainan Island in the south – and learned about the survival techniques of their sisters and brothers. They bring safe-sex literature and stories of others

From raunchy sex to girls with guns, don't miss this hot selection of titillating shorts. CHICKS WITH GUNS proves it's always best to be rescued by a beautiful woman, and battling cigarette girls get down and dirty in KINKY PINKYS. Two women shower each other with intense passion on the streets of New York in DARLING INTERNATIONAL, while the Hail Mary's provide the rock score for OVERRIDE.

The heartbreak of self-love is revealed in Love Me Not, while brother and sister fight for the hunky new neighbor in Boy Next Door. Two Piglets try to make love despite the old woman in the next room, and a 41-year-old man attempts to recapture his youth with a little help from Clairol in The Rinse Cycle. Culture, kink and desire collide with a Latin twist in S&M In The Hood, and In My Secrecy explores what happens when dad’s a glimmer in his son’s eye. Closing the program is the educational splatter film love story Das Clown. Opening a box of old family pictures, layering them into a collage of depression, suicide, and guilt, filmmaker Dempsey Rice tells the extremely intimate story of her mother's life and eventual suicide. Her mother Bonnie appeared to live a typical American life, for most of which she maintained the façade of perfect daughter, wife, and mother. But she battled depression her whole life. Her suicide forces her family to reflect on their lives with Bonnie through the kaleidoscope of her final action, searching for a cause that can allow them to understand and to make peace. Throughout, the filmmaker tries to rationalize an irrational act and to find a way to forgive her mother. DAUGHTER OF SUICIDE is a deeply moving, impressionistic documentary that shares the inner thoughts and feelings of a family's personal tragedy.  EVOLUTIONS is a poignant black and white short th

This smart feature film by Leslie Smith touches on the universal theme of looking, and longing, for happiness. David, a disheveled documentary filmmaker (played by Anthony Rapp, currently starring in the Broadway smash Rent), is always searching — for love, for the perfect roommate, for money to pay the rent. In his quest for a roommate, David meets Gwen (Camryn Manheim), who becomes his friend and confidante. Gwen’s on a trip of her own, in the throes of divorce and looking for some peace. While looking for love (or a reasonable facsimile) David’s not so lucky:  he encounters the dates from Hell, from the guy who wants sex after three words of small talk, to the man whose main passion in life is hummus. These hilarious episodes, while exhausting and discouraging for David, provide for tasty bits of humor and wit. The film, which cost only $22,500 to shoot, will have you hoping David doesn’t find what he’s searching for. 

Fed up with landlords, rapists and your everyday racist homophobes, the girls in these shorts toughen up and take to the streets. A woman deals with harassment in New York City in A Negative Portrayal of Lesbians, while another uses her scientific knowledge to deal with an evil landlord in Rocket Girl’s Revenge.  My Pretty Little Girlfriend is a nontraditional short scrutinizing the annoying habits which create tension in a relationship. Jesus returns to earth as a black lesbian pardner in Cowboy Jesus, and a thief tries to escape the Parisian Underground in CoCo.

America’s best-known gay novelist, now resident in Paris, tries to prepare for a dinner party but is interrupted by fantasies about his personal trainer, an anonymous sex date, and a ghastly lunch with the countess.  Director Bill Cory composes this clever comic chronicle as a series of saucy vignettes, which spoof the image of the American in Paris.
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Wild, cruisy sex, that staple of gay male identity, is not what it used to be.  The added bonus issue of mortality has made it quirkier, riskier, and more enticingly forbidden.  Its inherent dysfunctionality, however, has never seemed steamier than in the salaciously arty Dead Dreams of Monochrome Men.  In this surprisingly homoerotic British television (!) version of a dance/performance piece by the London-based DV8 Physical Theatre, anonymous sex is sweat-soaked, serious business with arousing, if somber, consequences.  But, like the real thing, getting there is too delicious to do without.      Filmed in starkly lit, anguish- and muscle-enhancing black and white, Dead Dreams looks like a living George Platt Lynes photograph set in a fevered, prisonlike bar world, pulsating with wordless sexual narratives, twitchy erotic appetites and well-shorn, hunky men.  DV8's extremely physical choreography, while at times almost acrobatic, is appropriately rooted in urban sexual realism.  Seamlessly woven into the "da

They're scary. They're funny. They're bloody. They're thrilling. You'll find killer breasts in GINGER SNAPS, a lonely dyke willing to clone herself to get a date in the futuristic LONELY WITHOUT YOU, and a lesbian heiress who becomes more than possessed by a witch in the horrific Hammer-like film THE FRAGILE SKIN. This creative collection of shorts screams with terror and delight.

Breaking up with his boyfriend is filmmaker Tim Kirkman's excuse to take a leave of absence from life in New York to recover his roots in his native North Carolina. Kirkman fled his home state after college, due in large part to his perception of North Carolina’s pervasive homophobia as personified by the state's extremist senator, Jesse Helms. Kirkman’s return is both a quest for perspective on his own life and a nuanced exploration of social diversity in a place that is often, because of Helms, associated with straight white hate. Ironic self-deprecation, a subtle tongue-in-cheek style, and a home-grown attention to the details of Southern culture serve Kirkman well as he notes similarities between himself and Helms: they were born within three miles of one another, attended the same college, had brief careers in journalism, and "are both obsessed with gay men." By interviewing an openly-gay elected official, a conservative newspaper editor, a civil rights leader, writers, and various friends and relatives 

Fun, Fun, Fun is what you’ll find in this year’s collection of new lesbian shorts. 	In the tender clay animation film Adam, a young girl is mistaken for a boy and relishes the opportunity. The end of one affair sparks the beginning of another in The Dinner Party, and a trip to the grocery store offers new opportunities in Twisted Sheets. Two lady soldiers – one German, one French – are lost in the woods and an encounter is inevitable in Heroines of Love. And a small town ladies group is awaiting word about a potential visit from their heroine, Mrs. Eleanor Roosevelt, when a scandal erupts and all hell breaks loose in the award-winning film What Became Known as...The Eleanor Affair.

In P. David Ebersole's immensely pleasurable Death in Venice, CA, our modern-day Dirk Bogarde finds himself forced to confront desires Thomas Mann could only dream of.    Handsome 40ish introvert Mason Carver, a scholar of romantic love, takes a break in Venice and is suddenly plunged into a passion he has studied but never known—with drop-dead gorgeous 18-year-old Sebastian Dickens.

This program features a range of queer visions all in animation and stop action !  Two shorts in this program use precision lighting and staging to bring their stars to life.  A Few Good Ken stars two plastic dolls as everyday gays trying to find happiness in the gay ’90s.  In Death’s Angel Barbie portrays Beverly Allitt, a real-life pediatric nurse now serving a prison sentence for killing several children in her care.    A love song of sorts, My Moon Her World sings in colors and motion.  This experimental stop-action short only hints at a story.  Its director, Vicky Smith, creates an overwhelming mood that makes you forget that you even needed to climax.

A coming out tale set in the towel-snapping, butt-slapping, group showering, horny hetero world of a Southern California college fraternity house, Defying Gravity focuses on a couple of cute young gay guys who manage to find each other while living in the animal house from Hell. It's easy to see why Pete, a gay senior who is learning to accept his sexuality, decides to leave the fraternity and move across town to a more progressive (they eat rice cakes) group home. The problem is that the man he loves, Griff, is still in the frat house and unwilling to admit that he's gay. Griff and Pete have a satisfying physical relationship but Griff keeps it secret from everyone, including his closest friend in the house, Todd, a relatively sensitive straight guy. But when Pete is assaulted in an alley behind a gay bar and slips into a coma, Griff is finally forced to deal with who and what he is.  	Plus Rid of It, a short film portraying a teenage boy's moment of sexual discovery. — Paul Bollwinkel

Devoid of sentimentality and stereotype, The Delta is a first feature of extraordinary lyricism, sensitivity, and compassion. Awash with the sensual textures and sounds of Memphis and the Mississippi, Ira Sachs’ film transports us deep into a rich and regional naturalism strangely evocative of British social realism. The film’s character and articulation of place, however, are distinctly American.  	The carefully constructed narrative follows the burgeoning romance between two ill-matched young men: Lincoln, an affluent white teenager, and John, a working-class emigré born to a Vietnamese mother and an American G.I. Following their fleeting liaison in the front of the family station wagon, Lincoln unexpectedly invites John to spend the night navigating the Delta on his father’s boat. Sachs’ tender exploration of the politics of class, sexuality and racial difference transcends the symbolic weight of his characterization, creating a film of great depth and anguished complexity.  	Plus Guitar Man, featuring mal

Festival favorite Desi del Valle stars in this touching, realistic comedy set in the familiar sights and sounds of San Francisco's Latino and Queer cultures.  J.T., a young Latina dyke, has three passions: her skateboard, comedienne Marga Gomez, and her friend Desi (not necessarily in that order). When Desi's girlfriend dumps her for a younger woman, she journeys down breakup road with the requisite mourning and attempts at dating and recovery. Desi's family and friends help and interfere every step of the way, setting her up on an array of blind disasters…dates… with the "perfect new girl."  This first feature from Mary Guzmán is an enjoyable and upbeat look at relationships, from friendly to familial — and everything in between. A fun, intelligent, and sometimes painfully true to life story, we get to tag along the emotional roller coaster of the dating world. As a brilliant diva once warned — hold on tight, it's gonna be a bumpy ride.  As Desi searches for a new girl, Jennie Livingston (PARIS IS BURNING) s

This dynamic program of new shorts from Spain starts in one of those infamous European BACK ROOMs. In PARENTHESIS a wheelchair-confined teenager finds unexpected happiness when he's left home with a handsome male nurse, and in DESIRE a husband and wife meet a pair of sailors in a park. THE WINNER is frankly one of the most bizarre films we've seen this year, and GOLDEN WHORE is the story of a young man who rents himself out for his emotions. Next, a young girl develops a fascination for more than BARGAIN LINGERIE, and in DOORS CUT DOWN 16-year-old Guillermo defiantly cruises the neighborhood mall making frequent use of men's room stalls.

When Terje gets locked up, yet again, due to a drug-induced breakdown, Yngve and Anders prepare for what might be their friend’s final plunge into  psychosis. Amidst cigarettes and beer, Terje’s  trauma incites deep reflection on the part of both men. 	After kidnapping Terje from the hospital, the two friends continue their trajectory of self-reflection. Anders can no longer remain silent – he admits to Yngve that he is gay.  	Yngve’s reaction is mixed, but never cruel. Instead, he can’t understand how someone can be so dishonest with themselves for so long. But when they strike out on the town, Yngve faces further realizations about himself and his self-centeredness, while Anders finds heady delight in his newly cleared  conscious. 	Svend Wam intimately paints a quiet portrait, replete with Norsk bossa nova, of friendship and its failings. Using the tragic Terje as a symbol of  lopsided friendship – where Yngve’s ease at  disclosure silently oppresses Anders – Wam  discusses the need for all friends to be un

Photographer and filmmaker Chuck Smith uses well-crafted images to wonderful effect in Once Again, his touching recreation of a middle-aged gay man's sleepless night during which he fondly recalls his youth and the love of his life. The Time Being, a beautiful film by Kenneth Sherman, offers a powerful meditation upon the corporeality of death, as one man accepts the consequences of his actions after assisting in his lover's euthanasia. Wayne Salazar and Phil Hoffman turn a painterly eye onto the Canadian landscape in Destroying Angel, a highly personal film   exploring memory, illness, loss, and love. By dwelling on the textures, shapes, and colors of a boyhood environment, Salazar and Harman make this film something more than just another gay male take on AIDS and paternal relations. They construct instead a visual  geography of emotions that translates a particular story into a universal meditation of the human condition.

k.d. lang lookalike Jan Derbyshire plays Sheila Caston, an aspiring lesbian stand-up comedian who is about to get her big break in the business.  Sheila has been living happily with her lover of four years, Julie, in a beautiful seaside home.  Returning from an out-of-town comedy engagement, she is offered the starring role in a new TV sitcom by a husband-and-wife producing team.  All is well until Sheila comes  face to face with the woman behind the offer.  Catching Sheila by surprise, the mysterious producer turns out to be her long-lost first love,  Lynn, who reappears after a fifteen-year absence.  Through a series of flashbacks, we realize that Lynn, while battling her own internalized homophobia had rejected Sheila's advances, causing her to become suicidal.   Unable to put the past behind her, Sheila must decide whether she is still in love with the elusive Lynn.  The two do their best to keep their past relationship a secret, but emotions boil to the surface and their prospective mates begin to suspec

These shorts take a broad look at the vast spectrum of gender identity. XXXY is the stirring portrait of two intersex individuals born with ambiguous genitalia and their struggle against the medical establishment and society's enforced bipolar gender system. BOY GIRL further explores the ambiguities of gender. BEHIND ME IN BLACK is a haunting '70s montage of portraits from New Zealand's transsexual community. And TRANSIT is a forthright film about the community between gay boys, transgendered boys, and the construction of "boy" identity.
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A taxi crawls through the clogged streets of London, its passenger a demure, well-dressed professional woman. The cab suddenly lurches down an alley, crashing into a motorcycle messenger on a job. Chaos ensues, but no one is hurt. The messenger, Prentice, is fascinated by this passenger, Kim. She seems familiar. He thinks she’s someone from his past — from school perhaps? But he went to an all-boys Catholic school, where his only friend was Karl.  	As it turns out, Karl is now Kim. Kim has gone through a huge transformation, not the least of which was transitioning from male to female. She has matured, whereas Prentice hasn’t changed much in the years since school. He is still the quirky, tough kid grappling with his own feelings of inadequacy. This is not a match made in heaven, but there is an electricity between the two which makes the unfolding of their story a total delight. 	The true brilliance of Different for Girls is that it plays out in a conventional manner. Prentice and Kim are just like any two p

Different from the Others is the first film to ever openly discuss homosexuality. This silent German film was directed by Richard Oswald and stars Conrad Veidt (The Cabinet of Dr. Caligari, Casablanca). It was produced at the time of the first gay liberation movement led by Dr. Magnus Hirschfeld in prewar Berlin. Hirschfeld's Institute of Sexual Science was at the center of the fight against Germany's anti-gay legislation, Paragraph 175, which banned homosexual acts between men. The film tells the story of a famous violinist who is blackmailed by a young man he once took home from a party. The matter goes to court and both are sent to jail for their respective crimes. The film concludes with a plea for an end to such tragedies and injustices. Only a fragmented copy of the film survived the 1930's when the Nazis destroyed all prints of the film.

This slate of fun lesbian shorts features the trailer for The Ballad of Johnny-Jane which was made to try and raise money for an exciting new lesbian feature film starring Amanda Plummer.  A woman breaks up with her lover and decides to become a female wrestler in Margaret Star: A Fall From Grace while Sour Juice eroticizes the way we see and use hands.  A woman recounts her friend’s humorous struggle with an excessive perspiration problem in the hilarious Dike. And a bunch of tea ladies get a little more than they bargained for when they invite Mrs. Roosevelt to lunch in the hilarious new comedy from Ginger Rinkenberger, What Became Known As . . . The Eleanor Affair.   You’ll never guess what these shorts have in common.  From Vancouver to Toronto, and all points in between, this program goes the distance as only lesbian and gay Canadians can. In Dike a young woman struggles with an excessive perspiration problem while questioning her sexual orientation. The Soldier Boy — a dark comedy — features the overlap

In Ding Dong, Todd Hughes turns the negative gay stereotypes of such blockbuster films as The Silence of the Lambs  and Basic Instinct  on their heads.  Honey and Slim are two successful door-to-door cosmetic salesladies who just happen to be lesbian lovers. When two investigative reporters try to do an exposé on them, they discover yet another shocking secret about the duo. Like most lesbians these days, they are serial killers!  That's when the action begins in this hilarious spoof.

Fun, Fun, Fun is what you’ll find in this year’s collection of new lesbian shorts. 	In the tender clay animation film Adam, a young girl is mistaken for a boy and relishes the opportunity. The end of one affair sparks the beginning of another in The Dinner Party, and a trip to the grocery store offers new opportunities in Twisted Sheets. Two lady soldiers – one German, one French – are lost in the woods and an encounter is inevitable in Heroines of Love. And a small town ladies group is awaiting word about a potential visit from their heroine, Mrs. Eleanor Roosevelt, when a scandal erupts and all hell breaks loose in the award-winning film What Became Known as...The Eleanor Affair.

Punk shorts aren’t just music videos! In this program of nine shorts, you’ll get a dose of abrasive punk guitar chords, but you’ll also find out that some stories can only be filmed with a do-it-yourself attitude.  In Femme Bitch Top, local San Francisco girls and the dykes from Tribe 8 take the spotlight. The Devil Inside features Sadie Benning as the butch friend of white trash girl Cherry: a woman who bashes back with a vengeance. In the next short, the creator of the rainbow flag makes A New Flag for some “girls” who just don’t fit in.  Dirt, from Germany, combines images of kids left alone and kids in the presence of parents and adults. Local videomaker Heidi Ellis’s Bike Messenger Boy is a short, street-level story of a secretary and her biker “boy.”  Rounding out the program, the animated short Green Pubes is a punk kid adventure with a surprise ending.  

Is it porn or is it art?  It’s both, in this entertaining and hot shorts program.  Dirty Baby Does Fire Island tells of a naive but very expressive baby doll who washes onto the shores of Fire Island and discovers drugs and sex. Going Down is hotter and more realistic than anything you have on your video shelf, and in Better Than Joe, a man has sex with a doll in the shower. Pansexual Public Porn is a pornographic FTM home video filmed live in a British gay cruising site, while Andy may be the ultimate gay male film: a man jacking off in his living room as his voiceover describes his   decorating scheme.  If you were at last year's Queer Cartoon        program you know just how inventive queer animators can be. This year's edition is even loonier, and includes films that you’ll never see at Spike and Mike’s. We’re particularly excited about this year’s Absolut Audience Award for Lesbian and Gay Animation, a cash prize which will be given to this year's best animation as decided by you, the audience.

Our local girls have been at it again. Here’s another sampling of the work being done right here in our own backyards. Play is about a woman who loves only one thing more than basketball. Between the Lines strives to demystify the phenomenon of cutters, women who self-injure. Ellipsis mixes photographic abstraction, simple animation and the human nervous system to find meaning in the architecture of light. Alienator documents a video artist's alien abduction experience and Dirty Fingernails tells of a love story between a girl and her motorcycle.

A collection of works by gay Asian filmmakers. Hindustan takes a cute little ditty by Bing Crosby and Rosemary Clooney and turns it on its colonialist head.  In First Year, a Vietnamese teenager is introduced to the U.S., sex, and K-Mart. Richard Fung’s Dirty Laundry  looks at sodomy and prostitution among the Chinese in 19th-century Canada. Nick Deocampo’s Sex Warriors And The Samurai is the story of a Filipino transgender sex worker who, with the recent crackdown by the government and the closure of U.S. bases, is forced to travel to Japan for work to support his eighteen member family. 

Dykes doing drag, both butch and femme, rule the day in this program of shorts. In Murray For Mayor, a drag king runs for mayor of New York City with hilarious results, while an infomercial on hair removal inspires Tony to take to the streets in Disco Love. Independently Blue dives into the heady decadence of the 1930s club scene to explore an old woman’s memory of betrayal, and Soulsucka is an  exploration of shoes, shades, fur...and chrome.

From subtle and sensuous to synchronized and scandalous, this program features This Marching Girl Thing, a short Australian film about a girl’s baton twirling club. During an out-of-town competition, one young woman (Muriel from Muriel’s Wedding) must decide whether to stick with her lover — between practice and the final round. In Disgraceful Conduct, the career of a young military officer is challenged when her sexuality is questioned in an English court of law. Vicky Smith’s My Moon Her World takes us on an entrancing trip through hidden anamorphic images. In Bille Eltringham’s beautiful film Linger, Donna-Marie looks back on her teenage affair with her best friend Tammy. And what can I say about Why I’ll Never Trust You (In 200 Words Or Less)? Two women. One bedroom. The hottest afternoon of the summer.

You'll be taken on a visual odyssey as these innovative filmmakers voyage to the edges of creativity — Barbara Hammer style. BEAUTY IS THE BEAST tells the tragic story of Marlene Dietrich's secluded life. Using the laws of science as a metaphor, THE PHYSICS OF LOVE explores the intricacies of labor, disease, violence, and desire. STEIN'S COW is an experimental animated film based on Gertrude Stein's poetic definition of cow/orgasm. In the visually lush journey DISOBEDIENCE (all lower case), a mother on the lam moves far beyond the confines of home, heterosexuality, and the physical world. 

A vsually lush journey of a mother on the lam, who moves far beyond the confines of home, heterosexuality and the physical world. Not heeding her three-year-old son's warning, she becomes infatuated with an operatic Valkyrie, and in punishment arrested, interned, kidnapped by pirates, x-rated by a bull-dyke, and more.

It’s hard to believe that it has been almost 30 years since John Waters erupted into our collective  consciousness with a wonderfully odious ode to vile behavior he called Pink Flamingos. Water’s epic tale of a competition for the title of "filthiest person alive" shocked audiences as few films ever have, leaving them reeling with disgust and delight. Fortunately, Baltimore’s greatest contribution to world cinema (forget Barry Levinson) has been  warping our minds ever since. Now, director Steve Yeager gives us a revealing tour of Waters’ own  psyche in Divine Trash – his loving tribute to Waters and his world. 	Divine Trash uses home movies, out-takes and interviews to take us behind the scenes during the making of Pink Flamingos. Along the way, Yeager re-introduces us to Divine (the three-hundred pound drag queen Waters describes as a combination of Jayne Mansfield and Clarabell the clown), Mink Stole, Mary Vivian Pierce and the rest of the wacky cast of characters Waters brought out of obscurity on the bac

Celebrate the Global Village with this selection of funny, dramatic, and lyrical shorts. In Love Affairs a gay man and a straight woman find common ground talking about their ex-lovers. A club boy loses his love in the beautifully  photographed Cherish. Sailor, inspired by the work of Pierre & Gilles, is an unabashedly sexy look at a handsome young man’s nautical    fantasies. Across a 30-year divide, Michael Atavar has a three-way with Joe Orton and Kenneth Halliwell in DIY. A dark road, a young hitchhiker, and an erotic power struggle change the lives of two men in The Exchange, and What A World takes a playful whirl through the lives of open and closeted gay men in Italy.

New York women react to a Cosmopolitan article stating unprotected heterosexual vaginal intercourse constitutes little risk for women. Grassroots protest gains media attention and confrontation with the article's author. A primer on political action that elucidates many of the medical facts as well.

Some families are a little too close – as any 30-year-old single woman who finds herself living back home with her Italian American family can tell you. Dollface centers on Theresa Marcucci (Anastasia Martino) and her life-long best friend and cousin Ronnie (Wendy Bell), as they try to renew their friendship in the midst of a family power struggle.  No easy task as Theresa, a struggling writer more interested in alcohol than her career, finds Ronnie has married Joe, a violent neighborhood brute the girls went to high school with. 	While encouraging Ronnie to dump the cretin, Theresa can’t seem to find a suitable man of her own – as hard as her mother tries. She finds companionship with Michael, her catty gay friend, and a stiff drink at their favorite bar. The bartender (Karen Finley of NEA Four fame) has always had a crush on Theresa and is more than willing to listen, among other things.  	The feature debut of director Mary DiLullo and writing partner Toni Shanahan, Dollface never  misses an opportunity to 

The boys are all over the place in this year's selection of local artists. The guys at Museo Contempo play with Keanu's mind (and more) in Keanu’s Wet Dream. Daniel Baer ventures far from home to look at a gay couple who have managed to fashion a life together in rural South Texas in Horse Dreams in BBQ Country. Don’t Run, Johnny speculates on what would happen if legendary B-movie filmmaker Ed Wood were alive today and decided to tackle the sensitive topic of AIDS. And Boys’ Night Out looks at a homophobic man who is coerced into running an AIDS charity race, where the only rule is contestants must wear a minimum of 2-1/2" heels.

As soon as angelic Joaquim realizes that he likes boys, he learns not to tell anyone of his preference. He is a good boy: he goes to confession, endures his mother’s overprotectiveness and his father’s bullying. Prayer, boxing lessons and a hunting trip all fail  miserably to make a "man" out of him. Dropping his mother off at mass, his father takes him to the local whorehouse. This, too, backfires when the sympathetic prostitute comprehends Joaquim’s dilemma and encourages him to "follow your instinct."  	Joaquim runs away and gets his parents to pay for his own apartment. Still confused, the devastatingly handsome Joaquim befriends and beds the beautiful and brainy Alejandra. He forces himself to break up with her when he realizes that he is really in love with her friend Rocio’s hunky boyfriend Gonzalo.  	Gonzalo, engaged to marry Rocio, tries to explain that in Lima (Peru) sex with men is just something a man does on the side. Joaquim tries to be true to himself – an impossibility given the complicated ru
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Young filmmakers Liz Reich and Rachel Victor are as fresh and spunky as the youth they   profile in Very Queer Kids, their one-hour    documentary about the Boston Alliance of Gay, Lesbian, Bisexual, and Transgender Youth (BAGLY). Founded in 1978, BAGLY is one of the oldest queer/questioning youth organizations in the country. It plays a vital role in the lives of its participants as they tackle many of the same issues that older lesbians and gays face – love and loss, dating and career choices, ways of being closeted or out, the need for community – as well issues more typical to their age group, such as peer pressure,       adolescent insecurities, and homophobia in their high schools or their parents' homes. Very Queer Kids features over 20 outspoken, articulate youths determined to represent themselves to the world in a queer-positive manner. 	Paired with dOpE On dOpE, a short          cautionary tale about heroin featuring an  excellent hardcore soundtrack and interviews with former shooters, including l

This grainy, disjointed film beautifully places the conflict of sexual identity and unrequited love inside the smoggy borders of Mexico City. Using dramatic expressionistic lighting, black and white film stock, and a minimalist sound track, Hernández creates a moody portrait of Bruno, a young prostitute on the streets of the largest city in the world. While tricking for cash professionally, Bruno spends his personal time pursuing the love of his presumably straight friend Umberto. Violently, Umberto severs ties with him, which leads Bruno to his own violent and misguided expression of anger and rejection. The film's experimental structure — prophetic intertitles, dependence on gesture over dialogue, brooding music — creates a broken sense of time and a feeling of displacement within Mexico City's dark alleys, carnival midways, and sketchy movie houses. This displacement mirrors Bruno's anguish over lost love and his manhood.  The program opens with DORMIMUNDO VOL. 1 INCOMODIDAD a collection of short works by 

This overview of Arzner's life and works discusses her status as a lesbian director in Hollywood's Golden Age during which she worked with such strong female stars as Katharine Hepburn, Rosalind Russell, and Joan Crawford. Produced for the nightly BBC TV arts program, “The Late Show.”

Todd Haynes exceeds the dazzling dementia of Superstar and Poison with Dottie Gets Spanked, a perverse nod to his own childhood infatuation with “The Lucy Show.”   A young boy enters a limitless erotic world through the miracle of modern television.   Dottie Gets Spanked is being screened here in tribute to producer Christine Vachon, this year's Frameline Award winner, and it was commissioned for broadcast on public television as part of the five-part series, “TV Families.”

A  poetic study of the stages of a lesbian relationship between two women performance artists, from honeymoon, to struggle, to breakup, to enduring friendship.  Released in the U.S. along with four of her other short films as a feature-length package, Lesbian Sexuality: The Films of Barbara Hammer, Volume II.  

"I don't think there were any," is the constant refrain of white Australia on the subject of lesbian and gay Aborigines.  Double Trouble proves them wrong with insight and a sharp edge of humor.  Young urban Aboriginals—and older men and women from rural backgrounds— describe their first sexual experience, the racism of the white gay scene, and the contradictions of living in collision between the third and first world.

In Monika Treut's short documentary, Dr. Paglia, Camille's egomaniacal, self-acknowledged obsession with herself is punctuated by her relentless barrage of attacks on contemporary feminists, concluding with characteristic bile, "Let them suck raw eggs and eat my dust." Paglia is a difficult figure in current, queer culture: she has appealed strongly to gay men while receiving ambivalent reactions from lesbians—celebrating gay male culture (Paglia's Ancient Greeks) while deriding lesbian sexual politics.  She illustrates the thorny alliance between gay men and lesbians.  Released as part of Female Misbehaviour, a feature-length package of four films by Monika Treut.

This sequel to Dracula is much better than the original.  Dracula is dead, and his smart, cultured daughter (Gloria Holden) is not interested in carrying on her father's evil ways.  She seeks the advice of a doctor (Otto Kruger) to help her cure her vampirism.  Showing her human side, she falls in love with him, and sets out to wrest him away from his fiancée as her bloodlust becomes too difficult to control.   This version is far superior to the Lugosi original in conveying the sexuality implicit in the vampire legend.  The film's most famous scene has Holden painting (she's also an artist) a young, depressed streetwalker (Nan Grey).  She is attracted to the half-naked girl and ends up seducing her with her eyes and draining her blood.  There wouldn't be a  more explicit lesbian scene in a vampire film until Roger Vadim's Blood and Roses, made 24 years later. 

Get out your boas, your press-on nails, and your size 13 pumps. Dragtime, a full-length documentary, attempts to answer threeburning questions about drag performers: Why do they do it? How do they do it? And where did they get that cleavage? From a trendy lounge in Manhattan to a New Orleans Mardi Gras, from a popular revue in Atlanta to a visit with Charles Busch in sunny California, Dragtime takes us on a tour of a cultural phenomenon, replete with poignant interviews, fabulous musical numbers, and plenty of chic, hip-hugging ensembles. The performers include Varla Jean Merman, the Lady Bunny, Charles Busch, Lypsinka, and many more rouged and raucous prima-donalds. 	Preceded by two shorts: After seeing Avant Toi, a hysterical parody of Piaf, you’ll never be afraid of subtitles again; and Get That Girl, in which a costume party goes horribly horribly wrong.

In documenting personal experience, we   contribute to and create a history that'sinclusive. Sensual, sexual and defiant, Marlon Riggs' Anthem reasserts the "self-evident right" to life and liberty in an era of pervasive anti-gay, anti-Black backlash. That liberty, only a glimmer of hope in Chronicles, becomes literal in Bodily Functions, as Jocelyn Taylor runs naked through downtown Manhattan. And the gritty streets are not the only landscape to be reclaimed, as Su Friedrich suggests in Gently Down The Stream, constructed from fourteen of the filmmaker’s dreams. — Cathy Lee Crane

We’ve got another wonderful collection of films by women from around the Bay.  Karisa Durr examines the female buttocks in all its grandeur in the film Grade AA Butt while Shoshanah Oppenheim focuses her lens on her favorite body part to fetishize in Sour Juice.  We’ll give you a sneak look at a soon-to-be finished local lesbian feature, Some Prefer Cake, and take you to a different world in the sci-fi lesbian adventure film Mirel.  Last year we showed you the trailer for Georgina Corzine’s The Source, this year we are pleased to bring you the finished film, a surf adventure docu-drama about hot surfer chicks, mermaids and the courageous women of the Bay Area who relentlessly pursue that perfect curl. 

This collection of shorts shows how easy and difficult, funny and sad, coming out can be. A young man imagines a luxurious DREAM KITCHEN in which he has the courage to tell his astonished parents the welcomed news: "I'm gay!" Frank Mosvold encourages us to surprise someone this Christmas — tell them you're a lesbian! — in HOME FOR CHRISTMAS. And one girl comes out the wrong way but with hilarious results in ANI. Best friends forever, Katie and Maura have dreamed of being WEEKI WACHEE GIRLS in a live mermaid show for as long as they can remember. It's the summer of '79, they're 15 and everything is changing; especially when Katie discovers Maura's secret. LOVE, LTD. confronts homophobia through a quirky tale of how a sister and brother turn a dysfunctional family dinner into an unappreciated coming out party.
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They can be cuddly like a Cabbage Patch, hunky like GI Joe, or scary like Chucky, but you'll never see dolls the same way again after this! Share a brief obsession in Crash Skid Love. Relive a true-life murder in Mary, Mary. Discover a new world under the cushions in The Love Seat. Dream of an organic, separatist world in Lesbian Separatist Barbie. And get the real skinny on obsession in our super-secret surprise treat. 

Girls from all over Japan dream of attending Takaruzuka Music School and Theatre.  An all-girl school, the young woman must either play female or male parts.  While their training for these roles is elaborate, the shcool is equally concerned with their training to be good wives.  The young women who have played male parts speak of "knowing" better a man's needs, while another who has only played women's roles complains of never getting to escape being a woman.      The school's performances are pure Hollywood fantasy and the almost all-women audience is there to escape.  They eagerly stand in line for hours to deliver love notes to the “male” star, described by one fan as less coarse than “real” men.  This fascinating depiction of gender construction and the gap between dreams and reality, reveals that the female role has been learned well both on and off stage, but without providing the promised happily-ever-after.

After purchasing the dress of her dreams, Hard Kora prepares herself for big reunion date with her ex-boyfriend, Henri, the cucumber farmer from the Okanogan Valley.  While Kora is off to the hair stylist, Cinchita’s envy abd Barbie-Q’s clumsiness get them into  trouble and his triggers a hilarious sequence of events that turns into a race against time.

In Drop Dead Gorgeous, stand-up comedian Steve Moore takes us on a guided tour of his life, from his Southern childhood to his HIV status. Steve takes on everything from his mother's malapropisms (she stays warm by covering herself in "two Africans", and Steve comments, "Well Mom, I've been there") to the way anonymous sex partners pretend they don't know you when you run into them at parties ("He said, 'I don't think we've met each other, but your face looks familiar' and I said, 'It should — you sat on it!'").  	Boy With a Bugle, the second installment of The Fat Boy Chronicles, is director René Broussard's film about his childhood and his masturbatory fantasy world, as inspired by the musical Mame. Using actual archival footage of eroticized fat little boys, Boy With a Bugle traces the events which led to Broussard's self-proclaimed "acceptance of my body...small blue penis... fat...and all!"

You’ll be rolling in the aisles laughing at this collection of funny dyke shorts. One too many Watch Tower ladies show up on Karla Carmony and Amy Boyd’s doorstep and they are forced to take action in A Religious Experience, while Tongue in Chic takes us on a romp through the history of erotic representation. Dyke Blend humorously parodies Nescafé coffee commercials, and Charlene’s Angels uses Barbie dolls to put a lesbian twist on the infamous 1980’s TV sitcom. In Alice Unplugged, Alice tunes into late-night TV and is guided through the intricacies of being butch or femme by a pair of provocative infomercials.

This year's Bi Shorts program begins with Independent Little Cuss, the story of nationally known disability advocate Carole Patterson, a  bisexual woman who takes on the world with offbeat humor and brutal honesty. In Wistful we meet a woman who accidentally double-books her dates one night. In the morning, she's gone but the two dates may have found what they were looking for anyway. A young Asian American woman searches for love and the right person in telefunk8. A man and a woman are left picking up the pieces after their lover flies too close to the sun in Icarus. The program concludes with e-male, a fetchingly shot tale about a woman who impersonates her (ex) boyfriend and slowly falls in love and lust with another woman via the internet.  	Before the screening, you are invited to the Bi Films at the Festival reception at the Hush Hush Lounge, 496 14th @ Guerrero, 6:30 pm. Free  admission with ticket to screening. — Curated by Jeff Ross

From Australia, EXPOSURE is the tale of a camera-toting voyeur who discovers his brother-in-law's dark secret. Germany's THREE WISHES is a beautiful story of love, death, family, and loss. In the Belgium film CAMPFIRE, 18-year-old Tijl is forced to choose between his girlfriend and his best friend, turning their camping trip into a tension-filled journey of self-discovery. The program closes with two exceptional French shorts. In BRIGHT SPELL, Saïd is in love with Karim, his older adopted brother. Between his mother's attitude, his sister's competitiveness, and Karim's lies, Saïd goes from hope to disillusion in one fateful night. In EARLY FROST, 10-year-old Carloine learns that her pet rabbit Pitou is attracted to other boy rabbits. This news throws her relationship with her parents into turmoil, involving the gay couple living quietly next door.

Queer people of color are doubly marginalized, often facing prejudice from both queer  communities and communities of color. Their vital search for a home, for a place of  acceptance and support, is the subject of the fiction and documentary films in thisinternational program. A steady drum beats through East, a sensual, erotic depiction of Middle Eastern queer identity, while Marival documents an unusual carnival beauty pageant, put on by black drag queens in the Dutch Antilles, with straight women as   contestants! I/Yo meditates on the filmmaker’s childhood growing up in Colombia while Close To Home presents a Jamaican gay man’s funny and painful coming-of-age story. Puri inserts "our brown-South-Asian-selves" into the  picture, and Remembrance beautifully mourns the memory of HIV-positive transgendered street people who have passed away.

East Palace, West Palace is an unconventional yet touching love story, a sensual portrayal of one man’s struggle with himself, and a disturbing indictment of the state-sanctioned oppression of homosexuals in China. In director Zhang Yuan’s fifth feature, a writer named A-Lan is taken into police custody for engaging in homosexual activity in a Beijing park. In the spirit of Jean Genet’s tortuous, impassioned yearnings, A-Lan is strangely attracted to his tormentor. During a routine interrogation, A-Lan vividly and poetically recounts his impoverished childhood, his first love, and  various men from his past. Seen in flashbacks, all of the men in A-Lan’s life have the face of his captor, officer Shi. A-Lan remains neither shamed nor intimidated by the oafish cop’s verbal and physical abuse – he in fact welcomes it as the realization of his sadomasochistic desires.  	By suggesting that the Chinese people have become conditioned to accept petty indignities perpetrated by the state, Yuan’s simple film about gay l

From Fireworks, which Kenneth Anger described as "all the explosive pyrotechnics of a dream" to Easy Garden, Anie Stanley's lyrical silent montage of carnivals and girls, thisprogram traces five decades of experimental depictions of sexuality. Whether it’s in the prison of Un Chant D'Amour, Jean Genet's great poetic masterpiece of power, love, and lust, or in the museum, where Isaac Julien's The Attendant explores the pleasures of sado-masochistic relationships, these films blur the line between poetics and pornography. — Cathy Lee Crane 

Some things can only happen in a queer, queer world! These shorts are all able to laugh at the often silly ways we interact with each other and with the straight world. What Is A Line? is a dark comedic study of just about every rational and irrational emotion jilted lovers go through. A couple of dykes reflect on their childhood experiences with nuns in Novices.  Mom, I Think I’m . . . is an episode in the life of a daughter who has to come out: as bisexual to her lesbian mom. An ex-private dick turned massage therapist is lured out of retirement by a fishy femme fatale to recover a missing pyrex in Snatched! The Case of the Purloined Pie Plate.
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BEL AMI meets the Mission District in this May-December romance. Mop-top Eban visits his parents for the holidays in a small coastal Washington town. Fleeing Seattle, where he coached high school soccer, he lands in his parents' icy household. With no friends or connections, hipster Eban takes to cruising the local used record store. There he spots Charlie, the skater boy of his dreams. He befriends the boy, and they bond over American Sign Language (Charlie is hearing impaired, Eban signs a little) and music. Soon, the two embark on a languorous courtship. Inseparable, they ride bikes, hike the beach, and strip down to their boxers to practice chords on the guitar. Doe-eyed Charlie shares his artwork, Eban teaches him to play soccer. It's all simpatico, except that Eban is on the cusp of 30, while Charlie is celebrating his 15th birthday. Inevitably, both families discover their relationship and set out to punish them. Eban tries to distance himself from Charlie for his own good, and to avoid jail, but finds

Flashback: Sandusky, Ohio, 1984, a kinder, gentler middle America. What better setting for director David Moreton’s charming and poignant coming out piece, Edge Of Seventeen? With little else to do in Sandusky, Eric and his best friend Maggie spend their days affecting the Boy George look and toying with the idea of becoming a couple – until Rod catches Eric’s eye. Subtle flirtation between the two young men quickly progresses to kissing and groping. By now, though, Maggie’s totally fallen for Eric. Torn between his lovelorn gal pal and a dreamy stranger, what’s Eric to do? Buy his first Bronski Beat album, of course. Confused and scared, Eric heads for the local gay bar, which becomes his refuge at the same time as its denizens become his surrogate family.  	Moreton pulls truly wonderful, inspired performances from his actors and keenly    captures the innocence and pain of first times and first loves. Many films have mined the same material, but rarely as sweetly and    purely as this. 

Punk shorts aren’t just music videos! In this program of nine shorts, you’ll get a dose of abrasive punk guitar chords, but you’ll also find out that some stories can only be filmed with a do-it-yourself attitude.  In Femme Bitch Top, local San Francisco girls and the dykes from Tribe 8 take the spotlight. The Devil Inside features Sadie Benning as the butch friend of white trash girl Cherry: a woman who bashes back with a vengeance. In the next short, the creator of the rainbow flag makes A New Flag for some “girls” who just don’t fit in.  Dirt, from Germany, combines images of kids left alone and kids in the presence of parents and adults. Local videomaker Heidi Ellis’s Bike Messenger Boy is a short, street-level story of a secretary and her biker “boy.”  Rounding out the program, the animated short Green Pubes is a punk kid adventure with a surprise ending.  

Some queers land in Los Estados Unidos and become their own post-colonial subjects. In Sambal Belacan, El Culebrero, and Between Them the negotiation of multiple identities is framed by distant memories and daily reminders of outsiderness. First Year is a split-tongued tale set in one-room apartments and the grounds around K-mart. A first nations baby dyke throws away her vibrator in Colonization: The Second Coming. All these programs resist invisibility. From Asians, Latinos, and mixed-heritage folks with cameras, every story invokes a picture. Sambal Belacan is the recipient of a Frameline Completion Fund grant of 1997.

Maria Beatty and Rosemary Delain’s highly erotic film The Elegant Spanking, beautifully details the S&M relationship between a mistress and her maid. We are treated to an aesthetic subversion of sexual perversion as mistress and maid indulge in punishment, seduction, submission, spanking, strapping, piss drinking, spike heel and foot worship.

This program of shorts is a homage to girls who do it harder, faster and in your face. In Women In Black, four lesbians on a night out are going to have a good time and no one is going to stop them, while in Peanut And The Pig a Canadian customs agent gets what’s coming to him. Elizabeth Taylor Sometimes projects us into a post-human world in which the body is out-moded. In Stunt Double, a woman contemplates the serious matter of her infatuation with Buffy the Vampire Slayer, and in Get The Bowheads, a sorority rush is infiltrated by butch lesbians with horrific results. 

Our local girls have been at it again. Here’s another sampling of the work being done right here in our own backyards. Play is about a woman who loves only one thing more than basketball. Between the Lines strives to demystify the phenomenon of cutters, women who self-injure. Ellipsis mixes photographic abstraction, simple animation and the human nervous system to find meaning in the architecture of light. Alienator documents a video artist's alien abduction experience and Dirty Fingernails tells of a love story between a girl and her motorcycle.

Emily & Gitta by filmmaker Tami Gold (Juggling Gender) was made at the AFI’s Directing Workshop for Women. Edith was visited by the vice squad because she had a photo of her and another woman in swimsuits. Rudolf was found having fun with another boy and was immediately banished to a school in the north of England. Kathe was sent to a hypnotherapist by her parents. Wally was raped and sent to a home for problem children, where she was threatened with sterilization. This is life in Hamburg, Germany, during the '40s and '50s as told by the thirteen men and women interviewees in Enchanted. Looking back on a forgotten period in German History, they recall appalling anecdotes with calm, charm, and courage. Through the spirit of these survivors, Enchanted becomes more than a horror show; it's also a compelling and inspiring story about lesbian and gay heroism and endurance.   

A quiet revolution is starting up among intersexuals, people who have sexually ambiguous bodies, to resist the nonconsensual medical practices that now routinely mutilate hermaphroditic bodies. New intersexual identities explode familiar ideas of man and woman, queer and straight, and suggest ways for all of us to rethink the relationships between gender, sex, sexuality and body. This program includes both experimental video and conventional documentary filmmaking. They offer a fascinating introduction to intersexuality in the 90’s by covering topics as diverse as hermaphrodite villagers in the Dominican Republic, an intersex wedding in Oakland, and some riveting raw footage from the first international intersex gathering.  	A post-screening discussion will be led by transgender scholar Susan Stryker and hermaphrodite activists Suegee Tamar-Mattis and Cherly Chase of the Intersex Society of North America. 

Santiago Echeverry’s Love Lessons portrays the situation of the gay and lesbian community in Colombia, a traditionally homophobic country. Performance diva and singer Teresita, a living Latina legend with AIDS, stars in Wanted Alive: Teresita, La Campesina. The first gay and lesbian community center in El Salvador, founded in solidarity with United States supporters, is celebrated in Entre Amigos: Between Friends. Murder and the Feather Boa draws upon interviews with key figures in Chiapas, Mexico, to paint a portrait of a transvestite culture which thrives in the midst of brutal murders and omnipresent corruption. Two friends plan a hold-up that turns from bad to worse in Batimam and Robim, a would-be love story set on the outskirts of Sao Paolo. 

Decisions, decisions, decisions. When attraction ignites between two women in pre-existing live-in "partnerships," they must tread carefully. Elena, a beautiful university student, and Julia, one of her professors, steal every moment they can to be together. But current girlfriends, misread flirtations, and social proscriptions complicate their attempts to follow their hearts, and the women find out just how difficult it is to stage a surreptitious rendezvous when one of your lovers is a cop. Entwined is a film full of hope for anyone who’s thought they could never get out of a suffocating relationship. 	Set against the lush tropics of Miami, Raquel Cecilia Harrington’s debut feature (her short Sonia screened at last year’s Festival) blends Cuban and North American cultures to create a sensuous, archetypal love story.  	Preceded by Strung Up, an Australian short in which the dream-like atmosphere of Elizabeth’s fragile world is upset when her partner Jo invades her space.

This feature-length documentary explores a wide range of lesbian, bisexual, and heterosexual women's erotic fantasies and sexual practices. It reveals the conflicts and complexities of female sexuality as well as the joys and triumphs of self-discovery and personal empowerment. Highlights include exclusive interviews with nonagenarian Pauline Réage, the reclusive author of the provocative "Story of O.," and with renowned dominatrix and pornographer Jeanne de Berg, who also happens to be the wife of acclaimed French novelist and experimental filmmaker Alain Robbe-Grillet. Other interviewees include celebrity porn-stars-turned-filmmakers Annie Sprinkle and Candida Royale, photographers Bettina Rheims and Phyllis Christopher, dyke drag queen Karlyn "Fairy Butch" Lotney and urban American rap artist Lique. Bay Area locals should also appreciate footage of erotic dancer Jade Blue Eclipse at the CoCo Club. Vegetarians and penis-haters take note: Erotica contains clips of more than one kind of cut raw meat. 	This pr

Clearly aimed at hip straight audiences, this high-gloss package of feminist erotica showcases the latest work of three talented women filmmakers, including festival favorites Monika Treut (My Father is Coming, The Virgin Machine) and Lizzie Borden (Born in Flames), alongside Hong Kong director Clara Law (Autumn Moon).  Erotique is an interesting and ambitious experiment, bringing the combined ideas of Cosmo, Playgirl, and On Our Backs to the silver screen.      Lizzie Borden's Let's Talk About Sex (cowritten by San Francisco's own Susie Bright) follows the erotic entanglement of a spunky, bisexual Latina phone-sex worker and her sleazy male client.  Borden and Bright also include some nice queer characters in the background: the gay sex-line manager and the protagonist's best friend, a dyke cop.      Monika Treut's Taboo Parlor is the stylish adventure of a pair of lusciously predatory, lipstick lesbians.  With cameo appearances by musician Tanita Tikaram and Marianne Sagebrecht (Bagdad Cafe), Taboo Parlor e

This collection of shorts takes a broad look at the vast spectrum of gender identity. These filmmakers express a diversity of views and interpretations of what it means to be male, female, both, or neither and of the consequences of being a gender outlaw in such a straight and narrow world. Robin Ward is a transsexual shaman praying for the spirit to set us all free in Ether Anvil. The transformative power of packing is explored in Me and My Strap-On, while the Kings of New York is a quick look into the secret world of breast-binding, pants-stuffing Drag Kings. Chris-topher's Chronicles: Chapter 1 is a video diary about the fears and realities of female to male sex reassignment. Trappings of Transhood discusses the ins & outs of Trans/boy/hood. And Murder and the Feather Boa draws upon interviews with key figures in Chiapas, Mexico, to paint a portrait of a transvestite culture which thrives in the midst of brutal murders and omnipresent corruption. 
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"It's the rudest telly show ever!" screamed Britain's Sun newspaper when Channel Four TV's cheeky magazine series hit the airwaves.  Now see for yourself, as we bring Eurotrash to America. Jean-Paul Gaultier (yes, Jean-Paul Gaultier) and Antoine de Caunes are the cohosts of this uniquely British send-up of everything embarrassing and low-brow about European culture:  Sylvia Kristel's movie career, soap-opera themed vacations, Bjorn Borg designer underwear.  The special pleasure for gay audiences lies in the campy rivalry between Gaultier and de Caunes; Gaultier wins hands-down in the skirt department. 

This provocative and daring new work from Australia employs an excellent cast, Arthur Dignam and Mark Lee (Gallipoli), to tell the story of a secret homosexual society.  A wealthy senator, Dignam, is chaffeured to a private boy's school to select his next lover.  Having surveyed the crop of handsome youths, he picks a blond, Mark Lee. Several encounters are arranged between the two, and eventually, Lee is inducted into a private group of older homosexual men in high places and their young lovers.  To further his career, the senator marries and has a son.  Lee stays around and works as a companion for the senator's son.    Lee becomes concerned about his fading youth and seeks the assistance of a doctor who succeeds in keeping him forever young.  As the senator's son comes into his manhood, he too falls in love with Lee and is also inducted into the secret family.  Lee now has both, father and son.  An original and oddly surreal film which could well become the next gay cult classic.

An intimate group of friends pulls together a dinner party to welcome their mate Oscar back from a long visit to India. Neat-freak Angel and sexy, slovenly Edu play hosts in their shared bachelor pad. The dinner guests include vivacious Elena, who talks too fast and a little too much, and her flatmates, Txell and Aina, a seemingly happy lesbian couple. Each character has an edge, but on the surface they all appear to be leading normal, contented lives. Oscar's return upsets the group's delicate balance. He ignores Elena's advances, driving her to fabricate elaborate rape scenarios to get attention. Underlying the film's whimsical and sexy exterior is the compelling story of its Afro-German heroines' pursuit of love and             fulfillment in the face of everyday racism. 	Also playing is Pratibha Parmar’s newest short Wavelengths, an erotic exploration of cybersex.

"My mother's suicide is the single most defining event in my life. It's like there's before and there's after and everything is different after." Opening a box of old family pictures, layering them into a collage of depression, suicide, and guilt, filmmaker Dempsey Rice tells the extremely intimate story of her mother's life and eventual suicide. Her mother Bonnie appeared to live a typical American life, for most of which she maintained the façade of perfect daughter, wife, and mother. But she battled depression her whole life. Her suicide forces her family to reflect on their lives with Bonnie through the kaleidoscope of her final action, searching for a cause that can allow them to understand and to make peace. Throughout, the filmmaker tries to rationalize an irrational act and to find a way to forgive her mother. DAUGHTER OF SUICIDE is a deeply moving, impressionistic documentary that shares the inner thoughts and feelings of a family's personal tragedy.  EVOLUTIONS is a poignant black and white short th

Celebrate the Global Village with this selection of funny, dramatic, and lyrical shorts. In Love Affairs a gay man and a straight woman find common ground talking about their ex-lovers. A club boy loses his love in the beautifully  photographed Cherish. Sailor, inspired by the work of Pierre & Gilles, is an unabashedly sexy look at a handsome young man’s nautical    fantasies. Across a 30-year divide, Michael Atavar has a three-way with Joe Orton and Kenneth Halliwell in DIY. A dark road, a young hitchhiker, and an erotic power struggle change the lives of two men in The Exchange, and What A World takes a playful whirl through the lives of open and closeted gay men in Italy.

Three gay roommates must find a fourth to share their flat after blowing their rent on a stripper who won't strip. Their homophobic landlady threatens eviction because they are once again late with the rent and "the music they play is diabolical and frightens the neighbors." In walks tall, sexy Lucas, the answer to their current problem and more than one of their dreams. The three close friends spend the next few months projecting their best fantasies on the longhaired stranger and viciously competing with one another for his attentions. One night they return home from a nightclub and find Lucas dead, a complete set of kitchen knives stuck into his chest. Enter the cleaning lady, followed closely by the high-heeled Chief Inspector and her sidekick in red platforms who "forgot her badge in her other purse." Over coffee and Chinese tea with lemon, each tells his own real or imagined story about his relationship with Lucas, and they discover that they all had reasons to do him in.   

November 27, 1978 was a dark day in San Francisco as Supervisor Dianne Feinstein tearfully announced that "Mayor George Moscone and Supervisor Harvey Milk have been shot and killed. The suspect is Supervisor Dan White." When former fireman and policeman White was, astonishingly, found guilty of voluntary manslaughter rather than murder in the first degree as anticipated, it was attributed to the infamous "Twinkie defense." Justice, it was felt, had not been served, and rioting ensued.  	This made-for-TV-movie, with a screenplay by Michael Butler based on Emily Mann’s 1986 courtroom drama, will air on Showtime later this year, over two decades after the assassinations. It’s eerily disconcerting to see Showtime's version of events that you may have lived through, but it becomes a game trying to distinguish San Francisco locations from the streets of Toronto, where much of the film was shot. Tim Daly, with his boyish good looks,  sympathetically portrays the hot-headed White, while Peter Coyote captures some of 
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Sometimes campy and always engaging, these expressive works about sexual and emotional abuse offer unique perspectives on self-discovery and finding faith and redemption. Particularly significant, two shorts address the oft neglected subject of male incest and survival. The WASH is a rich portrait of incest, silence, and love in what is ultimately a cleansing ritual. BROTHERLY LOVE follows the journey of two estranged brothers who confront childhood secrets. Film noir, camp, and a '50s pastel wonderland come together in NANCY DREW & THE MYSTERY OF THE HAUNTED BODY, a colorful comedy about a young female detective searching for the clues within recovered memories.   

From Norway to New Zealand, Brussels to Barcelona, a collection of fun and sexy gay shorts from around the world. In one of our oddest submissions this year, Paulo and His Brother, two deaf brothers remember their childhood. Saint rereads the classic Sebastian legend while Siren tells of a broken-hearted soldier who comes to grief at the hands of a siren. In Nobody I Know a young man learns the ins and outs of bringing a pal home for the evening. The 1919 Winnipeg General Strike is seen through the window of a semi-fictional bath-house/barber shop in 1919. In Perfect Kiss, a bright and snappy film from Spain, Paula seeks revenge after discovering her neighbor has a boyfriend

From Australia, EXPOSURE is the tale of a camera-toting voyeur who discovers his brother-in-law's dark secret. Germany's THREE WISHES is a beautiful story of love, death, family, and loss. In the Belgium film CAMPFIRE, 18-year-old Tijl is forced to choose between his girlfriend and his best friend, turning their camping trip into a tension-filled journey of self-discovery. The program closes with two exceptional French shorts. In BRIGHT SPELL, Saïd is in love with Karim, his older adopted brother. Between his mother's attitude, his sister's competitiveness, and Karim's lies, Saïd goes from hope to disillusion in one fateful night. In EARLY FROST, 10-year-old Carloine learns that her pet rabbit Pitou is attracted to other boy rabbits. This news throws her relationship with her parents into turmoil, involving the gay couple living quietly next door.

The Freeak Show is in town, and you're invited to join ringmasters Jeffrey Winter, Charles Wurmfelt, and Alison Hennessy queers in a night of gender-bending, uppity-low-budget video and the tailor-made media circus Fabian's Freeak Show by Museo Contempo.  Warning:  Fabian's Freeak Show contains campy yet rather graphic violence and even a little taste of the sexually explicit.

In his entertaining and thought-provoking first feature, filmmaker and ACT UP activist Macky Alston brings a uniquely gay perspective on identity to a very personal film about secrets, history and race in America. Spurred by memories of growing up in a North Carolina town where many families, both black and white, shared the surname Alston, Macky travels the South searching for the Alston story. At an all-white Alston reunion he gets a lecture on the family tree — not just all the way back to Charlemagne and Alfred the Great, but to Noah and Adam as well. At an all-black reunion he makes connections that lead to a series of poignant and enlightening encounters. Along the way, Family Name becomes a moving study of the things we tell each other and the things we don’t, and of the price we pay when we decide to keep our real identity a secret, even from ourselves. 	Also screening is Mike Hoolboom’s lyrical Letters from Home, a series of mini-portraits about AIDS, love and mourning.
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Local artist Pam Walton delivers an unusual portrayal of a family.  This documentary faces the fact that families are flesh and blood:  no more, no less.  In all the progressive responses to “family values” rhetoric, there seem to be two approaches.  One rejects the family for its imperfections.  The other seeks to work with the family and find acceptance.  Neither  viewpoint acknowledges both the positive aspects as well as the limitations of the families with which we’ve grown up.  Through a series of conversations and telephone discussions, Walton reveals her family’s history while uncovering the value it has for her.  While her sister remains close, Walton hasn’t seen her father in fifteen years.  Her brother insists that both the father and the lesbian daughter shouldn’t try to change one another.  But how does the conservatism of father, sister or aunt impact on a one’s own political convictions? How do you trust a person who seems to contradict what you believe in?  Why do blood and “connections” somet

Family Values tells the story of a family torn apart by political and religious extremism. It is an intensely personal documentary about Pam Walton's search for reconciliation with her father, a leading behind-the-scenes figure in the radical religious right. Walton and her father have had nothing to do with each other for over 15 years because of what her father calls her "sinful lesbian lifestyle." The videomaker sets out to find the true meaning of "family" and to expose the enormous hypocrisy that exists among some of the right wing's "family values" activists. The video diary format, however, allows for a few unexpected twists and turns along the way. Finally, Family Values asks us to remember that "family" is a complex and deeply personal experience.  

The night before Fanci's wedding to luscious girlfriend Loretta, a spell settles upon San Francisco. Power outages course through the city and Fanci's family and friends are swept into a dream world where magic takes precedent over reality. Things start to fall apart, beginning  with the happy couple who disagree over the guest list.  Just one block away, Olive and Theo, two of Fanci's closest friends, are planning a mystical wedding ceremony while her archconservative parents Irving and Irene (played by Justin Bond) are refusing to attend the wedding.      Olive and Theo have a falling out and do battle in the realm of magic. Their occult shenanigans cause everyone to go to pieces, including Fanci's mother, who finds herself on a journey through the city's sexual underground. At her bachelorette party, Fanci's reprieve from all the wackiness is only momentary when she finds herself inflicted by a series of nightmarish visions which catapult her naked and screaming through the streets of San Francisco. Can th

Queers have been persecuted as monsters and aliens for centuries. Now these lesbian and gay filmmakers strike back through the power of the sci-fi, horror and super-action genres we all love.  	A strange yet very sexy woman spreads a  contagious virus which brings enlightenment in Venus Blue. A gay superhero comes to the rescue of a lustful couple who forgot their condom in Super G. Ó Files puts a queer Brazilian twist on the "X-Files." A budding lesbian finds a delightful cure for cooties in boy Germs. Cable Girl, a super-lesbian, fights bio-electric bad guys in post-apocalyptic Brooklyn. And Fascinating asks the age-old question, "what is this thing about Lesbians and Star Trek?"

Rene, Rene refers to the artist's great unrequited love for Rene, a cherubic young boy with whom the artist has been obsessively in love with since the first grade. Aside from sharing the same name, the two boys’ lives and sexual preferences couldn't have been more different. The video also looks at the origins of Broussard's attraction to fat boys and to the act of flagellation, while focussing on issues of abuse and molestation, which will play a key role throughout the video series of "The Fatboy Chronicles".

Five films featuring mature women. Me And Mrs. Berger delightfully animates an intergenerational affair. Riot Grrrandmas!   interviews some right-on old-timers, including the charming Ruth Ellis, an African-American lesbian soon to celebrate her 100th birthday. In Roof, a middle-aged woman and young stranger wait for Godot atop a suburban Florida house. The use of anachronisms in Till Human Voices Wake Us And We Drown, a beautifully art-directed film ostensibly set in medieval Europe, turns this story of persecuted pagan lovers into a timeless indictment of women's oppression. In Favorite, a North Irish schoolgirl's crush on a teacher ripens over time into a lesbian romance in which one woman isdestined to be left behind.

From 1935 to 1959, Fearless Nadia was the whipcracking, pistol-packing, singing, dancing, daredevil queen of the Indian screen. Riyad Wadia's spectacular biography of India's legendary stunt actress captures the unique persona of the Australian-born femme-firecracker who thrilled audiences with her daring portrayals of fearless, rough-and-ready heroines.  From her first starring role as Hunterwali (The Lady with the Whip), through such hits as Diamond Queen, Lady Robinhood, and Jungle Goddess, Nadia dominated the Indian box office.      The first true feminist of Indian cinema, Nadia's physical prowess and selfless fearlessness made her an idol for the oppressed peasantry of pre-Independence India (as she preached tolerance and secularism) and challenged the male chauvanism of the day.  Not a lesbian herself, but certainly a strong feminist, Nadia's exploits should be immensely enjoyable to lesbian and gay audiences for her charm, charisma, and, of course, camp value. If you were at last year's Queer Cartoon   program you know just how inventive queer animators can be. This year's edition is even loonier, and includes films that you’ll never see at Spike and Mike’s. We’re particularly excited about this year’s Absolut Audience Award for Lesbian and Gay Animation, a cash prize which will be given to this year's best animation as decided by you, the audience.

Prolific video and filmmaker Barbara Hammer's new documentary profiles three women artists and the function the closet has played in their lives and work. The first artist is early 20th-century photographer Alice Austen, whose images provide a fascinating glimpse into a genteel, woman-centered world among Staten Island's social elite. In spite of the fact that Austen lived openly with her lover Gertrude Tate for more than half a century, a controversy still simmers among Austen scholars as to whether the two were lesbians. Hammer next considers the 12-year relationship between Dadaist photomontage artist Hannah Hoch and writer Till Brugman, set against the backdrop of Weimar-era Berlin. Hammer   concludes the trilogy by focusing on contemporary New York painter Nicole Eisenman, a remarkably talented artist who had been largely unaware of earlier traditions in lesbian art – a testament to the power of the closet to render lesbian lives invisible. 	Cathy Lee Crane's short film Sketches After Halle re-traces a t

Finally a film that takes a serious look at contemporary butch-femme relationships from a British perspective.  Emma Hindley expertly blends candid interviews with hot sex in her documentary film Butch Femme. What is it that attracts one to the other and why do they face so much discrimination both from the straight world and from their own lesbian communities? These are just some of the questions addressed in Butch Femme in an effort to bring us a little closer to a better understanding of the complexities of gender and sexual identification. An interesting cross-section of butches and femmes tell us their stories of discovery, both of themselves and of the other. Running throughout this film is beautiful and evocative B&W footage of a butch/femme sexual encounter.  Switch is a documentary that looks at how queers in San Francisco get pleasure from identifying as switches and moving through the categories of butch/femme, top/bottom, and boy/girl. Darlene Weide’s excellent video addresses the on-going dialogu

An insightful film that delves into lesbian history, examining the life of famous lesbian novelist and activist Jane Rule.  Her first published novel, Desert of the Heart sent shock waves through the literary community, but nevertheless went on to become a best-seller and a highly successful film that remains a favorite among lesbian audiences. A committed political activist and intellectual, Jane found herself fleeing the rabid McCarthyism of the fifties with her lifelong companion Helen Sonthoff.  Settling in Canada, she continued to foster public awareness and debate around issues of sexuality, representation, and censorship. Winner of the 1995 San Francisco International Lesbian & Gay Film Festival Audience Award for Best Documentary.

Lesbians and gays from around the world have created a variety of housing situations that reflect their lifestyles, as well as their social and political status.  Fighting in Southeast Louisana is a portrait of Danny Cooper, an openly gay mailman living with his lover in a Victorian house in Vinton, Louisiana.   Red Ribbon Award Winner: 1992 American Film and Video Festival

Caroline Meagher was serving in the British Army in 1984 when she decided she wanted to be a detective. So she was promoted into the S.I.B. (Special Investigations Branch) of the Royal Military Police, and given the job of investigating and expelling homosexuals from the military. Meagher takes the job, reluctantly participating in lesbian witch-hunts, but when she realizes that she too is a lesbian, she becomes one of the hunted herself. 	Based on a true story, The Investigator uses a dramatic noir-style, intercutting Meagher's own interrogation in 1989 with flashbacks of her raids on recruits, her coming-out (with a fellow officer!), and her struggle to keep her growing relationship discreet. 	Definitely a highlight of the festival, this suspense-filled film explores the torments of being closeted in the military. 	It’s preceded by The Final Story, which concerns two trapeze artists, a fictional lost transcript by Colette, and a murder, all told with Barbie dolls.

A chance encounter produces the greatest rewards in Tanya Wexler’s bittersweet Finding North. Rhonda, a big-haired bank teller from Brooklyn, first spots Travis as he’s about to jump from a bridge. In Travis she sees a golden opportunity to rescue a lost soul and fall in love in the process. But there’s one major obstacle: he’s a distraught gay male grieving the loss of his lover, Bobby. Through her selfish persistence, Rhonda wriggles her way into his life, and the unlikely pair head to a small Texas town to fulfill Bobby’s last wish. Along the way, they realize they may be of use to each other: Travis would rather die than live life alone, and Rhonda, escaping an overbearing mother and a rootless existence, needs someone. They  ultimately prove to be each other’s personal  salvation as they learn the futility of running away from their problems. A ’90s romantic comedy of sorts, Finding North is an allegory for that elusive destination we’re all looking for – we don’t know how to find it, but we know when we

Visit the New Marilyn Club in Tokyo – where the “hosts” are women cross – dressing as men, and the “clients” are women - and take an extraordinary look at gender and sexuality in Japan. Shinjuku Boys introduces Tatsu, Gaish and Kazuki, three annabe who work as hosts at the New Marilyn Club.  Annabe  are women who live as men and have girlfriends, although they do not usually identify as lesbians.  Tatsu lives with his girlfriend, Tomoe.  Gaish is the tough-talking heartbreaker type who has a string of girlfriends. Kazuki lives with Kumi, a male transsexual and semi-famous nightclub dancer in Tokyo.  Tatsu, Gaish and Kazuki talk frankly to the camera, revealing their own extraordinary stories as well as their views about women, sex, transvestitism and lesbianism.  The clientele of the New Marilyn Club is almost exclusively heterosexual women who have become disappointed with born men.    Shinjuku Boys alternates fascinating interviews with fabulous sequences shot inside the Club, where the suave annabe down Bu

Finished is an unforgettable look at the short but intense life of Alan Lambert, a 25-year-old gay porn actor who flamboyantly committed suicide in a public park. Lambert left behind two cats, several friends and lovers, an intricate suicide rant and twenty or so films, including Boot Camp, Hardball and Pool Boy. Finished director William E. Jones, seduced by the image of a man he never knew, set out to make a film about the vanity of contemporary gay culture, trying to understand why this young actor killed himself. He discovered something much deeper. Attempting to make sense of a life cut tragically short and of his own obsessions, Jones has created a deeply emotional life story and a profound examination of the temporary nature of beauty. Equal parts personal confession, biography and political analysis, Finished is a sober and highly experimental journey through the shadowy landscape of the gay adult film industry and into the heart of one of its casualties. 	Opening the program is Frostbite, in which a 

The boys next door in this program’s films aren’t quite as innocent and wholesome as you might expect. In Britain’s delightful Yellow Fever, a Chinese man who only dates white guys gets an invitation from his Chinese neighbor for dinner and more. A young farm boy with an affinity for animals explores his homosexual desires in Fish Belly White, a lyrical film whose violent ending is not for the faint-of-heart. Stanley Beloved looks at a mixed-race teenager coming out in Hong Kong, while in Just Out Of Reach, a younger man tries to sneak out on the older man he just slept with. And a good Catholic boy tries to have phone sex with the neighborhood boys and ends up talking to his priest in The Absolution Of Anthony.

From clay animated safe sex ads to sailors home on leave, these sexy shorts are bound to heat things up. Both Strike and 8 Ball Love are creative public service announcements for Sapphic safer sex. Things heat up on the bus ride to Sydney’s Mardi Gras in Cowgirl. Hey Sailor, Hey Sister is an erotic tale of a sailor on leave, and Fistfull is a sexy rumination on the one dyke’s fascinations with safer sex and – you guessed it – fisting. In Tattoo, a woman explores her wide-ranging desires, emotions and fantasies, and in The 3rd Party the big question is who slept with who – and when.

Perhaps her most poetic work, Sadie Benning’s  latest video, creatively combining live-action and  animation in pixelvision and film, resonates with  pre-teen alienation. Throughout Flat Is Beautiful, the cast wears masks – not as a stroke of performance art, but as a motif of identity. 	Eleven-year-old Taylor lives in working class Chicago with her divorced mom and their gay roommate, Quiggy. Her dad acts more childish than she does. Her mom fails as a role model. And Quiggy, a symbol of possibilities and hope, is moving to Florida. Taylor must make sense of her growing attraction to girls amidst the disappointments of adults. 	Benning achingly describes Taylor's empty hours, trapped between television and daydreams. The low-grade images become snapshots: the corner of a room, the bathroom sink, the front hallway. Benning runs through all of them like pages of an alienated photo album to create a document of childhood unclouded by nostalgia: sometimes funny, often familiar, always heartbreakingly honest.  	A

This eclectic program of experimental gay shorts begins with Jerry Tartaglia's Amnesia, which shows how the personal artifacts of gay life and love are the content of queer history. Andrew Soo's Liu Awaiting Spring explores the childhood self- discovery of Kevin Liu, a Chinese/Australian boy who senses his difference. Morimura Yasumasa plays Marilyn Monroe in Apparatus M, which visualizes an imagination responding to keywords like sex, death, masquerade and ostentation. Mark Taylor's Lesson 9 explores love, loss and insanity. While using a duck that talks and dances, Andrew Hiller examines the effects of the socialization of a gay man in an overwhelmingly straight atmosphere in Fly Away Homo. The program concludes with Matthias Müller's Pensao Globo, in which a man facing his approaching death takes what is perhaps his last journey.

Positive Story is a first-time glance into the world of people living with HIV and AIDS in Israel. As a child Avi used to sit for hours on one of the hills overlooking Tel-Aviv, dreaming of the day he would be free to live his life openly in the big metropolitan city. At the age of 17, Avi began discovering the gay world of Tel-Aviv: secret gardens, night clubs, cafes. At the age of 19, in a routine examination for HIV, Avi tested positive. Avi is rare among Israelis for his willingness to tell his story honestly and openly. In The Forbidden Love of the Hero a deceased Israeli Medical Corps Colonel's surviving partner attempts to obtain widower rights from the State of Israel. The program opens with a compelling new Frameline release, Faggots Are for Burning an intense, impressionistic and compelling melange of sound and image dealing with a young gay man's inner conflict with his sexuality and his own Christian Fundamentalism.
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Relying on frame shifts and top-notch performances from her actors, director Aisling Walsh adroitly maneuvers through the working-class neighborhood of South London to portray a moving story of unspoken love among ruins. Produced for Scottish television, FORGIVE AND FORGET traces the dilemma experienced by young construction worker David (Steven John Sheperd) who desires his best friend Theo and who longs to confess to family and friends that he's gay. His fantasies for his best mate are thwarted by the arrival of Theo's girlfriend Hannah (finely portrayed by Laura Fraser), and his desire to confess is mirrored in a daily television chat show. Ultimately, David accepts his gay identity, despite the rejection of his friends and family.  Sheperd's sensitive performance is unforgettable. His handsome Freddy Mercuryish face painfully chronicles David's struggle to come out. Amidst the concrete dust and the blue-collar banter of shagging and wanking, Kevin Rowley's camera captures occasional images of surprising b

Margaret Hetherman's award-winning film Forms and Motifs is inspired by Kalman Egyed's collection of exquisite beadwork and embroidered designs. A young woman, Cece, is not satisfied with the direction her life is taking when she discovers her grandfather's portfolio of designs. She decides that these patterns need to come to life and enlists the help of her surrogate family, three lively drag queens. Their goal? To create a most glamorous piece! It becomes a reality, but can they make it on the runway? All the designs in this delightful film were authentically revived.

John Herbert's famous stage play about the horrors of prison life, transformed into a sexually explicit movie about "a country club for sadomasochistic homosexuals," according to Vito Russo in The Celluloid Closet.  It's a tough, tragic drama involving violence, sex roles, and epic bitchiness.  The film was made under difficult conditions: the actors suffered in subzero temperatures on location in a real, disused Quebec prison, and first director Jules Schwerin was replaced by Harvey Hart.  "Lester Persky, the producer, wanted only a kind of sex fantasy," says Schwerin, "He wanted a great deal of nudity and was interested only in the exploitation element."      The movie is saved from its exploitative tendencies by the performance of Michael Greer, fresh from The Gay Deceivers. Greer stars as the prison's resident outrageous drag queen, a role he had also occupied in more than 400 performances of the Sal Mineo stage production.

Some of the fiercest new videos these days are being made by and for young women. In this  collection of shorts, girls speak out for themselves and express their hopes and fears around the  complex issues they face being queer in a hostile world. In spacejazzeros, girls who skate discover that space isn’t the final frontier, and in Trespass, a girl must choose between finding love at a punk show, or her mom’s Avon party. Untouchable explores the struggles between inter-generational partners and the powerlessness felt by youth, while Four Thousand Years Of Leaving Home uses  biblical and contemporary narratives to explore the reality of leaving home. 

They're scary. They're funny. They're bloody. They're thrilling. You'll find killer breasts in GINGER SNAPS, a lonely dyke willing to clone herself to get a date in the futuristic LONELY WITHOUT YOU, and a lesbian heiress who becomes more than possessed by a witch in the horrific Hammer-like film THE FRAGILE SKIN. This creative collection of shorts screams with terror and delight.

Who said the musical is dead? Whoever did better not be within earshot of Rita Page, former Vegas showgirl and diva stage mother to Franchesca Page, who has just landed the understudy role in the new disco revue, "The Lady Does It All". Unfortunately Franchesca does do it all...badly. So how did she get the part? Could she be an unwitting victim in a plot to produce a flop and make some fast money for the sadistic producer Veronica, or has fate finally brought Mama the break she thinks she always deserved? If you combine The Producers with The Adventures of Priscilla, Queen of the Desert and bring Gypsy along for the ride, you will get Franchesca Page. With nine original songs and a cast of divas, including Rossy de Palma and New York underground sensation Varla Jean Merman (illegitimate daughter of Ethel Merman and Ernest Borgnine), this hugely entertaining film is set to camp, vamp, and tramp its way to fame. 	But first – Frankie and Fudgie go for an unusual walk. — John Cooper

These two shorts present creative ways of combining seemingly contradictory identities. Fresh Blood is a hybrid personal essay/documentary in which the filmmaker tries to examine the complexities and pleasures of her Iraqi-Jewish heritage. Returning to Israel, the land of her birth, she is overcome by the implications of her mixed identity, her lesbian desires, and the loss of her mother tongue. She emerges with a new understanding of the power of memory and myth and the significance of blood relations. 	The Return Of Sarah’s Daughters allows us to enter the world of Orthodox Judaism through the lives of various women. Rus, for example, has found tremendous fulfillment and a sense of community in Orthodoxy. Mariam, on the other hand, left Orthodoxy when she felt rejected for affirming her lesbian identity. The filmmaker weaves her own personal experiences as a Jewish woman into this informative and  revealing documentary. — Shamiran Samano
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Our northern neighbors have always produced films of the highest caliber, and these shorts are no exception: they are outstanding in both form and content. From raunchy sex to girls with guns, don't miss this hot selection of titillating shorts. CHICKS WITH GUNS proves it's always best to be rescued by a beautiful woman, and battling cigarette girls get down and dirty in KINKY PINKYS. Two women shower each other with intense passion on the streets of New York in DARLING INTERNATIONAL, while the Hail Mary's provide the rock score for OVERRIDE.

Fed up with landlords, rapists and your everyday racist homophobes, the girls in these shorts toughen up and take to the streets. A woman deals with harassment in New York City in A Negative Portrayal of Lesbians, while another uses her scientific knowledge to deal with an evil landlord in Rocket Girl’s Revenge.  My Pretty Little Girlfriend is a nontraditional short scrutinizing the annoying habits which create tension in a relationship. Jesus returns to earth as a black lesbian pardner in Cowboy Jesus, and a thief tries to escape the Parisian Underground in CoCo.

Set during a strike at a sawmill in a small coastal Canadian town, Rodrique Jean's debut feature is the story of four young adults — Steph, Piston, Charles, and Marie-Lou — and their search for happiness.   Thrown out of work by the strike, Steph and Piston decide to resurrect their old band, Lost Tribe. But Marie-Lou, Piston's ex-wife and the band's former lead singer, is not easily persuaded. Steph begins to realize that Rose, a confident older woman, is growing weary of their relationship and seeks solace, first with Marie-Lou, and then with Charles, who has just returned after leaving for greener pastures. Now that he's back, Charles hopes to restart his relationship with Steph, but he soon realizes that none of the things that drove him away in the first place have changed.  A unique and compelling new voice on the independent film scene, Rodrique Jean has captured something essential about human nature — a universal truth about the pain of isolation and the all-consuming need for love. FULLBLAST is a fi

A complex, fast-paced but deliberately fragmented story of young lust, unrequited love and racial prejudice set in rural France, Full Speed zeroes in on four central characters, all in their early twenties, who seem doomed from the start. Samir, a beautiful Beur (Pari-sian slang for a young Arab) from Algeria, has a growing post-teenage crush on Quentin, a successful novelist who observes the people around him as the basis for his fiction but wants desperately to escape small town life. Quentin has a relationship with Julie, a free-spirited girl (she likes fast cars and drinking shots) who can’t resist Jimmy, a gorgeous young tough who’s always in trouble. As their lives intersect, the characters’ exploration of their bisexuality is interrupted by racism, as French anti-Arab hatreds lead to tragedy. Discovered in André Téchiné’s Wild Reeds (an obvious inspiration for his work here) the young actor-turned-director Gaël Morel makes his feature directing debut with Full Speed, which co-stars Reed’s Stéphane Ride
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It was the largest act of civil disobedience in Canadian history: nearly 900 women were arrested for blockading the logging road at Clayoquot Sound, where a rainforest was being clear-cut by private corporations. The protesters ranged from gray-haired grandmothers to barefoot little girls, many taking a public political stand for the first time in their lives. Through footage of the protests and interviews with the arrested women, this enormously moving   documentary explores the politicization of "hundreds of law abiding citizens who quite simply could no longer stand idly by and watch the continued decimation of our natural world." From the devastating opening shots of thousands of acres of clear-cut land to the   ten-year-old girl explaining to the police why she is willing to be arrested, Fury For The Sound delineates with passionate clarity the connection between political activism and   personal empowerment.   — Sarah Pemberton Strong
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Our program of reflections on bisexual identities and relationships starts off with the sharp Channel 4 documentary Greed, a discussion of common stereotypes about bisexuals. Two women discuss their dating options in In Frame. Mom, I Think I’m... presents a young woman dealing with coming out as bisexual to her lesbian mom and friends. Some boys and girls get the fetish treatment in Peep, and in Peach Lucy (“Xena: Warrior Princess”) Lawless gives instructions on reaching out for life's pleasures. The object of a gay boy's desire is suddenly available, now that he has broken up with his girlfriend, in Out On Holiday. And lastly, we meet The Kinsey 3, a sassy trio of art thieves who are, in a word, versatile. — Jeff Ross

We begin our popular Saturday shorts program with two films about personal grooming and well-being:  Popularity has a satirical take on 50’s health films, and Shaving The Castro pays tribute to Louie’s 1932 Castro Barbershop just across the street. A gay New Yorker returns to his childhood home in the South for his sister’s coming out ball and contemplates his own coming out in The Debutantes. In Gasp a young man struggles with his sexuality while his gay friend’s sharp tongue and promiscuous behavior give him reasons for staying in the closet. It’s a typical Sunday for roommates Scott, a gay lab technician, and Gwen, a lesbian artist/waiter, in Not Alone: A Hallowe’en Romance, except it is October 31, and there’s a protest march that evening against gay bashing – and the boy from last night is calling for another date.

Following an obscure escape route through the snowy French countryside, destroying thousands of public records at federal offices in Holland, living as a man as the Nazi's search for the only female conductor in Holland…  These are not plot points from the newest Hollywood action movie meant to chill and thrill you, but are events from the true life-story of Frieda Bellinfante. A handsome and courageous Jewish lesbian, Frieda was instrumental in the Holland Resistance during WWII and made history as one of the first female conductors.  Chronicling her life and loves through interviews, photographs, and historical footage, we see the amazing path that Frieda took: from her birth in Amsterdam to her flight from the Nazi's into Switzerland, from her move to the United States to the revival of her musical and conducting career once she settled in Hollywood. Charming, honest, and exciting, …BUT I WAS A GIRL tells of a remarkable life filled with trials, successes, loves, and loss — the whole of the fascinating hum

These new works by black lesbian filmmakers are definitely on the funny, raunchy homegirl side. Hair – and the lack of it – play a big part in Jamika Ajalon’s beautiful experimental film Memory Tracks, about a woman’s search for her identity as a filmmaker. In Uhuru, a young African woman struggles with the traditions of her country and her desire to come out. Tomboy, a documentary, chronicles the filmmaker’s childhood experiences. In Stephanie Wynne’s farcical Gay Black Female, Jadah tries to find love and a Toni Braxton lookalike in the personals, but ends up on the bad side of a female Gangsta, while Train Station, set in Chicago in the ’50s, tells of the romance between a butch and a femme.

Riyad Vinci Wadia is a noted Bombay-based filmmaker who has produced and directed what are considered to be the first ever indigenously produced gay films from India, a country in which the act of homosexuality is punishable by life imprisonment, and where over 50 million men are estimated to have sex with other men. BOMgaY uses the often harsh, sometimes lyrical poetry of R. Raj Rao to portray a gay subculture that is fast maturing in cosmopolitan India. 	A Mermaid Called Aida is a fascinating documentary that reveals the enigmatic real life story of India's most famous transsexual, the fabulous Aida Banaji. Director Wadia explores the politics of gender and in so doing boldly challenges perceptions of race, culture and social morality. 	Finally, Nathalie Khanna's Gay Bombay looks at this emergence of gay networks in Bombay and questions what it means to be gay in India. 

Rosa von Praunheim's documentary begins with 19th-century gay personalities and ends in our very own City by the Bay. Along the way, von Praunheim takes on the immense task of chronicling a mostly Western-European gay history. Using historical reenactments as well as interviews with German historians and citizens, the film details some of the atrocities inflicted on gays through the ages for practicing "the love that dare not speak its name.” We've come a long way from the days of Nazi concentration camps and blackmailing, and for von Praunheim there's no clearer symbol of that change than present-day San Francisco. He portrays the City Over The Rainbow as the nexus of a broader queer sensibility, a place where our identities have moved well beyond closed doors and into city hall. Von Praunheim captures bear love at the annual Folsom Street Fair, lesbian parents speaking out at a local PTA meeting, and drag queens campaigning for presidential office. In Rosa’s eyes, the future could not be brighter. — Michael

Gay Cuba takes a candid look at one of Cuba’s most controversial human rights issues: the treatment of gay and lesbian people since the Cuban Revolution of 1959. This one hour documentary takes the viewer through three decades of conflict and transformation, providing insight into Cuban culture and society rarely seen. With a dynamic cast of characters, including a radio show host, a union leader, a drag queen and a musician, Gay Cuba takes us through the personal experiences of family, society, political institutions and culture. Gay and lesbian Cubans tell their stories of police harassment and gay-positive psychologists, accounts of expulsion from political organizations and election to political leadership. Gay Cuba demonstrates the sometimes contradictory and always changing reality in a society that considers itself to be “in the 36th year of Revolution.”    Moscow Fags looks at the lives of openly gay men in Russia, from those living in the prison system to those working to change that country’s legal 

Yes, Virginia, there were other gay-themed films of the ‘60s besides Boys in the Band—and The Gay Deceivers is the best of them.  The plot's simple: two straight all-American boys play sissy to dodge the draft; they move into a swishy all-gay L.A. apartment complex, and a comedy of misunderstanding ensues.  The Gay Deceivers is like Love, American Style on drugs; it's lurid, weird, and unintentionally funny. What makes the movie really treasurable, however, is Michael Greer (who went on to feature as another queen in Fortune in Men's Eyes); his swishes and turns were such a hit with audiences that the distributor switched ad campaigns after a week's release, billing him as the star.
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Taking it to the streets is just what the activists in these short films are inspiring us to do. James Wentzy of DIVA TV (Damned Interfering Video Activists) documents the police violence that broke out during the political funeral held in NYC in Matthew Shepard Political Funeral. A room full of radical queers reject the commercialization of gay pride, and celebrate and organize toward building alternatives in Gay Shame ’98. In 1993, Massachusetts passed an anti-discrimination law that established the rights of gay and lesbian  students. Looking For Common Ground traces the history of how one controversial high school refused to enforce the law, and how some students empowered themselves and fought back. Narrated by Angela Davis, Blind Eye To Justice: HIV+ Women Incarcerated In California portrays the injustices of the California prison system as seen through the eyes of incarcerated HIV positive women. This  stirring documentary made by the Women’s Positive Legal Action Network gives voice to those who are s

Before the better-known Word is Out, Bressan produced his hands-across-gay-America panorama, Gay USA. Twenty years ago, before the idea caught on all over the world, Arthur Bressan produced a film portrait of a day in the life of America called Gay USA. Bressan commissioned filmmakers throughout the country to record every Lesbian and Gay Pride parade or march which took place in June of 1977. He then mixed that footage with on-the-street interviews, gay women and men talking about their lovers and how they came out. Some of the highlights from this revolutionary document include lesbians marching against housework and drag queens protesting fascism. Gendernauts, the latest feature from festival favorite Monica Treut (Seduction: The Cruel Woman, Virgin Machine) examines gender  elimination phenomena in the Bay Area at the end of the millennium. As a jumping-off point, Treut uses the female spotted hyena, whose blood contains a large amount of testosterone, to challenge our  perception of what is male or female. Then, Sandy Stone, self-proclaimed "goddess of cyberspace," guides us on a journey to a broader understanding of gender and gender roles.  	Stone introduces us to: Max Wolf Valerio, a female-to-male transsexual, who examines what it is to be male in his book, "Max, A Man;” Texas Tomboy, a video artist who finds the shifting earth below San Francisco to be a direct parallel to  internal shifts of identity; Jordy Jones and Stafford, visual artists and collaborators in the gender-bending playground Club Confidential; and Hida Viloria, an intersex woman who lives between two genders.  	Sex goddess Annie Sprinkle and former queen of the night club scene

Tasty shorts you'll want to nibble on.  	Have you ever been turned on, put off, felt up, let down, picked up and left alone, all in one night? No? Then you haven’t met Randy in Come And Go. Three people go on a magical road trip in Life History Of A Star. Quick End With Passion finds a dyke plumber with too many choices. Wink is the story of a young high school girl who struggles with her identity. Georgie Girl goes retro, and the boob tube takes over in T.V. Did This To Me. 

Get Over It is an insightful caustic comedy about a group of handsome but emotionally selfish young gay men and their highly dysfunctional sexual entanglements. When Steven (Tony Morgan) is unceremoniously dumped by his boyfriend Derek (Nicholas Katsapetses), his best friend Pam (Deborah Cordell) in a well-intentioned but misguided attempt to coax him out of depression, invites all their friends up from L.A. The group is made up of supposedly straight Spencer (Christian Canterbury) who has read somewhere that to be fully in touch with his sexuality, a man must exercise his sphincter muscle to its full extent; his exasperated wife; Christine and Sarah, a lesbian couple who are joined at the clit and who never argue; and Robert, who brings his beautiful but bratty eighteen-year-old boyfriend Michael. Constantly swapping partners, the boys can't seem to stop arguing among themselves. Quickly fed up, the women ditch them and drive back to L.A. leaving the boys to untangle their own mess. Meanwhile, Steven is left

Get out your boas, your press-on nails, and your size 13 pumps. Dragtime, a full-length documentary, attempts to answer threeburning questions about drag performers: Why do they do it? How do they do it? And where did they get that cleavage? From a trendy lounge in Manhattan to a New Orleans Mardi Gras, from a popular revue in Atlanta to a visit with Charles Busch in sunny California, Dragtime takes us on a tour of a cultural phenomenon, replete with poignant interviews, fabulous musical numbers, and plenty of chic, hip-hugging ensembles. The performers include Varla Jean Merman, the Lady Bunny, Charles Busch, Lypsinka, and many more rouged and raucous prima-donalds. 	Preceded by two shorts: After seeing Avant Toi, a hysterical parody of Piaf, you’ll never be afraid of subtitles again; and Get That Girl, in which a costume party goes horribly horribly wrong.

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Home of the largest lesbian and gay community center in Europe, Glasgow is the setting and subject of this new four-part Channel Four television 'docu-soap'. The film features a cast of real-life characters whose stories are interwoven into a rich tapestry. From the Mr. Gay UK finals to a lesbian custody battle, the series follows six Glasgow citizens through the dramas and rituals of their daily lives. Jim, a former shipyard worker, is a reluctant recruit for country western dancing classes, while Erin is fighting to complete a line up of women drummers to perform at a imminent gig. June fights for custody of her 4-year-old son, while student Julie gets a job with photographer Della Grace, but meets with disapproval at college. Building to a vibrant and colorful finale, Glasgow Kiss is more soap-like than most actual soaps, just as riveting, and most importantly, true.

Derek Jarman's last film is a luminous, lyrical history of the maker's life between 1970 and 1986, set to new music by Brian Eno.  Jarman once again reinvents himself and his style in Glitterbug.  Using rare and unseen moments from his archive of Super 8 footage, he structures the film in short, chronological sequences.  Glitterbug opens in his studio by the Thames, where Jarman made his first film.  There is also a sequence at the second Alternative Miss World contest (a very '70s event), as well as behind-the-scenes shots from the making of Sebastiane and Jubilee.  Glitterbug catches up with the '80s in shots of dancer Michael Clarke, and Tilda Swinton in an uncanny precursor of Orlando's garden scene. Glitterbug is entirely wordless.  Brian Eno's moving score lends the film a beautiful pace, while Jarman's exquisite images engrave themselves on the eye.

Coexecutive-produced by Tom Kalin (Swoon) and 1994 Frameline Award–winner Christine Vachon, Go Fish has the charm and audacity of such debut independent features as She's Gotta Have It and Slacker.   A three-star review from the prestigious Screen International compares Go Fish to 1991's Poison, suggesting that Go Fish signals "the belated advent of lesbian cinema," and it brightl

Our annual collection of shorts made by and about young queers. THE MAN FROM VENUS is a poetic first-person account of the transgendered dystopia. A girl hero takes on the lesbian nation in SUPERDYKE: THE MOVIE. A 12-year-old boy discusses his enjoyment of drag performing in JAKE "TODAY I BECAME A MAN." And a teenage girl must decide between love, adventure, community service, and the chance to meet her idol in one of this year’s Completion Fund winners, A LITTLE FIERCE. 

Flash back to 1988. Reaganomics and a thriving second wave of punk music and culture are in full swing. In this atmosphere — full of violence, drugs, parties, and sexuality — 17-year-old punk rocker Terri is in over her head when she makes a trip to New York to distribute her 'zine "Skid Marks."  Facing the recent loss of her stepfather, Terri's venture to New York is full of surprises. When her car goes missing she and her friends have only one person to turn to, Terri's "Uncle Henry." Uncle Henry is actually her biological father who she believes abandoned her at birth. In reality, he was pushed out of her life because of his sexual preference (his boyfriend is played by Fred Schneider of the B-52's). Once Terri learns the truth, they begin the process of rebuilding their relationship. But her years of resentment don't make it easy. After a few false starts and some all too adult experiences, Terri grows up a little and they start to make real progress.   A touching and honest drama that fully ascribes to t
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Is it porn or is it art?  It’s both, in this entertaining and hot shorts program.  Dirty Baby Does Fire Island tells of a naive but very expressive baby doll who washes onto the shores of Fire Island and discovers drugs and sex. Going Down is hotter and more realistic than anything you have on your video shelf, and in Better Than Joe, a man has sex with a doll in the shower. Pansexual Public Porn is a pornographic FTM home video filmed live in a British gay cruising site, while Andy may be the ultimate gay male film: a man jacking off in his living room as his voiceover describes his   decorating scheme.

Golden Gums probes the inner-workings of an indulged post-adolescent psyche.  A diagnostic exposition of the Narcissistic Personality Disorder foregrounds a personal story about love, loss and gold spray-painted plaster models of teeth. Self-portraiture facilitates reflexive psychoanalysis and dismantles autobiographical forms in a project about public confession and private performance. 

Profiling the life of 93-year-old lesbian activist Christine Burton, founder of a global networking  service for mid-life and older lesbians, Golden Threads exuberantly overturns our most deeply  rooted stereotypes and fears of aging. Having lived life to its fullest, Christine is a role model for young and old alike. Horse farmer, actress, business woman, college teacher and nun, she is everything women are told they cannot be. Her bravery, tenacity and fortitude reveal the wonderful things age can bring. By adding a wry and introspective narrative about the director undergoing a mid-life crisis, the film generates an intergenerational dialogue about sexuality, life choices and aging. At a time when the media commonly sentimentalizes, dismisses or  altogether ignores the old, Golden Threads offers an urgently needed antidote, showing us the gifts that age can bring. 	Sure enough, throw a party and they will come.  I Know A Place documents the small gay scene in a Canadian steel town, and how over the last 30

This dynamic program of new shorts from Spain starts in one of those infamous European BACK ROOMs. In PARENTHESIS a wheelchair-confined teenager finds unexpected happiness when he's left home with a handsome male nurse, and in DESIRE a husband and wife meet a pair of sailors in a park. THE WINNER is frankly one of the most bizarre films we've seen this year, and GOLDEN WHORE is the story of a young man who rents himself out for his emotions. Next, a young girl develops a fascination for more than BARGAIN LINGERIE, and in DOORS CUT DOWN 16-year-old Guillermo defiantly cruises the neighborhood mall making frequent use of men's room stalls.

Teen boys grapple with their mixed-up emotions, growing bodies, and latent libidos in this program of cinematic gems. Joseph just wants to please his family in A Good Son, but an incident on the rooftop leaves him feeling ashamed and confused. Stanley Beloved offers a tender view of interracial love between ex-pats in Hong Kong. Beautifully shot and wonderfully acted, One Of Them looks at two best friends in serious denial of their feelings for other males and possibly each other. They see no irony in dishing about hairstyles and movie stars while carrying out homophobic hijînx. But their wide-eyed view of the world comes crashing down when their relationship takes a dramatic turn. The ending is both understated and sublime.

Weaving together short, lyrical vignettes, The Grace Of God is a contemplative, meditative walk through one man’s psyche. Using a train ride as a metaphor for the voyage we make through life, the filmmaker shares stories with us about his emerging sexuality, coming out, and the discovery of first love. The loss of a childhood friend and the illness of his father are mixed with horror stories of the trials and pains of failed psychoanalysis. Footage of the cast and crew during the production of the film is interlaced between the various vignettes and allows us to share in the director's creative process. Open and honest, Canadian director Gerald L’Ecuyer is generous in revealing both his failures and his successes as he searches for meaning in his life. This enormously moving work, beautifully shot on both film and video over a period of ten years,  shows how the  journey of life is more important than the final destination.   — Brad Robinson

Last year we showed you the trailer for Georgina Corzine’s The Source, this year we are pleased to bring you the finished film, a surf adventure docu-drama about hot surfer chicks, mermaids and the courageous women of the Bay Area who relentlessly pursue that perfect curl. 

Grab your wig and high heels and get ready for some of the best (and sickest) drag in this year’s Festival. Block-rockin' mixmasters Marsha and Bibi start things off as they let us in on some of the secrets of the trade in Global DJ Superstars. Drag queens from our nation's capital are featured in Pumps, a look at DC’s annual "High Heel Race," where all sorts of drag wannabes take to the streets. Offering a change of pace, The Grass Is Greener finds a British drag queen bunking up with a butch lesbian on a gay singles holiday. 	Described as "the Miss America Pageant with eight guys," L.A.’s "Battle for the Tiara" is one of Hollywood’s hottest tickets, and, as this chronicle of the event shows, one of the best amateur drag shows around. Complete with celebrity judges and the full gamut of competitions – bathing suit, evening gown, interview and talent – the Battle has everything you need for a successful pageant and a hilarious show.

Our program of reflections on bisexual identities and relationships starts off with the sharp Channel 4 documentary Greed, a discussion of common stereotypes about bisexuals. Two women discuss their dating options in In Frame. Mom, I Think I’m... presents a young woman dealing with coming out as bisexual to her lesbian mom and friends. Some boys and girls get the fetish treatment in Peep, and in Peach Lucy (“Xena: Warrior Princess”) Lawless gives instructions on reaching out for life's pleasures. The object of a gay boy's desire is suddenly available, now that he has broken up with his girlfriend, in Out On Holiday. And lastly, we meet The Kinsey 3, a sassy trio of art thieves who are, in a word, versatile. — Jeff Ross

Richard Natale’s debut feature chronicles the ups and downs of a gay relationship from its flirtatious beginning in 1978 to its painful demise ten years later. Philip wakes one morning following the death of his lover Guy and begins to try and make sense of the 10-year relationship. Flashing back and forth in time, Green Plaid Shirt follows the lovers from  their awkward meeting at a garage sale through a romantic courtship and into their years of struggle and strife to keep the relationship afloat. Compelling and sincere, Green Plaid Shirt delivers an honest dose of reality: the understated performances and witty dialogue ring true about the forces which tear people apart and ultimately keep them together.  	Opening the program is AIDS Tears, a testimony of a married man in love with a man with AIDS. — Brad Robinson

This program features a range of queer visions all in animation and stop action !  Two shorts in this program use precision lighting and staging to bring their stars to life.  A Few Good Ken stars two plastic dolls as everyday gays trying to find happiness in the gay ’90s.  In Death’s Angel Barbie portrays Beverly Allitt, a real-life pediatric nurse now serving a prison sentence for killing several children in her care.    A love song of sorts, My Moon Her World sings in colors and motion.  This experimental stop-action short only hints at a story.  Its director, Vicky Smith, creates an overwhelming mood that makes you forget that you even needed to climax.  Punk shorts aren’t just music videos! In this program of nine shorts, you’ll get a dose of abrasive punk guitar chords, but you’ll also find out that some stories can only be filmed with a do-it-yourself attitude.  In Femme Bitch Top, local San Francisco girls and the dykes from Tribe 8 take the spotlight. The Devil Inside features Sadie Benning as the bu

Videomaker Ellen Spiro captures the people, places, politics, and queer roadside signs of the South. In a series of vivid moving picture postcards, Spiro visits landmarks, events, and just plain characters, including the Gay Rodeo, Mardi Gras, Gay Pride in Atlanta, Rhythmfest women's music festival, the Short Mountain Radical Faerie sanctuary, Dollywood, and Miss Miller's Eternal Love and Care Pet Cemetery. Interviews with gay men and lesbians along the way convey the range of Southern lives—from Iris, a black lesbian living in a bus in the Ozarks to Rita, a retired military officer, now a drag queen in New Orleans. With strength and insight, the interviews in Greetings from Out Here addresses the politics of being out in the South, the impact of AIDS in the rural South, and the relation between the gay and civil rights movements.

Grief is a bittersweet comedy set behind the scenes on a bad daytime TV drama, starring Last Exit to Brooklyn's Alexis Arquette, Swoon's Craig Chester, and Illeana Douglas from Alive. It's a low-budget, big-laugh Soapdish-y riff.  The TV show is in trouble.  Jo, the ebullient, chain-smoking producer, is leaving to become a Hungarian housewife; the men in suits upstairs are squeezing the budget; the photocopier keeps breaking down; and, worst of all, someone is leaving nighttime cum stains on the office sofa. Clearly, the courtroom drama's bizarre on-screen confessions—involving lesbian trapeze artists and schizophrenic housewives—are but nothing compared to the backstage antics.      Melancholy Bill (Craig Chester) and patronizing Paula (Nicholas Nicklebly's Lucy Gutteridge) are prime candidates to replace Jo, but it's a tough choice. Besides, Bill is still recovering from the year-old loss of his boyfriend, and he's caught up in a foolish crush on Alexis Arquette.      Grief delivers something we've been lac

Deborah Tennis’ films are shocking and fans say they are as real as it gets. Follow the rise to fame of this cult filmmaker and movie star. From the beginning, films like The Maiming of the Shrew and  A Tale of Two Severed Titties drew record breaking crowds and launched Deborah’s career as the pioneer directress of weekly produced “gore” films. Are Tennis’ films nothing more than cheap celluloid bloodlust celebrating literary blasphemy, or is this art at its most popular? Find out at the Grindhouse.

This powerful shorts program begins with a new film from Christine Parker, the director of Peach, Hinekaro Goes on a Picnic and Blows Up Another Obelisk, which is an other-worldly gem, and ends with a blast! Dorothy Allison (Bastard Out of Carolina) tells of her growing up poor and white in the South in Tina Di Feliciantonio & Jane C. Wagner’s award winning short Two or Three Things But Nothing for Sure. A dying old woman turns out to have a mysterious and surprising past in Steve Rimkus's delightful short Dancing. Groove on a Stanley Knife is kinetic, gritty, and visually defiant: While fleeing crack dealers in northern England, two fierce and fearless young women tackle conflicts arising from differing sexualities and drug use. Against a backdrop of past lies and betrayal, the women persist in struggling for a healthier life.

Devoid of sentimentality and stereotype, The Delta is a first feature of extraordinary lyricism, sensitivity, and compassion. Awash with the sensual textures and sounds of Memphis and the Mississippi, Ira Sachs’ film transports us deep into a rich and regional naturalism strangely evocative of British social realism. The film’s character and articulation of place, however, are distinctly American.  	The carefully constructed narrative follows the burgeoning romance between two ill-matched young men: Lincoln, an affluent white teenager, and John, a working-class emigré born to a Vietnamese mother and an American G.I. Following their fleeting liaison in the front of the family station wagon, Lincoln unexpectedly invites John to spend the night navigating the Delta on his father’s boat. Sachs’ tender exploration of the politics of class, sexuality and racial difference transcends the symbolic weight of his characterization, creating a film of great depth and anguished complexity.  	Plus Guitar Man, featuring mal

From raunchy sex to girls with guns, don't miss this hot selection of titillating shorts. CHICKS WITH GUNS proves it's always best to be rescued by a beautiful woman, and battling cigarette girls get down and dirty in KINKY PINKYS. Two women shower each other with intense passion on the streets of New York in DARLING INTERNATIONAL, while the Hail Mary's provide the rock score for OVERRIDE.

How many movies can you think of that begin with a group of guys discussing the places on the male body from which one could sip champagne — with the aforementioned body (impossibly chiseled, of course) stretched out in full voyeuristic view? GYPSY BOYS scores with this and countless other oh-so-glad-to-be-gay scenarios that make his first feature a delight to behold. With an ear for picking up dialogue both clicking and clichéd, writer/director Brian Shepp bares both the tight cheeks and the tongue-in-cheeks that seem to preoccupy the majority of gay men, and he succeeds in revealing the shallow end of the pool that most of us would rather not admit dipping into. The film bursts with local actors whom you've undoubtedly seen cruising the Castro and boasts stand-out performances by Adam Gavner as the sensitive Steven and Alberto Rosas as the appealing Mandy.  Imagine how George Cukor might have done THE WOMEN, using all gay men, if only he had read Maupin's TALES OF THE CITY first — think jungle Jim red — and

Michael Clark, the sexy, internationally acclaimed twenty-three-year-old "rock star" of the British dance world is the subject of Hail the New Puritan, produced by Charles Atlas for Channel 4 in Great Britain.   Atlas employs a fictional/documentary style to present a wild chronicle of a day in Clark's life.  Clever shooting and editing accentuate the superb dancing of Clark's company and the unabashed sexuality that infuses the punk star's work. Hail the New Puritan begins with a skillfully executed dream sequence and follows Clark from waking through returning home at dawn the following morning.  During this very active day Clark charms his way through an interview with a dance critic, works out with his company, performs in a surreal skit with members of the post-punk band The Fall, travels to a cemetery to participate in the filming of an underground featurette, has an erotic encounter in a mirrored bedroom, leads the action at a nightclub and finally heads home, where he dances to exhaustion to Elvis Pre

Using his camera-conscious, pseudo cinema-verité style, Canadian filmmaker Sky Gilbert continues the tradition of his 1993 Festival hit My Addiction with his latest feature My Summer Vacation. The film tells the story of Joe, a young man at the end of his youth, in search of love. His older lover leaves for Europe and gives Joe a movie camera with the suggestion that Joe film his sexual escapades while he’s away. Our hero takes to the streets of Toronto, camera in tow, interviewing likely (and unlikely) boyfriends up and down Church Street, the heart of that city’s gay district. After innumerable rejections, Joe finds Chris and takes him home to seduce him. The new friendship proves rocky as Chris refuses to go to a party attended by Joe’s friends: a hooker, a stripper and a drug addict. The cultural divide between the two becomes greater when Chris introduces Joe to his bed-ridden, hypochondriacal mother. In the end, Joe has loved and lost, and has learned some important lessons about love during his final s

Raised to be a Pentacostal minister, Ron Athey spoke in tongues at age ten, was a heroin addict at seventeen, and a performance artist at twenty-three. An extensively pierced and  tattooed HIV+ gay man who conducts sadomasochistic rituals as a form of personal religion, Athey has been a primary target in the Radical Right's war against art in America. Hallelujah! presents an overview of Athey's life and work. It contains footage of his "Four Scenes in a Harsh Life" and other pieces shot live on stage in Mexico and Zagreb, Croatia. It also includes candid interviews with Athey and his performance troupe of self-professed "freaks," who all feel disenfranchised from mainstream society on the basis of their sexual orientation, gender presentation, and participation in various subcultures. Hallelujah! is a compelling documentary from the front lines of the social struggle, a portrait of artists attempting to preserve their freedom to express their identities. It’s a must-see for   anyone who cares about contempora

The women in this selection of films have several things in common — they're determined, strong willed, and spirited.  A 1982 court order finally opened the door for hundreds of women to make good money swinging hammers and digging ditches during the construction of LA's Century Freeway. In HAMMERING IT OUT: WOMEN IN THE CONSTRUCTION ZONE, many of the women who worked on the project talk vividly about what it means for them to work as carpenters, ironworkers, and pile drivers. We watch them at work, and they talk about the obstacles they face in this male-centric field, begging the question — are female construction workers the Rosie the Riveters of our time?  Can five angry lesbians complete a building that passes inspection? Find out in the FEMINIST BUILDING PROJECT. And a woman reflects on the hard work her girlfriend must perform to succeed in a male dominated profession in MORE THAN A PAYCHECK.  

Dance music in all its forms has swept the pop scene over the last few years, becoming one of the most influential (and profitable) segments of the music industry. But as mainstream music lovers have embraced the music – hip-hop, trip-hop, techno, house, hard house, big beat, jungle, acid jazz or whatever – they have tended to ignore or dismiss its roots in gay discos and clubs. Now the SFILGFF brings this powerful social phenomenon home to the queer world with Hang The DJ – a stunning feature-length documentary profile of the people who keep us shaking our butts. 	Filmmakers Marco and Mauro La Villa (Italian/Canadian twins with a prolific career making short films and music videos) have assembled an impressive cast for their riotous and insightful dance party of a film. International DJ superstars Junior Vasquez, Q-Bert, Roger Sanchez, A-Trak, Roc Raida, Jellybean Benitez, Cut Killer, The X-Men and the  legendary Larry Levan (who has been called the most influential DJ ever) all spin their stuff on camera, a

This sampling of recent FTM shorts features the made-for-British-TV film A Shot Of Manhood, starring local San Francisco trans activists/artists Jordy Jones and Stafford, with Matt Rice turning in a terrific supporting performance in the hilarious fudge-packing lecture/demo scene. Hans Scheirl talks with Lucia Davis about early transition and his film Dandy Dust (see page 44) in Hans’ New Film. Scheirl shows up again as one of five gender adventurers in St. Pelagius The Penitent, a nicely art-directed bit of whimsy that uses the tribulations of an early Christian saint as a   pretext for chatting about hormones and stuff with some transguys. In Boys In The Backyard local tranny boys Matt and Jo sit together in their backyard and talk about their daddy/boy relationship, transgender life, love, tattoos and tomato plants. 

 This collection of sexy shorts will rock your BVD’s or G-string off! In Panties, two girls go on a search to see girls – well, you know. A woman prepares  herself as an S&M gift in Happy Birthday, while another is put to the test by a headmistress in School. Beautifully shot images of fisting and  fucking are interspersed with dreamy environmental footage in Evie Leder’s long awaited dyke porn film bed. An aloof butch finds herself face to face with her fantasy girl in Wet Dress. Two women transform their sexual relationship through dance in the Italian film Avit. Bite Me Again explores the lesbian/ gender bending/transgendered/leather/S&M scene in a playful, fun and sensually erotic manner through its video documentation of the popular award-winning play. 

This exciting  new documentary takes a unique look at an Irish community once hidden by religious and traditional prejudices. Being gay in Ireland was once a crime, now Irish laws give gays and lesbians complete equality with heterosexuals. The Happy Gordons explores the reasons for this sudden change of heart. Three gay Irish emigrants living in New York recount their stories of why they left Ireland and why emigration is such a big part of the Irish culture. Humorous and innovative The Happy Gordons uses theater and music, exciting footage of Gay Pride marches in Dublin and Belfast, the St. Patrick's Day demo in New York, and lots of interesting interviews to keep those who watch it totally absorbed. For anyone who has an interest in the diversity of Irish culture, this must be the most compelling documentary to come from Northern Ireland, ever.

A complex, fast-paced but deliberately fragmented story of young lust, unrequited love and racial prejudice set in rural France, Full Speed zeroes in on four central characters, all in their early twenties, who seem doomed from the start. Samir, a beautiful Beur (Pari-sian slang for a young Arab) from Algeria, has a growing post-teenage crush on Quentin, a successful novelist who observes the people around him as the basis for his fiction but wants desperately to escape small town life. Quentin has a relationship with Julie, a free-spirited girl (she likes fast cars and drinking shots) who can’t resist Jimmy, a gorgeous young tough who’s always in trouble. As their lives intersect, the characters’ exploration of their bisexuality is interrupted by racism, as French anti-Arab hatreds lead to tragedy. Discovered in André Téchiné’s Wild Reeds (an obvious inspiration for his work here) the young actor-turned-director Gaël Morel makes his feature directing debut with Full Speed, which co-stars Reed’s Stéphane Ride

When a string of brutal slayings leaves several male hustlers dead, rookie cop Raymond Vates must battle both the killer and a police force reluctant to investigate what it dismisses as a bunch of "misdemeanor murders." Vates can’t share the department’s indifference – he’s gay himself, though closeted. But his involvement soon becomes more than professional when, during the course of his investigation, he unknowingly cruises the killer, Jack, in a gay bar. A troubled drifter in an underworld of trailer parks and dead-end jobs, Jack stalks beautiful young men in the nighttime streets of Los Angeles. But after cop and killer spend an evening together having sex, Vates becomes Jack’s new target.  The killer steals the     detective’s badge and implicates him in the murder spree. Vates is forced to come out on the job in order to remain on the case and – more importantly – to clear his own name. A cross between Seven and Priest, Hard is a gruesome, suspenseful, and totally absorbing crime drama.  	 Note: Hard co

SEX! SEX! SEX! A treat for every libido-loving lesbian, these two films have everything a girl needs for fantasy, inspiration, instruction, and just plain old porn movie fun!   HARD LOVE is a titillating, thrusting, strap it on sort of crowd pleaser which follows the separate sexy trysts between two recently estranged lovers and their exciting new women. Featuring beautiful femmes, saucy strip teases, handsome butches, and hot tub fun with a surprisingly interesting plot, HARD LOVE is soon to be a lesbian porn classic, and you can see it here first!  As if that isn't enough, we follow it up with HOW TO FUCK IN HIGH HEELS, a true San Francisco style erotic film. Based on a performance piece by Shar Rednour, HOW TO FUCK IN HIGH HEELS incorporates the spoken word of her original work and puts it together with a campy performance — with enough high heels and glitter to keep even the pickiest butch happy. Full of femmes, frolicking, fucking, and fun, HOW TO FUCK IN HIGH HEELS keeps its tongue firmly in cheek.   

Our collection of shorts by local gay film and video artists runs the gamut, from the sublime to the ridiculous. A sexy music video from Pansy Division starts off the program and we end with a visit from a psychic fairy dragmother. In between, the films explore everything from kissing to disability and from AIDS to your lover's aunt's porn. 

“Harigata” (the dildo in Japanese culture) is a campy sci-fi XXX Super 8 film created from found 8mm footage of sci-fi flicks and re-shot vintage 8mm lesbian porn films. The invasion f Harigata might be Red-State America’s worst nightmare. An appropriate allegory for the growing fear of homosexuality in Dubya’s America.

You'll be taken on a visual odyssey as these innovative filmmakers voyage to the edges of creativity — Barbara Hammer style. BEAUTY IS THE BEAST tells the tragic story of Marlene Dietrich's secluded life. Using the laws of science as a metaphor, THE PHYSICS OF LOVE explores the intricacies of labor, disease, violence, and desire. STEIN'S COW is an experimental animated film based on Gertrude Stein's poetic definition of cow/orgasm. In the visually lush journey DISOBEDIENCE (all lower case), a mother on the lam moves far beyond the confines of home, heterosexuality, and the physical world. 

“My mind’s in a muddle. Like a thick fog. I can’t make sense to myself sometimes.”  -Ed Wood  This first feature-length documentary on Edward D. Wood, Jr. explores just who this man was. He made only five movies. Some say they weren’t very good. But Ed Wood is more well known today than other, more famous filmmakers who were his contemporaries. His films are now very popular, and his work has been accorded a retrospective at the Museum of Modern Art in New York. But who was Edward D. Wood, Jr.? Was he the World War II Marine and war hero who wore ladies’ underwear at the Battle of Tarawa? Was he the dashing and handsome man who secretly was a transvestite, attracting the most beautiful starlets in Hollywood to be his lovers? Or was he the Orson Welles of low-budget filmmaking who discovered muscleman Steve Reeves and befriended Bela Lugosi, creating films for him when no one else would hire him? Perhaps no one else in the history of Hollywood has had their work so maligned and misunderstood. Finally, we hear 

Taking that first big step into gaydom can be a wonderful and very trying experience.  These four shorts look at just what that important first kiss can mean. In BIRTHDAY TIME Christopher is three days away from his 18th birthday and he's determined to get his first gay kiss before then. His target? Mom's married-with-children and closed best friend Tom. HE BOP! looks back on how teenager Ryan Walker, guided by the spirit of his eccentric grandmother (Mink Stole), struggles to find his gay identity. CRUSH, 12-year-old Tina is infatuated with 16-year-old Robbie. Bonding over TV and bubblegum music, they become best friends; however, unbeknownst to Tina, Robbie has developed a crush of his own. Set in a small Texas town in 1986, SOMETHING CLOSE TO HEAVEN is the story of a boy's struggle with his sexual awakening, helped by a special imaginary friend living in his backyard.

Head On is a narcotic ride through a powder keg of racial tension, police homophobia and sexual abuse – all framed by a day in the life of a troubled soul who must confront his status as an immigrant and a gay man. 	Ari’s seemingly insatiable sexual appetite takes him from one back-alley tryst to the next. He’s a nihilist always looking for another drug, an escape from his existence on the margins. He has given the finger to the world and makes no apologies about it. 	His life is filled with contradictions. He both embraces and rejects his Greek heritage, telling one friend that when people see Greeks, "they only see hairy backs." He wants to be close to his family, yet finds his father’s authority oppressive. He has sex with what seems to be half the male population of Melbourne, yet half-heartedly fools around with his friend’s sister. These contradictions and the  incredible depth of Ari’s character drive the film. 	Audiences may remember Kokkinos’ wonderful dramatic short Only The Brave. She’s at it again
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Simon and Mark live together in London. When Mark dies of AIDS, Simon gets on with his life rather quickly, too quickly to suit the ghost of Mark, who reappears to disrupt Simon's cruising and then moves back into their flat to prompt Simon to experience and express feelings. Simon is adamant that feelings, especially love, are not for him. Subplots develop as Mark and Simon observe their neighbor Siobhan's love life and as Simon spends his days as a satellite-TV installer partnered with Dogger, a homophobe ignorant that Simon is gay. Is there any key that can unlock Simon's feelings and allow Mark to rest in peace? Written by <jhailey@hotmail.com> [from IMDB]

This thoroughly original must-see introduced Kate Winslet to the world. She plays a posh new girl who enters Christchurch Girls High School in a modest New Zealand town. There she befriends Pauline (later known as Paul), a brooding defiant loner who can shoot the most disturbing drop-dead looks. On the surface their friendship seems like a mishap — Juliet is polished and confident, Pauline more sulking and gawky. But their vivid imaginations and free spirits unite them in a profound relationship. They begin co-writing a fantastical medieval story, focused on the fictional characters Charles and Deborah. Reality begins to weave in and out, and the girls use the fictional world as an outlet for expressing their deepening attraction. When Juliet contracts TB and they are forced apart, they correspond through letters, impersonating the loving characters in their heavenly world. Both sets of parents become concerned that the "friendship" is becoming "unwholesome," and they attempt to separate the girls. This effor

Dykes doing drag, both butch and femme, rule the day in this program of shorts. In Murray For Mayor, a drag king runs for mayor of New York City with hilarious results, while an infomercial on hair removal inspires Tony to take to the streets in Disco Love. Independently Blue dives into the heady decadence of the 1930s club scene to explore an old woman’s memory of betrayal, and Soulsucka is an  exploration of shoes, shades, fur...and chrome.

A quiet revolution is starting up among intersexuals, people who have sexually ambiguous bodies, to resist the nonconsensual medical practices that now routinely mutilate hermaphroditic bodies. New intersexual identities explode familiar ideas of man and woman, queer and straight, and suggest ways for all of us to rethink the relationships between gender, sex, sexuality and body. This program includes both experimental video and conventional documentary filmmaking. They offer a fascinating introduction to intersexuality in the 90’s by covering topics as diverse as hermaphrodite villagers in the Dominican Republic, an intersex wedding in Oakland, and some riveting raw footage from the first international intersex gathering.  	A post-screening discussion will be led by transgender scholar Susan Stryker and hermaphrodite activists Suegee Tamar-Mattis and Cherly Chase of the Intersex Society of North America. 

A personal  portrait of David Summers, musical comedy performer,  cabaret singer, and person with  AIDS.  How he has dealt with both his homosexuality and diagnosis, problems with his family, and the  continuing supportive relationship he maintains with his lover.  An opporrtunity to view public and private aspects of a man involved in the  community.

Fun, Fun, Fun is what you’ll find in this year’s collection of new lesbian shorts. 	In the tender clay animation film Adam, a young girl is mistaken for a boy and relishes the opportunity. The end of one affair sparks the beginning of another in The Dinner Party, and a trip to the grocery store offers new opportunities in Twisted Sheets. Two lady soldiers – one German, one French – are lost in the woods and an encounter is inevitable in Heroines of Love. And a small town ladies group is awaiting word about a potential visit from their heroine, Mrs. Eleanor Roosevelt, when a scandal erupts and all hell breaks loose in the award-winning film What Became Known as...The Eleanor Affair.

From clay animated safe sex ads to sailors home on leave, these sexy shorts are bound to heat things up. Both Strike and 8 Ball Love are creative public service announcements for Sapphic safer sex. Things heat up on the bus ride to Sydney’s Mardi Gras in Cowgirl. Hey Sailor, Hey Sister is an erotic tale of a sailor on leave, and Fistfull is a sexy rumination on the one dyke’s fascinations with safer sex and – you guessed it – fisting. In Tattoo, a woman explores her wide-ranging desires, emotions and fantasies, and in The 3rd Party the big question is who slept with who – and when.

Here they are! This year' funniest, sexiest gay shorts. We begin with Steve and his unsatisfactory sex life in HI I'M STEVE — not to be confused with Steve of RICK & STEVE THE HAPPIEST GAY COUPLE IN ALL THE WORLD. And then, it's time to talk in SUNDAY AFTERNOON, followed by the sexually charged road movie HITCH. Last year's Audience Award winner, Carl Pfirman, returns with THE CONFESSION, a story of love, faith, and betrayal. And if you're tired of short films about AIDS, there's LOST CAUSE, a short film about AIDS. Finally, in $30 a young man has an unusual rite of passage with a caring prostitute (Sara Gilbert of ROSEANNE).

Ode is the story of Bobbie Lee, an all-American girl living in an all-American town. Like a lot of girls her age, 16-year-old Bobbie Lee has a boy on her mind. His name is Billie Joe McAllister, and Bobbie Lee just learned that he has jumped off the Tallahatchie Bridge. She flashes back to the first time she saw him, and to their slow courtship, kept secret from her strict parents. But Billy Joe had a secret, too, one which he told only to Bobbie Lee. The languid pace of this film perfectly captures an awkward Southern adolescence as it presents one possible back-story  of the famous Bobbie Gentry song. 	Hidden Child, a luminescent black-and-white short, begins with Johnny holding a precious relic –  a photograph of himself with his sister, Sarah. Dreamlike images play in his mind: his mother  beating his sister, his father aiming a shotgun as Sarah's ghostly image appears, entreating him to "come with me...to see things as they really are." After being beaten up by a gang of boys, Johnny wanders across a gra

Hide and Seek is Su Friedrich's daring exploration into wild, uncharted territory — lesbian adolescence in the 1960's. The film’s dramatic narrative tells the story of Lou, a 12 year-old tomboy who daydreams in a tree house and is horrified to discover that her best friend is taking an interest in boys. Interwoven with Lou's story are the mostly hilarious, sometimes painful recollections of adult lesbians who try to figure out how they got from there to here. Completing the picture are clips from a wide array of old scientific and educational films about young sexuality.  	Also playing is Pratibha Parmar’s newest film, Jodie, a fast-paced, breezy look at the transatlantic phenomenon that has made Hollywood actress Jodie Foster an icon for lesbians who identify with, adore and celebrate her. Fans and queer cultural critics share their favorite iconic moments, giving illuminating lesbian readings of Foster's key films. 

As the epidemic moves into its 17th year, the queer community continues to mourn those we’ve lost to AIDS and to help those who survive negotiate their lives. Positive is set in 1985, when an HIV-negative doctor tries to convince his lover to take an AIDS test. Negotiating Sex In An Age Of Panic asks how we can get away from the panic and still have great sex, while Breath says goodbye through four elegaic dance pieces. Rubber Gloves deals with a serious topic through humor, and Hide And Seek traces the development of a gay man’s identity in the age of AIDS. 

Our Opening Night film, High Art, begins with a familiar twentysomething premise: Syd enjoys a loving if lackluster relationship with her boyfriend James and a budding if menial job at a prestigious New York City photography magazine. This powerful shorts program begins with a new film from Christine Parker, the director of Peach, Hinekaro Goes on a Picnic and Blows Up Another Obelisk, which is an other-worldly gem, and ends with a blast! Dorothy Allison (Bastard Out of Carolina) tells of her growing up poor and white in the South in Tina Di Feliciantonio & Jane C. Wagner’s award winning short Two or Three Things But Nothing for Sure. A dying old woman turns out to have a mysterious and surprising past in Steve Rimkus's delightful short Dancing. Groove on a Stanley Knife is kinetic, gritty, and visually defiant: While fleeing crack dealers in northern England, two fierce and fearless young women tackle conflicts arising from differing sexualities and drug use. Against a backdrop of past lies and betrayal, the women persist in struggling for a healthier life. 

Barbara Hammer, prolific experimental filmmaker and documentarian and this year's Frameline Award winner, continues her ongoing exploration of lesbian images in society in this compelling, humorous, and empowering contribution to lesbian history. Focusing on pervading images prior to Stonewall, the film exposes not only popular lesbian representations — or misrepresentations — in culture and entertainment but also the controlling characterizations proliferated by the medical, scientific, and legal worlds.  Though some of the images date back to the nineteenth century, this is not merely a history lesson. In true Hammer experimental style — replete with humor, irony, and irreverance — it is a recontextualization of lesbian images that portrayed lesbian behavior as "illicit" and lesbians as mannish, neurotic, and cold outsiders.   In revealing montage, Hammer juxtaposes and morphs dramatic vignettes, reminiscent of 1940s crime scene photographer WeeGee, commercials, and archival footage from narrative, medical,

Intricately plotted, sexy and emotive, Stanley Kwan’s new film has a spontaneity and spark rare in Chinese cinema these days. Maybe because it’s his first feature since he "came out," Kwan gets into his characters’ emotions with real warmth.  	Computer nerd Wai (Sunny Chan) takes his wife Ah Moon (Chingmy Yau) for granted until he loses her in an air crash.  He then befriends a gay man (Eric Tsang), who becomes his first real confidant, but fails to notice that Jie (Ko Yue-Lin) a teenage kid from Taiwan, is obsessed with him. Finally, older and wiser Rosa Gao (Chingmy Yau again) helps Jie realize he’ll never get anywhere till he deals with his  feelings for Wai. 	The action takes place in 1997, the year of Hong Kong’s return to China. In some ways, this time reflects doubts and uncertainties about the future for Hong Kong and its people. But these characters’ struggles to understand their own feelings and  sexuality are absolutely universal. Kwan draws two excellent performances from cult-exploitation star Ch

The program title says it all. In Pom, a grunge dyke tries out for the University of Texas cheerleading squad. A woman makes a painting with her breasts in In Color, and a disenchanted lesbian refuses to give in to her bisexual desires because k.d. lang is on television in Bisexual Wannabe.

A global gay male experience?  While the situations in which gay men find themselves are often radically different, many  issues of our lives cross all borders. From Italy, Supergay contemplates the strength of imagination and the power of attraction. A  locker room is the setting for a seventeen year old’s homoerotic meditation on stardom in Particularly Now, In Spring. Paixao Nacional takes a somber look at the life one man has lived in Brazil and the U.S.  A young man in bed with his lover longs for his family in Home. Brit skinheads clash in Oi Queer, and in Twilight of the Gods two men of war, a Maori warrior and a European soldier, meet in an explosive clash of two cultures. An Italian officer gets caught in the schemes of a thief that will leave him changed forever in If All Goes Well I’ll Be On The Next Train.

Sometimes campy and always engaging, these expressive works about sexual and emotional abuse offer unique perspectives on self-discovery and finding faith and redemption. Particularly significant, two shorts address the oft neglected subject of male incest and survival. The WASH is a rich portrait of incest, silence, and love in what is ultimately a cleansing ritual. BROTHERLY LOVE follows the journey of two estranged brothers who confront childhood secrets. Film noir, camp, and a '50s pastel wonderland come together in NANCY DREW & THE MYSTERY OF THE HAUNTED BODY, a colorful comedy about a young female detective searching for the clues within recovered memories.   

This collection of shorts shows how easy and difficult, funny and sad, coming out can be. A young man imagines a luxurious DREAM KITCHEN in which he has the courage to tell his astonished parents the welcomed news: "I'm gay!" Frank Mosvold encourages us to surprise someone this Christmas — tell them you're a lesbian! — in HOME FOR CHRISTMAS. And one girl comes out the wrong way but with hilarious results in ANI. Best friends forever, Katie and Maura have dreamed of being WEEKI WACHEE GIRLS in a live mermaid show for as long as they can remember. It's the summer of '79, they're 15 and everything is changing; especially when Katie discovers Maura's secret. LOVE, LTD. confronts homophobia through a quirky tale of how a sister and brother turn a dysfunctional family dinner into an unappreciated coming out party.   Spend your afternoon enjoying this annual celebration of awesome girl shorts. When Katie finds her best friend kissing another girl, her world turns upside down in WEEKI WACHEE GIRLS. A young girl devel

Lesbians and gays from around the world have created a variety of housing situations that reflect their lifestyles, as well as their social and political status.  In Home Sweet Home, produced for this year's "Out" series on London's Channel Four, lesbians and gay men discuss the different strategies they've adopted in order to integrate their housing needs with their various lifestyles.

A hilariously surreal comedy set in a rarefied dream world of drag queen glitter and lovelorn lesbian longing, Homo Heights features       delicious performances by comedienne Lea DeLaria and high-camp icon Quentin Crisp. Heights tells the story of Malcolm, a gay guru who’s being held hostage by his onetime     protégé, the all-powerful drag queen Maria “The Donna” Callous, and the efforts of his close friend Clementine to help him escape from Maria’s evil clutches. As Clementine tries to juggle escape plans and the sudden      reappearance of her long-lost lover Stella, Maria becomes more determined than ever to keep Malcolm away from all outside influences. Things come to a head when Clementine and her friends hatch a plot that leads to an escape that is literally out of this world! With an exceedingly clever script that lovingly sends up every cinematic cliché known to man, Homo Heights is one part Dick Tracy, one part Priscilla, Queen Of The Desert, and a total delight. — Women in Cinema Film Festival

This documentary looks at the state of homophobia whroughout the world. It follows recent key events such as the horrific murder of Matthew Sheperd, the violent demonstrations in France of homosexual partners to the riots in India by extremists demonstrating against the film FIRE.

Headlining this visually elegant showcase, Tampon Thieves tells the story of Colombian drag queens and two young dykes who'd rather go to jail than pay for the privilege of menstruating. Wounded Bird is a violence-    riddled Japanese lesbian fantasy of pursuit and capture, seduction and betrayal, sex and guns, whose superb art direction and musical scoring utilize Yakuza-inspired gangster styles and esoteric song samples to create an  erotically-charged cinematic experience. A lovely fallen angel brings unexpected pleasure into the life of the woman who finds her in Honda Honda, a Danish film whose harshly overexposed black-and-white images contrast dramatically with the sweetness of the storyline. In the imaginative, beautifully shotpseudodocumentary Cache, four women recount their ill-fated attempt to rob a bank.
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This new film from the director of Costa Brava (Frameline’s 1995 Audience Award Winner) is a whimsical farce set in Spain. Rosa, who works at the WonderNapKing sanitary napkin factory, is angry that her friends have been laid off. After napkin demand declines steeply Rosa becomes CEO, intending only to rehire her friends. When she learns that demand is falling because women are having shorter periods due to stress, however, she hatches a plan to eliminate women's principal headache – men. All that remains is for Rosa and her             compañeras to doctor a popular new brand of toothpaste with a radioactive material which causes men to disappear, thereby unleashing a world of ample employment, peace, and prosperity. Honey is a sparkling comedy, witty and clever, which should appeal to "I Love Lucy" fans. There’s no overt lesbian content, but never fear – the film is loaded with         subtextual references. Be sure to look for San Francisco's Desi Del Valle in a supporting role.

An all too frequent reality in the lesbian and gay community, death is a hushed subject in our society. These personal accounts attempt to locate its rightful place in our lives. Combined, these films remind us of grief's importance and death's life-affirming power.   Jean and Jane's 16-year-old Doberman, Shatzi, is dying. Thing is, no one knows when. Just when the old girl can't seem to rise off the couch, spring comes and she's like a pup again. Filmmaker Jean Calamusto turns her camera on Shatzi's inevitable passage, creating a remarkably lucid and appropriately light-hearted reflection on death and an exploration of pets' roles in gay couples' lives and the meaning of death in modern and ancient cultures.   While artist Beau Riley's lover of 12 years lie dying, his need to understand and transform the experience leads him to compose VIA DOLOROSA, a book-length series of poems. And IN THE FOREVER [ALL LOWER CASE] documents two Jewish sisters who find their own ways of grieving for the loss of their mother.

Is it porn or is it art?  It’s both, in this    entertaining and hot shorts program.  Dirty Baby Does Fire Island tells of a naive but very expressive baby doll who washes onto the shores of Fire Island and discovers drugs and sex. Going Down is hotter and more realistic than anything you have on your video shelf, and in Better Than Joe, a man has sex with a doll in the shower. Pansexual Public Porn is a pornographic FTM home video filmed live in a British gay cruising site, while Andy may be the ultimate gay male film: a man jacking off in his living room as his voiceover describes his   decorating scheme.

This slate of fun lesbian shorts features the trailer for The Ballad of Johnny-Jane which was made to try and raise money for an exciting new lesbian feature film starring Amanda Plummer.  A woman breaks up with her lover and decides to become a female wrestler in Margaret Star: A Fall From Grace while Sour Juice eroticizes the way we see and use hands.  A woman recounts her friend’s humorous struggle with an excessive perspiration problem in the hilarious Dike. And a bunch of tea ladies get a little more than they bargained for when they invite Mrs. Roosevelt to lunch in the hilarious new comedy from Ginger Rinkenberger, What Became Known As . . . The Eleanor Affair.

You'll be taken on a visual odyssey as these innovative filmmakers voyage to the edges of creativity — Barbara Hammer style. BEAUTY IS THE BEAST tells the tragic story of Marlene Dietrich's secluded life. Using the laws of science as a metaphor, THE PHYSICS OF LOVE explores the intricacies of labor, disease, violence, and desire. STEIN'S COW is an experimental animated film based on Gertrude Stein's poetic definition of cow/orgasm. In the visually lush journey DISOBEDIENCE (all lower case), a mother on the lam moves far beyond the confines of home, heterosexuality, and the physical world. 

On July 2nd 1997, 11 HIV+ men set out on the sloop “Survivor” to compete in the 2,000 mile Trans-Pacific Yacht Race from L.A. to Hawaii, and filmmaker Robert Houston tagged along to document the challenges these men faced. Editing more than 100 hours of footage into little more than 100 minutes of screentime, Houston has crafted a stirring tribute to the human spirit. Co-captain Robert Hudson envisioned entering the race as a way to prove that life doesn’t end with an HIV+ diagnosis. After enlisting seasoned competitive sailor John Plander as his fellow co-captain, the two recruited around the world for HIV+ men (four of whom had full-blown AIDS) interested in testing the limits of their endurance. Along the way, the group discovered that sharing an HIV status didn’t make them immune to the conflicts which beset every group collaborating on a difficult endeavor. The Human Race     documents the "Survivor”’s journey from beginning to end: all the behind-the-scenes planning, the training sessions, the high-seas

The Hunting Season shows the deadly truth of what lies behind homophobic language:  Brazil's lesbian and gay population—"deers"—are being keenly slaughtered in a ghastly series of hate crimes.  Intercutting images from Hollywood movies (The Deer Hunter and Cruising) director Rita Moreira stops people on the streets of Saõ Paulo for a quick health check on the state of the nation—"They should be killed" is the most common reply.  The Hunting Season then goes behind the scenes to illustrate both the bureaucratic incapacity and individual acts of courage that the spate of violence has exposed.

This Thai adaptation of Mart Crowley's play The Boys in the Band has a sort of psychotronic low-tech look that's a cross between a 1968 episode of “Hawaii Five-O” and a Herschell Gordon Lewis epic. Other than that, it's pretty faithful to the original in plot and action. The queens of Crowley's play are expressionistically interpreted here as drag queens (the birthday girl even sports a tiara!) and the cowboy as a young macho dancer. The best scene is still the same: as the Michael character decorates the birthday cake and the others dance to Charlie Parker, the straight friend (and a hunky young country boy ) suddenly walk in. A quiet revolution is starting up among intersexuals, people who have sexually ambiguous bodies, to resist the nonconsensual medical practices that now routinely mutilate hermaphroditic bodies. New intersexual identities explode familiar ideas of man and woman, queer and straight, and suggest ways for all of us to rethink the relationships between gender, sex, sexuality and body. This program includes both experimental video and conventional documentary filmmaking. They offer a fascinating introduction to intersexuality in the 90’s by covering topics as diverse as hermaphrodite villagers in the Dominican Republic, an intersex wedding in Oakland, and some riveting raw footage from the first international intersex gathering.  	A post-screening discussion will be led by transgender scholar Susan Stryker and hermaphrodite activists Suegee Tamar-Mattis and Cherly Chase of the Intersex Society of North America.

Skillfully incorporating archival material, revealing verité footage and clips from his own work, this gripping documentary chronicles the life and work of the black gay filmmaker Marlon Riggs. Often called “the whipping-boy of the Right,” Riggs was most well known for fighting censorship battles resulting from his landmark 1989 film Tongues Untied, but I Shall Not Be Removed also shows Riggs as an innovative teacher, a prolific documentarian, and a gay man fighting AIDS. More than 50 hours of footage was shot for this documentary during the last two years of Riggs’s life. It has been woven into a moving tribute to a remarkable artist and human being.

"My name is Margarita, not only is it an old fashioned name, but it is also bad luck." It's true, Marga's life is a frenetic melodrama. The particulars are recounted in a delirious shorthand that transforms her various misfortunes into zany misadventures and illustrates both her resignation and zest for life. Her father kicks her out of the house. She discovers she is pregnant while in the hospital recovering from an accident that takes her husband's life. Her best friend sleeps with the boss and steals her job. When, after several years as a single mom without any dating prospects, she finally gets asked out, she discovers her suitor, gorgeous Inaque, is not only 10 years her junior but also gay. Her best friend Jose, who spends most of his free time in the clouds pursuing a hunky flight attendant, and her roommate Carmen, a former Cuban nightclub dancer, warn her to break it off, but she resists. "Love is like a small child. If you tell him he's bad he'll grow up to be a killer." What's a girl to do? I WILL

This diverse group of shorts examines the crossing of the gender line, from an FTM getting some advice from a non-trans friend in Straight Boy Lessons, to a female receptionist who gets a shock when she finds out the truth about the delivery boy she has a big crush on in If She Only Knew. Transmission examines a queer family in Canada who talk frankly about their gender transgressions and their top surgery, and Matt continues a conversation that began five years ago with a young FTM just  beginning his journey. I, Eugenia is the strange, but true, tale of Eugenia Falleni – aka Harry Crawford, aka Jean Ford. Sailor, husband, boarding house madam and convicted murderer, Falleni was born in Italy, raised in New Zealand and came to Australia at the turn of the century. Narrated from the grave, this film describes the curve of Falleni/Crawford/Ford’s life from birth to death in thirty minutes. 

Everyone’s had them at one time or another, or will some day. Through humor, poetry, animation and  narrative storytelling, these shorts look at love lost and the ups and downs of relationships. I’m Starving is an erotic love tale between a ghost and a woman who cohabit a small apartment in New York’s Chinatown. Pump is a cynical, surreal comedy about one girl’s fall from the curb of love. In Vicious, women discuss their fantasies of revenge and  payback against their ex-lovers who did them wrong. 

San Franciscan Peter Sieglar is the subject of I'm Still Alive. Sieglar was born in Germany. He returned there in 1986 to reveal to his family that he had AIDS. The trip home helped to crystallize his thoughts on AIDS, homosexuality, and the meaning of his life, all of which he generously shares with director Micheal  Aue (and us). A very sweet and hopeful tape, I'm Still Alive is a testament to the wisdom and resilience of the human spirit. 

We know her. We love her. We laughed with her at open mic night at Josie's Juice Joint and Cabaret. And we cheered when she got her own sitcom, ALL-AMERICAN GIRL, and the first Asian-American lead role on American television. Now, Margaret Cho is back to share her war stories of fame, drugs, and sex in Hollywood.   Filmed while the show was docked for a special engagement at the Warfield Theatre here in San Francisco, I'M THE ONE THAT I WANT captures her stunning sold-out off-Broadway show. With a bracing wit and biting honesty, Cho chronicles her quick rise to stardom and near fatal demise after the abrupt cancellation of her groundbreaking sitcom.   This hometown performance is especially sharp and notably poignant for Cho, whose Korean parents are in the audience seeing her live for the very first time.  Describing herself not as gay, lesbian, or queer, but "just slutty," Cho boldly challenges a racist, homophobic, sexist world by promising to stick around, "…at least until the next Korean-American, fag ha

Come to this fun bunch of lezzie shorts and get into the swing of summer. In One Small Step, a  rambunctious 8-year-old tomboy is taught by her  parents that she can do anything she wants. However, she learns there is one exception when she announces that she is determined to marry the girl next door. A Christmas theme park's employee locker room becomes center stage for a queer musical in Summer Crush. Belly, Femur. Femur, Belly.  documents a chance meeting between the supercool, worldly-wise Belly and the awkward, heart-broken Femur. I’ve Never is an anti-coming out story that follows Cheryl as she confronts homophobia in her sorority. kalin’s prayer is the true life story of a bright, charismatic lesbian model tormented by her abusive past and drug addiction. Her life takes a turn when she falls in love with a woman who seems to be her polar opposite. 

A fortune teller, Maga Apollonia, is a love affair advisor on Sole Mio TV. A viewer who call her for advice, confesses during the show that he’s gay. She tells him not to worry about it and suggests him to face the issue with his mother. She doesn’t know that a very big suprise is about to happen... just during the show.

“The issues of sexual identity, gender, drug addiction, and AIDS are explored in this film as they directly touch our lives.  I’ll Be Your Mirror features David Armstrong, a photographer with whom I grew up and shared many of the most pivotal people and places in my life; Sharon Niesp, a R&B singer who was lovers with Cookie Mueller during the early years and later nursed her through her illness; Bruce Balboni, one of my oldest friends and a recovering junkie who is battling AIDS; and Gotscho, a body builder and sculptor from Paris who lost his lover Jules Dusein.  Through all our experiences, my photography has served as a way to feel grounded in chaos, to pay homage to the beauty of my friends, and to keep the memory of the people I loved.  More recently, these same pictures have become a chronicle of loss and have shown me how little photography can actually preserve.  This film is a meditation on the medium of photography and nature of memory, as well as a document of one artist’s work.  I’ll Be Your Mirr

Whether they’re riding their horses or riding the waves, these girl jocks have a lot to say about sports, being women, competing against one another, and the mystery of the ocean. Powerful: Women in the Martial Arts is a profile of Coleen Gragen, a 5th Degree Black Belt martial artist, teacher, and leader within the women’s community.  The spirit, skill and daring of women ranch hands and rodeo performers is recorded in “I’ll Ride That Horse!” in which archival stills, old newsreels and contemporary rodeo footage are combined with interviews with extraordinary women who worked the Montana rodeo circuit between the 1920’s and the 1950’s. Georgina Corzine and Hope Wendl have finally finished their ode to those daring ladies of the waves: The Source is a surf adventure docu-drama about hot surfer chicks, mermaids and the courageous women of the Bay Area who relentlessly pursue that perfect curl.

Queer people of color are doubly marginalized, often facing prejudice from both queer  communities and communities of color. Their vital search for a home, for a place of  acceptance and support, is the subject of the fiction and documentary films in thisinternational program. A steady drum beats through East, a sensual, erotic depiction of Middle Eastern queer identity, while Marival documents an unusual carnival beauty pageant, put on by black drag queens in the Dutch Antilles, with straight women as   contestants! I/Yo meditates on the filmmaker’s childhood growing up in Colombia while Close To Home presents a Jamaican gay man’s funny and painful coming-of-age story. Puri inserts "our brown-South-Asian-selves" into the  picture, and Remembrance beautifully mourns the memory of HIV-positive transgendered street people who have passed away.

Our 1999 international shorts program offers our most diverse selection ever, opening with the lush Turkish film Makbul, which asks who has more power, the Sultan or the slave? Icarus plays out a tragically complex relationship on a sun drenched Greek Isle, while a small Norwegian island is the  setting for two teenagers’ night together in Waves. My Pal Rachid has something that would attract any budding queer’s attention. The Offering serenely reveals the relationship between a Japanese monk and a young novice. Thomas hears strange noises each time he sees his schoolmate Quentin in Thomas Trips, and a young boy senses that he is different in Liu Awaiting Spring.      This year's Bi Shorts program begins with Independent Little Cuss, the story of nationally known disability advocate Carole Patterson, a  bisexual woman who takes on the world with offbeat humor and brutal honesty. "My name is André Ratti; I am 50 years old; I am a homosexual and I've got AIDS."  When André Ratti on July 2, 1984 dropped this bombshell at a press conference organized for "AIDS-Help Switzerland," it prompted a tremendous reaction.  A man who, through his TV show "MTW," had weekly visited the good Swiss citizen, dared to tackle the two biggest taboos of his society – sexuality and death.      Living and Dying examines the life of a complex, difficult man who refused to make things easy for the people around him by bowing to their conceptions of sexuality and illness.  He was a homosexual who craved sex and had little need for the romantic relationships sought by so many of his peers.  He inspected his AIDS without sentiment or sorrow and never allowed it to interfere with his popular "issues and discussion" TV talk show.  Expressing his opinions over the Swiss airwaves was as much heaven as he ever needed.      Director Claudia Acklin has gathered an engaging collection of Ratti's coworkers and friends to 

From raunchy sex to girls with guns, don't miss this hot selection of titillating shorts. CHICKS WITH GUNS proves it's always best to be rescued by a beautiful woman, and battling cigarette girls get down and dirty in KINKY PINKYS. Two women shower each other with intense passion on the streets of New York in DARLING INTERNATIONAL, while the Hail Mary's provide the rock score for OVERRIDE.
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This selection of some of the year's hottest lesbian films starts with two 17-year-old girls exploring their sexuality in the boxing ring and at home in Below The Belt. In Maid Of Honor, Serena, the maid of honor, and her lover Donielle examine their own  commitment and ability to be honest in an era in which no relationship – gay or straight – seems to last. Idölle uses whimsical and captivating animation to pit a sleepy cat against an attention-seeking flower. A girl goes on an adventure to discover what turns her on in Getting It On, desire is disoriented in Swell, and the end of a relationship is spelled out in Candy Kisses. Then, the tables are finally turned on homophobia in the campy and perverse Straight From The Suburbs.  

A global gay male experience?  While the situations in which gay men find themselves are often radically different, many  issues of our lives cross all borders. From Italy, Supergay contemplates the strength of imagination and the power of attraction. A  locker room is the setting for a seventeen year old’s homoerotic meditation on stardom in Particularly Now, In Spring. Paixao Nacional takes a somber look at the life one man has lived in Brazil and the U.S.  A young man in bed with his lover longs for his family in Home. Brit skinheads clash in Oi Queer, and in Twilight of the Gods two men of war, a Maori warrior and a European soldier, meet in an explosive clash of two cultures. An Italian officer gets caught in the schemes of a thief that will leave him changed forever in If All Goes Well I’ll Be On The Next Train.

This diverse group of shorts examines the crossing of the gender line, from an FTM getting some advice from a non-trans friend in Straight Boy Lessons, to a female receptionist who gets a shock when she finds out the truth about the delivery boy she has a big crush on in If She Only Knew. Transmission examines a queer family in Canada who talk frankly about their gender transgressions and their top surgery, and Matt continues a conversation that began five years ago with a young FTM just  beginning his journey. I, Eugenia is the strange, but true, tale of Eugenia Falleni – aka Harry Crawford, aka Jean Ford. Sailor, husband, boarding house madam and convicted murderer, Falleni was born in Italy, raised in New Zealand and came to Australia at the turn of the century. Narrated from the grave, this film describes the curve of Falleni/Crawford/Ford’s life from birth to death in thirty minutes. 

These three films examine what it means to be queer and South Asian, both within the family and without.  	Ifti examines the life of Ifti, a gay Pakistani poet living in Chicago who provokes censors, stops traffic and drives his relatives crazy while struggling to find a place for himself and his ground-breaking work. Jangri is a stylish assertion of lesbian presence involving interviews with shopkeepers, re-contextualized South Asian imagery and brown girl erotica. 	In Summer In My Veins, a gay Indian film-maker travels across America with his family visiting from India, as he struggles to come out to them. He was tested for HIV before he left for the trip, and will find out his results on his return. The filmmaker explores the unusual dynamic of secrecy and  revelation, love and cruelty, that mark this very close family. Every achingly personal moment – including coming out to his mother and getting his test results – is caught on tape.

She’s paralyzed and confined to a wheel chair. She requires oxygen at night to help her breathe. Her medical chart is hundreds of pages long. She’s been treated by dozens of specialists and has undergone innumerable tests. But the results are always inconclusive. Doctors claim there’s no organic cause for her condition. 	NYD: Not Yet Diagnosed is a powerful documentary that chronicles a medical mystery. Chloe is a 31 year-old woman whose very real symptoms are baffling physicians. Karisa Durr examines the female buttocks in all its grandeur in the film Grade AA Butt while Shoshanah Oppenheim focuses her lens on her favorite body part to fetishize in Sour Juice.  We’ll give you a sneak look at a soon-to-be finished local lesbian feature, Some Prefer Cake, and take you to a different world in the sci-fi lesbian adventure film Mirel.  Last year we showed you the trailer for Georgina Corzine’s The Source, this year we are pleased to bring you the finished film, a surf adventure docu-drama about hot surfer chicks, mermaids and the courageous women of the Bay Area who relentlessly pursue that perfect curl.   Not just one preference. Not just two orientations. This program of shorts will stimulate and tease homos, queers and perverts alike. From Anie Stanley comes OurUsWeBoneOneSoNakedKnown, a penetrative little number involving guns and pussies.  Aside from a UFO landing, you can probably piece together the plot o

The program title says it all. In Pom, a grunge dyke tries out for the University of Texas cheerleading squad. Lisa Lisa interviews 22 women who have and have not dated a woman named Lisa, and Bad Brownies features dykes telling stories about the bad things they did as Brownie Scouts. A woman makes a painting with her breasts in In Color, and a disenchanted lesbian refuses to give in to her bisexual desires because k.d. lang is on television in Bisexual Wannabe.

Our program of reflections on bisexual identities and relationships starts off with the sharp Channel 4 documentary Greed, a discussion of common stereotypes about bisexuals. Two women discuss their dating options in In Frame. Mom, I Think I’m... presents a young woman dealing with coming out as bisexual to her lesbian mom and friends. Some boys and girls get the fetish treatment in Peep, and in Peach Lucy (“Xena: Warrior Princess”) Lawless gives instructions on reaching out for life's pleasures. The object of a gay boy's desire is suddenly available, now that he has broken up with his girlfriend, in Out On Holiday. And lastly, we meet The Kinsey 3, a sassy trio of art thieves who are, in a word, versatile. — Jeff Ross

The heartbreak of self-love is revealed in Love Me Not, while brother and sister fight for the hunky new neighbor in Boy Next Door. Two Piglets try to make love despite the old woman in the next room, and a 41-year-old man attempts to recapture his youth with a little help from Clairol in The Rinse Cycle. Culture, kink and desire collide with a Latin twist in S&M In The Hood, and In My Secrecy explores what happens when dad’s a glimmer in his son’s eye. Closing the program is the educational splatter film love story Das Clown. 

The family lives of eight lesbian mothers and their children are profiled in this unique documentary, which was produced in 1977 by the ground-breaking feminist film distribution company Iris Films. After ten months of research and interviews with more than sixty lesbian mothers and their children, these eight families were chosen as the subjects of this controversial look at child custody by lesbian parents. These families represent a variety of racial and class backgrounds and a diversity of experiences. Their stories are augmented by an attorney and a clinical social worker, who offer their professional opinions on the legality, morality, and ultimately the human factors involved in cases of child custody by non-traditional parents. The interviews with the children are particularly moving: they are full of candor and wisdom about their personal experiences with courtrooms and custody, about having mothers who are “different,” and about their own emerging sexual identities.

Our locals girls have been working hard all year to bring you some of their best work. A six-year-old experiences heartbreak over her brother's girlfriend in GIRL UNDER THE TABLE, and a relationship on the rocks is redefined in SPARKED! „MM is a musical folk tale about queer life in the country, and WOMAN BURNING MAN is a feminist take on the annual event. BREAKING THE GLASS is a fast paced, informative documentary on the women's pro basketball league. 

A young man leading a double life – a student by day, a street hustler by night – finds his worlds  colliding when he is accused of murder. 	As a screenwriter, Ben Taylor has had five feature films and two television movies produced in Germany since 1992. He got the inspiration for In The Flesh, his directorial debut, while he was in Frankfurt working on another film and met a young man named Oliver who was working the streets. "Oliver was particularly fascinating," Taylor recalls, "because he wasn’t living on the streets; he was obviously a good-looking rich kid, a student doing this for reasons I never did figure out. Except in my imagination later." 	His imagination would end up taking Oliver all the way from Germany to Taylor's hometown of Atlanta, GA. Here, Oliver still plies his trade. But now he’s a wholesome looking all-American college boy with his own reasons for leading a double life, his own secrets to hide. Soon after Philip, a handsome older man, appears on the scene, he and Oliver find themselv

An all too frequent reality in the lesbian and gay community, death is a hushed subject in our society. These personal accounts attempt to locate its rightful place in our lives. Combined, these films remind us of grief's importance and death's life-affirming power.   Jean and Jane's 16-year-old Doberman, Shatzi, is dying. Thing is, no one knows when. Just when the old girl can't seem to rise off the couch, spring comes and she's like a pup again. Filmmaker Jean Calamusto turns her camera on Shatzi's inevitable passage, creating a remarkably lucid and appropriately light-hearted reflection on death and an exploration of pets' roles in gay couples' lives and the meaning of death in modern and ancient cultures.   While artist Beau Riley's lover of 12 years lie dying, his need to understand and transform the experience leads him to compose VIA DOLOROSA, a book-length series of poems. And IN THE FOREVER [ALL LOWER CASE] documents two Jewish sisters who find their own ways of grieving for the loss of their mother.

Maria Maggenti’s debut feature film tells the touching and comic story of first love between two girls in their senior year of high school.  From the wrong side of the tracks, cute and out tomboy Randy (Laurel Hollomon) lives with her two lesbian aunts and works after school as a gas station attendant.  Middle-class Evie (Nicole Parker) is the prettiest, smartest, and most popular girl at school.  Convinced there is something wrong with her Range Rover, Evie stops by the gas station one day.  Instantly taken with one another, the two girls embark on a friendship which develops into a tender but hilarious romance.  When Evie’s mother leaves on a weekend business trip, the two girls decide to celebrate their newfound love in Evie’s mansionlike house.  This results in a series of comic misadventures in which everyone becomes involved, including the jealous husband of Randy’s former fling.    

In November, 1993, a bag of porn tapes featuring teenage boys was found in a river near London, Canada. This discovery triggered a sensational investigation into child pornography, resulting in the arrest of over 60 London-area men. Yet members of the gay community began to speak up, accusing Police Chief Julian Fantino of conducting a homophobic witchhunt.  After the Bath digs past the lurid headlines to investigate this moral panic. Interviews with journalists, social workers, police officials and gay activists are juxtaposed, exposing how the police and media have manipulated terms and statistics to create the specter of a province-wide ‘child pornography ring’. In fact, only two of the men arrested were charged under the new kiddie porn law; the rest were charged with procuring (consensual) teen prostitution. Some of the hustlers and men describe how their lives have been destroyed by the front-page headlines.   Marking the 100th anniversary of the trial and imprisonment of Oscar Wilde for committing acts

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Dykes doing drag, both butch and femme, rule the day in this program of shorts. In Murray For Mayor, a drag king runs for mayor of New York City with hilarious results, while an infomercial on hair removal inspires Tony to take to the streets in Disco Love. Independently Blue dives into the heady decadence of the 1930s club scene to explore an old woman’s memory of betrayal, and Soulsucka is an  exploration of shoes, shades, fur...and chrome.

Inevitable Love is an erotic, explicit story of two supposedly straight male friends and wrestling partners who go their separate ways, have a number of gay sexual experiences, and end up reunited, passionately, inevitably in love. The settings are familiar to erotic film fans—an army barracks, a gymnasium, a restroom, the grubby dressing room where factory workers hang out, the front seat of a car—but the action is different.  Some is very quiet and sensual involving feathers and whipped cream.  Some is more raunchy and some is just fun, including a strip poker game.  It's all related to the story of Hal, who runs off to grad school, and Gary, who joins the army.      Gary makes love with his army buddies, with Casey Donovan in the car, and with coworkers, all the while writing letters to Hal, wanting to come out to him but never being able to.  Gary's life takes a romantic route as he becomes involved with a respected—and very sensual—gay activist and writer.      The producers call Inevitable Love a health

Simply stated, Arroe is a black fashion model, a lesbian, who deals with issues of racism in an industry that is intolerant of variation from either the passive Anglo ideal, or that of the exoticized, primitivized woman of color.  There is nothing simple about Catherine Saalfield's Infidel, however, as the film uncovers and repositions layers of myth about female beauty, the function of racism in standardizing our ideals, and the necessity oof female self-consciousness in a scheme that demands both conformity and uniqueness.  Partly autobiographical, partly extracted from collective experience, this jumpy, tightly crafted narrative reconstructs the process behind the formulation of self-image.

In these seven very different films from the U.S. and Germany, the experimental form is used as an effective tool to explore the complicated issue of AIDS. In Aide Memoire, filmmaker Michael Brynntrup turns his camera on photographer Jürgen Baldiga in a personal investigation of how to deal with images of life and death. Stolen Shadows is a short elegiac remembrance in response to the ever-accumulating losses from the AIDS pandemic. Concluding the program is Jerry Tartaglia’s 17 minute silent film See For Yourself which documents the filmmaker’s friend, David Kline, as he is dying from an infection associated with HIV

Intimates is an epic tale of love found, lost and hopefully to be found again. Director Jacob Cheung has created a sweet, honest and compassionate story of an unexpected love between two women that also reveals the existence of fascinating women-only organizations within traditional Chinese society. 	Wai (Theresa Lee), a lusty young architect living in modern San Francisco, is fed up with her wimpy boyfriend, and decides to get out of town by taking a journey to China with her "Auntie" Foon (Gua Ah-leh). To her surprise, it becomes a voyage of self- discovery for both women, as Foon attempts to help Wai with her love life, and starts to recall her own true love. 	Fifty years earlier, Foon (portrayed as a young woman by the winsome Charlie Young) chose the  virgin life of the Comb Women in order to avoid  marrying a man she did not love. At first Foon is  distracted by a hunky fisherman. But when she is hired as a maid by the beautiful Wan (Carina Liu in an outstanding performance that won her best acting hono

Caroline Meagher was serving in the British Army in 1984 when she decided she wanted to be a detective. So she was promoted into the S.I.B. (Special Investigations Branch) of the Royal Military Police, and given the job of investigating and expelling homosexuals from the military. Meagher takes the job, reluctantly participating in lesbian witch-hunts, but when she realizes that she too is a lesbian, she becomes one of the hunted herself. 	Based on a true story, The Investigator uses a dramatic noir-style, intercutting Meagher's own interrogation in 1989 with flashbacks of her raids on recruits, her coming-out (with a fellow officer!), and her struggle to keep her growing relationship discreet. 	Definitely a highlight of the festival, this suspense-filled film explores the torments of being closeted in the military. 	It’s preceded by The Final Story, which concerns two trapeze artists, a fictional lost transcript by Colette, and a murder, all told with Barbie dolls.

Our perennially popular girls’ shorts program includes the quirky, the sexy, and the downright hysterical. A mortuary cosmetician surrounds herself with Sleeping Beauties, while a travel writer seeks a Traveling Companion for a trip to Italy and finds love in an unlikely form. Lena’s collection of 257 Peppermills has been stolen, and she thinks she knows who did it. A woman’s dreams take her out of her ordinary life in Sleep Come Free Me, and a modest librarian checks out lesbian love in It Happened In The Stacks. And that burning question – is he or isn’t he? – keeps a poor cat from getting fed in Breakfast With Gus.  Our northern neighbors have always produced films of the highest caliber, and these shorts are no exception: they are outstanding in both form and content. A man’s dead lover comes back to help him reconcile the past in From The Ashes. A frumpy librarian checks out lesbian love in It Happened In The Stacks. That burning question – is he or isn’t he? – keeps a poor cat from getting fed in Breakf

How queer can TV be?  It's a Queer World is a global survey of the tastiest bits from contemporary lesbian and gay TV shows.   Highlights of this fast-moving collage include clips from Berlin's “Lasbisch TV,” the Dutch version of “Out On Tuesday,” and a very weird kids program: “The Thea and Theo Show.”   It's hosted by Lily Savage, England's first lady of drag.  
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For some reason, Alex Stratton (Kerri Jo Chapman) just doesn’t fit in with the residents of her home town of Azalea Springs. Oh sure, she was born to a wealthy country club family and she married the Right Man, but still she sticks out like a Democrat at the Bohemian Grove. Undeterred by homophobic townspeople, these two gorgeous women throw caution to the wind and pursue their passion for one another. But watch out: when rumor has it that the drinking water is contaminated with something that actually turns people gay, all hell breaks loose. 	Plus, two girls reminisce about the

It’s Not Unusual is required viewing for anyone who thinks that Britain’s only major contributions to homosexual history have been the Pet Shop Boys and Absolutely Fabulous. This richly informative BBC-produced documentary explores the history of gays and lesbians in the UK from the 1920’s to the present. From the Well of Loneliness trial to Clause 28, from visits to the Monacle Club in Paris to the AIDS epidemic, 20th century British history is reappraised through the lives of 22 lesbians and gay men. Combining fascinating archival footage with intimate and inspirational interviews, It’s Not Unusual is one of the most important historical documents of the past decade.

Directed by Academy Award-winning filmmaker Debra Chasnoff, It’s Elementary is a powerful antidote to the conservative attacks on the so-called “gay agenda” in education. With inspiring footage shot in schools across the country, It’s Elementary shows what actually happens when teachers address anti-gay prejudice in their classrooms.  The filmmakers visited classrooms from kindergarten through high school interviewing  kids, teachers and school administrators.  What they found is a group of very courageous people putting their jobs on the line to help combat the hate and prejudice our children are being taught at such a very early age. It comes as no surprise that the major source for their learning of damaging stereotypes is from television and the movies.  The climate of fear is so intense in some of these school districts that even the straight teachers are nervous about teaching these subjects for fear of being labeled gay or lesbian and losing their jobs. It is mostly up to the married teachers who are i

Both the films in this beautiful and explicitly sexy program are about men searching for fathers, for men to teach us how to love other men.  In Jackson: My Life … Your Fault, Jackson’s father died when Jackson was very young, and Jackson’s mother, who looks like Ethel Mermen playing Joan Crawford, performs bizarre rituals with her son so that neither of them will forget their perfect man.  When Jackson starts dating Hardy, a hunky cop who loves his new boyfriend so much that he beats up anyone who stands in the couple’s way, Jackson is forced to choose between staying a child and becoming a man.  The father figure in Ross Crookshank’s On Earth As It Is In Heaven is God: Gabriel is raised by a religious mother, and as he grows into adulthood, he applies the lessons he learns about loving his Father to his experiences loving other men.  Sex for Gabriel is the ultimate religious experience, fantasy “the physical expression of an idea that will always remain in Heaven.”  By intercutting beautiful black and white

Men dressed as women! You'll get that and a whole lot more in this program of hilarious shorts. Meet JAKE, one young, confident drag queen, and another young queer with a fascination for nail polish in HEATHER LOCKLEAR CHOCOLATE. Come on, it was bound to happen, a drag spoof of THE BLAIR WITCH PROJECT, THE BEWITCHED PROJECT. THE PROM QUEEN is a queer coming-of-age story about high school senior and punk rock queen Corey Sullivan. In URANUS IN THE SEVENTH HOUSE a man seeks advise from his psychic, the reluctant, magical Fairy Dragmother. A Canadian road movie that gets stuck at the American border, OUT & ABOUT is the story of four gay men stopped and interrogated by immigration authorities and the surreal drag drama that unfolds.   These shorts take a broad look at the vast spectrum of gender identity. XXXY is the stirring portrait of two intersex individuals born with ambiguous genitalia and their struggle against the medical establishment and society's enforced bipolar gender system. BOY GIRL further explore

These three films examine what it means to be queer and South Asian, both within the family and without.  	Ifti examines the life of Ifti, a gay Pakistani poet living in Chicago who provokes censors, stops traffic and drives his relatives crazy while struggling to find a place for himself and his ground-breaking work. Jangri is a stylish assertion of lesbian presence involving interviews with shopkeepers, re-contextualized South Asian imagery and brown girl erotica. 	In Summer In My Veins, a gay Indian film-maker travels across America with his family visiting from India, as he struggles to come out to them. He was tested for HIV before he left for the trip, and will find out his results on his return. The filmmaker explores the unusual dynamic of secrecy and  revelation, love and cruelty, that mark this very close family. Every achingly personal moment – including coming out to his mother and getting his test results – is caught on tape.

Queer filmmakers, through parody and  performance, hilariously liberate themselves from stereotypes and oppression. Jennifer Reeder's post-modern superhero with a trailer-park attitude takes us on a wild ride in Clit-O-Matic, Jenni Olson shows us just what "butch" means in Sometimes and Jack Smith reveals how queer you can be when Overstimulated. Roger Jacoby's L'Amico Fried’s Glamorous Friends is a delightful silent romp around sexual clichés, while Jan Oxenberg produces an    hysterical send-up of lesbian stereotypes in the classic A Comedy In Six Unnatural Acts.  — Cathy Lee Crane 

The adventures of Mandy, a man in drag, and Jewel, a transsexual and the love of his life. They are both trapped on the fringes of an unsympathetic, mocking society that refuses to try to understand their unusual  relationship. Richard Hanna and Georgina Beyer give brilliant, very moving performances in a cleverly told and beautifully photographed film directed by Peter Wells, one of New Zealand's most distinctive new directors. 

What American Fabulous was for first-person drag biography, this documentary is for activist narratives.  Mixing together the story of the relationship between two men and a first-hand account of homosexual activism over the last forty years, Jim Loves Jack visits the Vancouver home of James Egan and Jack Nesbit.  From 1949 to 1964, James Egan wrote letters and articles to newspapers and politicians all over Canada arguing for more positive perspectives on gay and lesbian lifestyles and sexualities – years before the term “gay liberation” had been invented.  Thirty years later, in 1995, Egan re-emerged at the forefront of the struggle for gay rights by bringing one of the first constitutional challenges involving same-sex spousal benefits to the Supreme Court of Canada.  Aside from the story of this couple and their bid for equal benefits, the documentary features interviews with early gay activist George Hislop and community-based historian Rob Champagne along with archival clips from the first gay rights ma

Produced for broadcast in conjunction with the Channel Four co-production The Celluloid Closet, these four works examine the special relationships between two Hollywood stars, a collection of soulful singers and a British soap. Black Divas looks at how such singers as Diana Ross, Chaka Khan, Lena Horne and others reflect the gay experience. The Street looks at the quintessential English soap Coronation Street and tries to explain its huge gay fan base. A tribute to River Phoenix, This Road Will Never End features interviews with some of the key characters in the young star's life. Lastly, since she first hit cinema screens in a series of unconventional teenage roles, Jodie Foster has been adored by lesbians who identify with her tomboy traits and admire her consistently powerful portrayals. Pratibha Parmar's Jodie illuminates the Jodie phenomenon with interviews and a wonderful selection of scenes from Foster’s film career.

Somewhere between the style of George Kuchar and a low-budget, sexed-up “Seinfeld.”  Mobley’s diarylike adventures are deceptively ordinary but full of razor wit and sharp detail.  Spend an imaginative hour with Doug and his daily obsessions: car trouble and straight teenagers.

A resilient and brave Native-American lesbian, Johnnie, tells her fellow inmates of a childhood dream to be a storyteller and what stories this rebellious woman has to share.    After a troubled life in and out of prison since her father's death, Johnnie has formed a new family and found romantic love within the walls of a woman's prison. But her responsibilities to the outside world weigh on her as she continues to hold together her fractured natural family. With a release date near, she valiantly strives to keep her two worlds together. As Johnnie, Gail Maurice exudes grace and courage as a woman fighting to keep the world she created for herself.    Few films have portrayed queer Native-Americans, let alone devoted themselves entirely to the subject. Chilean-born and Canadian-raised director Jorge Manzano weaves an intricate narrative about Johnnie's life and love as she struggles to understand the past and realize her spiritual purpose. Manzano lends his own sense of being an outsider to Johnnie's journey
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The program title says it all. In Pom, a grunge dyke tries out for the University of Texas cheerleading squad. Lisa Lisa interviews 22 women who have and have not dated a woman named Lisa, and Bad Brownies features dykes telling stories about the bad things they did as Brownie Scouts. A woman makes a painting with her breasts in In Color, and a disenchanted lesbian refuses to give in to her bisexual desires because k.d. lang is on television in Bisexual Wannabe.

The Joy of Life is an unconventional blending of documentary and experimental narrative, combinging stunning 16mm landscape cinematography with a bold, lyrical voiceover (performed by LA-based artist/actor Harriet “Harry” Dodge) to share two San Francisco stories: the history of the Golden Gate Bridge as a suicide landmark and the story of a butch dyke in San Francisco searching for love and self-discovery.  The Joy of Life is a film about landscapes, both physical and emotional.

The Joys Of Smoking is a gritty, cinema verité-style trip into the lives and relationships of seven San Franciscans. 	Presented as Gray’s Graduate Thesis Film on unhealthy relationships, The Joys Of Smoking focuses on Gray and his lover, Daniel, a young gay couple just a week away from a commitment  ceremony – and certainly seems to prove Gray's  thesis that love doesn't always make everything  better, and sometimes even makes it much worse. We start with  Lessons In Baby Dyke Theory, a sweet portrait of an out high school dyke who takes us on a ride through her everyday life in rural Canada and her ongoing search for her contemporaries. In his First Year in the states, Trac Vu lived with his parents outside San Bernardino, California. This short is a somber remembrance of his youth, mixing images of a colorful, lonely Southern California with stories of his first encounters with others like himself. Shapes Of Silence mourns the kids who never make it through childhood.  A Japanese girl falls in love but cannot escape her abusive father.  Another parent in Junky Punky Girlz tells her daughter how to get her nose pierced, and eventually the daughter has to figure out a way to integrate her South East Asian heritage and her punk dyke lifestyle.  Finally Out Loud shows that young queers find many different ways to express their queer selves. A str

From Australia comes the fantastical, from Spain the hot and sexy, and from Switzerland there are bad bar girls in this “It’s A Queer Small World After All.” In Urn, a woman dreams three bizarre dreams while Valerie begins to daydream a bit too much in Just A Little Crush. Learn how not to behave in a bar in Bar Jeder Frau and find out what an important Spanish business woman does on her lunch breaks in Alicia Cada Dia. Niamh is a London based filmmaker who goes home to Ireland with her producer Helen to scout for locations in Silences. While staying with her parents, her relationship with her twin sister Marion begins to deteriorate at the same time as Helen’s romantic interest in her begins to develop.  Everything comes to a head when Niamh decides to break the silence in this Irish lesbian film.

A conservative gay man looks for love at a wild night club in Sink Or Swim, and an elderly man makes a marriage proposal to his beloved in Academy Award-winner Jessica Yu’s Better Late. Mrs. Craddock finds things in a men’s public toilet which upset her faith, by George! Her traumatic experience gives rise to Mrs. Craddock’s Complaint, which you should listen to without prejudice. Convinced that he should fulfill his dream before the wedding, Anthony presents the idea to Amy who is disgusted and infuriated at the very thought. Thinking she'll put the whole thing to rest, Amy gives in, but only if her horny fiancé will agree to a three-way with her and another guy. To Amy's surprise he agrees, so Anthony sets out to find another guy and Amy another girl.  Enlisting the help of his buddies at the firehouse, Anthony and his pals end up exploring gay New York, and trying to keep her end of the bargain, Amy befriends the lesbian furniture maker across the street. The boys next door in this program’s films aren’t quite as innocent and wholesome as you might expect. In Britain’s delightful Yellow Fever, a Chinese man who only dates white guys gets an invitation from his Chinese neighbor for dinner and more. Pratibha Parmar shot her film in Britain and India, interspersing real-life experiences with dreamlike fantasies, Indian film clips, and dance performance.  In India homosexuality is illegal.  The lives of western South Asian lesbians and gay men are riddled with racism and rejection. And Murder and the Feather Boa draws upon interviews with key figures in Chiapas, Mexico, to paint a portrait of a transvestite culture which thrives in the midst of brutal murders and omnipresent corruption. 

From raunchy sex to girls with guns, don't miss this hot selection of titillating shorts. CHICKS WITH GUNS proves it's always best to be rescued by a beautiful woman, and battling cigarette girls get down and dirty in KINKY PINKYS. Two women shower each other with intense passion on the streets of New York in DARLING INTERNATIONAL, while the Hail Mary's provide the rock score for OVERRIDE.
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Our program of reflections on bisexual identities and relationships starts off with the sharp Channel 4 documentary Greed, a discussion of common stereotypes about bisexuals. Two women discuss their dating options in In Frame. Mom, I Think I’m... presents a young woman dealing with coming out as bisexual to her lesbian mom and friends. Wink is the story of a young high school girl who struggles with her identity. Georgie Girl goes retro, and the boob tube takes over in T.V. Did This To Me. 

An all too frequent reality in the lesbian and gay community, death is a hushed subject in our society. These personal accounts attempt to locate its rightful place in our lives. Combined, these films remind us of grief's importance and death's life-affirming power.        Jean and Jane's 16-year-old Doberman, Shatzi, is dying. Thing is, no one knows when. Just when the old girl can't seem to rise off the couch, spring comes and she's like a pup again. Filmmaker Jean Calamusto turns her camera on Shatzi's inevitable passage, creating a remarkably lucid and appropriately light-hearted reflection on death and an exploration of pets' roles in gay couples' lives and the meaning of death in modern and ancient cultures.   While artist Beau Riley's lover of 12 years lie dying, his need to understand and transform the experience leads him to compose VIA DOLOROSA, a book-length series of poems. And IN THE FOREVER [ALL LOWER CASE] documents two Jewish sisters who find their own ways of grieving for the loss of their mo
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Canadian director Denis Langlois’ smart, engaging feature debut questions how well we juggle love, friendship and relationships in the age of AIDS. Philippe and his lover Jean-Marc have been together for eight years, and the sex and passion have completely dissipated from their relationship. As a prank during a drunken party, some of Jean-Marc’s friends call an escort service. Callboy Steve appears and in the course of the evening has passionate sex with Jean-Marc. But events turn dark as Steve apparently tries to hang himself, and Philippe and Jean-Marc take in the wayward escort in an attempt to pull him out of his depression. Forced by the AIDS pandemic to confront the fragility of life, the characters’ relationships begin to fray. In the end, L’escorte’s plot twists and resolutions remind us that it’s the process of living which is paramount.  	Opening the program is Night Prostitution, a short film about a hustler who wants more than cash as payment. — Brad Robinson

Christian Taylor's Academy Award–nominated short story The Lady in Waiting is set in the late ‘70s. A prim and proper English woman is sent to New York to deliver a letter to her employer's mistress;  she doesn't count on being stuck—during a blackout—in a high-rise with black drag queen Rodney Hudson.

Women’s basketball coach Orna Ostfeld is facing the most important basketball season of her life: the team she coaches is competing for the national championship and for the European Cup. Meanwhile, she appeals to the Supreme Court of Justice to put a stop to the discrminiation of women in sprots.

In 1991 Nicci Farrel decided to follow her dreams to make videos; a week later she was diagnosed with cancer.  Her first video, Land Beyond Tomorrow, is an experimental interpretation of a vision she received after a two-year battle with chemotherapy, radiation, and a near-death experience from a bone marrow transplant. 

Tony and Chloe, a young couple in their twenties, have secluded themselves in a hotel room. They will spend one last night together, a night to remember. Alliocha, a young foreign boy met on the street, initiates this voyage. The three will share the utmost intimate experience that will change them all. The next morning, Tony and Chloe’s innocent youth is left behind. With shattered hearts they enter adulthood and everything that lies ahead.

A terminally ill man bids the world an elaborate farewell in this poetic adaptation of Hillar Liijota’s play, originally presented on stage by Toronto’s DNA Theatre. Chris (Ken McDougall), a dancer, shares a final night of food, wine, and reminiscence with his lover Val (Jack Nicholsen), after which his physician (Daniel MacIvor), who will assist him in ending his life, explains to Val the ritual Chris has devised. Chris performs a “dance” in his bed—he asks Val, a photographer, to document it—then the death scenario, which culminates in two lethal injections, is set into motion.  	    Though The Last Supper takes place in a single room and its individual sequences unfold in an approximation of real time, director Cynthia Roberts’s nicely conceived camera movements and Rembrandt-like lighting maintain visual interest. McDougall, who died shortly after filming, is particularly strong as the ailing Chris, who steers his lover (and himself) through a traumatic moment with grace and thoroughly appropriate touches

Late Bloomers is a romantic comedy about what happens when two middle-aged women accidentally fall in love...with each other. At Eleanor B. Roosevelt High School, nothing is out of the ordinary – the teachers are nerdy, the students are horny, and the principal has a proverb for every occasion. But this average suburban community is about to be set on its collective ear, because Dinah Groshardt, the lonely, laughable geometry teacher, and Carly Lumpkin, frumpy school secretary and housewife, fall in love. The uproar reverberates from classroom to cafeteria, from bedroom to locker room, from principal’s office to the PTA, as parents, teachers and students of Roosevelt High confront their prejudices, and Carly and Dinah discover a midlife passion that puts the adolescents to shame. Writer Gretchen and director Julia Dyer have created a touching love story that has charmed audiences worldwide. 	In the French short The Seagull, Valeria is in love with Laurence but doesn't dare tell her.  
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Three lesbian activists from ACT UP speak candidly about their experiences with group politics. They manage to integrate anger and action, AIDS activism and pro-choice work, making it clear that men's and women's health body issues are not gender exclusive.

Move over Hollywood, independent lesbian feature filmmakers are doing it for themselves. Dykes are now writing, producing, directing and funding their own films. And if you want to do the same, these two documentaries are a must-see. Zero Budget offers 5 Easy Steps To Zero Budget Film Making from directors such as Rose Troche (Go Fish), Sharon Pollack (Everything Relative) and Alex Sichel (All Over Me) and producers such as Christine Vachon and Dolly Hall. Lavender Limelight takes a different tack, mixing film clips and interviews to examine the work of three pioneering dyke filmmakers: Jenni Livingston (Paris Is Burning), Cheryl Dunye (Watermelon Woman), and Heather McDonald (Ballot Measure 9). Inspirational, funny, thoughtful, and educational, the films in this program pay tribute to some of the modern-day pioneers of lesbian filmmaking while offering inspiration to budding zero budget dyke directors to Just Do It. 

Hosted by two holographic characters, the sexy yet utterly arrogant “HE-MALE” and his outrageous razor-tongued drag alter-ego, “SHE-MALE”, The Art Of Cruising Men offers a meandering insight into the length many of us go to in order to make sexual contact with one another. From prehistoric man through forbidden worlds of toilets and darkrooms, this voyeuristic ride ends in the hedonistic and liberated 90’s. Offering advice while poking a bit of shameless fun at the 90s gay man, our hosts and the men they watch tell us where we go for it, how we attract it, what we say to get it, and finally, where we do it.  A much more serious look at gay men is taken by Hardy Haberman in Leather, a simple poetic view of the leatherman’s world and spirituality.   From documentary to sci-fi, these four films explore the up close and far away worlds that S/M dykes inhabit.  Switch takes a documentary look at how queers in San Francisco get pleasure from identifying as switches and moving through the categories of butch/femme, 

An implied homoerotic tension between Pete (Dudley Sutton) and Reggie (Colin Campbell) is the primary theme of this British drama. Gradually this tension becomes identified as the probable reason for Reggie's lack of sexual interest in his new wife, Dot (Rita Tushingham). Director Furie presents a very subdued treatment of the issue until the last half hour of the film when Dot accuses Pete and Reggie of being “queer.” Denying her charge, they agree that they are just good friends. After a few melodramatic twists, Pete and Reggie decide to sail off to America together and are about to get on a ship when, stopping in a waterfront bar, Reggie realizes that Pete really is gay. Reggie abandons Pete and walks off alone.      In contrast to the drugs, girls, and rock ‘n’ roll ambience that American biker pics are associated with, The Leather Boys is rather staid in its drama. The 'sensational' biker backdrop is distinctly British, and really the film is a serious drama focusing on the lives of its young working-cla

Kyle, a frustrated teenage poet from the Valley, moves to the sun-drenched urban jungle of the Silverlake district of Los Angeles. There he meets Mike, a tough-but-tender construction worker nearing his 30th birthday, and falls in love. Mike introduces Kyle to the gay bars, sex clubs, and coffee houses of the City of Angels. Kyle buys his first leather jacket and plans his first poetry reading, but trouble ensues when he discovers that Mike might be unfaithful. A coming-of-age romantic comedy, Leather Jacket Love Story is especially notable for its boldly explicit sex scenes and its fresh, funny dialogue, courtesy of acclaimed poet Rondo Mieczkowski’s screenplay. Mink Stole from the early John Waters films makes a rare screen appearance, along with gay rights activist Morris Knight, model Geoffrey Moody and a bevy of bad-ass L.A. drag queens. Leather Jacket Love Story is a perfect date movie, with its romantic sensibility, playful humor, and raw sensuality.  	Boot Camp, a short romantic musical set in a leath

Ellen did it on national TV, and these filmmakers are doing it on local video. It’s never easy to come out to your family, not knowing what their response will be, and these films explore the range of relationships that queer children have with their families. Janine Fung's wild narration about misunderstandings in her traditional Chinese family plays over images of her mother carving a turkey in Leftovers. Amy Gottlieb's film In Living Memory examines her relationship with her father, who developed dementia at age 93. In Aishah Shahidah Simmons' In My Father's House, a black feminist lesbian explores her coming out process through self-reflection and candid conversations with her father, her 16 year-old brother and her best friend. Mama, I Have Something to Tell You shares intimate dialogue between mother and son as they confront each others' feelings about homosexuality. 

“It hurts me to say good-bye. I wish ever so much that I could stay and live a healthy, normal life.” These words were written by 26-year-old Simon Harvey in a farewell letter to his parents. Simon wasn’t ill. He decided to commit suicide, driving to the Sussex countryside where he killed himself with his car’s exhaust fumes while the hymn ‘To God The Glory’ played on the car radio.  Simon was a Christian and gay and was tormented in his attempts to reconcile these two parts of his life. Treading carefully through sensitive areas, Better Dead Than Gay reconstructs the background of the tragedy with the help of Harvey’s diaries and the recollections of his parents and friends and clergymen at whose churches he worshipped. “To discover my son was gay was as bad as losing him,” says Simon’s father. As a gay friend of Simon’s says, “Religion has a lot to answer for.”    In Legacies four men tell of their personal experiences in the Mormon Church and the attempts made by the Church to change their sexual orientati

Those dykes over at Britain’s Channel 4 sure have been busy. They’ve got four jam packed programs they’d like to share with us Yankees. Lively interviews are mixed with hot and raunchy lovemaking in Shades of Desire, a sexy and provocative documentary celebrating love between black and white lesbians. In Lesbian Bed Death, real people, real lives, real disaster stories, individuals and couples reveal their tales of woe or offer advice on how to avoid “bed death” in the future. In the Rachel Williams Documentary, the Amazonian supermodel talks frankly to the camera about her uncompromising attitude toward her sexuality. Rachel reveals the reality of coming out in the glare of the media spotlight, and the intimacy of her relationship with rock singer Alice Temple. Taking the lid off the world of modeling and challenging the viewer with Rachel’s often outspoken views, this documenary is a rare insight into the world of the celebrity dyke. Zero Budget looks at the emergence of lesbian feature filmmakers in the US
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You'll be hot on the heels of love after you watch this collection of sexy lesbian shorts. In Girl Talk a woman calls a lesbian phone sex service for a little release, but things don't turn out quite the way she intended. Both Top Of The World and Giftwrap tell of romances between not-so-nerdy women and the edgy motorcycle dykes they fall for. Goodbye Emma Jo begins with a woman picked up at her lover’s gravesite and gets raunchier from there. Be warned (or be happy) – this film contains explicit scenes.

Some of the fiercest new videos these days are being made by and for young women. In this  collection of shorts, girls speak out for themselves and express their hopes and fears around the  complex issues they face being queer in a hostile world. In spacejazzeros, girls who skate discover that space isn’t the final frontier, and in Trespass, a girl must choose between finding love at a punk show, or her mom’s Avon party. Untouchable explores the struggles between inter-generational partners and the powerlessness felt by youth, while Four Thousand Years Of Leaving Home uses  biblical and contemporary narratives to explore the reality of leaving home. 

From raunchy sex to girls with guns, don't miss this hot selection of titillating shorts. CHICKS WITH GUNS proves it's always best to be rescued by a beautiful woman, and battling cigarette girls get down and dirty in KINKY PINKYS. Two women shower each other with intense passion on the streets of New York in DARLING INTERNATIONAL, while the Hail Mary's provide the rock score for OVERRIDE.

This eclectic program of experimental gay shorts begins with Jerry Tartaglia's Amnesia, which shows how the personal artifacts of gay life and love are the content of queer history. Andrew Soo's Liu Awaiting Spring explores the childhood self- discovery of Kevin Liu, a Chinese/Australian boy who senses his difference. Morimura Yasumasa plays Marilyn Monroe in Apparatus M, which visualizes an imagination responding to keywords like sex, death, masquerade and ostentation. Mark Taylor's Lesson 9 explores love, loss and insanity. While using a duck that talks and dances, Andrew Hiller examines the effects of the socialization of a gay man in an overwhelmingly straight atmosphere in Fly Away Homo. The program concludes with Matthias Müller's Pensao Globo, in which a man facing his approaching death takes what is perhaps his last journey.    Queer icons old and new collide in this extrava-gantly beautiful tribute to Alan Turing, the gay British cryptographer who pioneered the concept of machine intelligence. The la

We are very excited to bring you this selection of works made exclusively for queer kids by queer kids. We start with  Lessons In Baby Dyke Theory, a sweet portrait of an out high school dyke who takes us on a ride through her everyday life in rural Canada and her ongoing search for her contemporaries. In his First Year in the states, Trac Vu lived with his parents outside San Bernardino, California. This short is a somber remembrance of his youth, mixing images of a colorful, lonely Southern California with stories of his first encounters with others like himself. Shapes Of Silence mourns the kids who never make it through childhood.  A Japanese girl falls in love but cannot escape her abusive father.  Another parent in Junky Punky Girlz tells her daughter how to get her nose pierced, and eventually the daughter has to figure out a way to integrate her South East Asian heritage and her punk dyke lifestyle.  Finally Out Loud shows that young queers find many different ways to express their queer selves. A str

Young girls rule the day in this collection of sassy shorts. In 1000 Ants, 11-year old Lilly has a crush on her classmate Claudia, but Claudia has a crush on Lilly’s horrible brother.  Intrepidissima provides a cathartic triumph for every little tomboy who’s been forced to go shopping for dresses. Heatwave’s protagonist Sally secretly loves the sophisticated girl next door in the long, hot English summer of 1976. And in the back seat of a wood-paneled station wagon, 12-year old Jenny sits wedged between her two sisters enduring that special hell, the family car trip, in Little Women In Transit.

Whether you’re already a lesbian mom or just thinking about becoming one, this program is for you. “Swim...swim” Talking to Sperm and Other Desperate Acts by Wendy Levy is about one lesbian’s two-year odyssey with infertility and donor insemination. Lizzie Thynne’s Child of Mine chronicles a custody battle between two lesbians for their son John: the film follows Liz as she attempts to win access to her son through the Scottish courts and highlights two cases in England where lesbian parents have fought for legal recognition and won. Letter to Maya is the way two lesbians try to answer their adopted Chinese daughter’s inevitable questions about where she was born. Finally, young, angry, in-your-face lesbian mothers talk about poverty, classism and the day-to-day trials and joys of being low-income mothers in Your Mom Wears Combat Boots: Dyke Mothers Rant.

In his entertaining and thought-provoking first feature, filmmaker and ACT UP activist Macky Alston brings a uniquely gay perspective on identity to a very personal film about secrets, history and race in America. Spurred by memories of growing up in a North Carolina town where many families, both black and white, shared the surname Alston, Macky travels the South searching for the Alston story. At an all-white Alston reunion he gets a lecture on the family tree — not just all the way back to Charlemagne and Alfred the Great, but to Noah and Adam as well. At an all-black reunion he makes connections that lead to a series of poignant and enlightening encounters. Along the way, Family Name becomes a moving study of the things we tell each other and the things we don’t, and of the price we pay when we decide to keep our real identity a secret, even from ourselves. 	Also screening is Mike Hoolboom’s lyrical Letters from Home, a series of mini-portraits about AIDS, love and mourning.

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Sporting a mise-en-scene replete with actual women prisoners performing from the prisons of Kazakhstan in which they live, Life Is A Woman is a narrative film that reads as a campy merger of exposé cinema vérité and lesbian prison psychodramas of the 1970’s. The film opens with the line “The sentence is not merely intended to punish the crime, it’s purpose is to correct and reform the convicted.” Indeed the rough editing and too-dark lighting of Life Is A Woman successfully frames a sexy prison aesthetic that includes many of the usual accoutrements of lesbian prison drama. It features the cheating ways of hardened butches and the vicious fights of tough jealous femmes, sadistic guards and masochistic prisoners, steamy showers and romantic bar-bound dances. The story is of the pretty Madina who, as we learn from flashbacks, has been imprisoned for the murder of her boyfriend’s enemy. After she snitches on a cell-mate, Madina is transferred to another prison. Soon after her arrival, Madina discovers that her b

A short story about love, loneliness, and meteorology.  Lois is depressed and despairs of finding a meaningful relationship in the big city.  When she moves into an all-women household on the wrong side of town, there's stormy weather ahead. Life on Earth is smart and stylish—a new benchmark for lesbian filmmaking that manages to be both humorous and lyrical about coming out.

Hilarity ensues with this wacky collection of comic shorts. You'll burst with laughter as a true femme realizes she must pose as a butch to win the femme of her dreams; as secret agents and synchronized swimmers join forces to battle evil; as a neurotic housewife goes mad; and as you take in an embittered little rant on the fetishizing of dyke moms and their kids.

With his second feature, director Ryosuke Hashiguchi has created a brilliantly understated tale of aching romance, sophisticated humor and young adulthood. Soft-spoken, rather demure Ito is a high school senior ready to blossom into a passionate, driven young man. He falls deeply into states of confusion and withdrawal (often known as the beginnings of love) with his best friend at school, the very approachable and popular big-man-on-campus Yoshida. As their friendship develops, a sense of frustration and urgency begins to loom over Ito’s days as he needs to tell his best friend about his feelings. Meanwhile, in walks the smart and oddly mature Aihara, a mysterious, cool and aloof new girl in town unknowingly poised to create a complicated world of love and discovery for all involved. Yoshida develops a torrential crush on Aihara and thus ensues a triangle of relations between the three young cohorts. Throughout Like Grains of Sand, a rare, thoughtful honesty coupled with buoyant, smart dialogue creates a moo

Craig (Steve Bell) is a twentysomething bare-knuckle boxer from working-class Blackpool. He lives in a violent, macho world of illegal prizefights, where winning and survival are two words for the same thing. Pop music producer Matt (Ian Rose) is a successful gay man who is cynical about love and driven by financial ambition. A chance meeting outside a nightclub leads to a brief and clumsy encounter between the two men. When Craig escapes the mean streets of Blackpool and turns up on Matt’s doorstep in London, the two embark on a relationship that will irrevocably change both their lives. Craig is quickly introduced to the freedom of Soho and an openly-gay world he never imagined existed. Matt’s crowd, however, is determined to break the couple up. Legendary rocker Roger Daltrey of The Who is delicious as Matt’s wolfish gay boss, Kelvin. Set amidst London’s cutting-edge club scene, Like It Is offers a fast-paced, gritty look at modern urban gay life and romance.

In José Torrealba’s Limités, Peruvian photographer Carlos Quiroz unveils the artistic process behind capturing the male nude.   Inundated with doe-eyed and hung French-Canadian models, Limités visits Quiroz’s private photo sessions, allowing you to witness the intimate relationship established between camera and subject, a relationship in which the distinctions separating the artistic and the commercial are constantly changing and forever blurred.  Lounging naked around the studio, even the models themselves—some of whom could very well be straight—offer surprisingly intelligent insights into how and why they do what they do.  Encompassing the vast range of nude photography, Quiroz’s work, in being so erotically charged, is, in his words, “an invitation to masturbate, to become an accomplice with the model to reach orgasm.”  In doing so, the simple act of looking becomes a sexual act in and of itself.  After this film, you may never flip through another blue magazine in quite the same way again.   

From subtle and sensuous to synchronized and scandalous, this program features This Marching Girl Thing, a short Australian film about a girl’s baton twirling club. During an out-of-town competition, one young woman (Muriel from Muriel’s Wedding) must decide whether to stick with her lover — between practice and the final round. In Disgraceful Conduct, the career of a young military officer is challenged when her sexuality is questioned in an English court of law. Vicky Smith’s My Moon Her World takes us on an entrancing trip through hidden anamorphic images. In Bille Eltringham’s beautiful film Linger, Donna-Marie looks back on her teenage affair with her best friend Tammy. And what can I say about Why I’ll Never Trust You (In 200 Words Or Less)? Two women. One bedroom. The hottest afternoon of the summer.

Christos in an intense, infatuated Athenian who follows army runaway Manolis to his small Greek hometown, hoping to entice him away from an oppressive circle of family and friends.  It's probably a hopeless cause.  Deserter is a downbeat, slow, and sad-eyed drama – the kind of film that divides audiences (as it has done already in Berlin and London).  Sophisticated San Franciscans may have no sympathy for the story of a closeted middle-class man's doomed pursuit of a surly straight village lad, yet—in context—Deserter is a marvel.      Simply put, Christos is the first compassionate gay portrayal in Greek cinema (remember the transvestite-hooker-killer-queer "hero" of Angel?).  Double credit, then, to directorial duo Giorgas Korras and Christos Voupouras for not grabbing an off-the-rack coming out confessional.  Instead, they've sewn up one of gay cinema's most difficult themes—loneliness and frustration.      It's easy to think of homo melancholy as ugly, invented, and unwanted, and in the hand of Hollywood 

A surrealist, nightmarish view on a capitalist fast-food society that focuses on instant gratification of animal instincts. Our hero, Frank the business man, peruses the adult classifieds in search of a lunch hour “quickie”. He and his co-workers get more than they bargained for when they encounter a “real” dominatrix .

The program title says it all. In Pom, a grunge dyke tries out for the University of Texas cheerleading squad. Lisa Lisa interviews 22 women who have and have not dated a woman named Lisa, and Bad Brownies features dykes telling stories about the bad things they did as Brownie Scouts. A woman makes a painting with her breasts in In Color, and a disenchanted lesbian refuses to give in to her bisexual desires because k.d. lang is on television in Bisexual Wannabe.

From British television, a  film about British transvestism. A Little Bit of Lippy is a fruity, cross-dressing comedy set in  the north of England. Marian (Alison Swann) and Rick (Danny Cunningham) are a working-class couple whose marriage has gone stale. In search of some sexual oomph, Marian surprises Rick one night in her scanties. Problem is, he's gotten to the make-up box before her. Directed by Chris Bernard (maker of Letter to Brezhnev), A Little Bit of Lippy is a terrific, stylish blend of surreal cinematography (including a hilarious visual spoof of Brian de Palma's Dressed to Kill) and absurdist Mike Leigh–style observation (when Marian consults a famous drag queen for advice on what to do with her cross-dressing hubby, he announces, "Underpants or ladies' briefs—what's the difference? It's what's inside that counts."

Our annual collection of shorts made by and about young queers. THE MAN FROM VENUS is a poetic first-person account of the transgendered dystopia. A girl hero takes on the lesbian nation in SUPERDYKE: THE MOVIE. A 12-year-old boy discusses his enjoyment of drag performing in JAKE "TODAY I BECAME A MAN." And a teenage girl must decide between love, adventure, community service, and the chance to meet her idol in one of this year’s Completion Fund winners, A LITTLE FIERCE. 
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A riveting story that unearths a couple’s flawed humanity when a one pound micro-preemie brings a family to its knees. Through never before seen footage we follow Nicholas’s birthday (100 days early), and his struggle to survive which parallels his family’s destruction and reclamation, while exploring the philosophical and moral questions: What price life, and when does caring become cruelty?

There’s no theme, just exceptional quality in this year’s program of new lesbian shorts. Little White Lies recognizes that coming out is hard to do, but asks, “Is procrastinating any easier?” A charged voyeuristic dynamic develops in Strait as two couples wait for a train to take them into the land of sexuality and gender. Sacred Heart is a queer stop-motion fairy tale, done on an Ed Wood budget, while The Tragedy Of Samantha Biggle And The Twins tells of the tumultuous friendship between high school-aged Sam and her two new friends, twin sisters Darcie and Charlotte.

Young girls rule the day in this collection of sassy shorts. In 1000 Ants, 11-year old Lilly has a crush on her classmate Claudia, but Claudia has a crush on Lilly’s horrible brother.  Intrepidissima provides a cathartic triumph for every little tomboy who’s been forced to go shopping for dresses. Heatwave’s protagonist Sally secretly loves the sophisticated girl next door in the long, hot English summer of 1976. And in the back seat of a wood-paneled station wagon, 12-year old Jenny sits wedged between her two sisters enduring that special hell, the family car trip, in Little Women In Transit.

Our 1999 international shorts program offers our most diverse selection ever, opening with the lush Turkish film Makbul, which asks who has more power, the Sultan or the slave? Icarus plays out a tragically complex relationship on a sun drenched Greek Isle, while a small Norwegian island is the  setting for two teenagers’ night together in Waves. My Pal Rachid has something that would attract any budding queer’s attention. The Offering serenely reveals the relationship between a Japanese monk and a young novice. Thomas hears strange noises each time he sees his schoolmate Quentin in Thomas Trips, and a young boy senses that he is different in Liu Awaiting Spring.     This eclectic program of experimental gay shorts begins with Jerry Tartaglia's Amnesia, which shows how the personal artifacts of gay life and love are the content of queer history. Andrew Soo's Liu Awaiting Spring explores the childhood self- discovery of Kevin Liu, a Chinese/Australian boy who senses his difference. Morimura Yasumasa plays Mari

Live to Tell documents a historic event, the first gay prom in America, put on by the students of the EAGLES Center, a grassroots, alternative high school in  West Hollywood. Watch as these courageous kids tackle societal oppression and their own personal struggles to put on this life-affirming event. 

Two fatalistic L.A. boys—one's an impulsive, on-the-edge psycho cutie; the other listens to the Smiths a lot, and likes Godard movies—discover they're HIV positive and set about on an unplanned, unhinged serio-comic spree of violence and abandon.  The Living End has been described as a homo Thelma & Louise, which is true enough—but it's also far more than that.  Director Gregg Araki has taken on the issues and energy of gay youth in 1992, and turned them into a mad, anarchic and unsettlingly powerful experience.  (It's mostly set on the road," explains Araki, "It's like a Hope/Crosby movie . . . in which Crosby fucks Hope.") 

Yvonne Welbon’s newest film documents the life and times of Ruth C. Ellis, the world's oldest "out" African American lesbian. Born July 23, 1899, in Springfield, Illinois, Ellis reveals on screen that she is not only out now, she's always been out. In fact, she had her first crush (on her high school gym teacher!) in 1917.  	Through recreations, Welbon and her viewers follow Ruth and her companion of 34 years, Ceciline "Babe" Franklin, as they move to Detroit in 1937. There Ruth becomes the first woman to own her own printing business – Ellis and Franklin Printing. Throughout the 1940s, 50s and 60s, Ruth and Babe’s home, known as the "Gay Spot," provided an  alternative to the bar scene that discriminated against blacks. Today, Ruth devotes much of her time to advocating for senior and lesbian rights. 	Living With Pride: Ruth C. Ellis @ 100 offers a rare opportunity to experience a century-long  history of African American gays and lesbians as seen through the life lived by one inspiring woman. By example, sh

Lola and Murat become close friends, but Lola  is guarding a secret involving Murat's family and his domineering brother Osman that could tear their small world apart. Determined to get to the bottom of things, Murat stumbles upon the bizarre 

They're scary. They're funny. They're bloody. They're thrilling. You'll find killer breasts in GINGER SNAPS, a lonely dyke willing to clone herself to get a date in the futuristic LONELY WITHOUT YOU, and a lesbian heiress who becomes more than possessed by a witch in the horrific Hammer-like film THE FRAGILE SKIN. This creative collection of shorts screams with terror and delight.

While the face of AIDS retains its universal  humanity in every corner of the world, each culture sees the epidemic through its own eyes. Now Long Live Life allows us to share one of these entirely different perspectives on a disease we think we know so well. Filmmakers Sumitra Bhave and Sunil Sukthankar have created a chaotic, powerful work that is as multi-layered and fascinating as the nation of diverse castes, religions, educational elites and economic classes it depicts. 	When a young Indian landscape designer finds out that an emergency transfusion has left her boyfriend infected with HIV, she becomes obsessed with finding the source of the tainted blood. Her search will take her into every strata of Indian  society, from the quiet office of the respected doctor who performed the operation, to the teeming slums that are home to the desperate poor who have  nothing to sell but their blood. Her story is paralleled by the tales of two young male lovers torn apart by society’s demands and their dread of thi

This grainy, disjointed film beautifully places the conflict of sexual identity and unrequited love inside the smoggy borders of Mexico City. Using dramatic expressionistic lighting, black and white film stock, and a minimalist sound track, Hernández creates a moody portrait of Bruno, a young prostitute on the streets of the largest city in the world. While tricking for cash professionally, Bruno spends his personal time pursuing the love of his presumably straight friend Umberto. Violently, Umberto severs ties with him, which leads Bruno to his own violent and misguided expression of anger and rejection. The film's experimental structure — prophetic intertitles, dependence on gesture over dialogue, brooding music — creates a broken sense of time and a feeling of displacement within Mexico City's dark alleys, carnival midways, and sketchy movie houses. This displacement mirrors Bruno's anguish over lost love and his manhood.  The program opens with DORMIMUNDO VOL. 1 INCOMODIDAD a collection of short works by 

Faith Nolan is one of Canada's most outspoken lesbian feminist musicians.  Grace Channer, her close friend and fellow activist, is a visual artist who conveys her political concerns through her paintings and sculptures.  An empowering portrait of these two Canadian black lesbian feminist artists, Long Time Comin' addresses issues of racism, sexism, and reclaiming identity.  In this deft portrait of their friendship and lives, filmmaker Dionne Brand creates a loving testament to the power of women's activism.   

We’ve stretched the definition of “boy” in our program of local gay filmmakers this year. Helping us push that envelope are ten works that share nothing – and everything  – in common. A couple of young queers have a community identity crisis in A New Flag, while O Happy Day lays gay claim to a revolutionary moment in black history. Shaving The Castro pays tribute to Louie’s 1932 Castro Barbershop, and The Divine Androgyne chronicles the journey of New Age drag princess Chrystallah as she searches for androgyny.

Our local girls have been at it again. Here’s another sampling of the work being done right here in our own backyards. Play is about a woman who loves only one thing more than basketball. Between the Lines strives to demystify the phenomenon of cutters, women who self-injure. Ellipsis mixes photographic abstraction, simple animation and the human nervous system to find meaning in the architecture of light. Alienator documents a video artist's alien abduction experience and Dirty Fingernails tells of a love story between a girl and her motorcycle.

This real-to-reel selection of shorts is all about young queers speaking out for themselves. Because video is affordable, more and more youth are taking the camera into their own hands and candidly  revealing meaningful aspects of their lives in images that demand understanding and justice. Opening Closet X: A Voice For Queer Youth is a strong and positive documentary about queer youth in San Francisco, produced by people 18 to 26 years of age. In Caught In The Crossfire, seven black and Hispanic kids discuss their feelings about their gay and lesbian parents. Looking For Common Ground, a 1997 Frameline Completion Fund winner, documents the process of struggling for and achieving gay rights at a typical suburban school, and serves as a vivid model for empowering students nationwide. Slices provides a unique look at Asian queer youth coming out and facing the impact of AIDS.    Taking it to the streets is just what the activists in these short films are inspiring us to do. James Wentzy of DIVA TV (Damned Inter
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In this all girl punk rock program we’ve got three new rockin’ music videos: Tribe 8’s Estrofemme, Shrubbery’s Another Beautiful Thing, and Stone Fox’s Loose Composure. Then, in Lez B. Friends, a biker gang torments straight people by kidnapping their children, selling them to lesbian couples, and making them into sex slaves. Plus Lucy Thane's She’s Real, Worse Than Queer, a video-documentary by and about dykes who find in punk rock a culture and a life they can tolerate. Performers include Fifth Column, Team Dresch, Tribe 8, g.b. jones, the legendary Phranc, and many more. 

Loose Ends is Sandra Nettlebeck’s first feature film; in 1992 she won the Audience Award for Best Short with her film A Certain Grace.  Like A Certain Grace, her new film reflects upon both heterosexual and homosexual relationships, juxtaposing them to each other to discover and dwell upon their similarities and differences. It is the story of three women friends in their late twenties and their quest for happiness.  Sara (Regula Grauwiller) is in the midst of making plans for her wedding to popular radio DJ Robert when she stumbles into a passionate affair.  Having been single for four years, Katherine (Natascha Bub) falls for her ex-boyfriend, Nick, who walked out on her and his friends four years ago.  Then there is Nina (Jasmin Tabatabai), a playgirl who hardly ever wakes up with the same woman twice — until she takes a ride in Ella’s (played by the director) taxi cab. She finally meets her match and surrenders to love, but not without first putting up a fight. In the end they all in their own way face th

Here they are! This year' funniest, sexiest gay shorts. We begin with Steve and his unsatisfactory sex life in HI I'M STEVE — not to be confused with Steve of RICK & STEVE THE HAPPIEST GAY COUPLE IN ALL THE WORLD. And then, it's time to talk in SUNDAY AFTERNOON, followed by the sexually charged road movie HITCH. A bad drug trip sent Jordan to jail, then onto the street, then into the brawny arms of a drop-dead-gorgeous heroin addict named Tripper (Mark Pellegrino) — and a love story that takes us to places we’ve never been before.  Based on Jordan’s award-winning play, LOST IN THE PERSHING POINT HOTEL sneaks up on you. The drag-&-drug humor is disarming. The glitter-rock nostalgia is bittersweet. The cameos (Michelle Phillips, Marilu Henner, et. al.) are kicky. Th

A documentary that looks at marriage in the lesbian and gay community.  Produced for Britain's 1991 "Out" series on Channel Four, Love and Marriage is a discussion of the issues raised by the push for domestic partnership laws in Britain, the U.S. and Denmark.  The spirited dialogue asks the questions: Would such laws be a truly radical initiative, or a complete sellout to the notion of equality with heterosexuals?  Are lesbian and gay couples lucky to be free of the burden of marriage?  What hidden legal pitfalls are being created for lesbians and gays with a "second class" of marriage?

Not just one preference. Not just two orientations. This program of shorts will stimulate and tease homos, queers and perverts alike. From Anie Stanley comes OurUsWeBoneOneSoNakedKnown, a penetrative little number involving guns and pussies.  Aside from a UFO landing, you can probably piece together the plot of Rave Porn.   It isn’t hard to get rough-and-tumble boys to show their scars. But then to get the same boys to talk about what gets their Peckers Rising? Well, Texan filmmaker Heyd Fontenot got just that, and much more, too.  These boys don’t seem to have any trouble getting it up for the camera. Neither do the girls in Impact Zone, a fast-paced, arcade car crash sex fuck where girls don’t just dream about cars – they actually climb on top. Bringing the program to a climax is Squishy Does Porno.  A porn princess cruising the streets of New Orleans finds a boy and fastens her leash to his collar.  When she gets him home, she introduces him to her other sex slave. She starts watching the boys fuck, and sh

Our annual collection of shorts made by and about young queers. THE MAN FROM VENUS is a poetic first-person account of the transgendered dystopia. A girl hero takes on the lesbian nation in SUPERDYKE: THE MOVIE. A 12-year-old boy discusses his enjoyment of drag performing in JAKE "TODAY I BECAME A MAN." And a teenage girl must decide between love, adventure, community service, and the chance to meet her idol in one of this year’s Completion Fund winners, A LITTLE FIERCE. 

This is a wacky British muffdiving sex romp in the Benny Hill tradition (minus the misogyny). Chaos erupts when the Comps hockey team takes on the Muffs for a bit of rough and tumble. These girls just can’t seem to keep themselves out of trouble both on the field and in the locker room. Harriet gets caught in the toilet with her hands full while the school Nurse sets to treating one of the injured players with an unusual set of implements from the first aid cabinet. Eventually exposed and arrested, the "chauffeur" is revealed to be Nelson Mandela. History records what happened to him next. But what happened to his white companion? The Man Who Drove With Mandela reveals the fate of this unsung hero of South Africa's liberation struggle, and uncovers his surprising identity as a prominent theater director, committed freedom fighter and gay man. 	His name was Cecil Williams. In The Man Who Drove With Mandela, Williams’ story is told through a medley of documentary and fiction styles. Powerful interviews with friends and comrades (including Mandela), rare home-movies of gay life and the freedom struggle in the 1950s, newsreels and propaganda films bring the era to life. Williams’ ow

As the old saying goes, girls will be boys…. Join us as we take an openhearted and frank look at three different explorations of the FTM (and somewhere in between) experience.  Winner of one of this year's Tzabaco/Frameline Completion Fund grants, A BOY NAMED SUE is a uniquely structured documentary about Sue's change from a butch dyke into Theo, a "big old bi-transman with a pussy." Inviting us into the lives of Theo and his surrounding community, we can see the many different attitudes and feelings around Theo's change and how his shifting identity/gender attractions effect change in his lesbian partner and in his friends.  THE RIDE is the premiere effort from local filmmaker Bill Basquin and features local artist-writer Cooper as a cab driver who passes as a man and gives a lift to a mysterious woman. And MANHOOD is a short biopic made by Swedish television about local FTM Mason. 

Last year, jaws were dropping in Minneapolis, New York, and Los Angeles during rare screenings of this Cinemascope camp masterpiece from Japan. Based on a late-1920s novel by Jun’ichiro Tanizaki, it's jam-packed with blackmail, lesbianism, blood oaths, faked miscarriages, impotence, wanton desire, and suicide pacts. MANJI is as shocking today as when it was first shown in Japan in the mid-1960s.  The film opens as Sonoko (Kyoko Kishida, WOMAN IN THE DUNES) confesses the details of the four-sided love affair, which has caused scandal throughout Japan.  Having grown bored with her pampered life as the wife of an impotent lawyer, Sonoko enrolls in art school to pass the time. There she scandalizes the school with her lusty paintings of fellow art student Mitsuko.   An affair erupts between Sonoko and Mitsuko, fueling jealousy among their male lovers. While Mitsuko has impeccable taste in women, her choice in men leaves much to be desired. Mitsuko's fiancée Watanuki responds to the affair in a psychotic manner, w

One of the more unusual gay-themed films to have come out of Europe this decade, Marble Ass is a gutsy, transgender-positive political and social drama that champions individual creativity against the mindless macho militarism that has kept the Balkan area in turmoil for years.  Set in a rambling house in suburban Belgrade, the story focuses on Merlyn, a tough but good-hearted transvestite prostitute and her roommate, fellow working “girl” Sanela. Their routine is shattered when Johnny, a crazed ex-lover, is decommissioned from the army and arrives at her house full of barely repressed rage. The film works both as a political allegory and an unflinching look at the often dangerous gay sex-for-sale world. The bleached-blond 37 year-old Sanela is a wonderful creation — mouthy and strong, she is not afraid to defend herself and others. At the same time she is realistic about her condition in life — that of an aging hustler. When pressed, she acknowledges that her tricks know that she is not a woman, but defends 

Saro Franzese is twenty years old and has been called to do his military service. He is assigned to the 14th battalion of helicopter-transported assault infantry, an elite, highly specialized unit. He is an open boy and finds everything he experiences to be a great game.  For him the drills, the helicopters and the whole military environment itself is amusing. Drill sergeant Gianni Tricario soon becomes his best friend, but when Tricario reveals his homosexuality, Saro runs off in shock, accepting a ride from the first car that comes along. That ride is just the beginning of a terrible spiral of events in which he is violently overpowered by a secret faction of the military establishment led by Captain Silvio Roatta, a brilliant officer and true Spartan, vices and virtues included. From that moment on, in order to obtain justice, Saro leads a difficult fight.  He must confront the civil and military institutions deployed in defense of Captain Roatta, but within these same institutions he also finds the people
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This slate of fun lesbian shorts features the trailer for The Ballad of Johnny-Jane which was made to try and raise money for an exciting new lesbian feature film starring Amanda Plummer.  A woman breaks up with her lover and decides to become a female wrestler in Margaret Star: A Fall From Grace while Sour Juice eroticizes the way we see and use hands.  A woman recounts her friend’s humorous struggle with an excessive perspiration problem in the hilarious Dike. And a bunch of tea ladies get a little more than they bargained for when they invite Mrs. Roosevelt to lunch in the hilarious new comedy from Ginger Rinkenberger, What Became Known As . . . The Eleanor Affair.

Queer people of color are doubly marginalized, often facing prejudice from both queer  communities and communities of color. Their vital search for a home, for a place of  acceptance and support, is the subject of the fiction and documentary films in thisinternational program. A steady drum beats through East, a sensual, erotic depiction of Middle Eastern queer identity, while Marival documents an unusual carnival beauty pageant, put on by black drag queens in the Dutch Antilles, with straight women as   contestants! I/Yo meditates on the filmmaker’s childhood growing up in Colombia while Close To Home presents a Jamaican gay man’s funny and painful coming-of-age story. Puri inserts "our brown-South-Asian-selves" into the  picture, and Remembrance beautifully mourns the memory of HIV-positive transgendered street people who have passed away.

A timely documentary exploring the desire for radical politics and culture in the Gay, Bisexual, Lesbian, Transgender and Two Spirited community.  MARKET THIS! is a timely documentary that explores the desire for radical politics and culture in the Gay, Lesbian, Bisexual, Two-Spirited and Transgender community. The documentary began in 1999 after the Queeruption gathering in New York City. During workshops and caucuses, through discussion and entertainment, participants came together to explore ways that our community can sustain and validate itself without supporting a system that actively exploits poor people, women, People of Color, g/b/l/TS/t people.

Mousy Marta is the quiet girl in the corner of every house party. She lives with her ailing mother in a small flat, goes to night school, and fantasizes about the dreamy guy in the apartment across the street who hangs his underwear out the window to dry. Over the course of an afternoon, spent painting a friend's apartment, Marta is reintroduced to the self-involved people in her circle. Two sisters argue, Marta's saucy best friend Elisa and bitchy Jimena who stole Elisa's boyfriend. Fer and his wife Carmen bicker over her ticking biological clock. Anorexic Alicia throws up her lunch in the small bathroom. And sweet Nestor can't seem to get over his failed relationship with Marc. Of course, everyone confides in Marta and she, having no life of her own, keeps their various confidences.  Brief home movie collages combine stories and images from each character's childhood to vividly flesh out their individual motivations and vulnerabilities. Like a Spanish version of a Whit Stillman (METROPOLITAN) film, most of 

From San Francisco to Los Angeles to New York these four films highlight and pay homage to some of today's most exciting queer performers. Something to Brag About is an old fashioned love story with Exene and Stone Fox. Martyrs and Saints is a compelling and disturbing portrait of Los Angeles performance artist Ron Athey, in which footage of difficult-to-watch performances are intercut with discussions about HIV and body manipulation. Kiki and Herb: Total Eclipse of the Heart traces the downward spiral of an aging chanteuse, masterfully portrayed by Justin Bond. And Not for Nothin' is a sensualist's dream. A black and white homage to early sound film, it follows an androgynous cabaret performer, played by S.F. visual artist Rodney O'Neal Austin, on his search for the Beloved. This experimental narrative questions what it means to be an artist in a world teeming with the mysteries of longing and death. 

From the comedic to the romantic to the heartfelt, these films will make you see dyke jocks in a whole new light. The Queer Women Martial Arts Special is both a romantic comedy and a documentary on the lifestyles of queer women martial artists from around the country. Dykes on Ice is a wacky mockumentary on two ice dancers hoping for a chance to compete at the next Gay Games in Amsterdam. And Swell, shot in Santa Cruz, is a documentary on women longboard surfers whose ages span four generations. It’s a portrait of a community which embraces newcomers as well as oldtimers and comes together in a beautiful memorial to show respect to the friend they lost in the water.

They can be cuddly like a Cabbage Patch, hunky like GI Joe, or scary like Chucky, but you'll never see dolls the same way again after this! Share a brief obsession in Crash Skid Love. Relive a true-life murder in Mary, Mary. Discover a new world under the cushions in The Love Seat. Dream of an organic, separatist world in Lesbian Separatist Barbie. And get the real skinny on obsession in our super-secret surprise treat. 

Turning outrage into action is the theme of this anti-violence documentary from Down Under. In 1996, Mary, a young lesbian mother, was brutally beaten and raped as she left a popular gay nightspot in South Sydney. Within weeks of being bashed, Mary was speaking out         publically as a survivor of misogynistic and homophobic violence. Her courageous     determination to resist vicimization inspired a group of volunteers to reclaim the Floods Lane, where the attack occurred, as queer space. So they renamed the street Mary's Place and began redecorating. The addition of new street lighting, landscaping, and vibrant public art became not only a means of making one     particular street safer, but also of doing        outreach and education about violent heterosexism. Mary's Place called attention to the importance of urban design and architecture for violence prevention, and became an  important focus of community organizing. Mary's outspokenness helped bring together the South Sydney Council, the Lesbian and

This diverse group of shorts examines the crossing of the gender line, from an FTM getting some advice from a non-trans friend in Straight Boy Lessons, to a female receptionist who gets a shock when she finds out the truth about the delivery boy she has a big crush on in If She Only Knew. Transmission examines a queer family in Canada who talk frankly about their gender transgressions and their top surgery, and Matt continues a conversation that began five years ago with a young FTM just  beginning his journey. I, Eugenia is the strange, but true, tale of Eugenia Falleni – aka Harry Crawford, aka Jean Ford. Sailor, husband, boarding house madam and convicted murderer, Falleni was born in Italy, raised in New Zealand and came to Australia at the turn of the century. Narrated from the grave, this film describes the curve of Falleni/Crawford/Ford’s life from birth to death in thirty minutes. 

Taking it to the streets is just what the activists in these short films are inspiring us to do. James Wentzy of DIVA TV (Damned Interfering Video Activists) documents the police violence that broke out during the political funeral held in NYC in Matthew Shepard Political Funeral. A room full of radical queers reject the commercialization of gay pride, and celebrate and organize toward building alternatives in Gay Shame ’98. In 1993, Massachusetts passed an anti-discrimination law that established the rights of gay and lesbian  students. Looking For Common Ground traces the history of how one controversial high school refused to enforce the law, and how some students empowered themselves and fought back. Narrated by Angela Davis, Blind Eye To Justice: HIV+ Women Incarcerated In California portrays the injustices of the California prison system as seen through the eyes of incarcerated HIV positive women. This  stirring documentary made by the Women’s Positive Legal Action Network gives voice to those who are s

The transformative power of packing is explored in Me and My Strap-On, while the Kings of New York is a quick look into the secret world of breast-binding, pants-stuffing Drag Kings. Chris-topher's Chronicles: Chapter 1 is a video diary about the fears and realities of female to male sex reassignment. Trappings of Transhood discusses the ins & outs of Trans/boy/hood. And Murder and the Feather Boa draws upon interviews with key figures in Chiapas, Mexico, to paint a portrait of a transvestite culture which thrives in the midst of brutal murders and omnipresent corruption. 

Emily & Gitta by filmmaker Tami Gold (Juggling Gender) was made at the AFI’s Directing Workshop for Women.  It is the story of Emily, the child of Holocaust survivors, and Gitta, who grew up in Germany thinking of herself as innocent and not responsible for her parents’ generation’s actions during the war.  They meet and begin a dance of emotional and erotic intimacy.  Almost as soon as it begins, however, their relationship threatens to be torn apart by the histories and memories they do and do not share.  Marilyn Freeman’s Meeting Magdalene is an enchanting story about an inescapably profound attraction between two strangers.  On her way home from a business trip, Sara rests for a few hours at her ex-girlfriend Jane’s house.  Little does she know what is in store for her when Jane’s current girlfriend Magdalene puts the mojo on her.    After hiding her sexuality in college, Sonia goes home on break in Raquel Cecilia Harrington’s short film Sonia. Still in love with her best friend from high school, she deci

You'll be taken on a visual odyssey as these innovative filmmakers voyage to the edges of creativity — Barbara Hammer style. BEAUTY IS THE BEAST tells the tragic story of Marlene Dietrich's secluded life. Using the laws of science as a metaphor, THE PHYSICS OF LOVE explores the intricacies of labor, disease, violence, and desire. STEIN'S COW is an experimental animated film based on Gertrude Stein's poetic definition of cow/orgasm. In the visually lush journey DISOBEDIENCE (all lower case), a mother on the lam moves far beyond the confines of home, heterosexuality, and the physical world. 
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It’s a big city love story. Well, actually, there are five stories in this program, and “love” is an awfully optimistic word. We start with a look at the New York club scene with some Sweaty Naked Male Flesh. Central Park and a Manhattan rooftop are the setting for gay romance in Spokes, and Smooch! is a very New York boy-finds-boy romance without words. In Miguel, Ma Belle, an HIV-positive queen cuts through the crap trying to find sex and happiness.  Melvin Schmatzman Freudian Dentist starts with a dentist trying to rationalize his son’s sexuality and follows the dad’s quirky reasoning to its logical conclusion. 

Alternately loud and meditative, glamorous and essential, this program features an eclectic collection of works by Los Angeles filmmakers.  Must Be the Music is a pounding introduction to the night life of the City of Angels.  Tailing four clean-shaven boys as they bounce from warehouse to warehouse, this film has the distinct feel of the city down the coast, with its bright lights, large hair and full nightclub ambience. But there’s more to relationships than music and clothes.  There’s sex, too.  Two is the story of two 20-nothing men who spend one night wandering from a smoke-filled pool bar in Venice to a sex party in West Hollywood.    When the music stops and the sex is over, the sun comes up and fear and responsibility set in.  Clinic E may be a comedy short, but laughing when one man worries about getting an HIV test only diffuses the gravity of the situation.  And if the test comes up positive, what do loss, love and companionship mean?  Mixing images of a boy and a man, health and illness, Memory De

These new works by black lesbian filmmakers are definitely on the funny, raunchy homegirl side. Hair – and the lack of it – play a big part in Jamika Ajalon’s beautiful experimental film Memory Tracks, about a woman’s search for her identity as a filmmaker. In Uhuru, a young African woman struggles with the traditions of her country and her desire to come out. Tomboy, a documentary, chronicles the filmmaker’s childhood experiences. In Stephanie Wynne’s farcical Gay Black Female, Jadah tries to find love and a Toni Braxton lookalike in the personals, but ends up on the bad side of a female Gangsta, while Train Station, set in Chicago in the ’50s, tells of the romance between a butch and a femme.

For a movement supposedly stamped out by the authorities, independent filmmaking in China seems remarkably alive. Liu Bingjian's very likable film uses an age-old story to get a handle on the burgeoning underground gay and lesbian scene in Beijing. Country boy Xiao Bo comes to the big city to find himself. He shows up in Qing's clothes shop, looking for someone else, and lands himself a job and a place to stay. Only after setting him up with a damp squib of a date does Qing begin to suspect that Xiao Bo is gay; she mentions this to her husband, who soon gets to thinking that he wouldn't mind trying a bit of the "other" with the lodger. Shocked and frightened, Xiao Bo runs away.…  Liu frames this simple, naturalistic story with mildly utopian scenes imagining what gay activism with Chinese characteristics might be like: a pirate radio station broadcasting lonely-hearts ads, a magazine called "Brilliant W.C." that reprints toilet graffiti to help create a community from the hundreds of anonymous cottagers. The 

Men In Love begins in San Francisco at a memorial service for Victor Charpier, a beloved teacher who has just died from AIDS.  Among the many left in his wake is Steve, a young man in his late twenties who was one of Victor's primary caretakers in the final months.  Victor has requested that Steven scatter his ashes on Maui in Hawaii, so Steven travels there.  On the island he meets an extraordinary community of people who are striving to lead their lives in a balanced and harmonious way.  Far away from his own urban world, Steven is able to step back and take a look at the crucial issues in his life.  He falls in love with Peter, a native Hawaiian.  Steven is slowly transformed by his experiences on Maui.  With Peter, Steven finds ways he can practice safe sex and be fulfilled.  Through the practice of Tantra yoga, he also learns how to be in touch with his own feelings and to increase his awareness of others, as well as the world around him. Men In Love was later transferred to film and released in cities t
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From Australia comes Men Like Me, a documentary that makes creative use of computer video technology to break down the stereotyped concept of gender. This film is both humorous and educational in its  examination of the social and physical transformation from female-to-male of the filmmaker's friend, Dale. 

Jochen Hick's engaging new documentary takes an up-close look at the circuit of leatherman contests, making pit stops in Chicago, New York, and San Francisco.  Hick's camera captures contestants as they excitedly prepare to compete.  Through revealing interviews with not only contestants but S&M porn actors, uniform fetishists, and long-term slaves, the film gives us an unprecedented behind-the-scenes glimpse into this close knit community of sexual radicals.      Special attention is paid to Amsterdam-based "Tom of Hamburg," a former "International Mr. Leather" title holder, S&M porn star, and porn producer.  His current battle with AIDS is poignantly addressed by the filmmaker.  The startling physical  transformation we see in Tom is jolting.  Yet one is inspired by the openness and courage of this important member of the leather community.  We are also treated to several entertaining and informative interviews with San Francisco's own Mr. Marcus.        Hick's camera also follows the many men who cruise th

Ellen Barkin stars as Catherine Palmer, a tough-talking, hard-drinking homicide detective tracking a serial killer through the dark streets of an unnamed city. The bodies are always in the same grotesque condition: scrubbed down, face made up, wrists and ankles bruised from restraints, eyelids cut off. While searching a crime scene, Barkin discovers a briefcase full of lurid S&M photographs and bondage sex toys and follows the killer into a hallucinatory sexual underworld. Peta Wilson (TV's LA FEMME NIKITA) plays Vickie Kittrie, the libidinous best friend and former lover of one of the victims, who introduces the detective to a secret society of lipstick lesbians composed of bored socialites and prominent businesswomen. A steamy sexual cat-and-mouse ensues, with Wilson hungrily attempting to seduce the hard-boiled Barkin. Ubiquitous B-movie actor Julian Sands pops up as a twisted psychiatrist, of the DRESSED TO KILL transvestite variety, who is treating a young victim of childhood sexual abuse. Combining a wo

Riyad Vinci Wadia is a noted Bombay-based filmmaker who has produced and directed what are considered to be the first ever indigenously produced gay films from India, a country in which the act of homosexuality is punishable by life imprisonment, and where over 50 million men are estimated to have sex with other men. BOMgaY uses the often harsh, sometimes lyrical poetry of R. Raj Rao to portray a gay subculture that is fast maturing in cosmopolitan India. 	A Mermaid Called Aida is a fascinating documentary that reveals the enigmatic real life story of India's most famous transsexual, the fabulous Aida Banaji. Director Wadia explores the politics of gender and in so doing boldly challenges perceptions of race, culture and social morality. 	Finally, Nathalie Khanna's Gay Bombay looks at this emergence of gay networks in Bombay and questions what it means to be gay in India. 

In Meteor and Shadow Greek director/writer Takis Spetsiotis has avoided the clichés of the typical film biography. Instead he has fashioned a fascinating portrait of the poet Napoleon Lapathiotis (1888–1944) that both celebrates his life and stylishly depicts his tragic fall and eventual suicide. A romantic, charming leftist homosexual, Lapathiotis created a scandal in Athens when he refused to follow the rules of conservative Greek society.  Turn-of-the-century Athens is conveyed rather than reconstructed in a bold departure from traditional period films and Spetsiotis makes great use of the junkies, gays, and avant-garde singers that surrounded Lapathiotis during his life as a poet. An unusual, striking film that won awards  for best actor, set design, costume design, and make-up at the prestigious Thessaloniki Film Festival in 1985. Takis Spetsiotis was born in 1954 and studied film and English in Athens and London before beginning his filmmaking career with the short films Lisa and the Other and Beauty. I

Megan Siler’s The Midwife’s Tale is a refreshing reconstruction of the fairy tale genre.  Steeped in romance and fantasy, this winner of the “The Emerging Talent Award” from the Los Angeles Gay & Lesbian Film Festival, is framed as a bedtime story being told to a young girl by her mother’s new girlfriend. Set in medieval time, it is the story of Lady Eleanor, an impetuous young noblewoman forced to marry and expected to bear a child.  Fearing she will die in childbirth as her mother did, she sends for the village midwife in hopes of finding a potion that will keep her from getting pregnant.  But the old midwife is on trial for witchcraft, so her apprentice Gwenyth comes in her place.  Eleanor is immediately drawn to the apprentice and pleads for her help.  Though Gwenyth fears that she too may be accused of witchcraft, she agrees to help Eleanor if the noblewoman will try to free the old midwife.  As the two women help and defend one another their desire for each other develops into a consuming yet unspoken p

Melvin Schmatzman Freudian Dentist starts with a dentist trying to rationalize his son’s sexuality and follows the dad’s quirky reasoning to its logical conclusion. 

A film that "Variety" called a "bright, humanist pic" and lauded for its "appealing sense of twisted satire...sweet temper and entertaining ingenuousness," Miguel/Michelle is a story about expectations, revelations and the special surprise one Filipino boy has in store for friends and family  waiting for him back in his home town. 	"Earn and save lots of dollars…and marry an American, so we can have blonde grandchildren…" These were just some of the last-minute words of advice Miguel received as he prepared to board a plane in Manila, bound for the United States. An outstanding student in his hometown, Miguel was loved by almost everyone. Many mothers hoped he would be their son-in-law. His proud father saw him as a son who would perpetuate the family name. It's a horribly honest drama: Toichi becomes obsessed with portraying Minoru as disabled and dependent; Minoru becomes increasingly disgusted and unable to state what he's traveled so far to say.  In their arguments and silences, there's a lot to learn about disability, about coming out, and about the role of the filmmaker.

We’ve got another wonderful collection of films by women from around the Bay.  Karisa Durr examines the female buttocks in all its grandeur in the film Grade AA Butt while Shoshanah Oppenheim focuses her lens on her favorite body part to fetishize in Sour Juice.  We’ll give you a sneak look at a soon-to-be finished local lesbian feature, Some Prefer Cake, and take you to a different world in the sci-fi lesbian adventure film Mirel.  Last year we showed you the trailer for Georgina Corzine’s The Source, this year we are pleased to bring you the finished film, a surf adventure docu-drama about hot surfer chicks, mermaids and the courageous women of the Bay Area who relentlessly pursue that perfect curl.    From documentary to sci-fi, these four films explore the up close and far away worlds that S/M dykes inhabit.  Switch takes a documentary look at how queers in San Francisco get pleasure from identifying as switches and moving through the categories of butch/femme, top/bottom, and boy/girl.  Hardy Haberman’s 

Edward Fleming has mixed riotous, bitchy comedy with traces of melancholy in this story of a group of middle-class drag  queens, played spectacularly by some of Denmark’s best known actors.  Without sensationalism, Mirror, Mirror creates a subtle, affectionate empathy between the audience and the lives on the screen, clearly members of an oppressed minority.  Bent, out of work, shoplifts little gifts for his friends.  His mother spends her days dreaming of imagined past glories as an international ballet star.  Their relationship is at the center of this richly textured film that is both amusing and compassionate.
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It's a story about drag queens you've never seen before. Consuela Cosmetica, the subject of this moving and disturbing documentary, is best described in his own words: he's a "black male, self-made star, show personality, couture specialist, liar, cheat, scam artist, credit card fraud, blackmailer, extortionist, victim of circumstance, leader, role model, and a person living with AIDS." He's also a man with remarkable strength and an unflagging determination to live and die with dignity.  Mirror, Mirror tracks the last 18 months of Consuela's life, from his fabulous cabaret acts to his creation of a living will, from his appearance as a dominatrix on the Charles Perez show to the silicone removal operations necessitated by his weight loss. Free of self-pity, Consuela maintains his sense of humor through almost unimaginable trials, and in the end, provides a model for a difficult life well-lived.  	Starting off the program is Inside, in which a man tells the camera all the things he would have liked to have do

Queers have been persecuted as monsters and aliens for centuries. Now these lesbian and gay filmmakers strike back through the power of the sci-fi, horror and super-action genres we all love.  	A strange yet very sexy woman spreads a  contagious virus which brings enlightenment in Venus Blue. A gay superhero comes to the rescue of a lustful couple who forgot their condom in Super G. Ó Files puts a queer Brazilian twist on the "X-Files." A budding lesbian finds a delightful cure for cooties in boy Germs. Cable Girl, a super-lesbian, fights bio-electric bad guys in post-apocalyptic Brooklyn. And Fascinating asks the age-old question, "what is this thing about Lesbians and Star Trek?"

Some things can only happen in a queer, queer world! These shorts are all able to laugh at the often silly ways we interact with each other and with the straight world. What Is A Line? is a dark comedic study of just about every rational and irrational emotion jilted lovers go through. A couple of dykes reflect on their childhood experiences with nuns in Novices.  Mom, I Think I’m . . . is an episode in the life of a daughter who has to come out: as bisexual to her lesbian mom. An ex-private dick turned massage therapist is lured out of retirement by a fishy femme fatale to recover a missing pyrex in Snatched! The Case of the Purloined Pie Plate.

The program title says it all. In Pom, a grunge dyke tries out for the University of Texas cheerleading squad. Lisa Lisa interviews 22 women who have and have not dated a woman named Lisa, and Bad Brownies features dykes telling stories about the bad things they did as Brownie Scouts. A woman makes a painting with her breasts in In Color, and a disenchanted lesbian refuses to give in to her bisexual desires because k.d. lang is on television in Bisexual Wannabe.

Young girls rule the day in this collection of sassy shorts. In 1000 Ants, 11-year old Lilly has a crush on her classmate Claudia, but Claudia has a crush on Lilly’s horrible brother.  Intrepidissima provides a cathartic triumph for every little tomboy who’s been forced to go shopping for dresses. Heatwave’s protagonist Sally secretly loves the sophisticated girl next door in the long, hot English summer of 1976. And in the back seat of a wood-paneled station wagon, 12-year old Jenny sits wedged between her two sisters enduring that special hell, the family car trip, in Little Women In Transit.

Gay Cuba takes a candid look at one of Cuba’s most controversial human rights issues: the treatment of gay and lesbian people since the Cuban Revolution of 1959. This one hour documentary takes the viewer through three decades of conflict and transformation, providing insight into Cuban culture and society rarely seen. With a dynamic cast of characters, including a radio show host, a union leader, a drag queen and a musician, Gay Cuba takes us through the personal experiences of family, society, political institutions and culture. Gay and lesbian Cubans tell their stories of police harassment and gay-positive psychologists, accounts of expulsion from political organizations and election to political leadership. A touching, thought provoking, funny non-master narrative...imagine! 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This collection of shorts takes a broad look at the vast spectrum of gender identity. These filmmakers express a diversity of views and interpretations of what it means to be male, female, both, or neither and of the consequences of being a gender outlaw in such a straight and narrow world. Robin Ward is a transsexual shaman praying for the spirit to set us all free in Ether Anvil. The transformative power of packing is explored in Me and My Strap-On, while the Kings of New York is a quick look into the secret world of breast-binding, pants-stuffing Drag Kings. Chris-topher's Chronicles: Chapter 1 is a video diary about the fears and realities of female to male sex reassignment. Trappings of Transhood discusses the ins & outs of Trans/boy/hood. And Murder and the Feather Boa draws upon interviews with key figures in Chiapas, Mexico, to paint a portrait of a transvestite culture which thrives in the midst of brutal murders and omnipresent corruption.    Santiago Echeverry’s Love Lessons portrays the situation

Dykes doing drag, both butch and femme, rule the day in this program of shorts. In Murray For Mayor, a drag king runs for mayor of New York City with hilarious results, while an infomercial on hair removal inspires Tony to take to the streets in Disco Love. Independently Blue dives into the heady decadence of the 1930s club scene to explore an old woman’s memory of betrayal, and Soulsucka is an  exploration of shoes, shades, fur...and chrome.

Alternately loud and meditative, glamorous and essential, this program features an eclectic collection of works by Los Angeles filmmakers.  Must Be the Music is a pounding introduction to the night life of the City of Angels.  Tailing four clean-shaven boys as they bounce from warehouse to warehouse, this film has the distinct feel of the city down the coast, with its bright lights, large hair and full nightclub ambience. But there’s more to relationships than music and clothes.  There’s sex, too.  Two is the story of two 20-nothing men who spend one night wandering from a smoke-filled pool bar in Venice to a sex party in West Hollywood. Andy Warhol and Paul Morrissey are alive and well and living in the director and cast of My Addiction.      "I love Dick.  I want to wash his socks.   I want  to watch him move.  I want him to be unable to think about me because it's too much . . ."   Married man Matt is so in love with wild hustler Dick that, one night, he leaves his wife and plants himself in Dick's apartment.   Dick's hooker roommate Marvette warns Matt that Dick will kill him when he returns, but Matt's not going anywhere, he's addicted to Dick.      Canadian director Sky Gilbert is best known to Bay Area audiences for his Theatre Rhinoceros productions My Night with Tennessee and Drag Queens in Outer Space.   But My Addiction is unlike anything you've seen before.   It's a genuine discovery, a haunting, low-tech, two-room drama about neuroses, sex, and compulsive behavior.   Doesn't sound funny?   Wrong: My Addiction is one of the drollest films we've seen in a long time. 

A complex, fast-paced but deliberately fragmented story of young lust, unrequited love and racial prejudice set in rural France, Full Speed zeroes in on four central characters, all in their early twenties, who seem doomed from the start. Samir, a beautiful Beur (Pari-sian slang for a young Arab) from Algeria, has a growing post-teenage crush on Quentin, a successful novelist who observes the people around him as the basis for his fiction but wants desperately to escape small town life. Quentin has a relationship with Julie, a free-spirited girl (she likes fast cars and drinking shots) who can’t resist Jimmy, a gorgeous young tough who’s always in trouble. As their lives intersect, the characters’ exploration of their bisexuality is interrupted by racism, as French anti-Arab hatreds lead to tragedy. Discovered in André Téchiné’s Wild Reeds (an obvious inspiration for his work here) the young actor-turned-director Gaël Morel makes his feature directing debut with Full Speed, which co-stars Reed’s Stéphane Ride

It reveals the conflicts and complexities of female sexuality as well as the joys and          triumphs of self-discovery and personal empowerment. The value system they grew up in? These questions and more are addressed in funny and moving interviews with the lesbian moms and their grown-up kids.   Jessica Bega’s documentary Worthy Mothers follows two very different lesbian couples as they go through the adoption process. Joy and Margo are an interracial professional couple who adopt their daughter Felicia through a private agency.  Sheila and Jo have motherhood thrust upon them with little time to prepare when Jo’s sister gives up custody of her sons Jeffrey and Cody. Our 1999 international shorts program offers our most diverse selection ever, opening with the lush Turkish film Makbul, which asks who has more power, the Sultan or the slave? Icarus plays out a tragically complex relationship on a sun drenched Greek Isle, while a small Norwegian island is the  setting for two teenagers’ night together in Waves. My Pal Rachid has something that would attract any budding queer’s attention. The Offering serenely reveals the relationship between a Japanese monk and a young novice. Thomas hears strange noises each time he sees his schoolmate Quentin in Thomas Trips, and a young boy senses that he is different in Liu Awaiting Spring.  

Fed up with landlords, rapists and your everyday racist homophobes, the girls in these shorts toughen up and take to the streets. My Pretty Little Girlfriend is a nontraditional short scrutinizing the annoying habits which create tension in a relationship. Jesus returns to earth as a black lesbian pardner in Cowboy Jesus, and a thief tries to escape the Parisian Underground in CoCo.

Using his camera-conscious, pseudo cinema-verité style, Canadian filmmaker Sky Gilbert continues the tradition of his 1993 Festival hit My Addiction with his latest feature My Summer Vacation. The film tells the story of Joe, a young man at the end of his youth, in search of love. His older lover leaves for Europe and gives Joe a movie camera with the suggestion that Joe film his sexual escapades while he’s away. Our hero takes to the streets of Toronto, camera in tow, interviewing likely (and unlikely) boyfriends up and down Church Street, the heart of that city’s gay district. After innumerable rejections, Joe finds Chris and takes him home to seduce him. The new friendship proves rocky as Chris refuses to go to a party attended by Joe’s friends: a hooker, a stripper and a drug addict. The cultural divide between the two becomes greater when Chris introduces Joe to his bed-ridden, hypochondriacal mother. In the end, Joe has loved and lost, and has learned some important lessons about love during his final s

Portrays the parable of Zamma, a Chinese-Canadian woman who works as a guide in a Classical Chinese Garden.  She is faced with three suitors: a white man and a white woman who fetishize her Asian identity and an older Chinese-Canadian lesbian with whom she gradually develops a friendship.

In Dancing Under The Bombs, French filmmaker Philippe Vallois, visiting Beirut on a fashion shoot, recalls his life and romance there during the height of the Lebanese war, when he was a photojournalist. Haunting images of models in bridalwear posed against the shell-shocked rubble of the city supply the visual backdrop to Vallois' reminiscences, as he explains how he danced with his now-dead lover as the bombs fell around them and learned one of life's profounder lessons – how to snatch moments of joy amidst the inevitablility of pain, suffering, and death. Joe Balass's Nana, George And Me is a series of intimate conversations between the young filmmaker, his 93-year-old grandmother, and a 73-year-old gay writer, about identity and sexuality among Iraqi Jews displaced in the mid-1960s by the rise to power of Saddam Hussein.

Sometimes campy and always engaging, these expressive works about sexual and emotional abuse offer unique perspectives on self-discovery and finding faith and redemption. Particularly significant, two shorts address the oft neglected subject of male incest and survival. The WASH is a rich portrait of incest, silence, and love in what is ultimately a cleansing ritual. BROTHERLY LOVE follows the journey of two estranged brothers who confront childhood secrets. Film noir, camp, and a '50s pastel wonderland come together in NANCY DREW & THE MYSTERY OF THE HAUNTED BODY, a colorful comedy about a young female detective searching for the clues within recovered memories.   

Slim on gay content but high on gay style, it relates a trio of modern stories set in three different parts of southern Italy’s seductive city.  In the first tale, Aurora (Iaia Forts) sees her smug, nouveau riche world crumble when her shady, never-seen husband sleeps with his secretary.  In the closing comic story, Libera (also played by Forte) has a similar problem with her lazy husband’s infidelity, but she hatches a plan to exact revenge and profit.  Carmela’s tale is the one that holds most interest for gay audiences.  Handsome Sebastiano arrives home from reform school; Carmela doesn’t mind that her son is gay, but she can’t cope with his questions about his long-gone father.  Amid plans for a neighborhood wedding (and Sebastiano’s seduction of a local salesman), the truth comes out.

Our collection of shorts by local gay film and video artists runs the gamut, from the sublime to the ridiculous. A sexy music video from Pansy Division starts off the program and we end with a visit from a psychic fairy dragmother. In between, the films explore everything from kissing to disability and from AIDS to your lover's aunt's porn. 

Fed up with landlords, rapists and your everyday racist homophobes, the girls in these shorts toughen up and take to the streets. A woman deals with harassment in New York City in A Negative Portrayal of Lesbians, while another uses her scientific knowledge to deal with an evil landlord in Rocket Girl’s Revenge.  My Pretty Little Girlfriend is a nontraditional short scrutinizing the annoying habits which create tension in a relationship. Jesus returns to earth as a black lesbian pardner in Cowboy Jesus, and a thief tries to escape the Parisian Underground in CoCo.

As the epidemic moves into its 17th year, the queer community continues to mourn those we’ve lost to AIDS and to help those who survive negotiate their lives. Positive is set in 1985, when an HIV-negative doctor tries to convince his lover to take an AIDS test. Negotiating Sex In An Age Of Panic asks how we can get away from the panic and still have great sex, while Breath says goodbye through four elegaic dance pieces. Rubber Gloves deals with a serious topic through humor, and Hide And Seek traces the development of a gay man’s identity in the age of AIDS.

Nerolio explores the homosexual lifestyle of an unnamed poet and filmmaker who bears a strong resemblance to the late Pier Paolo Pasolini. By piecing together disparate, revealing stories from the fictional filmmaker's life and writings, stories which cover everything from his casual pick-ups at a seaside resort to his relationship with his aging mother, the film presents a portrait of an artist able to simultaneously experience life to the fullest and to accurately represent his experience in his work. Director Aurelio Grimaldi uses a unique three-part structure, luminous black and white cinematography, and a lead actor who is a dead ringer for Pasolini to recall the moods and the films of the sixties. The result is an intentionally partial portrait of an artist which nevertheless speaks of the entire man. 

In his funniest film since A Virus Knows No Morals, gay filmmaker Rosa von Praunheim is murdered while on stage hosting a tribute to himself. The murderer and the body disappear, and tabloid journalist Gesine Ganzmann-Seipel is given the assignment of uncovering the motive for the crime. Her quest for a greater understanding of von Praunheim’s life carries her from the German Underground to New York City, and introduces her to a bizarre assortment of characters — angry ex-lovers, bitter actors, hedonistic porn stars, and a loving mother. The intrepid, platinum-blond journalist (seductively played by cabaret star Desiree Nick) soon discovers that everyone wanted to kill Rosa. Funny, campy, and bitingly satirical, Neurosia is a shameless autobiography recapping half a century of guerrilla filmmaking and gay activism.

A movie for everyone who thought Lois Lane was crazy to want any man, even a Superman. A young gay artist, played by actor and drag queen Alexis Arquette (Grief, Wigstock, Frisk, and ’96 Festival entry Scream, Teen, Scream), languishes in a maddening creative deadlock.  As he struggles with his lack of direction and a somewhat dubious and possibly unstable new boyfriend, he uncovers a secret trove of photographs of his uncle’s male lover....  Meanwhile, his actress mother, played with a manic edge by Margot Kidder (Lois Lane in Superman) is writing alliterative experimental multimedia theater pieces. She is also being pursued by her son’s best friend, a lesbian sculptor (out comic Georgia Ragsdale) whose lover (Bay Area performer Omewenne) channels the souls of departed women artists onto canvas. With its wry sense of humor and colorful characters attempting to stay sane in a difficult world, Never Met Picasso focuses on topical issues:  the relationship between creativity and queer lifestyles, the underrepre

All over the world, battles are raging over the legal, ethical, and practical issues surrounding lesbian and gay parenting. We are proud to present this program of three films which address all facets of the issue and allow us to share the humor, hardship, and joy involved in creating a non-traditional family. 	Waiting For The Stork takes us to three countries where the gay and lesbian “Baby Boom” is in full swing – France, the Netherlands, and the U.S – and introduces us to lesbian mothers, candid children of gays and lesbians, and the ecstatic gay father of a newborn. Making Babies is a sweet and   touching look at four gay and lesbian couples as they create their families through foster   parenting, adoption, and artificial insemination. And Terms Of Conception looks at the many questions facing a lesbian couple and their gay male friend and sperm donor.

What was it like to be a lesbian in the decades before the Daughters of Bilitis and Stonewall? In Neant-Falk and Bergstrom’s documentary about lesbian love, Companions: Tales from the Closet, we meet five women between the ages of 60 and 75. They talk about their lives from the 1930’s and onwards with a mixture of humor and emotion, telling tales of budding love and erotic encounters, and also of self-hatred and secrecy. All of the women were forced to question conventions and risk losing friends and colleagues in their courageous fight for the right to choose their own way of living. 	Nietta’s Diary focuses on one relationship, that of Nietta Apra and Linda (Flafi) Mazzuc-cato in pre and post-war Italy. The film centers upon the passionate love story as recounted through Nietta’s unpublished diaries, and it alternates between dramatic re-enactments of Nietta and Flafi’s life together, actual interviews with colleagues, friends and relatives, as well as touching and eloquent words from the diaries themselves.

These shorts are sure to delight! In CAT TOYS a woman's new sex toys do more than spice up her love life. A therapist and her client share a dream in SLIP, and a woman recovers from the end of a relationship in SEVEN DAYS. NIGHT DEPOSIT is an updated twist on the world's oldest profession, and two women face up to the realities of living in a small Irish community in SALVAGE. A lusty femme fatale gets double-crossed in the '40s-style thriller SWITCH.
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Night Visions is an hour-long drama dealing with issues of lesbianism and race within the context of an urban community of women fighting for its survival.  The story draws from actual events, legal battles, custody cases, and actions that have occurred in Canada during the last decade.  These struggles are humanized through the simultaneous depiction of passionate relationships among these women—political, sexual, humorous, seriousˆexisting amid the political turmoil of the community.  A Native single mother (Nea) is fighting a child custody battle, pitted against the Children's Aid and her white ex-husband.  A lesbian photographer (Morgan) has her erotic photographs seized by the police.  The two women meet through a mutual friend (Helena), a feminist activist who encourages them to find common cause.  But cultural difference and racism intervene; contact with Morgan and her friends complicates Nea's life to the point of crisis; the narratives end separately.  "Hope lies in what we do amongst ourselves, the

At the age of 17, Paul Bowles was introduced to composer Aaron Copland, who took him on as a student. As part of the vibrant New York art and music world of the 1930s and 1940s, Bowles matured into a recognized voice in American musical composition. Long before he became a celebrated author, best known for his novel THE SHELTERING SKY, Bowles composed music for Lincoln Kirstein's ballet YANKEE CLIPPER, Orson Welles's Mercury Theater, and for three of Tennessee Williams's plays.   NIGHT WALTZ combines interviews with Bowles, shot in Tangier shortly before his death, with gorgeous archival footage, cut to several of his musical compositions. Celebrated New York filmmaker Rudy Burkhardt's film studies of Manhattan are put to poetic use, invoking the world and times of the composer. The result is a lush, evocative celebration of the man and his music, which captures a vital component of the artistic spirit.  

A broad range of Derek Jarman’s aquaintances celebrate his dizzying love of life a year after his death.  Clancy Chassay, the young actor who debuted in Derek’s film Wittgenstein, provides a mischievous potted biography for Jarman beginners, and also reveals for the first time his Famous Last Words.

Jim, a gay teacher in a London comprehensive school, lives the classic double life: straight days in school, gay nights in bars and discos.  With each new pick-up the same tension and uncertainty arises: Is there anything more to gay life than the one-night stand?  At school he find himself overworked and forced to hide his true experiences and feelings.  After the traditional year-end school dance and a drunken staff party, Jim finally pours out something of himself to a friendly female teacher.  It is a step toward openness and enables Jim to face the inevitable explosion triggered by his curious 14-year-old students.      Writers/directors Ron Peck and Paul Hallam began work on Nighthawks in 1975, creating the first feature film to come out of a gay community.  Conceived as a "panoramic view of gay life in London," they soon realized it couldn't cover everything, and that what was needed was "hundreds of gay films, not half a dozen, to make homosexuality visible in the cinema."

Many have danced to her music, others have prayed with her. Whatever we may think of her, rock & roll diva and living legend Nina Hagen has helped shape a generation. Made in true punk rock style, PUNK + GLORY captures Nina's life and music in a zigzag pattern, using almost no archival material but instead encouraging the singer to reflect on her past from her current standpoint. Director Peter Sempel describes PUNK + GLORY as a "documentarypsychomusicfilm." This is a portrait of an icon like no other. It will take you on a ride: depicting moments of her life that are full of energy and chaos, silence and meditation. For Nina Hagen fans, this is an opportunity to enjoy her full range of singing from classic to punk to pop to Indian folklore—she does it all. This is also a rare opportunity to see Nina interacting with her daughter Cosma Shiva, her son Otis, and her friends Wim Wenders, Udo Kier, Lene Lovich, George Clinton, and Guru Muniradschi. The sound track will take you back with over 20 songs by Nina, Ni

Maria Schell (Sophie) and Paul Scofield ( Alexander) turn in magnificent performances as former patients of Freud who meet for the first time in Vienna in 1970. Sophie convinces a wary Alexander to meet after she sees him interviewed on TV about his experience with Freud. In their one-day encounter, in a reluctant Alexander's cluttered apartment, the two sit down to talk.       Sophie is now a divorced New Yorker of nearly 70, Alexander  is a lonely widower; both still harbor resentment of Freud's treatment of their youthful "problems." Their personal narratives, shown in flashback, are poignant; Freud is an unseen but vivid presence in the therapy scences. Stellar casting includes Colin Firth (Another Country) as the aristocratic young Alex, who cannot equate sex and self-respect. Clare Higgins is the headstrong Sophie, who defies her father with a lesbian affair and is sent to Freud to be "cured."      A memorable portrayal of loss, anger, regret, and eventual acceptance by Schell and Scofield, both triumph

Was the AIDS virus created during an experiment that got out of hand at Fort Detrick, the Pentagon's top security genetic laboratory?   Stefan is an east German medical student. His late father was a high-ranking AIDS scientist in the former GDR. Determined to pick up where his father left off, Stefan makes use of a medical conference in San Francisco to search for surviving witnesses to alleged biogenetic tests on humans.   As he searches for the survivors, the city is filled with excitement over the eagerly awaited opening of Puccini's TURNABOUT. At the same time, gay men are being murdered, and police detective Louise Tolliver is trying to solve the case.   Time and again, Stefan comes across clues left by the unknown murderer who is rumored to have hummed the aria "Nessun dorma" as he killed his victims. Then, as if drawn by some strange power, Stefan falls in love with the reserved and seemingly hard-hearted Jeffrey who has long been diagnosed HIV positive. As the murderer strikes again, Stefan finds him

A comedy-drama about the tangled lives and loves of six not entirely likable L.A. friends who are left to pick up the pieces after the death of Tom (Dan Frank), their darkly charismatic and manipulative leader.  Despite the emotional and sexual abuse they suffered at the hands of Tom, both Wendy (Ericka Klein) and Kevin (Smith Forte) still carry a torch for him and are disconsolate with grief over his demise.  The solace they find in each other eventually leads to more than either can handle.  Then there’s Andy (Robert Pecora) who seems to have nothing better to do than to walk around in his skimpy underwear all day.  For reasons unknown, he is unhappy with Ben (Mark S. Larson) the seemingly harmless new housemate.  Meanwhile Ben goes on snooping expeditions through the house and performs inexplicable chores in the basement.  When his motives come to light and Tom’s twisted mind games come back to haunt them, everyone does battle for a cut of the stakes in this sexy stylish film riddled with blink-and-you’ll-

Bruca LaBruce, Toronto's underground homo filmmaker extraordinaire, plays a punk hairdresser who picks up a cute young skinhead in the park and locks him up in his apartment in this cheap and dirty, sweet and charming, unabashedly erotic, and refreshingly unpretentious movie.  Shot in gritty black-and-white, with a visual style that goes from ragged to lyrical, it is one of the most directly sensual and sexual gay films around, one with the point of view that "being a fag is a definite plus."  Or, as the skinhead's militant, filmmaking dyke sister says: "The whole world's a fag."  She delights in humiliating him by filming him in front of her half-naked girlfriends (the opus she's working on is called Girls of the S.L.A.).  Most of No Skin Off My Ass takes place in the intimacy of the relationship between the romantic, seductive LaBruce and the initially reluctant, not very talkative skinhead, played by dreamy Klaus Von Bücker.  There's lots of action in the tub, plus a touch of leather here and a dab of pean

From Norway to New Zealand, Brussels to Barcelona, a collection of fun and sexy gay shorts from around the world. In one of our oddest submissions this year, Paulo and His Brother, two deaf brothers remember their childhood. Saint rereads the classic Sebastian legend while Siren tells of a broken-hearted soldier who comes to grief at the hands of a siren. In Nobody I Know a young man learns the ins and outs of bringing a pal home for the evening. The 1919 Winnipeg General Strike is seen through the window of a semi-fictional bath-house/barber shop in 1919. In Perfect Kiss, a bright and snappy film from Spain, Paula seeks revenge after discovering her neighbor has a boyfriendPunks, voguers, baby dykes, barbie dolls and more is what you’ll find in this innovative program for, by and about youth. Butch queens, drag kings, femme queens and realness — Boys and Girls asks, What makes a boy a boy? What makes a girl a girl? Speaking for Ourselves is a series of intimate portraits of lesbian and gay youth who are faci
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Marguerite, a 45-year-old upper-class woman, returns to the family mansion to attend her mother's funeral. Flashback sequences reveal her emotionally impoverished childhood as the mature Marguerite roams the relic-filled rooms. Meanwhile, down the road, two lesbian lovers are thumbing a ride. Picked up by a man in a sedan, they smirk as he warns them against hitchhiking, alluding to grisly crimes committed in the area.  "Go on, tell us about what happened," goads Theresa, while her girlfriend fondles her from the backseat.  More surprises await us from the somewhat sociopathic couple.  The driver stops to take a leak and they make off with the car.  They arrive at Marguerite's house, breaking in through the french doors where she is playing the piano. It's intrigue at first sight, as Marguerite, dressed for defense, enjoys her first wet T-shirt experience.      What follows will take even the seasoned dyke by surprise.  Marguerite accompanies the couple to the nursery and dresses them in her old children’s cl

It would be easy to dismiss Norman, Is That You? as an extended one-note pro-gay  fag joke, but that would do it a disservice. While it does wallow in stereotypical character types (straight, gay, white, black, etc.), director George Schlatter's 1976 film combines what were obviously the best of intentions (what was that about the road to hell?) with a plot that could only have started life as some well-meaning Broadway comedy. Besides, who can resist Hollywood's idea of what homosexuals were wearing in the mid-'70s? It's about a black man whose parents discover that he's gay while visiting one weekend to tell him that they are getting a divorce. He's a combination of two black gay stereotypes: the Mandinka buck (an incredibly durable and pervasive representation of black masculinity and sexuality) and the deracinated WASP wanna-be (the epitome of aggressive assimilation, he's sociopolitically and culturally white). The white lover (Dennis Dugan) is a flamboyant queen (funny and nonthreatening to the dominant

We begin our popular Saturday shorts program with two films about personal grooming and well-being:  Popularity has a satirical take on 50’s health films, and Shaving The Castro pays tribute to Louie’s 1932 Castro Barbershop just across the street. A gay New Yorker returns to his childhood home in the South for his sister’s coming out ball and contemplates his own coming out in The Debutantes. In Gasp a young man struggles with his sexuality while his gay friend’s sharp tongue and promiscuous behavior give him reasons for staying in the closet. It’s a typical Sunday for roommates Scott, a gay lab technician, and Gwen, a lesbian artist/waiter, in Not Alone: A Hallowe’en Romance, except it is October 31, and there’s a protest march that evening against gay bashing – and the boy from last night is calling for another date.

From San Francisco to Los Angeles to New York these four films highlight and pay homage to some of today's most exciting queer performers. Something to Brag About is an old fashioned love story with Exene and Stone Fox. Martyrs and Saints is a compelling and disturbing portrait of Los Angeles performance artist Ron Athey, in which footage of difficult-to-watch performances are intercut with discussions about HIV and body manipulation. Kiki and Herb: Total Eclipse of the Heart traces the downward spiral of an aging chanteuse, masterfully portrayed by Justin Bond. And Not for Nothin' is a sensualist's dream. A black and white homage to early sound film, it follows an androgynous cabaret performer, played by S.F. visual artist Rodney O'Neal Austin, on his search for the Beloved. This experimental narrative questions what it means to be an artist in a world teeming with the mysteries of longing and death. 

Highly publicized in their own country, Yosheng and Ray are the first gay couple in Taiwan to come out publicly and to have a gay wedding. Joined by their friends and family, they held their wedding ceremony in the conventional Taiwanese fashion: by having a wedding banquet. Not Simply a Wedding Banquet documents this historic wedding banquet and ceremony, while at the same time giving us insights into the lives of gays and lesbians in Taiwan. 	Sunflowers is a portrait of a community of gay men in a rural town in the Philippines who perform a Christian festival in drag. The acceptance of these men by the local townspeople is at the heart of a surprising and moving portrait of gay life in this small, farming community. Sunflowers has a truly unique take on cultural perceptions of homosexuality and sexual identity. 

With devastating and inspiring effect, charismatic members of a tight-knit Puerto Rican family share their pain and disappointments in this gripping documentary. Robert, 29, is the eldest of five children in the Torres clan, which clusters around matriarch Marta's crowded Brooklyn flat. A college graduate, Robert lives in Greenwich Village, works as a teacher and administrator in the bilingual school he cofounded for underprivileged kids, and watches over his siblings. Beatriz, called Betty, vanishes periodically, then promises to enter a program to overcome her dependence on crack and heroin. Tati has moved to Florida to deal with her own addictions. Danny, having spent half of his 23 years behind bars, is recently paroled from Riker's Island. Milly, the youngest at 13, has thus far escaped the fates of many poor Puerto Rican immigrants. Marta, tirelessly raising the brood of grandchildren abandoned by her children, believes her love for her family will eventually alleviate their problems and, with Robert's 

She’s paralyzed and confined to a wheel chair. She requires oxygen at night to help her breathe. Her medical chart is hundreds of pages long. She’s been treated by dozens of specialists and has undergone innumerable tests. But the results are always inconclusive. Doctors claim there’s no organic cause for her condition. 	NYD: Not Yet Diagnosed is a powerful documentary that chronicles a medical mystery. Chloe is a 31 year-old woman whose very real symptoms are baffling physicians. Is the root of the problem in her body? Or does it emanate from her mind? And is this distinction even relevant anymore? 	NYD poses tough questions about the patient/doctor relationship, about how women are treated by the medical establishment, about how doctors confront mysterious illnesses, and about the troubling, fascinating and complex interrelationship between our bodies and our minds. 	Also showing is another short about illness. Set in a bare hospital room, Immediate Family is a tender portrait of Virginia, a postal clerk, a

Queers have been persecuted as monsters and aliens for centuries. Now these lesbian and gay filmmakers strike back through the power of the sci-fi, horror and super-action genres we all love.  	A strange yet very sexy woman spreads a  contagious virus which brings enlightenment in Venus Blue. A gay superhero comes to the rescue of a lustful couple who forgot their condom in Super G. Ó Files puts a queer Brazilian twist on the "X-Files." A budding lesbian finds a delightful cure for cooties in boy Germs. Cable Girl, a super-lesbian, fights bio-electric bad guys in post-apocalyptic Brooklyn. And Fascinating asks the age-old question, "what is this thing about Lesbians and Star Trek?"

We’ve stretched the definition of “boy” in our program of local gay filmmakers this year. Helping us push that envelope are ten works that share nothing – and everything  – in common. A couple of young queers have a community identity crisis in A New Flag, while O Happy Day lays gay claim to a revolutionary moment in black history. Shaving The Castro pays tribute to Louie’s 1932 Castro Barbershop, and The Divine Androgyne chronicles the journey of New Age drag princess Chrystallah as she searches for androgyny.   A deft combination of narrative and experimental filmmaking, Jack Walsh’s The Second Coming is the coming of age story of Carlos, a bi-racial gay teen who becomes a politically aware activist. Set in the near future during a Fundamentalist group’s attempted coup d’état in the United States, this conspiracy-theory-wrought film examines overriding social crises such as homophobia and racism. Carlos, alienated from most of his peers and family, finds love and companionship with a classmate, Ben. Togethe

Ode is the story of Bobbie Lee, an all-American girl living in an all-American town. Like a lot of girls her age, 16-year-old Bobbie Lee has a boy on her mind. His name is Billie Joe McAllister, and Bobbie Lee just learned that he has jumped off the Tallahatchie Bridge. She flashes back to the first time she saw him, and to their slow courtship, kept secret from her strict parents. But Billy Joe had a secret, too, one which he told only to Bobbie Lee. The languid pace of this film perfectly captures an awkward Southern adolescence as it presents one possible back-story  of the famous Bobbie Gentry song. 	Hidden Child, a luminescent black-and-white short, begins with Johnny holding a precious relic –  a photograph of himself with his sister, Sarah. Dreamlike images play in his mind: his mother  beating his sister, his father aiming a shotgun as Sarah's ghostly image appears, entreating him to "come with me...to see things as they really are." After being beaten up by a gang of boys, Johnny wanders across a gra

This provocative program provides two very  different explorations of our ongoing search for images of ourselves. Where Lies The Homo? chronicles a personal journey cleverly constructed from clips of home movies, Hollywood features, and a variety of other sources. Identifying with Snow White, Audrey Hepburn, Jean Marais, Sal Mineo and other media icons, the filmmaker wittily navigates conflicting societal signals in this moving coming-of-age montage. 	Off The Straight And Narrow: Lesbians, Gay Men And Bisexuals On Television takes a  fascinating look at "how gays, lesbians, and bi- sexuals have been written into the straight television world, and how gay audiences have made room for themselves within it." A diverse group of media scholars analyze three decades of news coverage, sitcoms, made-for-TV dramas, talk shows, music videos, cartoons, sports, and even commercials. Among the many memorable milestones in this sophisticated survey are the impact of Rock Hudson’s 1985 death, Andrew Cunanan’s murder of Gian

Our 1999 international shorts program offers our most diverse selection ever, opening with the lush Turkish film Makbul, which asks who has more power, the Sultan or the slave? Icarus plays out a tragically complex relationship on a sun drenched Greek Isle, while a small Norwegian island is the  setting for two teenagers’ night together in Waves. My Pal Rachid has something that would attract any budding queer’s attention. The Offering serenely reveals the relationship between a Japanese monk and a young novice. Thomas hears strange noises each time he sees his schoolmate Quentin in Thomas Trips, and a young boy senses that he is different in Liu Awaiting Spring.      As usual, Canada comes through with some of the best films in this year’s festival. The Offering takes a serene look at the relationship between a Japanese monk and a young novice. Cupid gets beaten at his own game, while Fruit Machine tells the story of Dr. F.R. Wake, who was hired by the Canadian  government to devise a series of tests to dete

No doubt about it, the life of a German skinhead can be dangerous and self-destructive. But for an aimless young man like Janosch, it is also undeniably seductive – especially as embodied by the charis-matic Koma.  	Janosch admires Koma – an old school chum who brags that he is neither right wing nor left wing, just 100% skinhead – for many reasons. He’s tall, strong and knows kick-boxing. Most of all, he had the balls to leave the quiet country town they grew up in far behind. Koma likes Janosch, too, if only because Janosch’s admiration makes him feel important. So, when Janosch gets kicked out of school, it’s only a matter of time before he and Koma are living  together, working in the same brewery and sharing the skinhead lifestyle. Soon they both have pregnant girlfriends, too. 	But a chance encounter at a tattoo parlor leads to unexpected conflict. Zottel is no skinhead – just a drunk, stoned, filthy, fire-breathing gay anarchist – and Janosch has never seen anything like him. Unfortunately, Koma is con
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Okoge in Japanese means rice that is stuck to the bottom of the rice-pot and is colloquially used to refer to "fag-hags." This is the hilarious story of one such lovely young girl and her relationship with a strapping young man and his corporate-closeted married lover.  She often lets the two men use her flat for their trysts, to the chagrin of her inquistive neighbors.  The closeted lover's wife eventually finds out about this secret meeting place, leading to a  series of very campy and highly enjoyable scenarios.

As more lesbians and gay men consider parenthood, they are discovering that they face all the same issues as any "traditional" family, along with a few that "Ozzie and Harriet" and their kind never dreamed of. Last year we presented Making Babies, three documentaries on queers having kids. This year we feature three narrative shorts that look at how some of us are taking the first baby steps toward two-o'clock feedings and the joy that only a dirty diaper can bring. 	In Greg Sirota's Two Point Five, David is  planning a baby with a woman friend, but he hasn't yet told his lover Carl. George Camarda's The Olive Tree is the story of Eddie, a young gay photographer forced to face reality and feelings of betrayal and jealousy when he learns that his lesbian best friend has chosen someone else to be the father of her child. Baby Steps, by Geoffrey Nauffts, depicts an encounter between a single gay schoolteacher and a midwestern adoption agent (played by Kathy Bates) as they struggle for some kind of common ground.

Like the more well-known Maedchen In Uniform, this story of a young girl's love for her teacher was written and directed by women.  Although it ends tragically, the film's lesbian characters are sympathetically portrayed.  Olivia is a beautifully photographed melodrama, and the only film of the 1950s to deal openly with lesbianism.      Released in the United States in 1954 as Pit of Loneliness, this rarely seen French lesbian boarding school drama was censored for American audiences.  In The Celluloid Closet Vito Russo reprints the following censor's notation on the film: "Eliminate in Reel 5D: Scene of Miss Julie holding Olivia in close embrace and kissing her on the mouth.  Reason: Immoral, would tend to corrupt morals."  The film's advertising campaign sensationalized the "immoral" lesbian angle as only Hollywood can, promising viewers a look at "The secret of a woman's love-starved soul in the daring drama of an unnatural love."  The film's  stars are French leading lady Simone Simon and Edwige Feuillere

A production of the Minnesota AIDS Project designed to encourage discussion of safe sex among  gay men.   It goes beyond the familiar lists of sexual practices to reach a more personal level of awareness by showing Midwestern men talking about how they are dealing with the challenges of the present health crisis. 

Photographer and filmmaker Chuck Smith uses well-crafted images to wonderful effect in Once Again, his touching recreation of a      middle-aged gay man's sleepless night during which he fondly recalls his youth and the love of his life. The Time Being, a beautiful film by Kenneth Sherman, offers a powerful           meditation upon the corporeality of death, as one man accepts the consequences of his actions after assisting in his lover's euthanasia. Wayne Salazar and Phil Hoffman turn a painterly eye onto the Canadian landscape in Destroying Angel, a highly personal film   exploring memory, illness, loss, and love. By dwelling on the textures, shapes, and colors of a boyhood environment, Salazar and Harman make this film something more than just another gay male take on AIDS and paternal relations. They construct instead a visual  geography of emotions that translates a       particular story into a universal meditation of the human condition.

This riveting documentary offers the most dynamic historical overview of gays and lesbians in modern American society since Before Stonewall.  Focusing on the contemporary religious Right Wing proliferation of curative therapies for homosexuality, One Nation Under God offers historical context as well as a political analysis of a frighteningly large movement.  Extensive archival footage conveys the history of attempts to cure, discourage, and stigmatize homosexuality through medical and psychiatric pathologies.  Archival interview footage of the scary, straight-faced authorities of the ‘50s and ‘60s are contrasted with today's experts on "reparative therapy."  Featuring interviews with individuals  currently involved with the ex-gay movement, the film's highlight is its interview with the ex-ex-gays, Gary and Michael, cofounders of the ex-gay organization, Exodus International.  Gary and Michael, who fell in love with each other and denounced the movement, speak candidly, with warmth and humor, about their ow

Teen boys grapple with their mixed-up emotions, growing bodies, and latent libidos in this program of cinematic gems. Joseph just wants to please his family in A Good Son, but an incident on the rooftop leaves him feeling ashamed and confused. Stanley Beloved offers a tender view of interracial love between   ex-pats in Hong Kong. Beautifully shot and wonderfully acted, One Of Them looks at two best friends in serious denial of their feelings for other males and possibly each other. They see no irony in dishing about hairstyles and movie stars while carrying out homophobic hijînx. But their wide-eyed view of the world comes crashing down when their relationship takes a dramatic turn. The ending is both understated and sublime. 

Last summer the second Lesbian and Gay Freedom March wound down the streets of Tokyo.  Just as Japanese queers insisted on being seen and heard, these films and videos from all over Asia and the diaspora show stories of lesbian experience which refuse to be ignored. A Short Film About Us examines lesbians of color in Britain and how they blend  the political, the racial, and the sexual into their lives. Closets Are For Clothes depicts a young Japanese lesbian’s predicament when one of her male friends starts hitting on her.  High Tech Rice is an exploration of how one Filipino-American lives simultaneously in two cultures and must come to terms with both her reliance on and her opposition to the answering machine that becomes her connection to the two. One Shadowless Hour celebrates the diversity of Japanese lesbian lifestyles.  This documentary mixes footage of the 2nd Tokyo Lesbian & Gay Parade with interviews with five women who challenge the lesbian stereotypes found in Japanese society.

Come to this fun bunch of lezzie shorts and get into the swing of summer. In One Small Step, a  rambunctious 8-year-old tomboy is taught by her  parents that she can do anything she wants. However, she learns there is one exception when she announces that she is determined to marry the girl next door. A Christmas theme park's employee locker room becomes center stage for a queer musical in Summer Crush. Belly, Femur. Femur, Belly.  documents a chance meeting between the supercool, worldly-wise Belly and the awkward, heart-broken Femur. I’ve Never is an anti-coming out story that follows Cheryl as she confronts homophobia in her sorority. kalin’s prayer is the true life story of a bright, charismatic lesbian model tormented by her abusive past and drug addiction. Her life takes a turn when she falls in love with a woman who seems to be her polar opposite. 

On February 12, 2004, the mayor of San Francisco decided to issue the first same sex marriage license. Debra Chasnoff was invited by the mayor's political director to bring a film crew into the room where Del Martin and Phyllis Lyon, celebrating their 51st anniversary, had the privilege of being the first couple to tie the knot.

These shorts take a broad look at the vast spectrum of gender identity. XXXY is the stirring portrait of two intersex individuals born with ambiguous genitalia and their struggle against the medical establishment and society's enforced bipolar gender system. BOY GIRL further explores the ambiguities of gender. BEHIND ME IN BLACK is a haunting '70s montage of portraits from New Zealand's transsexual community. And TRANSIT is a forthright film about the community between gay boys, transgendered boys, and the construction of "boy" identity.
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Ron, at 22, still lives with his parents. He barely knows the day light hours and his nights are divided between his job as editor of wedding videos, chats on the internet and futureistic fantasies. One night all the elements he toys with converge and, for the first time in his life. Ron is willing to risk an inperson human interaction.

From raunchy sex to girls with guns, don't miss this hot selection of titillating shorts. CHICKS WITH GUNS proves it's always best to be rescued by a beautiful woman, and battling cigarette girls get down and dirty in KINKY PINKYS. Two women shower each other with intense passion on the streets of New York in DARLING INTERNATIONAL, while the Hail Mary's provide the rock score for OVERRIDE.

Our community has a pretty good record of being able to tackle tough and controversial issues. However, there are some topics which we still seem to avoid. These three works each take on subjects that are rarely discussed. From the makers of Last Call at Maud’s, Pride Divide explores how homosexual men and women have bonded in their fight against global homophobia, and at the same time have been divided over issues of sexism within the pride movement. Beauty Before Age examines the cultural drive to be young and beautiful through interviews with twelve Bay Area men ranging in age from 19 to 77. From Britain, The Other Other focuses on the recent move to including bisexuals and transgendered people in the mission statement and title of the former "Lesbian and Gay Pride" March and Festival in London, a move which has provoked strong reactions on all sides. Together, these films open a wider debate about sexuality and what it will mean to be queer in the 21st century.

Alejandro and Beto are in love. Their relationship, however, is being seriously tested.  	Alejandro (Gustavo Cravioto) is HIV+ and  becoming more desperate as he finds the drug  treatments in Mexico City are not working as he had hoped, and his t-cells continue to plummet. After much anguish, he decides, without input from Beto (Mario Callitzin), that he needs to go to the U.S. for better information, medication and treatment. That decision unleashes havoc for Alejandro as he  and Beto fight, split up and finally reconcile. At the U.S. embassy, Alejandro is denied a visa, which  ultimately leads him to try crossing the border  illegally. This first feature from director C. A. Griffith is a look at the grim reality faced by many HIV+ men and women in developing countries. It explores homophobia, economic disparities, and the love of family and friends in times of pressure. 	The Other Side is the film debut of both Cravioto and Callitzin, and contains as a supporting cast the accomplished, award-winning duo of 

What do gay men think about women's bodies?  It's a subject that both men and women would often rather not talk about.  Against an image-track of sensually resonant found footage, Greta Snider's gay friends speak honestly, if somewhat disturbingly, on this mostly uncharted area of the lesbian and gay community psyche.

Being queer doesn't exclude the possibility of raising a family of our own. However, we may not be aware of what it's like to be the child of a queer parent. Before visiting the sperm bank or adoption agency, prospective lesbian moms and gay dads should spend time with the families in OUR HOUSE, a frank new documentary about the children of gay and lesbian parents.    From lesbian couples to single gay dads, from rural roads to the big city, director Meema Spadola found five very different families across the country to share their experiences, mostly from the children's perspectives. They discuss their fears and concerns, such as the teen angst of guilt by association and the peculiarities of gay life ("P-town again?" is one girl's response to her family's vacation plans). But, they display deep empathy for their parents' lives, since they too must come out — as the child of a gay or lesbian.  The only qualitative difference between these queer families and most others is a lack of concern for being normal. 

Three daughters reflect back on their lives since their mother came out to them eleven years ago in Juliette Olavarria's video Our Mom's a Dyke.  They very touchingly share with us the love they have for their mother while honestly telling us about the difficulties they have had with others and with themselves in coming to accept their mother's sexuality. 
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Not just one preference. Not just two orientations. This program of shorts will stimulate and tease homos, queers and perverts alike. From Anie Stanley comes OurUsWeBoneOneSoNakedKnown, a penetrative little number involving guns and pussies.  Aside from a UFO landing, you can probably piece together the plot of Rave Porn.   It isn’t hard to get rough-and-tumble boys to show their scars. But then to get the same boys to talk about what gets their Peckers Rising? Well, Texan filmmaker Heyd Fontenot got just that, and much more, too.  These boys don’t seem to have any trouble getting it up for the camera. Neither do the girls in Impact Zone, a fast-paced, arcade car crash sex fuck where girls don’t just dream about cars – they actually climb on top. Bringing the program to a climax is Squishy Does Porno.  A porn princess cruising the streets of New Orleans finds a boy and fastens her leash to his collar.  When she gets him home, she introduces him to her other sex slave. She starts watching the boys fuck, and sh

Men dressed as women! You'll get that and a whole lot more in this program of hilarious shorts. Meet JAKE, one young, confident drag queen, and another young queer with a fascination for nail polish in HEATHER LOCKLEAR CHOCOLATE. Come on, it was bound to happen, a drag spoof of THE BLAIR WITCH PROJECT, THE BEWITCHED PROJECT. THE PROM QUEEN is a queer coming-of-age story about high school senior and punk rock queen Corey Sullivan. In URANUS IN THE SEVENTH HOUSE a man seeks advise from his psychic, the reluctant, magical Fairy Dragmother. A Canadian road movie that gets stuck at the American border, OUT & ABOUT is the story of four gay men stopped and interrogated by immigration authorities and the surreal drag drama that unfolds.

In 1991 Cheryl Summerville, a cook in a Cracker Barrel restaurant in suburban Atlanta, received a termination paper stating that she was fired for "failing to demonstrate normal heterosexual values." She was shocked to discover that in 47 American states, including her own, it was legal to fire workers simply for being homosexual. Out at Work chronicles the dramatic stories of three gay workers over the course of five years, all of whom have faced extreme workplace discrimination: Cheryl Summerville, Detroit auto worker Ron Woods, and New York Public Library clerk Nat Keitt. This powerful documentary follows these three courageous individuals through their collective fight to secure workplace safety, job security and employee benefits for gay and lesbian workers. The film also illustrates the struggles of heterosexual co-workers to deal with and ultimately support their gay and lesbian peers. In a moving, profound and entertaining style, Out at Work raises critical issues about workplace rights, legislation a

Barbara Hammer was invited to have a retrospective of her films and videos at South Africa's first-ever lesbian and gay film festival, and lucky for us she took her camcorder with her. You'll want to join her as she takes us on a never-before-seen tour of South Africa's gay life postapartheid.  Barbara made it an integral  part of her trip to go into the townships to teach a video class to some very eager students, who then took this knowledge back to their respective communities. There are many compelling interviews and visits to the townships, most especially to a "shebeen"  (a gay bar that is held in a home) that help to make this a powerful documentary.   

We are very excited to bring you this selection of works made exclusively for queer kids by queer kids. We start with  Lessons In Baby Dyke Theory, a sweet portrait of an out high school dyke who takes us on a ride through her everyday life in rural Canada and her ongoing search for her contemporaries. In his First Year in the states, Trac Vu lived with his parents outside San Bernardino, California. This short is a somber remembrance of his youth, mixing images of a colorful, lonely Southern California with stories of his first encounters with others like himself. Shapes Of Silence mourns the kids who never make it through childhood.  A Japanese girl falls in love but cannot escape her abusive father.  Another parent in Junky Punky Girlz tells her daughter how to get her nose pierced, and eventually the daughter has to figure out a way to integrate her South East Asian heritage and her punk dyke lifestyle.  Finally Out Loud shows that young queers find many different ways to express their queer selves. A str

An exciting first feature by two new young talents on the independent film scene, Out of Our Time juxtaposes two circles of women—one a literary/artistic society of women in Chicago circa 1930, the other a contemporary group of feminists.  The two circles are linked by Valerie Ward and Jacquelyn Matthews, granddaughter and grandmother respectively, both of whom, in their own eras, grapple with the frustrations of not fulfilling themselves as writers, and share a dream of being published.  Jacquelyn is a writer for a prominent 1930s fashion magazine who wants to have her novel published.  Val is a typesetter for a small urban feminist newspaper, insecure about publishing and reading her poetry.  The film skillfully interweaves the stories of these two eras, showing us the parallels in the choices, issues, and struggles that both contemporary and women of the past encounter.  The 1930s period scenes convincingly recreate a sense of aristocratic bohemia, of women fighting for an artistic identity in a world wher

Out of the Shadows is narrated by Essex Hemphill, whose poetry resounds through Tongues Untied. Reminiscent of early gay coming-out stories, Out of the Shadows introduces an attorney, a community organizer, an older man from an earlier generation of gays, and three transvestites and transsexuals who all share the same issues of coming to terms with being black and gay. Opposite in its approach to the two other tapes, Out of the Shadows explains the black gay community and provides the viewer with a certain point of reference which, for the large part, Riggs and Water do not provide and take for granted. This difference, however, works well for all three.

On St. Valentine's Day, 1989, Britain's Channel Four launched Out On Tuesday, a daring and innovative eight-week series of one-hour programs dealing with topics of interest to lesbians and gay men.       This progam presents two of the episodes from the series, which will be presented in its entirety during the festival.  This program features Crimes of Passion, Clare Beavan's racy investigation of dyke detectives, a must for fans of alternative best-sellers Mary Wings, Katherine Forrest, and Ruth Rendell.  Discover the way to tell if your sex scene is well written, and how  She Came in a Flash, was nearly  She Came Too Often.  Also featured is Out in Africa, Melanie Chait's fascinating film on how two prominent political activists in South Africa are combining the struggle against apartheid with the struggle for gay rights.  Simon Nkoli and Ivan Toms, currently serving the maximum prison sentence for refusing the draft, made no secret of their sexuality, forcing fellow activists to reevaluate their own preju

Directed by Connie Giannaris, maker of the Communards' videos, Disco's Revenge examines the history of gay disco music from Britain's adoption of Tamla Motown, through the soul of Sylvester and Summer, the high energy of Evelyn Thomas, Divine, and Miguel Brown, through its appropriation by Frankie Goes to Hollywood and Bronski Beat to the recent gay Latinization of House and its distinctive dance trends of “voguing.”  The informed talking heads include Neil Tennant of the Pet Ship Boys, producer and Heaven DJ Ian Levine, and Chicago house star Frankie Knuckles.  Giannaris's conscious, crafted use of visual seduction provides an appropriate approach to gay disco history.  As Frankie Knuckles remembers the worst excess of "Saturday Night Fever" he turns knowingly to the camera, adjusts his sun-specs, and delivers a suitably camp farewell, "All that polyester, I couldn't stand it."  The program concludes with Richard Kwietniowski's short film Alfalfa, a gay romp through the alphabet.  The next episode of the ser

Featured in this installment is After Stonewall, a look back at the twenty years since the fateful day that a police raid on a bar in New York's Greenwich Village sparked off the modern Gay Rights Movement.  The program also talks to some of the most vocal participants from the lively seventies about the sense of purpose that motivated them at the time and, in many cases, about their anger and disappointment in what they see as apathy amongst the British gay community towards Clause 28.      The next program takes a hard look at the clause which illegalizes "promotion" of homosexuality, interviewing author of the clause, conservative MP David Wilshire and challenging Saatchi & Saatchi to develop an ad campaign to "sell homosexuality to the public.  Also included is a lively report from Hollywood on how gay roles are seen as a bad career move for movie actors.  Interviewer John Lyttle follows the passionate bits from My Beautiful Laundrette and Desert Hearts with such crucial questions as "Who thought up the c

Our program of reflections on bisexual identities and relationships starts off with the sharp Channel 4 documentary Greed, a discussion of common stereotypes about bisexuals. Two women discuss their dating options in In Frame. Mom, I Think I’m... presents a young woman dealing with coming out as bisexual to her lesbian mom and friends. Some boys and girls get the fetish treatment in Peep, and in Peach Lucy (“Xena: Warrior Princess”) Lawless gives instructions on reaching out for life's pleasures. The object of a gay boy's desire is suddenly available, now that he has broken up with his girlfriend, in Out On Holiday. And lastly, we meet The Kinsey 3, a sassy trio of art thieves who are, in a word, versatile. — Jeff Ross

Right Wing, Right Off, Right Hons, Right? probes those gays who still vote Tory, or at least crave Conservatism in some form. Out-gay Tory ex-MP Matthew Parris argues the case for Margaret Thatcher’s "sexual tolerance"! In Luppies, upwardly-mobile dykes outline their aspirations with unladylike ambition. My Beautiful Lorgnette affectionately quizzes the phenomenon of the opera queen. The second part includes Walk On Bi —a catalog of the confusions and options created by self-declared bisexuals—and a report on Amnesty International's attitude to adopting gays as Prisoners of Conscience. Plus A Matter of Life and Death asks what it's like for gay men who have buried so many friends; one interviewee describes the film as a bold break-out from the "tyranny" of positive thinking: "I've said that AIDS was the best thing that's ever happened to me," he says, "But that was last year."  Presenter: Communards' Richard Coles. 

Out is a spirited overview of the lives and struggles of lesbian and gay youth in Canada.  In this groundbreaking film, director David Adkin covers a broad range of concerns as he breaks the silences, smashes the stereotypes, and boldly brings out a new generation of outspoken, articulate, and proud lesbian and gay young people. The film's rich cross-section of interviews reflects a diversity of economic backgrounds, religious, ethnic, and cultural heritages.  Frank interviews with parents, along with discussions of homophobia, coming out, and finding community make the film a great primer for young people, gay and straight.   

So you want to make a movie? The impressive multi-tasking director/producer/writer/actor team behind Outtakes did just that in both real and reel life.  	See the world of filmmaking through the eyes of Cassy, a hot 22-year-old indie director who already has four feature films under her belt. Gathering the crew to shoot her fifth feature, Cassy is intrigued by Lauren, an experienced theater director who knows more about Shakespeare than Speilberg. Although the two are an unlikely match, Cassy hires Lauren as her Assistant Director. As they begin a comical search for their cast, the straight-laced and  responsible new A.D. is shocked by the horrible screenplay and the director's inflated ego, but even more surprised by the promiscuous lesbian lifestyle Cassy leads. In the midst of fruitless casting calls, diva actors and frustrating rehearsals, the untamable Cassy finds herself falling in love with Lauren, much to the dismay of Lauren's live-in boyfriend. You’ll be rolling in the aisles laughing at this collection of funny dyke shorts. One too many Watch Tower ladies show up on Karla Carmony and Amy Boyd’s doorstep and they are forced to take action in A Religious Experience, while Tongue in Chic takes us on a romp through the history of erotic representation. Dyke Blend humorously parodies Nescafé coffee commercials, and Charlene’s Angels uses Barbie dolls to put a lesbian twist on the infamous 1980’s TV sitcom. In Alice Unplugged, Alice tunes into late-night TV and is guided through the intricacies of being butch or femme by a pair of provocative infomercials.

A global gay male experience?  While the situations in which gay men find themselves are often radically different, many  issues of our lives cross all borders. From Italy, Supergay contemplates the strength of imagination and the power of attraction. A  locker room is the setting for a seventeen year old’s homoerotic meditation on stardom in Particularly Now, In Spring. Paixao Nacional takes a somber look at the life one man has lived in Brazil and the U.S.  A young man in bed with his lover longs for his family in Home. Brit skinheads clash in Oi Queer, and in Twilight of the Gods two men of war, a Maori warrior and a European soldier, meet in an explosive clash of two cultures. An Italian officer gets caught in the schemes of a thief that will leave him changed forever in If All Goes Well I’ll Be On The Next Train.

Against the bustling backdrop of Kuala Lumpur’s Chinatown, a Malay-Muslim narrator reminisces about a teenage relationship between himself and an ethnic Chinese classmate. "Pangyau", the Cantonese word for friend, is not just the story of a close friendship, but a prism through which the writer gets to examine his feelings about the the ways in which race and religion have been used in the national socio-political discourse. 

Is it porn or is it art?  It’s both, in this entertaining and hot shorts program.  Dirty Baby Does Fire Island tells of a naive but very expressive baby doll who washes onto the shores of Fire Island and discovers drugs and sex. Going Down is hotter and more realistic than anything you have on your video shelf, and in Better Than Joe, a man has sex with a doll in the shower. Pansexual Public Porn is a pornographic FTM home video filmed live in a British gay cruising site, while Andy may be the ultimate gay male film: a man jacking off in his living room as his voiceover describes his   decorating scheme.  In these XXX titles, trannies take back and transform the genre that most exploits transsexual images. Christopher Lee’s Alley Of The Tranny Boys – featuring "big hot cocks, plenty of trans-on-trans action" and "triple-bonus tranny-hole fist-fucking" (figure it out) – is the world's first transman porno flick. An homage to '70s porn, Lee's Alley leaves Boogie Nights looking limp by comparison. Look Of Love o

 This collection of sexy shorts will rock your BVD’s or G-string off! In Panties, two girls go on a search to see girls – well, you know. A woman prepares  herself as an S&M gift in Happy Birthday, while another is put to the test by a headmistress in School. Beautifully shot images of fisting and  fucking are interspersed with dreamy environmental footage in Evie Leder’s long awaited dyke porn film bed. An aloof butch finds herself face to face with her fantasy girl in Wet Dress. Two women transform their sexual relationship through dance in the Italian film Avit. Bite Me Again explores the lesbian/ gender bending/transgendered/leather/S&M scene in a playful, fun and sensually erotic manner through its video documentation of the popular award-winning play. 

Look anywhere in the world, repressive societies included, and you'll most likely find a drag queen in some obscure corner lip-synching to Barbra or Judy. In Samoa, you don't have to look very hard. There, the fa'fafines, or boys raised as girls, are integrated and respected members of society. The history of the fa'fafine is unknown before the 1960s, though many anthropologists, including Margaret Mead, visited the island. An extension of the female role in Samoan society, the fa'fafine has been charged with the care of the elderly and young, assisting with household chores, and acting as an intermediary between the sexes. After the introduction of Christianity, the fa'fafine's place within Samoan culture seemed to solidify as gender roles became more rigid. Other Western influences have also had their effect. Modern fa'fafines have become more flamboyant, adopting the style and mannerisms of the Western drag queen, which has drawn more attention to their presence and has upset the culture's traditional bala

Part of a film triptych on AIDS supported by the Red Hot Organization in London, this haunting film symbolically explores the pain of loss and the search for community.  With lush and startling imagery, director Paul Ruven takes us on a vision quest for liberation from the daily prison wrought by our emotional and psychic repressions.   

Set in a sleepy upstate New York town, where a cup of coffee is still thirty-five cents and cross burning is a mundane weekend pastime, Parallel Sons follows the chance meeting of Seth (Gabriel Mick), an aspiring young white artist, and Knowledge (Lawrence Mason), an African-American correctional-facility escapee.  Despite the brutal circumstances of their introduction—the wounded Knowledge attempts to rob the diner where Seth works nights—their lives become irreversibly entangled when Seth hides Knowledge in the woods, safe from the racist sheriff, and nurses him back to health.  But Seth’s act of kindness goes beyond compassion, for Seth’s personal world is fueled by the romanticized notion of what it is to be young and black from the inner city.  His art is heavily influenced by graffiti.  He can lip synch to rap without missing a beat.  He wears gangsta clothes and his hair in dreads, albeit blond.  Knowledge becomes more than a patient as they both tentatively discover a far deeper commonality drawing th

This dynamic program of new shorts from Spain starts in one of those infamous European BACK ROOMs. In PARENTHESIS a wheelchair-confined teenager finds unexpected happiness when he's left home with a handsome male nurse.

They call themselves the Children. They are messengers, welfare recipients, salespeople, and prostitutes. By night they are Krystle and Blake Carrington. As black and hispanic gay men, the Children inhabit two worlds—an everyday world of discrimination and poverty, and the world of "Realness,” where through costume and competition, dance and inspired performance, they imitate and transcend the powerful fantasy media that excludes them. "It's like going through the Looking Glass," says one. "It's how being gay should be."      Paris is Burning becomes firm friends with a number of the Children as they meet along the piers, where they exchange news and sex and practice voguing. Each of the Children belongs to the House that suits him best (the House of Chanel, the House of Saint Laurent, the House of Ninja, and others). Monthly fashion balls—the dramatic pivot of the film's disco-beat action and of the subculture itself—take place in Harlem or Brooklyn.  Members of rival Houses talk about competing for trophies

A global gay male experience?  While the situations in which gay men find themselves are often radically different, many  issues of our lives cross all borders. From Italy, Supergay contemplates the strength of imagination and the power of attraction. A  locker room is the setting for a seventeen year old’s homoerotic meditation on stardom in Particularly Now, In Spring. Paixao Nacional takes a somber look at the life one man has lived in Brazil and the U.S.  A young man in bed with his lover longs for his family in Home. Brit skinheads clash in Oi Queer, and in Twilight of the Gods two men of war, a Maori warrior and a European soldier, meet in an explosive clash of two cultures. An Italian officer gets caught in the schemes of a thief that will leave him changed forever in If All Goes Well I’ll Be On The Next Train.   It is 1966, and a young music teacher, Frans Tromp, moves to a small island off the Dutch coast to teach at the local secondary school. Dressed in black and wearing thick horn-rimmed glasses, 
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A hilarious comedy that  puts an unexpected twist on a typical suburban bridal shower.  A lesbian couple who are trying to have a baby attend this traditional heterosexual ritual, and leave with a very special party favor. Winner of the 1995 San Francisco International Lesbian & Gay Film Festival Audience Award for Best Short Film.

Party Monster recounts the story of real-life clubmeister Michael Alig’s rapid rise and     dramatic fall. A brash young wannabe-hipster from the backwaters of small-town America, Alig established himself as the #1 party promoter in New York during the mid-eighties and became a leader of the so-called Club Kids. Club Kids were infamous for their        outrageous looks and flamboyant behavior and their constant quest for newer, more intense highs. Trapped in an out-of-control spiral of drugs and violence, Alig murdered his roommate Angel Melendez by smashing his skull, pouring drain cleaner down his throat, and dismembering his body. Incredibly, instead of trying to keep the crime a secret, Alig called friends to boast about it. More incredible still, none of them went to the police, and he wasn’t arrested for nine months. Party Monster offers up a chilling morality tale which indicts Alig’s personal excessiveness even as it recognizes the social milieu which helped create him. 	This program opens with Close

Elizabeth Taylor Sometimes projects us into a post-human world in which the body is out-moded. In Stunt Double, a woman contemplates the serious matter of her infatuation with Buffy the Vampire Slayer, and in Get The Bowheads, a sorority rush is infiltrated by butch lesbians with horrific results. 

Not just one preference. Not just two orientations. This program of shorts will stimulate and tease homos, queers and perverts alike. From Anie Stanley comes OurUsWeBoneOneSoNakedKnown, a penetrative little number involving guns and pussies.  Aside from a UFO landing, you can probably piece together the plot of Rave Porn.   It isn’t hard to get rough-and-tumble boys to show their scars. But then to get the same boys to talk about what gets their Peckers Rising? Well, Texan filmmaker Heyd Fontenot got just that, and much more, too.  These boys don’t seem to have any trouble getting it up for the camera. Neither do the girls in Impact Zone, a fast-paced, arcade car crash sex fuck where girls don’t just dream about cars – they actually climb on top. Bringing the program to a climax is Squishy Does Porno.  A porn princess cruising the streets of New Orleans finds a boy and fastens her leash to his collar.  When she gets him home, she introduces him to her other sex slave. She starts watching the boys fuck, and sh

Our program of reflections on bisexual identities and relationships starts off with the sharp Channel 4 documentary Greed, a discussion of common stereotypes about bisexuals. Two women discuss their dating options in In Frame. Mom, I Think I’m... presents a young woman dealing with coming out as bisexual to her lesbian mom and friends. Some boys and girls get the fetish treatment in Peep, and in Peach Lucy (“Xena: Warrior Princess”) Lawless gives instructions on reaching out for life's pleasures. The object of a gay boy's desire is suddenly available, now that he has broken up with his girlfriend, in Out On Holiday. And lastly, we meet The Kinsey 3, a sassy trio of art thieves who are, in a word, versatile. — Jeff Ross

Using Julie Andrews and origami patterns, These Are A Few Of My Favorite Things plays with notions of power and pleasure in an interracial sexual relationship. Two Latino gay men attempt to build a longterm relationship in Buried & Unseen. As Far Away As Here takes a psycho-sexual road trip across the US with a soon-to-be-ex lover, while Chemistries takes a trip into the human body where cells, desire, love and loss collide. And a diverse group of men smooch on a San Francisco rooftop in the utterly charming Your Kiss.

This eclectic program of experimental gay shorts begins with Jerry Tartaglia's Amnesia, which shows how the personal artifacts of gay life and love are the content of queer history. Andrew Soo's Liu Awaiting Spring explores the childhood self- discovery of Kevin Liu, a Chinese/Australian boy who senses his difference. Morimura Yasumasa plays Marilyn Monroe in Apparatus M, which visualizes an imagination responding to keywords like sex, death, masquerade and ostentation. Mark Taylor's Lesson 9 explores love, loss and insanity. While using a duck that talks and dances, Andrew Hiller examines the effects of the socialization of a gay man in an overwhelmingly straight atmosphere in Fly Away Homo. The program concludes with Matthias Müller's Pensao Globo, in which a man facing his approaching death takes what is perhaps his last journey. 

Our perennially popular girls’ shorts program includes the quirky, the sexy, and the downright hysterical. A mortuary cosmetician  surrounds herself with Sleeping Beauties, while a travel writer seeks a Traveling Companion for a trip to Italy and finds love in an unlikely form. Lena’s collection of 257 Peppermills has been stolen, and she thinks she knows who did it. A woman’s dreams take her out of her ordinary life in Sleep Come Free Me, and a modest librarian checks out lesbian love in It Happened In The Stacks. And that burning question – is he or isn’t he? – keeps a poor cat from getting fed in Breakfast With Gus.

Peril or Pleasure? Feminist-Produced Pornography raises important questions about erotica, porn, and censorship, which remain unresolved among feminists after several years of debate. Producer Andrea Torrice presents the pros and cons through interviews with women active on both sides of the issue. On the one hand are aspects of pornography as ritual, and as exploration and celebration of sexuality, while questions about exploitation, "sexual terrorism," and sex misinformation linger.

Our northern neighbors have always produced films of the highest caliber, and these shorts are no exception: they are outstanding in both form and content. A man’s dead lover comes back to help him reconcile the past in From The Ashes. A frumpy librarian checks out lesbian love in It Happened In The Stacks. That burning question – is he or isn’t he? – keeps a poor cat from getting fed in Breakfast With Gus, while a woman yearns for familial acceptance in Dance With Me. Permission looks at how a father acts out his aggressions when his son would rather play with dolls than balls. Then, two molls leave the boys behind for some fun in the noirish Dames. 

A look at the lesbian and gay pursuit of health and happiness through the world of sports and fitness training.  Personal Best: Gay Body Culture, produced for Channel Four's 1991 Out series, takes a look at the appeal of sports and exercise for the participants as well as the spectators.  Meet a lesbian football player and visit a nude gay swim club as this intriguing tape explores the allure of the gym, the myth of the "perfect" body, and the relationship between sports and sexuality.

Producer Valentine Schmidt asks, "Do lesbians kill more than other women or are they being targeted for capital punishment?" 	Of 20,000 convicted murderers in the U.S., 1% receive the death penalty; and of all the women on death row, 40% are lesbian. They are also predominantly poor and/or women of color. We've come a long way, baby — not. 	Hot on the heels of Butterfly Kiss and Basic Instinct, Perverted Justice fiercely examines how pre-existing prejudice in the culture influences prosecution. Through news footage, commentary from lawyers, scholars, and activists, and an interview with Andrea Jackson (sentenced to death for killing a police officer), Perverted Justice uses the power of media to give faces to those dehumanized by the American trial process.  	Live discussion led by California Coalition for Women Prisoners, an activist group working for women prisoners’ rights, will follow the screening.
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These shorts are sure to delight! In CAT TOYS a woman's new sex toys do more than spice up her love life. A therapist and her client share a dream in SLIP, and a woman recovers from the end of a relationship in SEVEN DAYS. NIGHT DEPOSIT is an updated twist on the world's oldest profession, and two women face up to the realities of living in a small Irish community in SALVAGE. A lusty femme fatale gets double-crossed in the '40s-style thriller SWITCH.

French director François Ozon, whose latest features CRIMINAL LOVERS and WATER DROPS ON BURNING ROCKS premiere in this year's Festival, was previously known for his daring and inventive shorts. In Ozon's 1995 LA PETITE MORT, a young gay photographer is tormented by a photo of himself as a baby. After the death of his father a box of family photos reveals a startling truth. A SUMMER DRESS (SFILGFF 1997) is the story of Frederick and his holiday encounter with a stranger on the beach, which further complicates his already ambivalent teenage sexuality. Also set in a holiday locale, SEE THE SEA tells the dark and provocative story of Sasha, a young mother awaiting the return of her husband. Her solitude is broken by the appearance of Tatiana, a brooding backpacker who asks to camp outside her cottage. Sasha grows increasingly fascinated with her mysterious visitor whose demeanor gradually becomes more ominous as she insinuates herself into Sasha’s home.

Kristy Nichols is a pre-op transexual prostitute working the streets of Hollywood. She likes REO Speedwagon, The Cars, really short skirts and the possibility of being held by someone she loves. She hates heavy metal and big egos. Phantom Pain is a gently comic look at Kristy’s confusing life which downplays the usual issues of gender identity: Kristy has doubts about the final, surgical solution to her gender-quest but transexuality is among the least of her troubles. Listless and with a face soured by a constant look of resignation, Kristy (her adopted name comes from her fondness for Kristy McNichols “when she was on Family”), just can’t figure out what to do with herself. Male or female? Actress or prostitute? The streets or a white picket fence? Adrift in Los Angeles, she allows the people in her life, from her bitter wheelchair-bound roommate to a series of nasty male tricks, to run her ragged. When a professor of sexology asks her to star in a film about a transexual prostitute, Kristy thinks she may h

Philadelphia didn’t make me cry, until the last ten minutes.      Crying at movies has a pretty bad rap.  It’s okay to laugh noisily or scream with fear, but if you issue a sniffle you’re a pariah.  Only a few weeks ago, the New York Times ran a semihumorous item on the odd spectacle of men bawling at movies.  Somehow we are meant to be ashamed of being lachrymose in the dark.      But we all need to weep, and the catastrophe of AIDS is certainly something to sob about.  Since AIDS appeared, it’s hard for me to see any movie about loss, or death, or suffering, or illness, and not to find  metaphors for AIDS. Shadowlands, Fearless, Remains of the Day—you name it, and I’ve invented an allegory.      Now, with Philadelphia, here’s a Hollywood movie that really is about the subject, and it doesn’t let you cry.        Some people might want to be made angry by a film about AIDS, of course, and that has great validity.  But if I was honest, I’d have to say I just want to wail.  Philadelphia teases people like me.  

You'll be taken on a visual odyssey as these innovative filmmakers voyage to the edges of creativity — Barbara Hammer style. BEAUTY IS THE BEAST tells the tragic story of Marlene Dietrich's secluded life. Using the laws of science as a metaphor, THE PHYSICS OF LOVE explores the intricacies of labor, disease, violence, and desire. STEIN'S COW is an experimental animated film based on Gertrude Stein's poetic definition of cow/orgasm. In the visually lush journey DISOBEDIENCE (all lower case), a mother on the lam moves far beyond the confines of home, heterosexuality, and the physical world. 

Pianese Nunzio has the voice of a songbird, the body of a young David, and the desire to become a priest. His friend and mentor, Father Lorenzo Borrelli, has the conviction of a       religious man and the courage to fight the local Mob. He also has a sexual relationship with Nunzio.  	Director Antonio Capuano’s brilliant       second feature takes place in a poor Naples neighborhood where the Mob rules. Father Lorenzo has rejuvenated the local parish with fiery sermons and anti-Mafia newspaper      editorials. But the Mob fights back, seeking to     discredit Father Lorenzo by using his relationship with Nunzio against him. 	A dynamic and morally complex tale that reflects on the nature of crime, guilt, sexuality, and God, Pianese Nunzio captures the chaotic rhythm and decaying beauty of Naples not only in its music and cinematography, but also in the ambiguous friendship between an earnest young man and a priest who believes that “eroticism is sanctity.”

There’s no theme, just exceptional quality in this year’s program of new lesbian shorts. Little White Lies recognizes that coming out is hard to do, but asks, “Is procrastinating any easier?” A charged voyeuristic dynamic develops in Strait as two couples wait for a train to take them into the land of sexuality and gender. Sacred Heart is a queer stop-motion fairy tale, done on an Ed Wood budget, while The Tragedy Of Samantha Biggle And The Twins tells of the tumultuous friendship between high school-aged Sam and her two new friends, twin sisters Darcie and Charlotte.

Overlooked by the mainstream, queer communities have always created and participated in rituals as a means of expression, celebration, and political action.   On opening night of the 1969 San Francisco International Film Festival, a group of independent filmmakers, including queer documentarian Peter Adair and Peter Schickele of P.D.Q. Bach, staged and filmed a raid on the Festival’s fur and tuxedo-clad crowd. PIE FIGHT ’69, using recently discovered footage, documents this important milestone in San Francisco’s rich film festival history. As evidenced by PRIDE IN PUERTO RICO, LGBT pride celebrations are important gathering places for our communities — globally. In RITUAL NATION Michael Sean Kaminsky and his compact digital video camera visit three unique alternative communities: the Rainbow Family in Oregon, the Radical Faeries in Tennessee, and the Burning Man Festival in Nevada. ACT UP-PARIS, BONJOUR? examines the evolution of HIV/AIDS activism in Paris, paying particular attention to the relationship betw

Since 1976, Pierre & Gilles — one a photographer, the other a painter — have created naïve yet terribly sophisticated art. Adorers and collectors of popular imagery, Pierre & Gilles play with stereotypes of religion, sexuality and cultures. The Garden of Eden, sentimental Hindu cinema heroines, glamorous photographs and B-film stars all mix together in their work, forming a world filled with childhood dreams and adult fantasies. Michael Jackson, Madonna, and Prince have personally asked to be included in their work. Pierre & Gilles, Love Stories is a fascinating exploration of two of the most original contemporary French artists, and features Catherine Deneuve, Nina Hagen, Marc Almond, Boy George, Rupert Everett, and Jean-Paul Gaultier among other luminaries. Also screening are two delightful French shorts: Cheer-leaders in Space and Summer Dress.

Even if you've never seen the glorious Pink Narcissus you've probably dreamt about it.  A young man excapes from the real world in a sequence of pink satin fantasies—he's a slave chosen by the emperor, a bullfighter, a wood nymph, a harem boy.  ˆ has no story to speak of, but it feels compulsively pacey.  Loved for its imaginative eroticism in 1971, it was also derided for campy content ("as many spangles, feathers and gilded costumes as in Ziegfield Follies," protested Parker Tyler, a boy who should know).  Eighteen years on, in a brand new print, you can begin to see—between the Walter Mitty premise and the Beauty School Drop-Out decor—a passionate intelligence and the spirit of Genet. Pink Narcissus  may appear narcissistic (and so what?) but it's also cheekily about narcissism.  While Hollywood was grappling with the gloss of gay life—how many nelly queens make a good party?—in Boys in the Band, Pink Narcissus set about scraping at the nitty-gritty.  It's all here:  caballeros and bike boys; striptease an

Pink Narcissus is a journey into the fantasies of an extremely handsome young man who escapes reality through a series of dreams of incredible  beauty. Obsessed with his own perfection, he retreats to a world of lurid colors, magnificent music, outrageous costumes and strikingly handsome men. Unfortunately, his narcissistic enchantment is marred by one great fear – aging and the loss of his looks. (In an ironic instance of life imitating art, the actor playing the young god was forced to start wearing a toupée during the latter stages of filming due to  premature hair loss.) 	Described by Parker Tyler as a cult film made with the "heart and will of someone devoted to prick worship and the hermetic myth of an all-male fantasy world," Pink Narcissus was one of the first genuine depictions of gay erotic life. But despite its fame, Pink Narcissus bore the signature of no filmmaker. Instead, the film was credited to "Anonymous." Now, with the release of a new book on his art and career, "Anonymous" has finally bee

If Pink Narcissus were remade for the ‘90s, here's what it would look like: sexier, more self-conscious, a riper kind of camp. Director Eric de Kuyper previously made an impression on San Francisco audiences with Casta Diva, Naughty Boys, and A Strange Love Affair—all movies in which the stories are drowned beneath operatic tableaux of irresistible, unattainable men. Pink Ulysses is a step in the direction of a tangy and intoxicating new gay style. Eric de Kuyper is a bit like Homer's Penelope, who wove by day and undid the same work each night. Pink Ulysses is a patchwork of ideas and heavenly bodies, gingerly held together by the thread of Ulysses's twenty-year-long return from Troy. There's the narrative—some nonsense about Penelope fancying her son more than her long-gone Homeric hubby—which is shot in the style of those Italian Steve Reeves pictures, all saturated color and anachronistic historical detail (Penelope carries a patent leather clutchbag). The other part of the film works like footnotes like 

The collapse of Eurocommunism makes for strange bedfellows in the latest from Constantine Giannaris (Caught Looking, North of Vortex). Ilias (Stavros Zalmas), a bored and blasé thirty-five-year-old Athenian, falls in love with Panagiotis (Panagiotis Tsetsos), a muscular, eighteen-year-old economic refugee from Albania. These two have nothing in common, sexually or otherwise, but that doesn’t stop them from embarking on an emotionally lopsided, ill-fated relationship.       Giannaris’s Genet-tinged narrative, related as much through carefully wrought imagery as dialogue, is heavy on atmosphere and the palpable sensation of desire. Taken literally, A Place in the Sun’s scenario is a queer activist’s horror—the beautiful Panagiotis isn’t above bilking and bashing gays, and Ilias willingly becomes an accessory after the fact to a capital crime—though anyone who’s ever been caught up in passion’s wild throes is likely to empathize with Ilias’s romantic and moral dilemmas.   

A Plague on You is a sharp and defiant critique of the British establishment's representation of AIDs by a London-based lesbian and gay media collective. An ambitious work, it attempts to separate the real from the unreal in the presentation of AIDS in England. 

Our local girls have been at it again. Here’s another sampling of the work being done right here in our own backyards. Play is about a woman who loves only one thing more than basketball. Between the Lines strives to demystify the phenomenon of cutters, women who self-injure. Ellipsis mixes photographic abstraction, simple animation and the human nervous system to find meaning in the architecture of light. Alienator documents a video artist's alien abduction experience and Dirty Fingernails tells of a love story between a girl and her motorcycle.   From the comedic to the romantic to the heartfelt, these films will make you see dyke jocks in a whole new light. The Queer Women Martial Arts Special is both a romantic comedy and a documentary on the lifestyles of queer women martial artists from around the country. Dykes on Ice is a wacky mockumentary on two ice dancers hoping for a chance to compete at the next Gay Games in Amsterdam. And Swell, shot in Santa Cruz, is a documentary on women longboard surfers wh
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The heartbreak of self-love is revealed in Love Me Not, while brother and sister fight for the hunky new neighbor in Boy Next Door. Two Piglets try to make love despite the old woman in the next room, and a 41-year-old man attempts to recapture his youth with a little help from Clairol in The Rinse Cycle. Culture, kink and desire collide with a Latin twist in S&M In The Hood, and In My Secrecy explores what happens when dad’s a glimmer in his son’s eye. Closing the program is the educational splatter film love story Das Clown. 

From the comedic to the romantic to the heartfelt, these films will make you see dyke jocks in a whole new light. The Queer Women Martial Arts Special is both a romantic comedy and a documentary on the lifestyles of queer women martial artists from around the country. Dykes on Ice is a wacky mockumentary on two ice dancers hoping for a chance to compete at the next Gay Games in Amsterdam. And Swell, shot in Santa Cruz, is a documentary on women longboard surfers whose ages span four generations. It’s a portrait of a community which embraces newcomers as well as oldtimers and comes together in a beautiful memorial to show respect to the friend they lost in the water.

The boys are all over the place in this year's selection of local artists. The guys at Museo Contempo play with Keanu's mind (and more) in Keanu’s Wet Dream. Daniel Baer ventures far from home to look at a gay couple who have managed to fashion a life together in rural South Texas in Horse Dreams in BBQ Country. Don’t Run, Johnny speculates on what would happen if legendary B-movie filmmaker Ed Wood were alive today and decided to tackle the sensitive topic of AIDS. And Boys’ Night Out looks at a homophobic man who is coerced into running an AIDS charity race, where the only rule is contestants must wear a minimum of 2-1/2" heels.

The program title says it all. In Pom, a grunge dyke tries out for the University of Texas cheerleading squad. Lisa Lisa interviews 22 women who have and have not dated a woman named Lisa, and Bad Brownies features dykes telling stories about the bad things they did as Brownie Scouts. A woman makes a painting with her breasts in In Color, and a disenchanted lesbian refuses to give in to her bisexual desires because k.d. lang is on television in Bisexual Wannabe.

If you were at last year's Queer Cartoon   program you know just how inventive queer animators can be. This year's edition is even loonier, and includes films that you’ll never see at Spike and Mike’s. We’re particularly excited about this year’s Absolut Audience Award for Lesbian and Gay Animation, a cash prize which will be given to this year's best animation as decided by you, the audience.

We begin our popular Saturday shorts program with two films about personal grooming and well-being:  Popularity has a satirical take on 50’s health films, and Shaving The Castro pays tribute to Louie’s 1932 Castro Barbershop just across the street. A gay New Yorker returns to his childhood home in the South for his sister’s coming out ball and contemplates his own coming out in The Debutantes. In Gasp a young man struggles with his sexuality while his gay friend’s sharp tongue and promiscuous behavior give him reasons for staying in the closet. It’s a typical Sunday for roommates Scott, a gay lab technician, and Gwen, a lesbian artist/waiter, in Not Alone: A Hallowe’en Romance, except it is October 31, and there’s a protest march that evening against gay bashing – and the boy from last night is calling for another date.

Portrait of a Marriage is the story of the tempestuous relationship of Vita Sackville-West and Violet Trefusis-Keppel.  After five years of marriage Vita's husband, Harold Nicholson, confesses his homosexuality.  Ironically, at the same time Vita's childhood friend, Violet, tells her that she has always loved her.  This is the beginning of the women's passionate and moody relationship.  Disguised as a married couple, they stay in hotels, spending an exciting and romantic time in France.  Vita feels homesick for her children and guilty for betraying Harold but, back home, postpones telling him the truth.  When Violet marries Deny Trefusis—under the condition that they have no sex—Vita becomes jealous, afraid she'll lost Violet.  They meet again and decide to spend their lives together.  Both tell their husbands.  As the women are on their way to the South of France, the men decide to follow and bring them back home.      Vita is portrayed as very ambivalent; incapable of hurting Harold because of her tender, s

As the epidemic moves into its 17th year, the queer community continues to mourn those we’ve lost to AIDS and to help those who survive negotiate their lives. Positive is set in 1985, when an HIV-negative doctor tries to convince his lover to take an AIDS test. Negotiating Sex In An Age Of Panic asks how we can get away from the panic and still have great sex, while Breath says goodbye through four elegaic dance pieces. Rubber Gloves deals with a serious topic through humor, and Hide And Seek traces the development of a gay man’s identity in the age of AIDS. 

Positive follows Silence = Death as the second part of Rosa von Praunheim's trilogy about AIDS and activism (the third, Asses on Fire, is still being made). He brings his European perspective to the ravages, anger, and achievements of AIDS-torn New York. The principal speaker is Phil Zwickler, who decided after the death of his lover not to keep his grief to himself but to act publicly, actively, and radically as part of a national movement against ignorance, illness, and underfunding. Von Praunheim also talks to Larry Kramer, Michael Calen, Larry Mass—and even manages to rope in Ronald Reagan.

Positive Story is a first-time glance into the world of people living with HIV and AIDS in Israel. As a child Avi used to sit for hours on one of the hills overlooking Tel-Aviv, dreaming of the day he would be free to live his life openly in the big metropolitan city. At the age of 17, Avi began discovering the gay world of Tel-Aviv: secret gardens, night clubs, cafes. At the age of 19, in a routine examination for HIV, Avi tested positive. Avi is rare among Israelis for his willingness to tell his story honestly and openly. In The Forbidden Love of the Hero a deceased Israeli Medical Corps Colonel's surviving partner attempts to obtain widower rights from the State of Israel. The program opens with a compelling new Frameline release, Faggots Are for Burning an intense, impressionistic and compelling melange of sound and image dealing with a young gay man's inner conflict with his sexuality and his own Christian Fundamentalism.

This dynamic program of new shorts from Spain starts in one of those infamous European BACK ROOMs. In PARENTHESIS a wheelchair-confined teenager finds unexpected happiness when he's left home with a handsome male nurse, and in DESIRE a husband and wife meet a pair of sailors in a park. THE WINNER is frankly one of the most bizarre films we've seen this year, and GOLDEN WHORE is the story of a young man who rents himself out for his emotions. Next, a young girl develops a fascination for more than BARGAIN LINGERIE, and in DOORS CUT DOWN 16-year-old Guillermo defiantly cruises the neighborhood mall making frequent use of men's room stalls.

    Postcards  is inspired by the poetic and autobiographical writings of David Wojnarowicz, specifically his books Close to the Knives and Memories that Smell Like Gasoline.  The film weaves together three fictional stories from the life of a young gay outsider.  A violent suburban childhood spent with an abusive father in New Jersey in the early 1960s is seen from a queer child’s perspective; it leads to his years as a teenage hustler on the streets of New York, and eventually to his adult fascination with anonymous sex, the American desert and the open road.  The film deals with the conflict between the young David and his family, and later, between David and society at large; in representations which are suppressed in the dominant culture—those American taboos of sex and desire, death and AIDS.  "McLean has found himself a brilliant cast of unknowns, and it is to his great credit that he can balance such naturalistic scenes that seem to owe much to the spirit of Cassavetes with the more stylized and elipt

Whether they’re riding their horses or riding the waves, these girl jocks have a lot to say about sports, being women, competing against one another, and the mystery of the ocean. Powerful: Women in the Martial Arts is a profile of Coleen Gragen, a 5th Degree Black Belt martial artist, teacher, and leader within the women’s community.  The spirit, skill and daring of women ranch hands and rodeo performers is recorded in “I’ll Ride That Horse!” in which archival stills, old newsreels and contemporary rodeo footage are combined with interviews with extraordinary women who worked the Montana rodeo circuit between the 1920’s and the 1950’s. Georgina Corzine and Hope Wendl have finally finished their ode to those daring ladies of the waves: The Source is a surf adventure docu-drama about hot surfer chicks, mermaids and the courageous women of the Bay Area who relentlessly pursue that perfect curl.

Sure Shot 22 is an homage to girls who do it faster, higher and lovelier, and a group of queers take on some hetero football players in The Catch. Pre-Title IX Girl looks at the importance of this  endangered law that ensures girls’ access to sports. Shooting Star celebrates the Senior Women’s Basketball league, and the notion that age only limits us if we let it, by taking a life-affirming look at the role basketball plays in these women’s lives. Women At The Gay Games Amsterdam documents the sporting and cultural events that occurred at the 1998 games, including a special look at the night-life of gay women during the games. Kiss My Cleats captures the high energy of the Gay Games and reveals why people come from all over the world to compete in and support them.

Some women reject conventional womanhood in the name of personal fulfillment while others unwillingly have it rejected for them, and that’s the conflict which unites all the shorts in this stellar program. Wicked Women depicts three women in two centuries who share one struggle for self-determination. Machiko Saito's award-winning Premenstrual Spotting, a fave of last year's Trannyfest at the Roxie, focuses on a femme with a penchant for show tunes and fetish drag, then builds to a powerful revelation about the sexual violence involved in the queering of this woman's gender. In Untold Truths, a woman resists medicalized patriarchy, which seeks to suppress the naturally wild diversity of the biological world. In Jennifer Reeve's Chronic, brilliantly complex visual images and an inspired soundtrack  capture the fragile, jagged edges of an  emotionally troubled young woman's life.
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Our community has a pretty good record of being able to tackle tough and controversial issues. However, there are some topics which we still seem to avoid. These three works each take on subjects that are rarely discussed. From the makers of Last Call at Maud’s, Pride Divide explores how homosexual men and women have bonded in their fight against global homophobia, and at the same time have been divided over issues of sexism within the pride movement. Beauty Before Age examines the cultural drive to be young and beautiful through interviews with twelve Bay Area men ranging in age from 19 to 77. From Britain, The Other Other focuses on the recent move to including bisexuals and transgendered people in the mission statement and title of the former "Lesbian and Gay Pride" March and Festival in London, a move which has provoked strong reactions on all sides. Together, these films open a wider debate about sexuality and what it will mean to be queer in the 21st century.

Seven women, chained together at a Paris station, find their lives entwined just as firmly when they arrive at Rennes women's prison. Prisonnieres propels its inmates through a series of sometimes somber, soap opera–style set pieces. In the atmosphere of barely suppressed violence, some cope by compliant submission, others by outright rebellion. But unanticipated loyalties and friendships also emerge; young, armed robber Sabine finds herself drawn to the quiet, older Lucie. Of all women's prison movies, Prisonnieres gets closest to the pace and pacts of cell block subculture.  The lesbian content consists of one unbelievable love affair, its stilted passion resulting in a suicide attempt, a major flaw in an otherwise humanistic movie. With Agnes Soral, Annie Girardot, and Bernadette Lanfont 

It’s undeniable: The queer community is    endlessly fascinated by sex workers. The two films on this program will feed your fascination with stories, analysis, and plenty of male and female flesh.   	Blaine Hopkins’ and Stephen (Chocolate Babies) Winter’s Private Shows follows Christopher, a cute dancer/prostitute, at work and at home. The docu-narrative includes   gritty details of Christopher’s profession and interviews with his customers – there’s a      fascinating conversation with a john who wants to be his sugar daddy. Throughout it all, Christopher retains his pride and dignity. 	The Unveiling takes a wider view, offering a riveting peek into the lives of three strippers: Eldad, a Latino dancer who wants to make it in films; Dixie Evans, once billed as the Marilyn Monroe of burlesque; and Michele, an African-American single mother who’s a trained  choreographer. All three of them grapple with questions of identity and objectification, and by the end they’ve smashed all of our stereotypes; as Michele 

Men dressed as women! You'll get that and a whole lot more in this program of hilarious shorts. Meet JAKE, one young, confident drag queen, and another young queer with a fascination for nail polish in HEATHER LOCKLEAR CHOCOLATE. Come on, it was bound to happen, a drag spoof of THE BLAIR WITCH PROJECT, THE BEWITCHED PROJECT. THE PROM QUEEN is a queer coming-of-age story about high school senior and punk rock queen Corey Sullivan. In URANUS IN THE SEVENTH HOUSE a man seeks advise from his psychic, the reluctant, magical Fairy Dragmother. A Canadian road movie that gets stuck at the American border, OUT & ABOUT is the story of four gay men stopped and interrogated by immigration authorities and the surreal drag drama that unfolds.

Shaking bikinis, muscled surfers, a wanna-be surf babe with a split personality, a mom with an agenda, and a few severed body parts are just some of the problems facing Captain Monica Stark when she is called to investigate a recent rash of gory Malibu murders. PSYCHO BEACH PARTY is a send-up of two Hollywood genres — the beach movies of the '50s and the psychological thrillers of Alfred Hitchcock — whipped up into a frothy madcap romp. PSYCHO BEACH PARTY sports an all-star cast from television and film who serve up the rapid-fire jokes and kinky innuendoes that set this movie a-spinning.   Writer-playwright Charles Busch and director Robert Lee King have combined talents to create a gem of theatricality. King's skilled direction is fun, fresh, and sassy with something for everyone — including a rocking dance number. The play's brilliant script has been reworked into a screenplay whose every joke brims over with layer upon layer of classic double entendre that either pays homage to cinematic tradition or ramp

We’ve got another wonderful collection of films by women from around the Bay.  Karisa Durr examines the female buttocks in all its grandeur in the film Grade AA Butt while Shoshanah Oppenheim focuses her lens on her favorite body part to fetishize in Sour Juice.  We’ll give you a sneak look at a soon-to-be finished local lesbian feature, Some Prefer Cake, and take you to a different world in the sci-fi lesbian adventure film Mirel.  Last year we showed you the trailer for Georgina Corzine’s The Source, this year we are pleased to bring you the finished film, a surf adventure docu-drama about hot surfer chicks, mermaids and the courageous women of the Bay Area who relentlessly pursue that perfect curl.   Some things can only happen in a queer, queer world! These shorts are all able to laugh at the often silly ways we interact with each other and with the straight world. What Is A Line? is a dark comedic study of just about every rational and irrational emotion jilted lovers go through. A couple of dykes reflec

Everyone’s had them at one time or another, or will some day. Through humor, poetry, animation and  narrative storytelling, these shorts look at love lost and the ups and downs of relationships. I’m Starving is an erotic love tale between a ghost and a woman who cohabit a small apartment in New York’s Chinatown. Pump is a cynical, surreal comedy about one girl’s fall from the curb of love. In Vicious, women discuss their fantasies of revenge and  payback against their ex-lovers who did them wrong. 

Grab your wig and high heels and get ready for some of the best (and sickest) drag in this year’s Festival. Block-rockin' mixmasters Marsha and Bibi start things off as they let us in on some of the secrets of the trade in Global DJ Superstars. Drag queens from our nation's capital are featured in Pumps, a look at DC’s annual "High Heel Race," where all sorts of drag wannabes take to the streets. Offering a change of pace, The Grass Is Greener finds a British drag queen bunking up with a butch lesbian on a gay singles holiday. 	Described as "the Miss America Pageant with eight guys," L.A.’s "Battle for the Tiara" is one of Hollywood’s hottest tickets, and, as this chronicle of the event shows, one of the best amateur drag shows around. Complete with celebrity judges and the full gamut of competitions – bathing suit, evening gown, interview and talent – the Battle has everything you need for a successful pageant and a hilarious show.

The soundtrack alone makes this accomplished, well-crafted debut worth a look-see, running the gamut from the retro fabulosity of artists like Sister Sledge and Marvin Gaye to the au courant musical stylings of chanteuse du jour Aimee Mann and the Billie Holiday/Nina Simone-influenced Macy Gray. Fortunately, that's not all this sweet movie has to offer. It's an all too rare film about the lives and loves, ups and downs, and enduring friendships of a group of predominantly African-American gay men in L.A. Without coming off like a remedial primer on black queer life or devolving into overweening sentiment or cliché, it captures the authentic flavor of black gay urban life with refreshingly subtle, precise attention to detail. Hopelessly romantic Marcus (Seth Gilliam), a successful photographer, struggles with his inability to acclimate to the mores of contemporary urban gay life. His neighbor and love interest, Darby (Rockmond Dunbar), tries to balance his own happiness with that of his girlfriend (Vanessa Wil

Queer people of color are doubly marginalized, often facing prejudice from both queer  communities and communities of color. Their vital search for a home, for a place of  acceptance and support, is the subject of the fiction and documentary films in thisinternational program. A steady drum beats through East, a sensual, erotic depiction of Middle Eastern queer identity, while Marival documents an unusual carnival beauty pageant, put on by black drag queens in the Dutch Antilles, with straight women as   contestants! I/Yo meditates on the filmmaker’s childhood growing up in Colombia while Close To Home presents a Jamaican gay man’s funny and painful coming-of-age story. Puri inserts "our brown-South-Asian-selves" into the  picture, and Remembrance beautifully mourns the memory of HIV-positive transgendered street people who have passed away.

My Femme Divine takes us into the romantic world of butch and femme lesbians. In this stunning personal memoir, filmmaker Karen Everett recounts falling in love with her first femme top. Her  enchanting femme lover takes on an almost mythic stature, re-igniting spiritual feelings lost fifteen years earlier when Everett left the Mormon Church. 	Checkered throughout My Femme Divine, two dynamic groups speak butch-to-butch and femme-to-femme about a love that borders on worship. These sexually sophisticated women, along with dyke poets like Pat Calfia and Jewelle Gomez, paint the cultural backdrop to an intimately crafted tale of falling in love, losing control and finding religion. Black and white photography, documentary sequences, home movies, cinema veritè, reenactments and first-person poetry are all masterfully interwoven to create a  captivating personal memoir that speaks to us all. 	Two delightful shorts round out the program: In Restroom, a woman is lost in reverie in a public restroom, only to be inte
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If you like your rice sticky then you’ll savor this tasty romp through the world of Asian brothers who get it on with themselves and each other. 	We start in the US with Season Of The Boys, which spies on hot Asian studs playing ball while contemplating the ephemeral nature of youth and beauty. Aussie boys candidly  discuss their status as a “minority within a minority” in China Dolls. From Canada comes a lesson in The Queen’s Cantonese, which instructs you on how to ask for a blowjob,   confront a philandering boyfriend or request the technique of One Golden Finger Dividing the Jade Peach. (You won’t learn this at Berlitz.) We end with Britain’s delightful Yellow Fever, which follows a “banana boy” who only dates white guys until the handsome Asian neighbor down the hall invites him over for  dinner. But does he feel like Chinese tonight?

In our "post-Ellen" era, when American TV  continues to relegate gay characters to the status of campy de-sexed best friends, Queer As Folk dares to be an honest chronicle of the lives and loves of three happy, sex-positive, out gay men. A little too honest for some, even in the relatively liberal world of British TV. E

If anything, this feature-length follow-up to the sensational British TV series is even more audacious than the original. Series creator Russell T. Davies says this chapter brings the saga of Vince and Stuart "to an absolute, definite end, because it was never designed to be a long-running series. It's a bit more plot driven than before…stronger…and it gets quite epic in places…quite angry in places."  The anger, Davies says, was fueled by his nonstop encounters with homophobia "every day" since the series first ran. While QUEER AS FOLK inspired critical acclaim in the U.K., it also stirred the inevitable homophobes to crawl out of the woodwork. And so, along with the emotional dilemmas of Vince and Stuart's tangled relationship (will they ever sleep together?) and young Nathan's nascent sexuality (will he ever get over Stuart?), we see all three engaged in fierce battles for dignity at work, at school, and with parents. Punks, voguers, baby dykes, barbie dolls and more is what you’ll find in this innovative program for, by and about youth. Butch queens, drag kings, femme queens and realness — Boys and Girls asks, What makes a boy a boy? What makes a girl a girl? Speaking for Ourselves is a series of intimate portraits of lesbian and gay youth who are facing difficult issues. In Nobody I Know Tom is on the threshold of sexual maturity, but he still has to learn that the rules of childhood no longer apply. Barbie and her friends are transformed into a 1980's TV sitcom in Charlene's Angels. And QUEERCORE (a punk-u-mentary) is a brilliant account of the thriving homopunk scene, full of queer renegades and iconoclasts, fast music and cool hair.  	Anyone under 21 years old can check out these cool flicks for FREE.

Producer Dieter Schidor originally took the task of filming Genet's sadist-and-sailors dockside drama to Bernardo Bertolucci (who could only, according to Schidor, "present it as cock poetry"), then Werner Schroeter (who would turn it into "faggot poetry"), and finally Fassbinder (" I thought he might make it gay kitchen trash"). Hardly trash, the result is instead one of the most overdetermined gay films of all time: starring salty Jeanne Moreau, blank-face Brad Davis, and a surreal Barbarella-style seaport. 
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Those dykes over at Britain’s Channel 4 sure have been busy. They’ve got four jam packed programs they’d like to share with us Yankees. Lively interviews are mixed with hot and raunchy lovemaking in Shades of Desire, a sexy and provocative documentary celebrating love between black and white lesbians. In Lesbian Bed Death, real people, real lives, real disaster stories, individuals and couples reveal their tales of woe or offer advice on how to avoid “bed death” in the future. In the Rachel Williams Documentary, the Amazonian supermodel talks frankly to the camera about her uncompromising attitude toward her sexuality. Rachel reveals the reality of coming out in the glare of the media spotlight, and the intimacy of her relationship with rock singer Alice Temple. Taking the lid off the world of modeling and challenging the viewer with Rachel’s often outspoken views, this documenary is a rare insight into the world of the celebrity dyke. Zero Budget looks at the emergence of lesbian feature filmmakers in the US

One of the best things about American film is its B-movie tradition. Some of the most enjoyable action and horror films this country has produced have been no-budget schlocky extravaganzas made by unknown directors and starring unknown actors. That’s the tradition Raising Heroes comes out of.  It’s the first gay action film!  Josh and Paul are a successful gay couple in the midst of the most important event in their lives — adopting a child. They’re about to receive approval from the social worker when Josh witnesses a Mob hit and becomes the next target. With the final court hearing on the adoption only three days away, it’s a race for time as Josh and Paul fight to keep their dreams of an alternative family alive while being stalked by professional killers who want them dead. Come root for our adorable,  sensitive, politically correct couple — one’s kinda scrawny and the other is big and beautiful — as they blast away at vicious mobsters in parking garages, Italian restaurants, and even their own apartment,

Not just one preference. Not just two orientations. This program of shorts will stimulate and tease homos, queers and perverts alike. From Anie Stanley comes OurUsWeBoneOneSoNakedKnown, a penetrative little number involving guns and pussies.  Aside from a UFO landing, you can probably piece together the plot of Rave Porn.   It isn’t hard to get rough-and-tumble boys to show their scars. But then to get the same boys to talk about what gets their Peckers Rising? Well, Texan filmmaker Heyd Fontenot got just that, and much more, too.  These boys don’t seem to have any trouble getting it up for the camera. Neither do the girls in Impact Zone, a fast-paced, arcade car crash sex fuck where girls don’t just dream about cars – they actually climb on top. Bringing the program to a climax is Squishy Does Porno.  A porn princess cruising the streets of New Orleans finds a boy and fastens her leash to his collar.  When she gets him home, she introduces him to her other sex slave. She starts watching the boys fuck, and sh

Darkly satiric vampire film set in the swining, Gothic scene of London in the 1990s, arises in 1850, when the headstrong and beautiful Lilith Silver was still alive.  Armed with a coffin full of weapons, in the 1990s, she's a contract killer hired to eliminate all members o f the mysterious and evil Masonic "Illuminati" sect.

Tired of the usual tame, bloodless vampire movie? Well, this darkly satiric film pumps new blood into the genre.  	Set in the swinging Gothic scene of 1990s London, Razor Blade Smile starts in 1850, when headstrong, beautiful and bisexual Lilith Silver (Eileen Daly) was still traditionally "alive." During a pistol duel involving her lover and the sinister Sir Sethane Blake, Lilith produces her own pistol and shoots Blake herself. But Sir Sethane is no mere  mortal. After he bestows the dark gift of the vampire upon her, all eternity becomes Lilith’s playground.  	Now, 150 years later, she is the most  outrageous, most latex-laden and most seductive woman you’ll ever meet – the ultimate guillotine maiden, with her own lascivious style. Armed with a coffin full of weapons, she’s a contract killer hired to eliminate all members of the mysterious and evil Masonic "illuminati" sect. This sizzling assassin out for blood can out-fight Emma Peel, out-dress Catwoman and bust Barbarella’s curves, all while eluding the 

Re Generation explores two men's feelings about contracting HIV. Part One is the fictional story of a youth who rejects the label for a new generation of young gay men getting AIDS; the voice-over narration is accompanied by abstract visuals and extreme body close-ups. Part Two is an interview with Frank Sears, who recalls the 1981 incident when he believes he contracted HIV; his story contrasts sharply with Part One.

Most of us won’t ever forget the night Ellen came out of the closet. After all, for many queers, it was a revelation beyond their wildest dreams. The main character of a nationally-televised primetime network sitcom admitted that she was a lesbian – over an airport loudspeaker!  	The Real Ellen Story traces the events that led up to this joyous history-making evening. Beginning with the original conception of the so-called “Puppy Episode” (an executive    suggested that Ellen needed a love interest, and a puppy was deemed much less threatening than a lesbian), The Real Ellen Story presents a suspenseful, funny and touching look at a media feeding frenzy. 	Tickled Pink, a colorful survey of the    modern history of queers on TV, is most timely, given “Ellen”’s recent cancellation. Acknowledging the remarkable increase in the number of gay and lesbian characters on the small screen, Tickled Pink lets us see how far we’ve come, as well as how far we have left to go. 

Hilarity ensues with this wacky collection of comic shorts. You'll burst with laughter as a true femme realizes she must pose as a butch to win the femme of her dreams; as secret agents and synchronized swimmers join forces to battle evil; as a neurotic housewife goes mad; and as you take in an embittered little rant on the fetishizing of dyke moms and their kids.

Laura Plotkin scores a knock-out with Red Rain, her invigorating and perceptive one-hour documentary about female boxing and East Bay fighter Gina "Boom Boom" Guidi – a working-class woman who has  driven herself to become the female welterweight champion of the world. At first glance, Guidi lives a simple life revolving around a grueling training regime. As the film progresses, complex questions emerge about women entering and challenging a  traditionally male-dominated sport, the impact of class on boxers, feminists’ cultural perceptions of women boxers, and the exploration of gender  identity. Gina and her family discuss the complexities of her life, and her struggle to overcome addiction, violence and poverty to achieve success in the boxing and emotional arenas. Gina's professional life is chronicled through interviews with trainers, cut men and other professional boxers. Red Rain challenges the stereotype of the "traditional" sports documentary, and reveals a female icon with a difficult and unique stor

The way Troy (boyishly hunky Paul Mercurio from Strictly Ballroom) remembers it, the day he found out that he was HIV-positive was the worst day of his life. He’s just 29 years old and already he’s attended 23 funerals of friends who’ve died from AIDS. Following yet another such event, Troy gathers with his friends Darcy (Debi Mazar), Duke (RuPaul) and Duke’s lover, Harold (John “Lypsinka” Epperson), all members of the same HIV support group. They’ve become frustrated with a newly instituted lottery held every six months that gives a very few lucky people the chance to receive D-64, a new miracle AIDS drug. The only alternative to the lottery is to pay the drug manufacturer’s exorbitant price, a price which has allowed the company to clear over $250 million in profit. Frustration leads to inspiration as Darcy and Duke come up with an idea: if they can’t afford to buy D-64, why not steal it? Troy reluctantly joins them in their scheme as they stake out a small drug store. They get away with the heist, taking t

The family in Related By Birth is about as alternative as you get: a divorced lesbian couple and the gay male father, all three of whom share custody of their son.   The British documentary My Mother Is An Alien gives voice to the adult children of “out” lesbians.  What did they think of their childhoods? Their mothers’ politics? Their mothers being out? The value system they grew up in? These questions and more are addressed in funny and moving interviews with the lesbian moms and their grown-up kids.   Jessica Bega’s documentary Worthy Mothers follows two very different lesbian couples as they go through the adoption process. Joy and Margo are an interracial professional couple who adopt their daughter Felicia through a private agency.  Sheila and Jo have motherhood thrust upon them with little time to prepare when Jo’s sister gives up custody of her sons Jeffrey and Cody.  Both these couples must battle the legal and social issues lesbian mothers are confronting today
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You’ll be rolling in the aisles laughing at this collection of funny dyke shorts. One too many Watch Tower ladies show up on Karla Carmony and Amy Boyd’s doorstep and they are forced to take action in A Religious Experience, while Tongue in Chic takes us on a romp through the history of erotic representation. Dyke Blend humorously parodies Nescafé coffee commercials, and Charlene’s Angels uses Barbie dolls to put a lesbian twist on the infamous 1980’s TV sitcom. In Alice Unplugged, Alice tunes into late-night TV and is guided through the intricacies of being butch or femme by a pair of provocative infomercials.

"Growing up as I did, watching movies," says filmmaker Jerry Tartaglia on the soundtrack of Remembrance, ". . . I naturally assumed that life was glamorous, friends were charming and witty, and, style being everything, of course, that parties were elegant and sophisticated." Repeated scenes from All About Eve and his own home movies only prove him partly wrong.

Queer people of color are doubly marginalized, often facing prejudice from both queer  communities and communities of color. Their vital search for a home, for a place of  acceptance and support, is the subject of the fiction and documentary films in thisinternational program. A steady drum beats through East, a sensual, erotic depiction of Middle Eastern queer identity, while Marival documents an unusual carnival beauty pageant, put on by black drag queens in the Dutch Antilles, with straight women as   contestants! I/Yo meditates on the filmmaker’s childhood growing up in Colombia while Close To Home presents a Jamaican gay man’s funny and painful coming-of-age story. Puri inserts "our brown-South-Asian-selves" into the  picture, and Remembrance beautifully mourns the memory of HIV-positive transgendered street people who have passed away.

In this made-for-HBO-docudramedy, gonzo lesbian stand-up comic Karen Reno, adopted at birth by lily-white suburbanites, goes in search of her biological mother and her ethnic roots. Hilarious at times, poignant at others, Reno's film gives Madonna's Truth Or Dare a run for the money in the Media Personality Allows Camera To Capture Unflattering Moments Of Real Emotion department. Reno jokes, screams, rants, rails, mugs, curses, cries and connives her way through a Kafkaesque adoption bureaucracy, exhibiting all the bravada and vulnerability that so endears Reno to her fans. When a clandestine source in the adoptee underground scores the vital information as to Reno's mother's name and present whereabouts, Reno must face a moment she has dreaded and longed for her whole life. Brief fantasy-scene cameos by Lily Tomlin and Mary Tyler Moore add deft comic touches to lighten the tone whenever the  material threatens to get too heavy. The film is ultimately uplifting because, corny as it sounds, not only does Reno 

My Femme Divine takes us into the romantic world of butch and femme lesbians. In this stunning personal memoir, filmmaker Karen Everett recounts falling in love with her first femme top. Her  enchanting femme lover takes on an almost mythic stature, re-igniting spiritual feelings lost fifteen years earlier when Everett left the Mormon Church. 	Checkered throughout My Femme Divine, two dynamic groups speak butch-to-butch and femme-to-femme about a love that borders on worship. These sexually sophisticated women, along with dyke poets like Pat Calfia and Jewelle Gomez, paint the cultural backdrop to an intimately crafted tale of falling in love, losing control and finding religion. Black and white photography, documentary sequences, home movies, cinema veritè, reenactments and first-person poetry are all masterfully interwoven to create a  captivating personal memoir that speaks to us all. 	Two delightful shorts round out the program: In Restroom, a woman is lost in reverie in a public restroom, only to be inte

These two shorts present creative ways of combining seemingly contradictory identities. Fresh Blood is a hybrid personal essay/documentary in which the filmmaker tries to examine the complexities and pleasures of her Iraqi-Jewish heritage. Returning to Israel, the land of her birth, she is overcome by the implications of her mixed identity, her lesbian desires, and the loss of her mother tongue. She emerges with a new understanding of the power of memory and myth and the significance of blood relations. 	The Return Of Sarah’s Daughters allows us to enter the world of Orthodox Judaism through the lives of various women. Rus, for example, has found tremendous fulfillment and a sense of community in Orthodoxy. Mariam, on the other hand, left Orthodoxy when she felt rejected for affirming her lesbian identity. The filmmaker weaves her own personal experiences as a Jewish woman into this informative and  revealing documentary. — Shamiran Samano

Sam, a black, East German, HIV-positive singer-writer, sings his heart out in the soundproof sterility of the recording studio. Through the sturm und drang his engineer, like the film, looks on dispassionately. RETURN TO GO! follows its flawed, sometimes difficult, characters through the commonplace dramas that make up their misfit lives.  When Sam's relationship with boyfriend Manne goes haywire, he seeks comfort with best friend Sebastian, a Barbra Streisand impersonator and dancing TV-commercial tomato. When Manne is admitted to the hospital, Sam goes immediately to his side, and Sebastian moves in to care for Sam. Each takes a lover — Rainer, a male nurse and model, and Mike, a British painter. The four end up sharing a two-bedroom flat, and through casual infidelities, booze, and cigarettes (this IS a German film), the four drunkenly stumble their way into an alternative family, scraping by on borrowed money and the occasional paid gig. Life unfolds plainly with occasional magic and sporadic tragedy, lov

In the 1990s, photographer and performance artist William Yang presented a slide-show that traced the journeys of several of his Sydney friends with AIDS, as well as exploring his Chinese heritage. Now  captured on film by Tony Ayres (China Dolls), Sadness supplements the simplicity of the original format of witnessing more than twenty years of his gay friends’ lives by following Yang to his birthplace in Far North Queensland and providing reenactments of various versions of the mysterious 1920 murder of an uncle by marriage. Yang’s direct, low-key delivery effectively establishes an eloquently contemplative tone until "the two strands of my story – the gay and the Chinese side – had come together over the  common experience of grief." The result is a moving document, poignant and uplifting, a beautifully  healing gift. 	The program begins with two shorts films, The Reunion by Phillipa Newling, which eloquently  presents one man’s life after the death of his  partner, and Casualty by Andy Abrahams Wilson, an 

Rice: A slang term for gay Asian men. Potatoes: Slang for the gay Caucasians who go after them.  	Filmed in San Francisco, Rice & Potatoes  presents a revealing documentary look at the lives of 17 gay men, both Asian and Caucasian. This diverse group offers frank and insightful commentary on the issues and stereotypes surrounding inter-racial gay relationships, talking candidly about physical  attraction, differences in cultural upbringing, sexual roles, being out, family obligations and the use of racial labels. Their stories, often funny, always thought provoking, offer an intimate portrait of men searching for love, coping with prejudice and building relationships. 	Two very different shorts open the program. Liu Awaiting Spring is the story of the childhood self-discovery of Kevin Liu, a Chinese/Australian boy who senses his difference. Cocksucker Train reveals a Tokyo where huge penises rule the streets, and those globs falling from the sky have nothing to do with pigeons. 

Here they are! This year' funniest, sexiest gay shorts. We begin with Steve and his unsatisfactory sex life in HI I'M STEVE — not to be confused with Steve of RICK & STEVE THE HAPPIEST GAY COUPLE IN ALL THE WORLD. And then, it's time to talk in SUNDAY AFTERNOON, followed by the sexually charged road movie HITCH. Last year's Audience Award winner, Carl Pfirman, returns with THE CONFESSION, a story of love, faith, and betrayal. And if you're tired of short films about AIDS, there's LOST CAUSE, a short film about AIDS. Finally, in $30 a young man has an unusual rite of passage with a caring prostitute (Sara Gilbert of ROSEANNE).

A coming out tale set in the towel-snapping, butt-slapping, group showering, horny hetero world of a Southern California college fraternity house, Defying Gravity focuses on a couple of cute young gay guys who manage to find each other while living in the animal house from Hell. It's easy to see why Pete, a gay senior who is learning to accept his sexuality, decides to leave the fraternity and move across town to a more progressive (they eat rice cakes) group home. The problem is that the man he loves, Griff, is still in the frat house and unwilling to admit that he's gay. Griff and Pete have a satisfying physical relationship but Griff keeps it secret from everyone, including his closest friend in the house, Todd, a relatively sensitive straight guy. But when Pete is assaulted in an alley behind a gay bar and slips into a coma, Griff is finally forced to deal with who and what he is.  	Plus Rid of It, a short film portraying a teenage boy's moment of sexual discovery. — Paul Bollwinkel

A collection of videos that demolishes the "post" in "post-feminism." 	Move over Spice Girls.  Pratibha Parmar’s new video, The Righteous Babes, explores the  intersection between feminism and popular music, and includes interviews with rock greats such as Sinead O’Connor, Chrissie Hynde (The Pretenders), Skin (Skunkanansie) and Ani DiFranco, as well as feminists such as Gloria Steinem. Parmar argues that far from being dead, feminism has thrived and expanded its reach through the direct, aggressive, and revolutionary medium of rock music and through the role models of performers like Madonna and DiFranco. Both Madonna and DiFranco helped show the way for many female performers to take control of their own careers and even to start their own record companies, answering to no one. In Strings Attached, director Marla Leech portrays the  struggles, successes and pursuits of five Bay Area female guitarists trying to make it in the music world.  Also playing is Beyond The Moon: A Profile Of The Creative, an in-dep

Rights and Reactions chronicles the recent and successful fight for a gay rights ordinance in New York. The passage of Intro 2 was the culmination of a fifteen-year effort by homosexual rights activists. "Separation of Church and State" takes a beating as Protestants, Jews, and Catholics line up on both sides to stake their moral ground in front of the New York City legislature. Tempers flare, contept citations abound, and Harvey Fierstein makes an appearance. A dramatic and excellent tape that indicates why the bill might have been needed. 

The heartbreak of self-love is revealed in Love Me Not, while brother and sister fight for the hunky new neighbor in Boy Next Door. Two Piglets try to make love despite the old woman in the next room, and a 41-year-old man attempts to recapture his youth with a little help from Clairol in The Rinse Cycle. Culture, kink and desire collide with a Latin twist in S&M In The Hood, and In My Secrecy explores what happens when dad’s a glimmer in his son’s eye. Closing the program is the educational splatter film love story Das Clown. 

Five films featuring mature women. Me And Mrs. Berger delightfully animates an intergenerational affair. Riot Grrrandmas!   interviews some right-on old-timers, including the charming Ruth Ellis, an African-American lesbian soon to celebrate her 100th birthday. In Roof, a middle-aged woman and young stranger wait for Godot atop a suburban Florida house. The use of anachronisms in Till Human Voices Wake Us And We Drown, a beautifully art-directed film ostensibly set in medieval Europe, turns this story of persecuted pagan lovers into a timeless indictment of women's oppression. In Favorite, a North Irish schoolgirl's crush on a teacher ripens over time into a lesbian romance in which one woman isdestined to be left behind.
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Both the government and the medical establishment do not consider woman-to-woman transmission of HIV to be important, but then they don't really care whether we live or die.  So why do lesbians let themselves be lulled into believing they are not at risk?  Risk: Lesbians and AIDS breaks through the misconceptions and gives us the facts we need to know about AIDS. 

The tone of this taut tale is established in the  violent opening scene, in which two escaped convicts come upon a pair of campers with deadly results. The drama continues as attorney D.J. Farraday stumbles on his dad, Del (a stony Dean Stockwell), having an extra-marital affair in a San Francisco hotel. When father and son arrive at their isolated family cabin to "talk things out," who should be there but D.J.’s younger brother, Campbell. It is assumed he is  waiting for his boyfriend Billy.  	The two brothers have established an uneasy alliance. But Cam’s relationship with his father has become increasingly estranged, especially since the Christmas that Del discovered Cam and Billy making out and beat Billy up.  	In the midst of a volatile family argument comes a knock on the cabin door. It’s the two convicts, Frank and Red. Smooth-talking Frank baits Del into a bout of arm wrestling, but no one comprehends just how high the stakes actually are. Each of the men thinks he understands the situation, knows who

Overlooked by the mainstream, queer communities have always created and participated in rituals as a means of expression, celebration, and political action.   On opening night of the 1969 San Francisco International Film Festival, a group of independent filmmakers, including queer documentarian Peter Adair and Peter Schickele of P.D.Q. Bach, staged and filmed a raid on the Festival’s fur and tuxedo-clad crowd. PIE FIGHT ’69, using recently discovered footage, documents this important milestone in San Francisco’s rich film festival history. As evidenced by PRIDE IN PUERTO RICO, LGBT pride celebrations are important gathering places for our communities — globally. In RITUAL NATION Michael Sean Kaminsky and his compact digital video camera visit three unique alternative communities: the Rainbow Family in Oregon, the Radical Faeries in Tennessee, and the Burning Man Festival in Nevada. ACT UP-PARIS, BONJOUR? examines the evolution of HIV/AIDS activism in Paris, paying particular attention to the relationship betw

In Mark Rappaport's new tape Rock Hudson's Home Movies, Rock, played by a Rock-alike, journeys through an array of cleverly-edited clips and 'fesses up to the homosexual connotations.  This new Rock is more militant than the old, and he never fails to point out a ‘90s way of looking at his pre-’60s persona.  The result is a dizzying, smart-ass, high-wire comedy about Hollywood and homosexuality.

Fed up with landlords, rapists and your everyday racist homophobes, the girls in these shorts toughen up and take to the streets. A woman deals with harassment in New York City in A Negative Portrayal of Lesbians, while another uses her scientific knowledge to deal with an evil landlord in Rocket Girl’s Revenge.  My Pretty Little Girlfriend is a nontraditional short scrutinizing the annoying habits which create tension in a relationship. Jesus returns to earth as a black lesbian pardner in Cowboy Jesus, and a thief tries to escape the Parisian Underground in CoCo.

Norma Rae McCorvey left an abusive home at age 15. She married at 16, was a mother at 17, came out as lesbian at 18. And in 1973 she became the anonymous plaintiff Jane Roe in the landmark Supreme Court ruling on abortion. Roe vs. Roe, produced for Cinemax's "Reel Life" series, shows McCorvey to be a woman of immense contradictions and brutal honesty. She speaks openly of feeling used and abandoned by the pro-choice movement's leadership, of finding the courage after years of depression to speak out on behalf of abortion rights, and of her 1995 conversion to Fundamentalist Christianity and to the anti-abortion crusade. McCorvey's partner of 28 years, pro-choice activist Connie Gonzales, shares the spotlight in this remarkable film, allowing us to see McCorvey’s personal strengths and needs through the lens of a long-term lesbian relationship. One touching, bizarre scene shows the two women driving to work together and kissing good-bye in the parking lot of a suburban Dallas strip mall – Gonzales headed to her

A real blast of the Italian gigolo syndrome, a young hustler and the aging heiress, there’s more to this than three coins in the fountain!  The second production from the Los Angeles–based Gay Girls Riding Club.  Like their other films, The Roman Springs on Mrs. Stone was shot on Sundays, and was shown at the Los Angeles gay bar, The Brownstone.

This program features a range of queer visions all in animation and stop action !  Two shorts in this program use precision lighting and staging to bring their stars to life.  A Few Good Ken stars two plastic dolls as everyday gays trying to find happiness in the gay ’90s.  In Death’s Angel Barbie portrays Beverly Allitt, a real-life pediatric nurse now serving a prison sentence for killing several children in her care.    A love song of sorts, My Moon Her World sings in colors and motion.  This experimental stop-action short only hints at a story.  Its director, Vicky Smith, creates an overwhelming mood that makes you forget that you even needed to climax.

In one of his final, bravura performances, Ron Vawter—a founding member of the experimental Wooster Group—reinvents the essence of two very different white gay men, both of whom died of AIDS: Roy Cohn, the closeted, high-rolling lawyer who rallied to Joseph McCarthy’s side during the Communist witch hunts, and Jack Smith, the erstwhile filmmaker (Flaming Creatures) and flamboyant godfather of camp.  The lives of these two men, worlds apart, are brilliantly woven together in a collage of live performance, taped rehearsals, and behind-the-scenes glimpses of actor and audience.      Vawter, who starred in several stage productions and films—most recently as a homophobic attorney in Philadelphia—died of AIDS less than seven months after this film was made.  Jill Godmilow expertly captures his legacy on film, his uncanny ability to move within a character and find the ticking parts.  For the Roy Cohn role, Gary Indiana reimagines the text of a speech that Cohn gave to the American Society for the Protection of the
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A conservative gay man looks for love at a wild night club in Sink Or Swim, and an elderly man makes a marriage proposal to his beloved in Academy Award-winner Jessica Yu’s Better Late. Mrs. Craddock finds things in a men’s public toilet which upset her faith, by George! Her traumatic experience gives rise to Mrs. Craddock’s Complaint, which you should listen to without prejudice. A diverse group of men smooch on a San Francisco rooftop in the utterly charming Your Kiss, while a good Catholic boy tries to have phone sex with his classmates and ends up talking to his priest in The Absolution Of Anthony.  Using Julie Andrews and origami patterns, These Are A Few Of My Favorite Things plays with notions of power and pleasure in an interracial sexual relationship. Two Latino gay men attempt to build a longterm relationship in Buried & Unseen. As Far Away As Here takes a psycho-sexual road trip across the US with a soon-to-be-ex lover, while Chemistries takes a trip into the human body where cells, desire, love an

We’re proud to present a program of films by or about queer youth. In Rules Of The Game, members of New York's Hetrick-Martin Institute for queer youth have an opportunity to stage a fantasy scene complete with   professional make-up and costume design, in which they reveal usually unseen parts of themselves. Results? A suave drag-king crooner, a sexy femme drag dance number, an encounter with a vampire, and a death metal music video. School Fag is a monologue by fabulously swishy and self-possessed 19-year-old Shawn Fowler, who waxes eloquent about his days as a Wonder Woman wannabe.  The title nearly says it all in Working Babydyke Theory: Diasporic Impact Of Cross-Generational Barriers, Thirza Cuthand's meditation on dog food, older lesbian friends, sex toys, and all the really twisted things grown-ups routinely say to small children.

According to director Guido Hendrickx, S. is "about a hurt girl looking for happiness." S., portrayed by phenomenal first-time actress Natali Broods, is an erratic, traumatized young woman who has nothing to hold onto in life. Abused by her father, unable to communicate with her disturbed mother, she  wanders through the world, aimless and alone.  	She has a fleeting moment of happiness when she finds work in a peepshow and becomes lovers with the beautiful Marie. But even love can't stop her downward spiral. Either by rotten luck or cosmic intention, every other person she encounters is bad news: a philandering boyfriend has sex with an  ex-girlfriend right in front of her; a priest visits her at the peep show where she works, then stalks her; a man attacks her in a deserted subway station. She responds to each of them the only way she knows how – she kills them.  	Incredibly violent and containing graphic sex, both hetero and homo in nature, this film is much like a car wreck. Its gorgeous hues and miserabl

Provocative inquiries into taboo subjects lead to potentially upsetting conclusions. A bound male nude hints at multiple definitions of black identity. A black lesbian grapples with sexual identity and cultural allegiances. Two Latino leathermen get together for some hard-hitting action. Lesbian S&M sexuality is seen from a Muslim woman's perspective. And that's just a sample of what's in store. The heartbreak of self-love is revealed in Love Me Not, while brother and sister fight for the hunky new neighbor in Boy Next Door. Two Piglets try to make love despite the old woman in the next room, and a 41-year-old man attempts to recapture his youth with a little help from Clairol in The Rinse Cycle. Culture, kink and desire collide with a Latin twist in S&M In The Hood, and In My Secrecy explores what happens when dad’s a glimmer in his son’s eye. Closing the program is the educational splatter film love story Das Clown. 

Our perennially popular girls’ shorts program includes the quirky, the sexy, and the downright hysterical. A mortuary cosmetician  surrounds herself with Sleeping Beauties, while a travel writer seeks a Traveling Companion for a trip to Italy and finds love in an unlikely form. Lena’s collection of 257 Peppermills has been stolen, and she thinks she knows who did it. A woman’s dreams take her out of her ordinary life in Sleep Come Free Me, and a modest librarian checks out lesbian love in It Happened In The Stacks. And that burning question – is he or isn’t he? – keeps a poor cat from getting fed in Breakfast With Gus.

Celebrate the Global Village with this selection of funny, dramatic, and lyrical shorts. In Love Affairs a gay man and a straight woman find common ground talking about their ex-lovers. A club boy loses his love in the beautifully  photographed Cherish. Sailor, inspired by the work of Pierre & Gilles, is an unabashedly sexy look at a handsome young man’s nautical    fantasies. Across a 30-year divide, Michael Atavar has a three-way with Joe Orton and Kenneth Halliwell in DIY. A dark road, a young hitchhiker, and an erotic power struggle change the lives of two men in The Exchange, and What A World takes a playful whirl through the lives of open and closeted gay men in Italy.

Some queers land in Los Estados Unidos and become their own post-colonial subjects. In Sambal Belacan, El Culebrero, and Between Them the negotiation of multiple identities is framed by distant memories and daily reminders of outsiderness. First Year is a split-tongued tale set in one-room apartments and the grounds around K-mart. A first nations baby dyke throws away her vibrator in Colonization: The Second Coming. All these programs resist invisibility. From Asians, Latinos, and mixed-heritage folks with cameras, every story invokes a picture. Sambal Belacan is the recipient of a Frameline Completion Fund grant of 1997.
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Spend your afternoon enjoying this annual celebration of awesome girl shorts. When Katie finds her best friend kissing another girl, her world turns upside down in WEEKI WACHEE GIRLS. A young girl develops a fascination for more than just BARGAIN LINGERIE. A single woman's parents get a big surprise in THE TELL-TALE VIBRATOR, and Amy Boyd can't escape the thrills and pitfalls of romantic pursuit in ASHLEY, 22. 

The Festival presents your chance at a cheap date and some cheap thrills. It’s Halloween and a serial killer with a taste for full-figured teenage girls is on the loose, but is Jackie de Palma (Jackie Beat) worried? She’s far too busy consuming pizza pockets and her fey neighbor’s Halloween candy and doing bong hits with her bad girlfriends to even notice she’s in danger. A massacre of a slumber party, Scream, Teen, Scream has it all, most especially Lisa Blair (Alexis Arquette), a chain-smoking, spandex-wearing teenage vixen whose fun is temporarily put on pause when she catches her no-good lout of a boyfriend looking for lube in all the wrong places and finding it with her best friend, Jennie Lee Curtis (Robert Ring). No slumber party would be complete without heartbreak, sex, drugs, too many fattening treats and a trip to the Ouija Board in search of answers only the cranky ghost of Karen Carpenter can provide. You’ll be scared out of your seats at the shocking surprise ending to this all-frills thriller. 

Scrubbers was made to cash in on the controversy and commercial success of the 1979 movie Scum,  itself based on a banned BBC play about reform school violence. But Scrubbers takes its same-sex liaisons more seriously than Scum did. Ex-Scandinavian movie-star-turned-director Mai Zetterling makes prison life both harsh (beware: some scenes are not for the squeamish) and kind of tender (a lesbian limerick writer screams poetic obscenities from her cell). Like Prisonnieres, Scrubbers uses an ensemble to explore the prison formula, but Zetterling puts the smart money on Eva, a lesbian orphan who busts herself back inside to rejoin her faithless lover. Some scenes have an honest, dreamy quality. "I love you, Eva, I fuckin' love you," yells her lover, and the humorous, tender message booms out over the quadrangle, where prisoners pass notes and joints from window to window. Scrubbers even suggests that, for some, lesbianism is a choice: "Give us a lick, not a prick." Pulpy, poetic, and political.      Scrubbers com

Agusti Villaronga continues his exploration of the shattering effects of war on the innocent and the conflict between religion and sexuality in THE SEA. In 1936, three children, in a violent and atrocious environment brought on by the Spanish Civil War, watch in horror as one of their playmates avenges his father's murder by killing the executioner's son. Distraught by his deed, the boy kills himself. This act haunts the remaining children, Francisca, Ramallo, and Tur for the rest of their lives. Several years later, they are reunited in a tuberculosis sanatorium. Francisca, now a nun, attends the sick and dying. Tur, "afraid of turning into someone bad that God will abandon," has become a religious fanatic, driven to self-flagellation for his unnatural attraction to Ramallo. And Ramallo boasts of his sexual exploits with women to the other boys in the ward, but is actually being kept by an older man and is controlled by his own amoral impulses. Like a scream caught in the throat, THE SEA is a quiet, surreal 

If you like your rice sticky then you’ll savor this tasty romp through the world of Asian brothers who get it on with themselves and each other. 	We start in the US with Season Of The Boys, which spies on hot Asian studs playing ball while contemplating the ephemeral nature of youth and beauty. Aussie boys candidly  discuss their status as a “minority within a minority” in China Dolls. From Canada comes a lesson in The Queen’s Cantonese, which instructs you on how to ask for a blowjob,   confront a philandering boyfriend or request the technique of One Golden Finger Dividing the Jade Peach. (You won’t learn this at Berlitz.) We end with Britain’s delightful Yellow Fever, which follows a “banana boy” who only dates white guys until the handsome Asian neighbor down the hall invites him over for  dinner. But does he feel like Chinese tonight? 

Sebastian is the story of a tightly-knit group of five boys and girls and the problems and pleasures they experience as they approach adulthood. The “gang” enjoys all its free time together, and its members would like their youth to last forever. They are like most teenagers, putting up with their parents’ disapproval, hanging out at their favorite places. Their emotions swing between joy and anxiety; they have a great time one minute, and are bored to tears the next. Soon they start becoming seriously aware of their sexuality, at an age when falling in love is a matter of life and death, and often they find their love is not returned. For Sebastian, love is more difficult than it is for his friends. He is attracted to his best friend Ulf, and a multitude of questions arise. Can he be gay? What will his parents think? How will his friends react? And, most of all, what should he say to Ulf? 

A lush title sequence of naked bodies dissolving into one another, the flesh peeling back like the layers of an onion, opens this intense melodrama about one man's inability to face the complexities and destructiveness of his sexual desire. Starring two of Spain's hottest and sexiest male leads, the story centers on the failing marriage of artist Elena and aeronautical engineer Alberto, who is having a steamy affair with Diego, an orthopedic surgeon. Alberto constructs two lives for himself, moving back and forth undetected for some time. But when his wife is alerted to Alberto's infidelity, Diego begins to make demands on his time, pressing for a commitment and wanting to know more about his life. Alberto lashes out as his two worlds collide and grows more confused about his own true identity. "I've spent my entire life passing everyone else's tests." One can't help but think of the '70s film MAKING LOVE, which depicted a similar triangle between Kate Jackson, Michael Ontkean, and Harry Hamlin. However, SECO

A romantic comedy about two African American women who meet and fall in love, A Luv Tale is a new film from director Sidra Smith, and is produced by Tisha Campbell-Martin of "Martin" fame. 	Candice Montgomery is Editor-in-Chief of "Meridian" Magazine, where she is being over-worked and neglected by her boss/boyfriend of 12 years. After one of her most stressful days, she attends a photo shoot for her company and meets photojournalist Taylor James. Taylor is looking  forward to a job that will enable her to travel abroad, until the two develop a friendship that will change both their lives. MC Lyte makes a special appearance playing Aklia, Taylor’s overly-controlling best friend since childhood, who has some problems with Candice's new-found love. Things get even more complicated when a super model who's too pretty for her own good starts to interfere. 	Winner of Audience Favorite at last year’s Outfest, Secrets stars Alfre Woodard, Robin Givens and Sheryl Lee Ralph as childhood friends who  gather to celebrat

Hunt Hoe's story of a South Asian family living in Montreal is an emotional epic about the conflict of tradition versus passion. In his second feature about immigrant experiences in Canada, Hoe explodes religious, cultural, and sexual taboos.  The recently widowed Vijay Chatterjee discovers Maarya whom he believes will be the perfect Indian wife for his Canadian-born son, Ashish. What Vijay doesn't know is that his son is gay and that the blond Canadian Ashish hangs out with all the time is his lover.  After a hastily arranged marriage, Vijay learns that the home fires are not burning as they should be and tries to teach his son how to seduce his new bride. But in the process, Vijay falls passionately in love with Maarya. And Maarya's own past soon comes to haunt them when her violent brother Zakir appears.…  Full of warmth, grace, passion, and great cinematic beauty, SEDUCING MAARYA is a timely film and story about hope. 

In these seven very different films from the U.S. and Germany, the experimental form is used as an effective tool to explore the complicated issue of AIDS. In Aide Memoire, filmmaker Michael Brynntrup turns his camera on photographer Jürgen Baldiga in a personal investigation of how to deal with images of life and death. Stolen Shadows is a short elegiac remembrance in response to the ever-accumulating losses from the AIDS pandemic. Concluding the program is Jerry Tartaglia’s 17 minute silent film See For Yourself which documents the filmmaker’s friend, David Kline, as he is dying from an infection associated with HIV

The diverse diasporic experiences of lesbians and gays of color at the end of the 20th century is  reflected in a kaleidoscope of realities. A Vietnamese man ponders his introduction to America in First Year, while a Korean American woman tries to  figure out the sources of her identity in Black Hair And Black Eyed. In Long Eyes Of Earth, the  relationship between sexual identity, spirituality and creativity is examined through the berdache of the Papago Indians. Ferdous explores sexual relations between women in the Eastern world. Black-British photographer Sunil Gupta assesses racism from the perspective of migrating people in Memory Pictures. A complex, lyrical rumination on exile and displacement is woven together in Coconut, Cane & Cutlass. In A Seeker, eloquent images, narration and text articulate the balancing act necessary to accommodate queer identity and ethnic heritage.  — Karl Bruce Knapper
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Set in China in the summer of 1935, Seven Women renders invisible the qualifications of missionaries for the work they ought to do.  The all-women mission is threatened from within as well as from outside.  Everything appears calm as missionary head Agatha Andrews, in her high-necked dress with keys clinking at her side, methodically performs her duties.  But (n)e(u)rotic tension is brewing and Ms. Andrews soon turns out to be a closeted dyke suffering from the repression she advocates.  One of the women, Florrie, a jolly soul, is pregnant but fears she is too old to give birth without problems.  The arrival of Dr. Cartwright is a fantastic coupe de theatre.  Donkeys and workers accompany a perfectly cross-dressed Anne Bancroft in cowboy drag.  Dr. Cartwright is extravagant, cynical, and profane.  The youngest girl at the mission, who happens to be the object of Ms. Andrews's latent sexual desire, becomes the doctor's best mate.  In the film's second half the mission is attacked by Mongolian robbers, who reno

A 30-minute video sneak preview of San Francisco filmmaker Marc Huestis’s erotic documentary was presented at the 1991 festival.        Sex Is was completed, transferred to film, and released in 1993 and went on to win the Audience Award at the Berlin International Film Festival.  According to Variety, Sex Is was the fifth-highest-grossing documentary in the U.S. in 1993–1994.      Whether innocence was lost in the bathhouse, the confessional, or on the Senate floor—where cotton-stuffed politicians started feeling comfortable talking about sodomy—local filmmaker Marc Huestis, in his documentary film Sex Is . . . shows us where to find it. The case, as Huestis makes it, is that gay sex is, was, and ever shall be. Amen. His film outlines a generalized Body Gaysexual and fills the form with talking heads who are black, white, Latino, Asian, religious, pornographic, celibate, unashamed, shy, pained, and/or financially comfortable. Filmed by a Nicaraguan crew, Sex and the Sandinistas was made in close collaboration with the lesbian and gay movement in Managua.  Without assuming any prior knowledge of Nicaraguan history, the film brings to life the extraordinary and valuable experience of lesbians and gays coming out in the whirlwind of a Latin American revolution.

This year's edition is even loonier, and includes films that you’ll never see at Spike and Mike’s. We’re particularly excited about this year’s Absolut Audience Award for Lesbian and Gay Animation, a cash prize which will be given to this year's best animation as decided by you, the audience.

Awarded a Frameline Completion Fund grant this year, Phillip B. Roth’s debut feature, Sex, Work And My American Family is the story of the filmmaker’s search for self identity working as an erotic masseur in New York City. Interviews with his uproarious Jewish family, including his 81 year old grandmother, cast light on his struggles with male intimacy, spirituality and sex. The film features graphic erotic massages, a rare interview with German filmmaker Rosa von Praunheim, a demonstration in the use of Tampax by performance artist Annie Sprinkle, and Yiddish torch singer Nehama Lifshitz wailing on the soundtrack

Glossy magazines, porn stars, washboard stomachs and street hustlers: Hollywood faithfully provides the public with a seemingly   inexhaustible flood of male erotica. Sex/Life In L.A. brings together nine young men who earn their livings with their bodies. There are porn stars: Matt Bradshaw, porn actor and hairdresser; Kevin Kramer, who’s planning his transformation from porn legend to legitimate actor; and Cole Tucker, porn star and          successful entrepreneur. And there’s Ron Athey, a performance artist who’s also the  subject of this year’s Hallelujah! Finally, there are unemployed hustlers and models like Patrick and David, and ex-porn stars like John Garwood. To each of the men interviewed, the body is both the object of desire and the     subject of art, and they all show their bodies freely. (The scene where Tony Ward          spontaneously jacks off in the bathtub is worth the price of admission.) For some it’s been their ticket to success, and for others it’s been their downfall. Those dykes over at Britain’s Channel 4 sure have been busy. They’ve got four jam packed programs they’d like to share with us Yankees. Lively interviews are mixed with hot and raunchy lovemaking in Shades of Desire, a sexy and provocative documentary celebrating love between black and white lesbians. In Lesbian Bed Death, real people, real lives, real disaster stories, individuals and couples reveal their tales of woe or offer advice on how to avoid “bed death” in the future. In the Rachel Williams Documentary, the Amazonian supermodel talks frankly to the camera about her uncompromising attitude toward her sexuality. Rachel reveals the reality of coming out in the glare of the media spotlight, and the intimacy of her relationship with rock singer Alice Temple. Taking the lid off the world of modeling and challenging the viewer with Rachel’s often outspoken views, this documenary is a rare insight into the world of the celebrity dyke. Zero Budget looks at the emergence of lesbian feature filmmakers in the US

One day, George Scott walked into the lunchroom in full make-up. Who cared if he'd been driving a tractor at the pulp mill for 20 years? Simply put, he couldn't live a lie any longer: George came out as a transsexual.         During his two years of hormone treatment, George, now living full-time as Georgina, met and fell in love with the outspoken lesbian, Linda Fraser. Linda and Georgina soon married and, practically as a honeymoon, Georgina went under the knife.         Voila — Canada's first legally married lesbian couple. Quentin has a relationship with Julie, a free-spirited girl (she likes fast cars and drinking shots) who can’t resist Jimmy, a gorgeous young tough who’s always in trouble. As their lives intersect, the characters’ exploration of their bisexuality is interrupted by racism, as French anti-Arab hatreds lead to tragedy. Discovered in André Téchiné’s Wild Reeds (an obvious inspiration for his work here) the young actor-turned-director Gaël Morel makes his feature directing debut with Full Speed, which co-stars Reed’s Stéphane Ride

We are very excited to bring you this selection of works made exclusively for queer kids by queer kids. We start with  Lessons In Baby Dyke Theory, a sweet portrait of an out high school dyke who takes us on a ride through her everyday life in rural Canada and her ongoing search for her contemporaries. In his First Year in the states, Trac Vu lived with his parents outside San Bernardino, California. This short is a somber remembrance of his youth, mixing images of a colorful, lonely Southern California with stories of his first encounters with others like himself. Shapes Of Silence mourns the kids who never make it through childhood.  A Japanese girl falls in love but cannot escape her abusive father.  Another parent in Junky Punky Girlz tells her daughter how to get her nose pierced, and eventually the daughter has to figure out a way to integrate her South East Asian heritage and her punk dyke lifestyle.  Finally Out Loud shows that young queers find many different ways to express their queer selves. A str

Norma Jean Croy was charged with conspiracy to commit murder, and since 1978 she has been serving a life sentence for a crime she and her brother Hooty never committed.  Hooty received the death penalty, appealed, and was released.  Norma Jean was denied parole three times and has no future appeal date set.  Produced by Bo and directed by Crystal Mason, Shasta Woman is a story of courage, injustice, and racism. 

An all too frequent reality in the lesbian and gay community, death is a hushed subject in our society. These personal accounts attempt to locate its rightful place in our lives. Combined, these films remind us of grief's importance and death's life-affirming power.        Jean and Jane's 16-year-old Doberman, Shatzi, is dying. Thing is, no one knows when. Just when the old girl can't seem to rise off the couch, spring comes and she's like a pup again. Filmmaker Jean Calamusto turns her camera on Shatzi's inevitable passage, creating a remarkably lucid and appropriately light-hearted reflection on death and an exploration of pets' roles in gay couples' lives and the meaning of death in modern and ancient cultures.   While artist Beau Riley's lover of 12 years lie dying, his need to understand and transform the experience leads him to compose VIA DOLOROSA, a book-length series of poems. And IN THE FOREVER [ALL LOWER CASE] documents two Jewish sisters who find their own ways of grieving for the loss of their mo

This program of shorts is a homage to girls who do it harder, faster and in your face. In Women In Black, four lesbians on a night out are going to have a good time and no one is going to stop them, while in Peanut And The Pig a Canadian customs agent gets what’s coming to him. Elizabeth Taylor Sometimes projects us into a post-human world in which the body is out-moded. In Stunt Double, a woman contemplates the serious matter of her infatuation with Buffy the Vampire Slayer, and in Get The Bowheads, a sorority rush is infiltrated by butch lesbians with horrific results. 

We’ve stretched the definition of “boy” in our program of local gay filmmakers this year. Helping us push that envelope are ten works that share nothing – and everything  – in common. A couple of young queers have a community identity crisis in A New Flag, while O Happy Day lays gay claim to a revolutionary moment in black history. Shaving The Castro pays tribute to Louie’s 1932 Castro Barbershop, and The Divine Androgyne chronicles the journey of New Age drag princess Chrystallah as she searches for androgyny.  We begin our popular Saturday shorts program with two films about personal grooming and well-being:  Popularity has a satirical take on 50’s health films, and Shaving The Castro pays tribute to Louie’s 1932 Castro Barbershop just across the street. A gay New Yorker returns to his childhood home in the South for his sister’s coming out ball and contemplates his own coming out in The Debutantes. In Gasp a young man struggles with his sexuality while his gay friend’s sharp tongue and promiscuous behavior

She Must Be Seeing Things, Sheila McLaughlin's first feature, is both very personal and nearly universal in its understanding of the dynamics of intimate relationships. Funny, touching, and very real, the story of Agatha, a lawyer, and Jo, her filmmaker girlfriend, is a deft exploration of jealousy's effect on a lesbian relationship.       Throughout the film Jo and Agatha's professional lives pose a striking contrast to the intimacy of their life together. The tension of their sexual attraction for each other and the details of that intimacy become a framework for the film's more explicit narrative. At the same time, the strength of their feelings comes to constitute a parallel drama—one that starts a dialogue with the current debates over women's sexuality in the ‘80s as well as with current theories on the nature of voyeurism in contemporary cinema.      Sheila McLaughlin comes from the world of downtown New York theater, where she performed in the 197's with Richard Foreman's "Ontological Hysterical Theat
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In this all girl punk rock program we’ve got three new rockin’ music videos: Tribe 8’s Estrofemme, Shrubbery’s Another Beautiful Thing, and Stone Fox’s Loose Composure. Then, in Lez B. Friends, a biker gang torments straight people by kidnapping their children, selling them to lesbian couples, and making them into sex slaves. Plus Lucy Thane's She’s Real, Worse Than Queer, a video-documentary by and about dykes who find in punk rock a culture and a life they can tolerate. Performers include Fifth Column, Team Dresch, Tribe 8, g.b. jones, the legendary Phranc, and many more. 

From raunchy sex to girls with guns, don't miss this hot selection of titillating shorts. CHICKS WITH GUNS proves it's always best to be rescued by a beautiful woman, and battling cigarette girls get down and dirty in KINKY PINKYS. Two women shower each other with intense passion on the streets of New York in DARLING INTERNATIONAL, while the Hail Mary's provide the rock score for OVERRIDE.

Set in France at the end of World War II, this gem of a film is the story of Virginie and Anne, 17 year-olds who have just come back to their village from boarding school. Their friends Jean-Claude and Alain come back from the war injured and disillusioned. There is no longer any innocence in their vision of the world. War, suffering and horror have changed them all. Jean-Claude desperately wants to marry Virginie, but she is in love with Anne, and writes profusely of her love in her diary. In an effort to repel Jean-Claude’s advances, Anne tries to convince him that Virginie is in love with another boy. She erases her own name from Virginie’s diary entries and fills in the name Paul. Pre-Title IX Girl looks at the importance of this  endangered law that ensures girls’ access to sports. Shooting Star celebrates the Senior Women’s Basketball league, and the notion that age only limits us if we let it, by taking a life-affirming look at the role basketball plays in these women’s lives. Women At The Gay Games Amsterdam documents the sporting and cultural events that occurred at the 1998 games, including a special look at the night-life of gay women during the games. Kiss My Cleats captures the high energy of the Gay Games and reveals why people come from all over the world to compete in and support them.

A quiet revolution is starting up among intersexuals, people who have sexually ambiguous bodies, to resist the nonconsensual medical practices that now routinely mutilate hermaphroditic bodies. New intersexual identities explode familiar ideas of man and woman, queer and straight, and suggest ways for all of us to rethink the relationships between gender, sex, sexuality and body. This program includes both experimental video and conventional documentary filmmaking. They offer a fascinating introduction to intersexuality in the 90’s by covering topics as diverse as hermaphrodite villagers in the Dominican Republic, an intersex wedding in Oakland, and some riveting raw footage from the first international intersex gathering.  	A post-screening discussion will be led by transgender scholar Susan Stryker and hermaphrodite activists Suegee Tamar-Mattis and Cherly Chase of the Intersex Society of North America. 

The first feature film from 29-year-old director and highly acclaimed poet Lukas Moodysson, Show Me Love has been a tremendous success in Sweden. Not only was it Sweden's entry for this year's Academy Award as Best Foreign Language Film, it rivaled Titanic as Sweden's number one box office hit.   	A sensitive, funny and bittersweet story about two teenage girls growing up in a small town named Amal, who find liberation in a  conservative setting.  One of these teens is the pretty and popular 15-year-old Elin (Alexandra Dahlstrom) who desperately wants something to happen in her life. Her older sister, Jessica, is eager to set her up with numerous guys. Several people are already in love with Elin, including the unpopular Agnes (Rebecca Liljeberg), who is rumored to be a lesbian. The story kicks in with Agnes reluctantly holding her 15th birthday party at the insistence of her well-meaning mom. Bored and aimless, Elin and her sister decide to go to Agnes' party, and Agnes' mom shows them up to Agnes' room. Bei

In this all girl punk rock program we’ve got three new rockin’ music videos: Tribe 8’s Estrofemme, Shrubbery’s Another Beautiful Thing, and Stone Fox’s Loose Composure. Then, in Lez B. Friends, a biker gang torments straight people by kidnapping their children, selling them to lesbian couples, and making them into sex slaves. Plus Lucy Thane's She’s Real, Worse Than Queer, a video-documentary by and about dykes who find in punk rock a culture and a life they can tolerate. Performers include Fifth Column, Team Dresch, Tribe 8, g.b. jones, the legendary Phranc, and many more. 

While there has been much discussion of  filmmakers faking documentaries, Elisabeth Subrin and Jill Godmilow have gone one step further. Each in her own distinctly different way has painstakingly remade a documentary film from the 1960s. Their films allow us the unique opportunity to re-examine universal questions of gender, race, class and war through the re-appropriation of an old lens. 	In 1967, a student film crew from Chicago shot a documentary on art student Shulamith Firestone, who three years later wrote the ground-breaking feminist text "The Dialectic of Sex: The Case for Feminist Revolution." Subrin’s film Shulie is a shot-by-shot, line-by-line remake using the conventions of ‘60’s direct cinema to explore the residual impact of social movements and the boundaries between fiction and non-fiction films.   	Jill Godmilow’s film is literally and stubbornly a remake of Harun Farocki’s experimental documentary Inextinguishable Fire, which deals with the  development of napalm by Dow Chemical during the V

Rosa von Praunheim is probably the world's most restless gay filmmaker. When Praunheim announces a new film, you know to expect an anarchic attitude and a surprising subject. He's notorious for outraging the gay community with his warts-and-all approach and giddy mix of frivolity with fist-in-the-face fury. Last time he tackled AIDS was in 1985, with his musical melodrama, A Virus Knows No Morals. Now he's settled down. In Silence = Death he lets his interviewees carry the anger and outrage. It's the first of three films on AIDS activism. Praunheim platforms New York's artists against AIDS. He and journalist Phil Zwickler talk to Keith Haring and survivors David Wojnarowicz, Allen Ginsberg, Paul Smith, and Rafael Gamba.      Phil Zwickler: "I worked on another of the Festival films, Silence = Death, with Rosa von Praunheim. We included monologues by David Wojnarowicz as a community's indictment of the daily, malignant neglect by a murderous government—scorching testaments that kick ass! Wojnarowicz is the voi
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Su Friedrich's work has the rare quality of being emotionally compelling and experimental all at once.  While her point of departure is usually personal experience, she elaborates on the material until the film reaches an autonomous meaning.  Using the formal aspects of the cinematic material and the seductive potential of narrative, she creates involvement and distance at the same time.  In terms of content, her films are about the cultural and political determination of her emotions in which her being lesbian is of crucial importance. Sink or Swim, Su Friedrich's most recent film, is not only about her complex relationship with her father but also shows the development of a girl's notions of sexuality.  Alphabetically ordered intertitles structure the narrative like chapters, helping the viewer handle the intense imagery.

A conservative gay man looks for love at a wild night club in Sink Or Swim, and an elderly man makes a marriage proposal to his beloved in Academy Award-winner Jessica Yu’s Better Late. Mrs. Craddock finds things in a men’s public toilet which upset her faith, by George! Her traumatic experience gives rise to Mrs. Craddock’s Complaint, which you should listen to without prejudice. A diverse group of men smooch on a San Francisco rooftop in the utterly charming Your Kiss, while a good Catholic boy tries to have phone sex with his classmates and ends up talking to his priest in The Absolution Of Anthony.

From Norway to New Zealand, Brussels to Barcelona, a collection of fun and sexy gay shorts from around the world. In one of our oddest submissions this year, Paulo and His Brother, two deaf brothers remember their childhood. Saint rereads the classic Sebastian legend while Siren tells of a broken-hearted soldier who comes to grief at the hands of a siren. In Nobody I Know a young man learns the ins and outs of bringing a pal home for the evening. The 1919 Winnipeg General Strike is seen through the window of a semi-fictional bath-house/barber shop in 1919. In Perfect Kiss, a bright and snappy film from Spain, Paula seeks revenge after discovering her neighbor has a boyfriend

Drafted in 1967, Perry Watkins served 15 years in the U.S. Army as an openly gay man.  He was discharged in 1982 under the provisions that ban homosexuals from serving in the armed forces.  With the help of the ACLU, Sgt. Watkins won his case after nine years in court.  The U.S. Supreme Court ruled in his favor, making Watkins the first gay officer to defeat the ban against gays in the military. Chiqui Cartagena's funny, vivid, and astute documentary is a rare, affirming experience.  Cartagena asks all the right questions:  Why has Watkins' precedent-making case not been embraced by the gay community?  Why has the black community not celebrated his struggle and success?  Thankfully, Watkins himself, a charismatic figure, is on hand to set the record straight.  Winner of the 1994 San Francisco International Lesbian & Gay Film Festival Audience Award for Best Video.

A follow-up to last year's highly successful "Color of Sex" series, this eclectic program includes six short works by and about queers of color. NAMES looks at how shifting names and labels affect a queer Eurasian's sense of self. A hidden camera in TWO ENCOUNTERS reveals racial divisions in New York's gay male community. At his father's funeral, a gay Asian man seeks reconciliation with his family in MISSING HOME. Now that her brother Alex is dating their cousin Papo (not to mention doin' it in the next room), jealousy consumes Josie in BEHIND WALLS. Gay Black queens in Australia are the subject of the documentary SISSY. And Trac Vu returns to the Festival with AMONG OTHERS, a tale of escape from one world and loneliness in another.   Look anywhere in the world, repressive societies included, and you'll most likely find a drag queen in some obscure corner lip-synching to Barbra or Judy. In Samoa, you don't have to look very hard. There, the fa'fafines, or boys raised as girls, are integrated and respected me

Here's a program for the whole family. A treat for tots of any age!   A diverse bunch of kids share their stories and experiences in their own words! Great for youngsters, and revelatory for adults, THAT'S A FAMILY gives voice to the children (and parents) of gay and lesbian families, multiracial families, adoptive families, single parent families, and much more. Directed by Academy Award-winner Debra Chasnoff (IT'S ELEMENTARY), this highly entertaining, loving documentary breaks new ground in elementary education.  Followed by an animated gem that blows Disney out of the water, THE SISSY DUCKLING is a retelling of the classic fairy tale, THE UGLY DUCKLING. Featuring voices by Harvey Firestein and Sharon Stone, this is the heartwarming tale of a sissy duckling and his attempts to fit in with the other young ducks and to gain his father's affections. A must see for cartoon lovers of all ages, this updated classic is a great idea for a day out with your favorite youths — they'll fall in love with the movies and

What if Ozzie & Harriet and June & Ward Cleaver decided to partner swap? What if Richie Cunningham got sweet for Ralph Malph? Jan Brady a lesbian? I wouldn't be surprised and neither would Alice. Those sweet kids from "Eight is Enough"? Where do I begin? Trannys, hookers, drug addicts...I watch "Jenny Jones." And what if Wally started humping beave...THE Beaver? 	Well, that's what happens to one upper-middle class family in Sitcom, a French farce that mixes Pedro Almodovar's love for the absurd with John Waters' disdain for family values. Mom is a housewife, Dad's an engineer, and their two lovely children are students. Okay, so their Spanish maid's a little nutty, but it’s not until Dad brings home a lab rat for a pet that things really get out of hand. As each  family member comes into contact with the rat, they begin to show signs of perversion. Prolific video and filmmaker Barbara Hammer's new documentary profiles three women artists and the function the closet has played in their lives and work. The first artist is early 20th-century photographer Alice Austen, whose images provide a fascinating glimpse into a genteel, woman-centered world among Staten Island's social elite. In spite of the fact that Austen lived openly with her lover Gertrude Tate for more than half a century, a controversy still simmers among Austen scholars as to whether the two were lesbians. Hammer next considers the 12-year relationship between Dadaist photomontage artist Hannah Hoch and writer Till Brugman, set against the backdrop of Weimar-era Berlin. Hammer   concludes the trilogy by focusing on            contemporary New York painter Nicole Eisenman, a remarkably talented artist who had been largely unaware of earlier traditions in lesbian art – a testament to the power of the closet to render lesbian lives invisible. 	Cathy Lee Crane's short film Sketches After Halle re

What lies do men tell themselves when they get pulled into the world of prostitution – and not just your everyday street-corner hustling? Harry, Billy and Dean call what they do “acting” – playing elaborate sexual fantasies for primarily male clients. Each of the men is in a different stage of his career. Billy’s a confused boytoy in the midst of a successful hustling career, and Dean’s a callow (but sexy) beginner fresh off the road from his wholesome childhood. Harry – perhaps more than the others – doesn’t think of himself as a hustler at all. His purpose in life is Hollywood stardom, and playing the top in private performances is just practice. As the story unravels, the three men deal with the realities of their profession. One falls in love with a client, another retreats into himself so that he can act the part he’s taken on, and Harry learns what he must do if he wants to meet his goal. Up until now, Harry’s been convinced that he could turn his current “acting” gig into a legitimate career in the ind
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     Alex Koyama is an obsessed filmmaker who can think of nothing but the exploitation film she is making about the pleasure and pain of tattooing.  In response to an ad she has placed in a tattoo magazine, she receives an enticing letter from young transgendered Chris.  The letter describes the sexual pleasure one can experience while being tattooed; this intrigues Alex and she hires Chris as a production assistant, but more importantly as a potential research source for her film.  Instantly enamored with Alex, Chris misinterprets all the attention and falls desperately in love.  Alex enjoys this new infatuation and dismisses the warnings of her neglected girlfriend, Montana.  Alex continues to provoke Chris, who is in the process of coming to terms with a sexuality that is not accepted by the mainstream.  Chris’s efforts at communication are misinterpreted by Alex, who sees Chris as delusional.  Finally pushed to the limit by Alex’s selfishness, Chris is forced to commit a desperate act in order to regain 

Our local girls have been at it again. Here’s another sampling of the work being done right here in our own backyards. Play is about a woman who loves only one thing more than basketball. Between the Lines strives to demystify the phenomenon of cutters, women who self-injure. Ellipsis mixes photographic abstraction, simple animation and the human nervous system to find meaning in the architecture of light. Alienator documents a video artist's alien abduction experience and Dirty Fingernails tells of a love story between a girl and her motorcycle.

The program title says it all. In Pom, a grunge dyke tries out for the University of Texas cheerleading squad. Lisa Lisa interviews 22 women who have and have not dated a woman named Lisa, and Bad Brownies features dykes telling stories about the bad things they did as Brownie Scouts. A woman makes a painting with her breasts in In Color, and a disenchanted lesbian refuses to give in to her bisexual desires because k.d. lang is on television in Bisexual Wannabe.

Murder and mayhem follow hard on the heels of a man who will do anything to maintain his hard-won celebrity, and God forbid if sexual preference gets in the way. Clancy Self is a very successful television cook. He has everything: good looks, fame, a beautiful girlfriend, and Jamie, his long-term live-in secret boyfriend. As Clancy’s fame grows he becomes more and more paranoid and with increasing pressure from his girlfriend he finally agrees to dump Jamie and marry her. But it isn’t meant to be:  When Clancy inadvertently kills his neighbor Nick’s dog, Nick breaks into Clancy’s apartment and Jamie kills him in self-defense. When Clancy finds a dead man in his kitchen, he does what he can to save his career: he cuts up the body and dumps it all over London.  	From Greece, Sky Full of Stars includes nine vignettes which describe the life of a young Greek man who has been diagnosed with AIDS. Also from Greece, Tender is a transsexual prostitute in Athens who shares her perspectives on life and demonstrates her

Shelly's just been raped by her lover Jimmy's best friend, and she does what any incipient riot grrrl would: she dumps Jimmy, joins an all-girl band, and starts sleeping with the lead singer. And that's only the beginning of this funny and hip portrait of life on the margins of the Seattle art world. Suzy, Shelly's new lover and the lead singer of the No Exits, is wild and outrageous both on stage and off, and Shelly is a quick study. Soon the pair are crusading around Seattle, bent on changing the world, whether that means offering no apologies for their sexual orientation or stealing pornography from hapless convenience store clerks. Everything seems happy, until Shelly runs into Jimmy and is dismayed to discover that she's still attracted to him. Slaves to the Underground is a fresh, honest look at bisexual love.

Filmed in vivid color, this is one of the most original and creative short films about gay love seen in years.

These shorts are sure to delight! In CAT TOYS a woman's new sex toys do more than spice up her love life. A therapist and her client share a dream in SLIP, and a woman recovers from the end of a relationship in SEVEN DAYS. NIGHT DEPOSIT is an updated twist on the world's oldest profession, and two women face up to the realities of living in a small Irish community in SALVAGE. A lusty femme fatale gets double-crossed in the '40s-style thriller SWITCH.

     The Sluts and Goddeses Video Workshop, or How To Be a Sex Goddess in 101 Easy Ways is sure to be a bright and educational experience for all.  You can learn how to have more sensual and sexual pleasure in your life.  Follow along as Annie Sprinkle exhaustively catalogs the joys of sex, along with her "Transformation Facilitators," which include Divianna Ingravallo, Jocelyn Taylor, and Carol Leigh (a.k.a. Scarlet Harlot).

The boys next door in this program’s films aren’t quite as innocent and wholesome as you might expect. In Britain’s delightful Yellow Fever, a Chinese man who only dates white guys gets an invitation from his Chinese neighbor for dinner and more. A young farm boy with an affinity for animals explores his homosexual desires in Fish Belly White, a lyrical film whose violent ending is not for the faint-of-heart. Stanley Beloved looks at a mixed-race teenager coming out in Hong Kong, while in Just Out Of Reach, a younger man tries to sneak out on the older man he just slept with. And a good Catholic boy tries to have phone sex with the neighborhood boys and ends up talking to his priest in The Absolution Of Anthony.

Deeply moving and personal, Smoke uses minimal language, a stylized vision, and icons drawn from a Roman Catholic childhood to construct a dark and penetrating dream.  Not since Eraserhead has a film evoked a world as disturbed, haunted, and weirdly erotic.      Michael is an alienated loner with a penchant for fiftysomething men, who works as a bathroom attendant in a fancy Manhattan hotel.  Submerged in a self-deprecating search for a father figure, he pursues a married detective (whom we never see), and is in turn pursued by a mafia-type ex-boyfriend who bullies and intimidates him throughout the film.      Resisting his mother’s wishes to attend his brother’s birthday, Michael goes to church for the first time in years.  There, something happens that sets off hallucinogenic flashbacks to his youth, when he and his brother suffered from high fever.  In the present day Michael’s life starts to take on an even more surrealistic quality.      Religious, erotic, obsessive, and inescapable, Smoke envelops the v

It’s a big city love story. Well, actually, there are five stories in this program, and “love” is an awfully optimistic word. We start with a look at the New York club scene with some Sweaty Naked Male Flesh. Central Park and a Manhattan rooftop are the setting for gay romance in Spokes, and Smooch! is a very New York boy-finds-boy romance without words. In Miguel, Ma Belle, an HIV-positive queen cuts through the crap trying to find sex and happiness.  Melvin Schmatzman Freudian Dentist starts with a dentist trying to rationalize his son’s sexuality and follows the dad’s quirky reasoning to its logical conclusion. 

This collection of shorts continues our "Color of Sex" programming from last year with an inspiring and innovative selection of films by women. I AM NOT OTHER. AKO AY MESTIZA (smaller case). documents the filmmaker's experience growing up Filipina mesiza in the U.S. A young Iranian woman, immigrating to Canada, encounters an ancient aboriginal water spirit in SNAILFINGERS. A fictional "documentary," WELCOME TO AFRICVILLE, revisits the 1969 bittersweet destruction of an all black community in Halifax, Canada.  In SUM TOTAL a young Indian Woman tries to redefine herself in the midst of society's stereotypical definitions of the "ideal." BLACK SHEEP explores the director's racist and homophobic upbringing in Australia. AND THE MARCH CONTINUES gives us an in-depth look at the history of the lesbian movement in Mexico.
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Some things can only happen in a queer, queer world! These shorts are all able to laugh at the often silly ways we interact with each other and with the straight world. What Is A Line? is a dark comedic study of just about every rational and irrational emotion jilted lovers go through. A couple of dykes reflect on their childhood experiences with nuns in Novices.  Mom, I Think I’m . . . is an episode in the life of a daughter who has to come out: as bisexual to her lesbian mom. An ex-private dick turned massage therapist is lured out of retirement by a fishy femme fatale to recover a missing pyrex in Snatched! The Case of the Purloined Pie Plate.

Everyone’s had them at one time or another, or will some day. Through humor, poetry, animation and  narrative storytelling, these shorts look at love lost and the ups and downs of relationships. I’m Starving is an erotic love tale between a ghost and a woman who cohabit a small apartment in New York’s Chinatown. Pump is a cynical, surreal comedy about one girl’s fall from the curb of love. In Vicious, women discuss their fantasies of revenge and  payback against their ex-lovers who did them wrong. 

What’s it like to be queer out in the “rural” world? The films in Homos on the Range give you a glimpse into life away from the big city. Mario and David, the subjects of Horse Dreams in BBQ Country, have fashioned a life together in South Texas that revolves around horses and each other. Cowgirl Sweethearts: A Dyke-u-mentary follows a group of lesbian country singers on tour. Soil, Toil, and Fleece is a portrait of a gay man’s father on the family farm. In So Over the Rainbow, a post-modern dyke and fag take a road trip and gain a newfound respect for their community. And Tales of the Pit examines an old strip mine filled with water that has become a camping haven for lesbians and gay men in the area.

Mario and David, the subjects of Horse Dreams in BBQ Country, have fashioned a life together in South Texas that revolves around horses and each other. Cowgirl Sweethearts: A Dyke-u-mentary follows a group of lesbian country singers on tour. Soil, Toil, and Fleece is a portrait of a gay man’s father on the family farm. In So Over the Rainbow, a post-modern dyke and fag take a road trip and gain a newfound respect for their community. And Tales of the Pit examines an old strip mine filled with water that has become a camping haven for lesbians and gay men in the area.

Don’t confuse them with the racist skinheads they superficially resemble – the gay skinheads in this program are firmly anti-racist. Like the original skinheads, they’re working-class men bonded by their camaraderie, fighting against the classist society in which they live.  	In Taste The Sweat Martin, a young gay man, wants to be a skinhead but can’t decide which accessory to go for first: the hair, the boots, the jeans, or the tattoo. He decides on the tattoo, and his adventure begins. A skinhead has to decide between gang life and his boyfriend in Oi Queer. A lovely man is pursued throughout Solace by a stranger who seduces him with a tale of immortality. The Stars We Are drops in on a group of gay skinheads in Sweden, with music from Coil, Meat Beat Manifesto and Marc Almond.

Two improbable-but-true stories:  	Some Ground To Stand On tells the amazing tale of Blue Lunden, a lesbian/feminist peace activist who was arrested and run out of New Orleans in the 1950s for wearing men’s clothing. 	Then, Love Story documents a bizarre romance between two unusual women in Berlin during World War II. In 1942 Lilly Wurst was a Nazi super-mom who won an award from the government for producing four "racially pure" Aryan sons for the fatherland. But all that changed when Wurst met Felice Schragenheim, a vivacious 21-year-old   assimilated German Jew who was involved with the political underground. Felice seduced Lilly and, after the two genuinely fell in love, revealed her Jewish identity and her anti-Nazi activism to her lover. Their relationship ended abruptly with a visit from the Gestapo 18 months later. A poignant, uplifting, and at times surreal account of lesbian life inside Hitler's Third Reich, Love Story is one of the must-see films at this year's festival.

Some of My Best Friends Are . . . is a rare opportunity to experience the plight of pre-Stonewall gay culture.  It is an experience both infuriating and fascinating.  Set in a New York gay bar on Christmas Eve, Some of My Best Friends Are . . . is a Grand Hotel filled with a generation of lost souls.  The oppression of gay people by the very institutions that once offered them a kind of temporary safety is the subtext of the film.  Yet it remains only a subtext.  The overt substance of the piece degenerates into a kind of orgy of melodramatic self-pity in which homosexuals are pathetic creatures exploited by each other, as well as by their surroundings.  Originally titled The Bar and cast as a kind of family affair from a group of well-known New York actors, Some of My Best Friends Are . . .  contains a group of the most ghoulish and exaggerated performances ever put on screen.  Rue McClanahan ("Golden Girls") plays Lita Joyce, a bitchy fag hag.  The late Candy Darling weighs in with a terrific portrait of a 

Hal sings "Is you is, or, is you ain't my baby?" Geoff packs his bags and leaves.  Julian moves in and seduces Hal's broken heart with his Calvin Klein good looks and Grandma's chicken soup, while stealing money and turning tricks in Hal's big beautiful Victorian bed.  In this artfully shot short film full of shady comebacks and dramatic profiles, everyone looks good in their underwear and thinks everyone else is a whore.  Amusingly melancholy, Some of These Days is what we all imagine our break-ups and make-ups would be if thrown up on the big screen.  

Kira (Kathleen Fontaine), the heroine of local Heidi Arnesen's debut feature, is a witty, headstrong, promiscuous lesbian whose dreams of being a comedian are consistently undermined by her personal problems. She has intense bouts of stage fright. Her best friend is an insecure, food-obsessed straight woman. And as if that weren't enough, her sister (Mimi Freed) is a success at exactly the sort of comedy performance Kira aspires to. So Kira attempts to forget her inadequacies by having sex — over and over. Unfortunately, even in romance Kira's biting humor and fear of intimacy keep her far from a healthy relationship. 	After a most unusual sushi dinner, however, Kira is thrown together with Robin, a sincere but suspicious woman (a sexy performance by local favorite Desi del Valle). Can Robin help Kira find new tools for coping with and rebuilding her crumbling life? 	Preceded by the French short So What?, in which Lisa and Marie are in love, but Lisa has cold feet. 

Taking that first big step into gaydom can be a wonderful and very trying experience.  These four shorts look at just what that important first kiss can mean. In BIRTHDAY TIME Christopher is three days away from his 18th birthday and he's determined to get his first gay kiss before then. His target? Mom's married-with-children and closed best friend Tom. HE BOP! looks back on how teenager Ryan Walker, guided by the spirit of his eccentric grandmother (Mink Stole), struggles to find his gay identity. CRUSH, 12-year-old Tina is infatuated with 16-year-old Robbie. Bonding over TV and bubblegum music, they become best friends; however, unbeknownst to Tina, Robbie has developed a crush of his own. Set in a small Texas town in 1986, SOMETHING CLOSE TO HEAVEN is the story of a boy's struggle with his sexual awakening, helped by a special imaginary friend living in his backyard.

Cleverly written and brilliantly cast, Something Special is a Hollywood teen transgender comedy about a girl who gets to be a boy.  Try to imagine an ABC Afterschool Special with a queer sensibility and a sophisticated sense of humor—Something Special is super fun for boys and girls, and for girls who want to be boys.      Milly Niceman gets her "deepest, darkest heart's desire"  when she wishes on a magical Indian eclipse powder.  She wakes in the middle of the night to discover she's grown "a guy's thing down there."  When Mr. and Mrs. Niceman tell her she must choose between being a boy or a girl, she asks innocently, "Can't I be both?"      As Muddy Waters sings “Mannish Boy” on the soundtrack, Milly becomes Willy and learns what it means to be a boy:  his girlfriend develops a new kind of interest in him, and so does Willy's new pal Alfie (a differently abled boy who refers to his wheelchair as a lunar module).  When Alfie confesses his "unnatural desires," Willy goes for the hetero option and decides he

Shon Kayli's heartening documentary Anonymous Was a Woman interweaves live footage of one of the Gits’ last shows/interviews with friends and band members, and statistics on violence against women as a wake up call to get HOME ALIVE. 	Ethan Minsker's Anything Boys Can Do... is a documentary on women in the alternative music scene. The film explores the intersections between gender and art and asks whether one's sex is an advantage, a disadvantage, or neither. A wide range of bands are interviewed, including Vitapup, Thrust, Nicole Blackman, Maul Girls, the Voluptuous Horror of Karen Black, and our very own Tribe 8. Lavish historical spectacles were a staple of Italian cinema since silent days, but it took American bodybuilder Steve Reeves and the international box office sensation Hercules to put the muscleman at the center of the show. Imitations and sequels followed, and from 1957 to 1965 the Italian film industry  produced over 150 of the most curiously homoerotic films ever made. The eroticism comes from the  blatant beefcake appeal of the hero’s physique, fetishized by peek-a-boo costumes and subjected to trials of strength and lingering torments. But the gay/camp appeal of the gladiator films went further. Wild dance numbers, over-the-top female villains, and garishly theatrical sets created alternate  universes of bizarre glamour. 	Behind the glamour, all was not so pretty. Production schedules were impossibly rushed, scripts hardly existed and actors were forced to do their own dangerous stunts. The theme of Sortie 234 is passion, the rabid passion of Renaud for Frank.  A passion which shoots like a star and explodes.  In between these two poles there is Lucille, Frank's love.  Lucille whom Renaud tries to tame, Lucille who becomes the go-between in this pulsating relationship.

Dykes doing drag, both butch and femme, rule the day in this program of shorts. In Murray For Mayor, a drag king runs for mayor of New York City with hilarious results, while an infomercial on hair removal inspires Tony to take to the streets in Disco Love. Independently Blue dives into the heady decadence of the 1930s club scene to explore an old woman’s memory of betrayal, and Soulsucka is an  exploration of shoes, shades, fur...and chrome.

Punks, voguers, baby dykes, barbie dolls and more is what you’ll find in this innovative program for, by and about youth. Butch queens, drag kings, femme queens and realness — Boys and Girls asks, What makes a boy a boy? What makes a girl a girl? Speaking for Ourselves is a series of intimate portraits of lesbian and gay youth who are facing difficult issues. In Nobody I Know Tom is on the threshold of sexual maturity, but he still has to learn that the rules of childhood no longer apply. Barbie and her friends are transformed into a 1980's TV sitcom in Charlene's Angels. And QUEERCORE (a punk-u-mentary) is a brilliant account of the thriving homopunk scene, full of queer renegades and iconoclasts, fast music and cool hair.  	Anyone under 21 years old can check out these cool flicks for FREE.
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Sparked by a top-notch cast from feature films and prime-time television, this first feature from  director/writer Nickolas Perry is a moving portrait of lost youths struggling to find themselves at the end of the twentieth Century.  	Johnny (Jesse Bradford of Romeo + Juliet) is a teen runaway with dreams of making it big as a race car driver in North Carolina. Essentially a two-character story grittily enacted in a dank factory loft, the film focuses on two young men: 26-year old Trevor (Peter Pryor), an angry, sexually confused busboy tormented by an intense fear of women; and Lanh (director Kevin DiNovis), a heroin addict who needs a place to crash after     stealing a drug stash from his former roommate. What begins as a simple house-sharing arrangement quickly escalates into a frenzied battle of manipulation, co-dependency, and gender-bending submission.  The two men are nominally straight; is it repression of their true sexual desires that causes them to enter into and remain in such a profoundly tangled    relationship? This hour-long documentary seeks to answer the questions, "What is performance art?  Why do women do it?  And what are the strengths of this medium for putting across a political message?"  Many of the currently active women performance artists speak to these questions in Sphinxes Without Secrets, so the video should be of special interest to fans of Rachael Rosenthal, Arlene Raven, Diamanda Galas, and Robby McCauley, whose works are featured.      Many others give their opinions, including Annie Sprinkle, who does something new with her breasts. McKinley in over a decade, and the film holds nothing back as the women struggle to overcome horrible weather, emotional strain and numerous physical ailments. 	A truly inspirational and stirring film, Climb Against The Odds reveals the heart, spirit and true heroism of these twelve women, and sheds light on a disease that affects not only one w

A documentary on the Gay Games IV and the 25th anniversary of the Stonewell riot, filmed entirely in New York in June 1994.  Providing a comprehensive presentation of the games and various demonstrations that took place during that week, Spikes and Heels deals with homophobia, AIDS, and gay and lesbian identity in the ‘90s.

Sexual trickery is the name of the game for at least one of five childhood friends gathered at a lakeside cabin. They haven’t seen each other for a while, and some have grown up more than others. Ted and Bev are soon to be married, an event the flirtatious provocateur Alex doesn’t seem too happy about. When they start a game of spin the bottle, hidden emotions and old grudges also start to spin out of control. 	Director Jamie Yerkes, whose short film, Cowboy Jesus played the SFILGFF in 1996, returns with this impressive feature debut. Scripted by Amy Sohn (whose "Female Trouble" column appears in the "New York Press"), Spin The Bottle will hit home with anyone who still clings to youthful friendships, along with the secrets and resentments that go with them. "Variety" reviewer L. Loewenstein called it, "Smartly written, ably performed and keenly observed ...a fresh and at times shocking study of friendship, loyalty and sexual identity among the Gen-X set. Tautly directed and effectively mounted, it has the im

It’s a big city love story. Well, actually, there are five stories in this program, and “love” is an awfully optimistic word. We start with a look at the New York club scene with some Sweaty Naked Male Flesh. Central Park and a Manhattan rooftop are the setting for gay romance in Spokes, and Smooch! is a very New York boy-finds-boy romance without words. In Miguel, Ma Belle, an HIV-positive queen cuts through the crap trying to find sex and happiness.  Melvin Schmatzman Freudian Dentist starts with a dentist trying to rationalize his son’s sexuality and follows the dad’s quirky reasoning to its logical conclusion. 

Not just one preference. Not just two orientations. This program of shorts will stimulate and tease homos, queers and perverts alike. From Anie Stanley comes OurUsWeBoneOneSoNakedKnown, a penetrative little number involving guns and pussies.  Aside from a UFO landing, you can probably piece together the plot of Rave Porn.   It isn’t hard to get rough-and-tumble boys to show their scars. But then to get the same boys to talk about what gets their Peckers Rising? Well, Texan filmmaker Heyd Fontenot got just that, and much more, too.  These boys don’t seem to have any trouble getting it up for the camera. Neither do the girls in Impact Zone, a fast-paced, arcade car crash sex fuck where girls don’t just dream about cars – they actually climb on top. Bringing the program to a climax is Squishy Does Porno.  A porn princess cruising the streets of New Orleans finds a boy and fastens her leash to his collar.  When she gets him home, she introduces him to her other sex slave. She starts watching the boys fuck, and sh

This sampling of recent FTM shorts features the made-for-British-TV film A Shot Of Manhood, starring local San Francisco trans activists/artists Jordy Jones and Stafford, with Matt Rice turning in a terrific supporting performance in the hilarious fudge-packing lecture/demo scene. Hans Scheirl talks with Lucia Davis about early transition and his film Dandy Dust (see page 44) in Hans’ New Film. Scheirl shows up again as one of five gender adventurers in St. Pelagius The Penitent, a nicely art-directed bit of whimsy that uses the tribulations of an early Christian saint as a   pretext for chatting about hormones and stuff with some transguys. In Boys In The Backyard local tranny boys Matt and Jo sit together in their backyard and talk about their daddy/boy relationship, transgender life, love, tattoos and tomato plants. 

"It's a cliché, of course, that gay men are meant to be drawn to the abstract realm of the theater where entire worlds can be invented and the self reinvented." In David Jeffcock's Channel 4 series, that attraction is traced through a century of gay playwrights, revealing an oppressive past in which gay characters were forced to wear many masks.   The three-part documentary chronicles the devices gay men used to reflect their experiences on the stage, beginning with Oscar Wilde and Noel Coward, who skewered society's conventions, dressing up the true stories of gay life in heterosexual clothing and inventing the language of camp. The mid-twentieth century would see enormous success for gay playwrights like Terrence Rattigan and Tennesee Williams, but also a proliferation of work that portrayed homosexuality as corrupt and corrupting, with most gay characters either dead before the curtain rose or about to die before it fell. With Edward Albee, Joe Orton, and countless others, the modern, liberated gay stage i

The boys next door in this program’s films aren’t quite as innocent and wholesome as you might expect. In Britain’s delightful Yellow Fever, a Chinese man who only dates white guys gets an invitation from his Chinese neighbor for dinner and more. A young farm boy with an affinity for animals explores his homosexual desires in Fish Belly White, a lyrical film whose violent ending is not for the faint-of-heart. Stanley Beloved looks at a mixed-race teenager coming out in Hong Kong, while in Just Out Of Reach, a younger man tries to sneak out on the older man he just slept with. And a good Catholic boy tries to have phone sex with the neighborhood boys and ends up talking to his priest in The Absolution Of Anthony.  Teen boys grapple with their mixed-up      emotions, growing bodies, and latent libidos in this program of cinematic gems. Joseph just wants to please his family in A Good Son, but an incident on the rooftop leaves him feeling ashamed and confused. Stanley Beloved offers a tender view of interracial 

It doesn't matter if we tell you that this British documentary is a politically-savvy look at free speech issues. It doesn't matter if we say that it's a smart riff on performance issues, both artistic and sexual. Nor does it matter if we note that it's a terrifically-edited, fascinating depiction of the relationships between straight and gay men and between gay men and each other. All we need to say is that A Star Is Porn is what you've always wanted to see: a behind-the-scenes look at the making of a porn film, specifically one of the first locally-produced porn films in the UK. The fact that it’s well-made just adds to the thrill of watching this funny and entertaining film. Did we mention the great game of partially-naked Twister?  — Jonathan Wald

As usual, Canada comes through with some of the best films in this year’s festival. The Offering takes a serene look at the relationship between a Japanese monk and a young novice. This lush and beautifully photographed film was originally Turkey’s nomination for the Best Foreign Film Academy Award, until the Ministry of Culture pulled it, allegedly because of its bisexual hero. Evocative and lovely to look at, Steam deals with universal themes – the  difficulties of communica

You'll be taken on a visual odyssey as these innovative filmmakers voyage to the edges of creativity — Barbara Hammer style. BEAUTY IS THE BEAST tells the tragic story of Marlene Dietrich's secluded life. Using the laws of science as a metaphor, THE PHYSICS OF LOVE explores the intricacies of labor, disease, violence, and desire. STEIN'S COW is an experimental animated film based on Gertrude Stein's poetic definition of cow/orgasm. In the visually lush journey DISOBEDIENCE (all lower case), a mother on the lam moves far beyond the confines of home, heterosexuality, and the physical world. 
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Spend your afternoon enjoying this annual celebration of awesome girl shorts. When Katie finds her best friend kissing another girl, her world turns upside down in WEEKI WACHEE GIRLS. A young girl develops a fascination for more than just BARGAIN LINGERIE. A single woman's parents get a big surprise in THE TELL-TALE VIBRATOR, and Amy Boyd can't escape the thrills and pitfalls of romantic pursuit in ASHLEY, 22. 

Set in France at the end of World War II, this gem of a film is the story of Virginie and Anne, 17 year-olds who have just come back to their village from boarding school. Their friends Jean-Claude and Alain come back from the war injured and disillusioned. There is no longer any innocence in their vision of the world. War, suffering and horror have changed them all. Jean-Claude desperately wants to marry Virginie, but she is in love with Anne, and writes profusely of her love in her diary. In an effort to repel Jean-Claude’s advances, Anne tries to convince him that Virginie is in love with another boy. She erases her own name from Virginie’s diary entries and fills in the name Paul. But when Alain gets a hold of the diary, he’s not just put off – he threatens to read it to the whole village.  	Also showing is Sherlock, Louise & Mina, a short film about the relationship between two young girls at boarding school in the 1920's.

Monumental, beguiling, and erotic, Stolen Moments is an exquisitely-executed documentary on lesbian lifestyles in the Western World, combining stylized historical dramas with incisive commentary on contemporary lesbian life. 	Director Margaret Wescott (Behind the Veil: Nuns) masterfully weaves together diverse historical stories – of Janet Bonet's 19th-century perils on the Barbary Coast, Paris soirées in the 1920’s, and pre-war Amsterdam and Berlin – with tales of contemporary struggles and victories around butchness, femmeness, non-monogamy, and discrimination. Stolen Moments is an intimate and celebratory experience with Audre Lorde, Joan Nestle, Judith Grahn, Leslie Feinberg, and Nicole Brossard, and is narrated by Kate Nelligan.  	But first: A young girl announces her homosexuality to her parents in Pregnant or Lesbian? — Elsa E'der 

In these seven very different films from the U.S. and Germany, the experimental form is used as an effective tool to explore the complicated issue of AIDS. In Aide Memoire, filmmaker Michael Brynntrup turns his camera on photographer Jürgen Baldiga in a personal investigation of how to deal with images of life and death. Stolen Shadows is a short elegiac remembrance in response to the ever-accumulating losses from the AIDS pandemic. Concluding the program is Jerry Tartaglia’s 17 minute silent film See For Yourself which documents the filmmaker’s friend, David Kline, as he is dying from an infection associated with HIV

Loosely based on Martin Duberman’s non-fiction book Stonewall, the film follows the lives of a half dozen gay New Yorkers in the weeks leading up to the infamous riots at the Stonewall Inn. Arriving on a Greyhound bus, Matty Dean — young, gay, and full of dreams — is ready to begin an incredible adventure, one that even he cannot anticipate. He quickly finds his way to the Stonewall Inn — not exactly a “gay” bar, but a bar where drag queens and other homosexuals gather without too much fear of the police. But Matty just happens to turn up on a night when the cops are on a routine harassment spree — he ends up in jail, where he meets La Miranda, a young Puerto Rican drag queen. The two hit it off and become lovers — of sorts. Over the next few days, Matty meets the other drag queens who frequent the Stonewall, Mizz Moxie and Helen Wheels, and accompanies La Miranda to a military induction center where she is quickly rejected as a “Sexual Deviant.” Matty’s interest in the budding gay rights movement finds him a

It’s the early eighties and fresh-faced Pauly is a  gangling 17-year old who "wants everything." But it’s hard to figure out how to fit in when you know you like boys.  	His badgering dad and long-suffering mom (a wonderfully whining Julie Kavner) bicker about him constantly. Pauly is justifiably skeptical about his father’s short-lived attempt to get him to "act like other kids" by making him give up his guitar lessons and join the basketball team. His parents reluctantly allow him to leave Catholic school after his  girlfriend insists that he transfer to public school for his senior year. Once there, he tries to juggle everyone’s expectations: listening to his cynical gal pal’s advice on how to be popular, avoiding the adoring attention of nerdy Colin, exchanging fashion tips (and more) with his AV buddy. This diverse group of shorts examines the crossing of the gender line, from an FTM getting some advice from a non-trans friend in Straight Boy Lessons, to a female receptionist who gets a shock when she finds out the truth about the delivery boy she has a big crush on in If She Only Knew. Transmission examines a queer family in Canada who talk frankly about their gender transgressions and their top surgery, and Matt continues a conversation that began five years ago with a young FTM just  beginning his journey. I, Eugenia is the strange, but true, tale of Eugenia Falleni – aka Harry Crawford, aka Jean Ford. Sailor, husband, boarding house madam and convicted murderer, Falleni was born in Italy, raised in New Zealand and came to Australia at the turn of the century. Narrated from the grave, this film describes the curve of Falleni/Crawford/Ford’s life from birth to death in thirty minutes. 

It's estimated that up to 10 percent of women engage in some form of sex work at some point in their lives.  In this unique San Francisco portrait, video maker Hima B. interviews eight lesbian and bisexual women—lap-dancers and peep-show dancers in strip clubs—who talk about their motivations, aspirations, and identities as queer women whose jobs make them "straight for the money."   Bold and articulate, the women discuss the impact of sex work on their personal lives, the feminist politics of sex work, and the need for broader understanding of a greatly stigmatized and stereotyped occupation. This sex-positive documentary also incorporates fascinating archival footage and interviews with sexperts Annie Sprinkle, Carol Queen, and Joan Nestle.

This Academy Award–nominated documentary was made in an effort to reach out to a broad audience and teach them tolerance and understanding.  Parents give moving accounts of their struggles with their own homophobia and how they eventually came to accept their lesbian and gay children. 

This selection of some of the year's hottest lesbian films starts with two 17-year-old girls exploring their sexuality in the boxing ring and at home in Below The Belt. In Maid Of Honor, Serena, the maid of honor, and her lover Donielle examine their own  commitment and ability to be honest in an era in which no relationship – gay or straight – seems to last. Idölle uses whimsical and captivating animation to pit a sleepy cat against an attention-seeking flower. A girl goes on an adventure to discover what turns her on in Getting It On, desire is disoriented in Swell, and the end of a relationship is spelled out in Candy Kisses. Then, the tables are finally turned on homophobia in the campy and perverse Straight From The Suburbs.  

There are 1.4 million homeless youth on the streets of America; about a third of them are gay, lesbian, bi or transgender. They are runaways, and some are "throw-aways," abandoned or forcefully exiled from their family homes. These young people endure familial abuse, drugs and alcohol, prostitution, and life on the streets; many attempt suicide. 	In 1992, seventy homeless youth — of various racial, cultural and sexual identities — registered for a theater project in the Hollywood shelter where they lived. This project encouraged them to share their stories. Of the original seventy, ten completed the project and became performers, playing roles from each others’ lives. Surviving Friendly Fire documents the creative process they went through to create the 1993 play, Friendly Fire, which was the centerpiece of the prestigious Los Angeles Festival before it played to great acclaim in high schools throughout the city. 	Also showing is Straight-Up Life: HIV and Addiction, which profiles 18-25 year-olds who have HIV

There’s no theme, just exceptional quality in this year’s program of new lesbian shorts. Little White Lies recognizes that coming out is hard to do, but asks, “Is procrastinating any easier?” A charged voyeuristic dynamic develops in Strait as two couples wait for a train to take them into the land of sexuality and gender. Sacred Heart is a queer stop-motion fairy tale, done on an Ed Wood budget, while The Tragedy Of Samantha Biggle And The Twins tells of the tumultuous friendship between high school-aged Sam and her two new friends, twin sisters Darcie and Charlotte.

A Strange Love Affair is the story of Michael, an American film instructor working in Holland.  Michael's area of expertise is the Hollywood melodrama, and we first see him showing clips of Joan Crawford in Johnny Guitar and giving a lecture on love to his students.  Taking a particular interest in the professor's teachings is a young, robust Dutch athlete.      Soon the two are having romantic dinners at Michael's house listening to the soundtrack of Now Voyager, during which an extended volley of meaningful glances are exchanged.  The relationship established, the couple ventures off to visit the student's parents where Michael finds a love he lost fifteen years ago. Stunningly photographed in wide-screen black-and-white, A Strange Love Affair owes much of of its appeal to the camera work of Henri Alekan, who photographed Cocteau's The Beauty and the Beast and won an Academy Award nomination for his work on William Wyler's Roman Holiday.
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Produced for broadcast in conjunction with the Channel Four co-production The Celluloid Closet, these four works examine the special relationships between two Hollywood stars, a collection of soulful singers and a British soap. Black Divas looks at how such singers as Diana Ross, Chaka Khan, Lena Horne and others reflect the gay experience. The Street looks at the quintessential English soap Coronation Street and tries to explain its huge gay fan base. A tribute to River Phoenix, This Road Will Never End features interviews with some of the key characters in the young star's life. Lastly, since she first hit cinema screens in a series of unconventional teenage roles, Jodie Foster has been adored by lesbians who identify with her tomboy traits and admire her consistently powerful portrayals. Pratibha Parmar's Jodie illuminates the Jodie phenomenon with interviews and a wonderful selection of scenes from Foster’s film career.

From clay animated safe sex ads to sailors home on leave, these sexy shorts are bound to heat things up. Both Strike and 8 Ball Love are creative public service announcements for Sapphic safer sex. Things heat up on the bus ride to Sydney’s Mardi Gras in Cowgirl. Hey Sailor, Hey Sister is an erotic tale of a sailor on leave, and Fistfull is a sexy rumination on the one dyke’s fascinations with safer sex and – you guessed it – fisting. In Tattoo, a woman explores her wide-ranging desires, emotions and fantasies, and in The 3rd Party the big question is who slept with who – and when.

A collection of videos that demolishes the "post" in "post-feminism." 	Move over Spice Girls.  Pratibha Parmar’s new video, The Righteous Babes, explores the  intersection between feminism and popular music, and includes interviews with rock greats such as Sinead O’Connor, Chrissie Hynde (The Pretenders), Skin (Skunkanansie) and Ani DiFranco, as well as feminists such as Gloria Steinem. Parmar argues that far from being dead, feminism has thrived and expanded its reach through the direct, aggressive, and revolutionary medium of rock music and through the role models of performers like Madonna and DiFranco. Both Madonna and DiFranco helped show the way for many female performers to take control of their own careers and even to start their own record companies, answering to no one. In Strings Attached, director Marla Leech portrays the  struggles, successes and pursuits of five Bay Area female guitarists trying to make it in the music world.  Also playing is Beyond The Moon: A Profile Of The Creative, an in-dep

Decisions, decisions, decisions. When attraction ignites between two women in pre-existing live-in "partnerships," they must tread carefully. Elena, a beautiful university student, and Julia, one of her professors, steal every moment they can to be together. But current girlfriends, misread flirtations, and social proscriptions complicate their attempts to follow their hearts, and the women find out just how difficult it is to stage a surreptitious rendezvous when one of your lovers is a cop. Entwined is a film full of hope for anyone who’s thought they could never get out of a suffocating relationship. 	Set against the lush tropics of Miami, Raquel Cecilia Harrington’s debut feature (her short Sonia screened at last year’s Festival) blends Cuban and North American cultures to create a sensuous, archetypal love story.  	Preceded by Strung Up, an Australian short in which the dream-like atmosphere of Elizabeth’s fragile world is upset when her partner Jo invades her space.

This program of shorts is a homage to girls who do it harder, faster and in your face. In Women In Black, four lesbians on a night out are going to have a good time and no one is going to stop them, while in Peanut And The Pig a Canadian customs agent gets what’s coming to him. Elizabeth Taylor Sometimes projects us into a post-human world in which the body is out-moded. In Stunt Double, a woman contemplates the serious matter of her infatuation with Buffy the Vampire Slayer, and in Get The Bowheads, a sorority rush is infiltrated by butch lesbians with horrific results. 

Provocative inquiries into taboo subjects lead to potentially upsetting conclusions. A bound male nude hints at multiple definitions of black identity. A black lesbian grapples with sexual identity and cultural allegiances. Two Latino leathermen get together for some hard-hitting action. Lesbian S&M sexuality is seen from a Muslim woman's perspective. And that's just a sample of what's in store. 

Lesbians cope with families of origin in this ethnically diverse program of North American shorts. Art-dyke Lynne Chan’s Untitled (My Mama) uses pirate video and recorded phone-calls to depict her feisty Chinese mother's views of postmodern America. In Sugar And Spice, a young couple – one Anglo, one Indian – ready their apartment for a visit from Aunt Durga, unsure how she will feel about their relationship. Growing up a Canadian tomboy, Cassandra Nicoloau resisted learning the women's parts in Macedonian dances, until she found in them a way to connect  emotionally with her aging mother – a story sweetly told in Dance With Me. To Catch A Glimpse profiles several sisters, now elderly, as they speak of the long-term consequences of their mother's sudden, unexpected death when they were young girls.

it’s the future. Sugar is outlawed. Cane-addicted dykes stop at nothing to get it, even selling their bodies. the dynamic dulualdyke team of SIR video orcestrates the unbelievable come-back of the (never-existent) dykesploitation genre with this sticky-fingered, belly crawl through Glitter City’s underworld of sugar pimps and candy ‘hos.

For some reason, Alex Stratton (Kerri Jo Chapman) just doesn’t fit in with the residents of her home town of Azalea Springs. Oh sure, she was born to a wealthy country club family and she married the Right Man, but still she sticks out like a Democrat at the Bohemian Grove. After all, she’s blasé about her husband, who’s simply doing his duty by playing golf every weekend, and she's dissatisfied with meaningless society chatter. Plus, she’s friends with gay people! In fact, she actually enjoys her work at Hope House, the local facility for AIDS patients. But it’s not until she starts spending lots of time with her old college chum Grace (Teresa Garrett) that she finally realizes what makes her different. Undeterred by homophobic townspeople, these two gorgeous women throw caution to the wind and pursue their passion for one another. But watch out: when rumor has it that the drinking water is contaminated with something that actually turns people gay, all hell breaks loose. 	Plus, two girls reminisce about the

Come to this fun bunch of lezzie shorts and get into the swing of summer. In One Small Step, a  rambunctious 8-year-old tomboy is taught by her  parents that she can do anything she wants. However, she learns there is one exception when she announces that she is determined to marry the girl next door. A Christmas theme park's employee locker room becomes center stage for a queer musical in Summer Crush. Belly, Femur. Femur, Belly.  documents a chance meeting between the supercool, worldly-wise Belly and the awkward, heart-broken Femur. I’ve Never is an anti-coming out story that follows Cheryl as she confronts homophobia in her sorority. kalin’s prayer is the true life story of a bright, charismatic lesbian model tormented by her abusive past and drug addiction. Her life takes a turn when she falls in love with a woman who seems to be her polar opposite. 

French director François Ozon, whose latest features CRIMINAL LOVERS and WATER DROPS ON BURNING ROCKS premiere in this year's Festival, was previously known for his daring and inventive shorts. In Ozon's 1995 LA PETITE MORT, a young gay photographer is tormented by a photo of himself as a baby. After the death of his father a box of family photos reveals a startling truth. A SUMMER DRESS (SFILGFF 1997) is the story of Frederick and his holiday encounter with a stranger on the beach, which further complicates his already ambivalent teenage sexuality. Also set in a holiday locale, SEE THE SEA tells the dark and provocative story of Sasha, a young mother awaiting the return of her husband. Her solitude is broken by the appearance of Tatiana, a brooding backpacker who asks to camp outside her cottage. Sasha grows increasingly fascinated with her mysterious visitor whose demeanor gradually becomes more ominous as she insinuates herself into Sasha’s home.

One of the most visually exciting films in recent memory, Summer  Vacation: 1999 features a hypnotizing narrative that is both deceptively simple and full of unexplainable mystery.  Set in a boys’ school in a remote, beautiful area of Japan, Summer Vacation tells the story of four teenage students who spend their summer vacation at school—unsupervised and untouched by the outside world.  As the story begins, Yu has decided to take his own life—he is in love with the exquisitely beautiful Kazuhike, who is also loved by another of the boys, Naeto.  Kazuhike ignores Yu's love letters and the depressed Yu decides to jump from a cliff into a tranquil lake at the school's edge.  Just as the shock of the suicide begins to subside, in walks a new student who looks and sounds exactly like the dead boy, Yu.      Summer Vacation: 1999 looks at teenage homosexual love with a refreshing and compassionate honesty.  These four boys may be suffering terribly as they try to understand the power of their newly discovered roman

Highly publicized in their own country, Yosheng and Ray are the first gay couple in Taiwan to come out publicly and to have a gay wedding. Joined by their friends and family, they held their wedding ceremony in the conventional Taiwanese fashion: by having a wedding banquet. Not Simply a Wedding Banquet documents this historic wedding banquet and ceremony, while at the same time giving us insights into the lives of gays and lesbians in Taiwan. 	Sunflowers is a portrait of a community of gay men in a rural town in the Philippines who perform a Christian festival in drag. The acceptance of these men by the local townspeople is at the heart of a surprising and moving portrait of gay life in this small, farming community. Sunflowers has a truly unique take on cultural perceptions of homosexuality and sexual identity. 

Queers have been persecuted as monsters and aliens for centuries. Now these lesbian and gay filmmakers strike back through the power of the sci-fi, horror and super-action genres we all love.  	A strange yet very sexy woman spreads a  contagious virus which brings enlightenment in Venus Blue. A gay superhero comes to the rescue of a lustful couple who forgot their condom in Super G. Ó Files puts a queer Brazilian twist on the "X-Files." A budding lesbian finds a delightful cure for cooties in boy Germs. Cable Girl, a super-lesbian, fights bio-electric bad guys in post-apocalyptic Brooklyn. And Fascinating asks the age-old question, "what is this thing about Lesbians and Star Trek?"

Our annual collection of shorts made by and about young queers. THE MAN FROM VENUS is a poetic first-person account of the transgendered dystopia. A girl hero takes on the lesbian nation in SUPERDYKE: THE MOVIE. A 12-year-old boy discusses his enjoyment of drag performing in JAKE "TODAY I BECAME A MAN." And a teenage girl must decide between love, adventure, community service, and the chance to meet her idol in one of this year’s Completion Fund winners, A LITTLE FIERCE. 

A global gay male experience?  While the situations in which gay men find themselves are often radically different, many  issues of our lives cross all borders. From Italy, Supergay contemplates the strength of imagination and the power of attraction. A  locker room is the setting for a seventeen year old’s homoerotic meditation on stardom in Particularly Now, In Spring. Paixao Nacional takes a somber look at the life one man has lived in Brazil and the U.S.  A young man in bed with his lover longs for his family in Home. Brit skinheads clash in Oi Queer, and in Twilight of the Gods two men of war, a Maori warrior and a European soldier, meet in an explosive clash of two cultures. An Italian officer gets caught in the schemes of a thief that will leave him changed forever in If All Goes Well I’ll Be On The Next Train.

Sure Shot 22 is an homage to girls who do it faster, higher and lovelier, and a group of queers take on some hetero football players in The Catch. Pre-Title IX Girl looks at the importance of this  endangered law that ensures girls’ access to sports. Shooting Star celebrates the Senior Women’s Basketball league, and the notion that age only limits us if we let it, by taking a life-affirming look at the role basketball plays in these women’s lives. Women At The Gay Games Amsterdam documents the sporting and cultural events that occurred at the 1998 games, including a special look at the night-life of gay women during the games. Kiss My Cleats captures the high energy of the Gay Games and reveals why people come from all over the world to compete in and support them. Surrender Dorothy is a bold and compelling psycho-sexual cross-dressing drama which offers a different, and in many ways decidedly controversial, twist to its treatment of same-sex relationships. Essentially a two-character story grittily enacted in a dank factory loft, the film focuses on two young men: 26-year old Trevor (Peter Pryor), an angry, sexually confused busboy tormented by an intense fear of women; and Lanh (director Kevin DiNovis), a heroin addict who needs a place to crash after     stealing a drug stash from his former roommate. What begins as a simple house-sharing arrangement quickly escalates into a frenzied battle of manipulation, co-dependency, and gender-bending submission.  The two men are nominally straight; is it repression of their true sexual desires that causes them to enter into and remain in such a profoundly tangled    relationship?  	A troubling but refreshing departure from the oftentimes saccharine approach prevalent in gay-themed films today, Surrender Dorothy is full of ambi

Why is this program different from all other programs? Because in all other programs, you'll see maybe one, maybe two Jews, but in this program you'll laugh, you'll cry, and you'll see Jews all afternoon. 	Bubbeh Lee and Me is Andy Abrahams Wilson's intimate and very funny portrait of his extraordinary, ordinary Jewish grandmother. Whether taking daily excursions to the grocery store to return overripe produce or sharing hard-won wisdom over blintzes on Rosh Hashanah, Bubbeh Lee Abrahams is a woman who lives life on her own terms, and her grandson’s portrait of her is a touching account of his search for his place in the world. Tai Uhlmann and Alessandra Ogren's Bad Jews in My Kitchen is a black and white montage of Jewish dykes affirming their Judaism in intimate kitchen table interviews. Ellen Flanders' film Surviving Memory explores a Jewish lesbian’s engagement with identity and loss through fragmented memory.

Based on accounts of girlhood anorexia, Swallow is an experimental narrative that unravels the masked and shifting symptoms that define clinical depression. Utilizing original and found footage, Swallow demonstrates how personal and social history are linked by discourses of the body and female liberation.  Specifically, Elisabeth Subrin’s imaginative film explores the complex impact of the American 1970’s on its “liberated” daughters while also tracing the continuing “medicalization” and “(ab)normalization” of the female body.  Domestic violence in lesbian relationships is something most people don’t want to talk about, and we have managed to keep it safely in the closet for too long.  Dawn West tackles this important issue head-on in her powerful documentary My Girlfriend Did It.  The stories of a wide range of women who have been in abusive relationships and have managed to survive are juxtaposed with the examination of one relationship that ended in tragedy.  Through interviews with survivors, therapists,
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1. "The Swamp: America's new family entertainment!"  From bookstore to theme park, Swamp depicts how culture threatens to sink from sight in a mire of relentless progress.  Enthusiastic overacting and fancy dress parties form the basis of Abigail Child's soap opera send-up which approaches the narrative structure of a TV serial so it can then splutter apart in a dizzying, discontinuous montage.  The confused heroine, played by writer Carla Harryman, runs a beleaguered bookstore, and is trying to find time to tell her fiancé that she's seeing another woman—her psychiatrist's receptionist.  As plots and characters pile up, their intrigues begin to converge.

It’s a big city love story. Well, actually, there are five stories in this program, and “love” is an awfully optimistic word. We start with a look at the New York club scene with some Sweaty Naked Male Flesh. Central Park and a Manhattan rooftop are the setting for gay romance in Spokes, and Smooch! is a very New York boy-finds-boy romance without words. In Miguel, Ma Belle, an HIV-positive queen cuts through the crap trying to find sex and happiness.  Melvin Schmatzman Freudian Dentist starts with a dentist trying to rationalize his son’s sexuality and follows the dad’s quirky reasoning to its logical conclusion. 

From the comedic to the romantic to the heartfelt, these films will make you see dyke jocks in a whole new light. The Queer Women Martial Arts Special is both a romantic comedy and a documentary on the lifestyles of queer women martial artists from around the country. Dykes on Ice is a wacky mockumentary on two ice dancers hoping for a chance to compete at the next Gay Games in Amsterdam. And Swell, shot in Santa Cruz, is a documentary on women longboard surfers whose ages span four generations. It’s a portrait of a community which embraces newcomers as well as oldtimers and comes together in a beautiful memorial to show respect to the friend they lost in the water.

This selection of some of the year's hottest lesbian films starts with two 17-year-old girls exploring their sexuality in the boxing ring and at home in Below The Belt. In Maid Of Honor, Serena, the maid of honor, and her lover Donielle examine their own  commitment and ability to be honest in an era in which no relationship – gay or straight – seems to last. Idölle uses whimsical and captivating animation to pit a sleepy cat against an attention-seeking flower. A girl goes on an adventure to discover what turns her on in Getting It On, desire is disoriented in Swell, and the end of a relationship is spelled out in Candy Kisses. Then, the tables are finally turned on homophobia in the campy and perverse Straight From The Suburbs.  

Summer in an ocean side town could be heaven on Earth for most young people, but not for the sexually ambiguous Frankie whose life takes a turn for the more dramatic. Get ready to sit back and enjoy a look at three women, two friends, and one summer full of the excitement of youth.  In SWIMMING, we join young tomboy Frankie who wants more out of life than Myrtle Beach can offer her. She spends her days working in her family's restaurant and wastes her nights hanging out on the boardwalk with her best friend, Nicola, proprietor of a piercing shop and self proclaimed trouble seeker.  Frankie has always played sidekick to Nicola, so neither are prepared when a young siren hired as a waitress courts only Frankie. The ensuing chemistry and affection between the two women incite intense jealousy from the previously unchallenged Nicola, setting in motion a series of betrayals that drive a wedge into their friendship. Simultaneously, Heath, a drifter selling tie-dyes out of the back of his van has some success trying

Finally a film that takes a serious look at contemporary butch-femme relationships from a British perspective.  Emma Hindley expertly blends candid interviews with hot sex in her documentary film Butch Femme. What is it that attracts one to the other and why do they face so much discrimination both from the straight world and from their own lesbian communities? These are just some of the questions addressed in Butch Femme in an effort to bring us a little closer to a better understanding of the complexities of gender and sexual identification. An interesting cross-section of butches and femmes tell us their stories of discovery, both of themselves and of the other. Running throughout this film is beautiful and evocative B&W footage of a butch/femme sexual encounter.  Switch is a documentary that looks at how queers in San Francisco get pleasure from identifying as switches and moving through the categories of butch/femme, top/bottom, and boy/girl. Darlene Weide’s excellent video addresses the on-going dialogu

"Scratch the surface and whaddya get? More surface." —Jennifer North, Taking Back the Dolls  Leslie Singer dykes-up The Valley of the Dolls in this over-the-top pixel vision melodrama.  Phenomenally dry humor and truly hot sex combine as we fly through the high-fashion, druggie lesbo lives of supermodel Ann Wells (Leslie Singer), her depressive Seconal-addict roommate Jennifer North (Cecilia Dougherty) and the gun-toting Neely Shannon Chen (Valerie Soe).  With music by the Carpenters, Nirvana, and Suicide and appearances from Kevin Killian and Eileen Myles. 

What’s it like to be queer out in the “rural” world? The films in Homos on the Range give you a glimpse into life away from the big city. Mario and David, the subjects of Horse Dreams in BBQ Country, have fashioned a life together in South Texas that revolves around horses and each other. Cowgirl Sweethearts: A Dyke-u-mentary follows a group of lesbian country singers on tour. Soil, Toil, and Fleece is a portrait of a gay man’s father on the family farm. In So Over the Rainbow, a post-modern dyke and fag take a road trip and gain a newfound respect for their community. And Tales of the Pit examines an old strip mine filled with water that has become a camping haven for lesbians and gay men in the area.

You'll be taken on a visual odyssey as these innovative filmmakers voyage to the edges of creativity — Barbara Hammer style. BEAUTY IS THE BEAST tells the tragic story of Marlene Dietrich's secluded life. Using the laws of science as a metaphor, THE PHYSICS OF LOVE explores the intricacies of labor, disease, violence, and desire. STEIN'S COW is an experimental animated film based on Gertrude Stein's poetic definition of cow/orgasm. In the visually lush journey DISOBEDIENCE (all lower case), a mother on the lam moves far beyond the confines of home, heterosexuality, and the physical world. 

"There is no tall dark stranger," concluded Quentin Crisp in the 1970s, and Paul Oremland's response to this starts engagingly as a salty, gay La Ronde for the ‘80s, all casual sex and cross purposes.  The program then settles into the classic structure of new boy on the block, or—this being London—new chicken in town. This rather perky primer is reminiscent of Ron Peck's feature Nighthawks in its images of a class-ridden gay culture.  Occasionally, like Peck's film, Stranger goes awry when it comes to dialogue; nevertheless, the visual style is always compelling and the whole affair ends with an unusual first for network TV: a party sequence with go-go boys in leather thongs and aluminum foil.

A beautifully shot reinterpretation of the eroticism found in Western art’s classic male nude.  Combining live models with the old masters, flesh and blood is oftentimes indistinguishable from the painted canvas, ultimately challenging rigid dichotomies between gay and straight. 

Rita Tushingham won the Best Actress Award at the Cannes Film Festival for her sensitive portrayal of Jo, a young girl forced to make a life of her own.  Deserted by an irresponsible mother and pregnant by a black sailor, Jo sets up housekeeping with a young homosexual (Murray Melvin) she picks up at a carnival.  In its intial American release, the film was supplemented by a study guide, reprinted in Life magazine, on the “causes and cures” of homosexuality.

Don’t confuse them with the racist skinheads they superficially resemble – the gay skinheads in this program are firmly anti-racist. Like the original skinheads, they’re working-class men bonded by their camaraderie, fighting against the classist society in which they live.  	In Taste The Sweat Martin, a young gay man, wants to be a skinhead but can’t decide which accessory to go for first: the hair, the boots, the jeans, or the tattoo. He decides on the tattoo, and his adventure begins. A skinhead has to decide between gang life and his boyfriend in Oi Queer. A lovely man is pursued throughout Solace by a stranger who seduces him with a tale of immortality. The Stars We Are drops in on a group of gay skinheads in Sweden, with music from Coil, Meat Beat Manifesto and Marc Almond.
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In 1981 gay audiences were stunned and delighted by a new, bold, sexy comedy from Germany, Taxi Zum Klo, a film that set new standards for gay cinema.  Eight years later, Frank is back, and his life in anything but under control.  He is still madly in love with men; he's always been short on money; and he has just been tied up and robbed by a hustler.  On top of everything his mother thinks it's high time he kissed his idle ways good-bye and started thinking about holy matrimony—otherwise he could end up being cut out of her will.  Frank finds Klara, an out-of-work actress who is willing to stage a marriage farce for his mother, but their scheme has just one snag: both Frank and Klara are in love with the same man, their neighbor Eugen.  Suddenly jealousy is the order of the day, and Frank finds himself torn between competing with Klara for Eugen and still needing her to collect the inheritance.  Goaded by Eugen, who maintains that with Frank being gay he will never be able to keep his wife, Frank snaps.  He 

Spend your afternoon enjoying this annual celebration of awesome girl shorts. When Katie finds her best friend kissing another girl, her world turns upside down in WEEKI WACHEE GIRLS. A young girl develops a fascination for more than just BARGAIN LINGERIE. A single woman's parents get a big surprise in THE TELL-TALE VIBRATOR, and Amy Boyd can't escape the thrills and pitfalls of romantic pursuit in ASHLEY, 22. 

A striking split screen is used throughout the three scenes that make up this provocative film, which deals with communication, sexuality, and alienation. In Scene One a lesbian and a straight woman discuss their planned sexual encounter. Scene Two is an extended overhead shot of two men who meet in a bathroom stall. Scene Three depicts phone sex between a man and a woman. 

Murder and mayhem follow hard on the heels of a man who will do anything to maintain his hard-won celebrity, and God forbid if sexual preference gets in the way. Clancy Self is a very successful television cook. He has everything: good looks, fame, a beautiful girlfriend, and Jamie, his long-term live-in secret boyfriend. As Clancy’s fame grows he becomes more and more paranoid and with increasing pressure from his girlfriend he finally agrees to dump Jamie and marry her. But it isn’t meant to be:  When Clancy inadvertently kills his neighbor Nick’s dog, Nick breaks into Clancy’s apartment and Jamie kills him in self-defense. When Clancy finds a dead man in his kitchen, he does what he can to save his career: he cuts up the body and dumps it all over London.  	From Greece, Sky Full of Stars includes nine vignettes which describe the life of a young Greek man who has been diagnosed with AIDS. Also from Greece, Tender is a transsexual prostitute in Athens who shares her perspectives on life and demonstrates her

Three cities — Utrecht, Naples, Rome — and two love affairs guide a homosexual man on his nightly search for lost beauty. In a cross between a diary and a baroque play, the film reconstructs the fragments of a fateful journey against a Caravaggio backdrop. Painting, sensuality, losing oneself in a cityscape: The TENEBREA LESSONS form an obscure fresco, a white-hot collage of trashy vanity.  Director Vincent Dieutre describes it best, "We spent months collecting unrelated fragments: sensual super8 footage, wide landscapes in 35mm, twilit paintings, interviews, sounds, texts, music. Everything that took place in my life as a filmmaker, homosexual, and art lover found its way into the film project: sensory impressions, erotic encounters, technical constraints. A fragile, sharp-edged fiction of liberated emotion rose out of the documentary material. These TENEBREA LESSONS are possibly a film about art, possibly a film about love, but certainly a film about a love of art." 

Terms of Conception takes a decidedly American perspective on the subject of lesbians and artificial insemination, interviewing a Minneapolis lesbian couple and their gay friend/sperm donor.  In wonderfully forthright and often humorous interviews, this revealing examination answers the nitty-gritty questions of how it actually happens. Interviews with their family members put their experience in a broader context. 

From Norway to New Zealand, Brussels to Barcelona, a collection of fun and sexy gay shorts from around the world. In one of our oddest submissions this year, Paulo and His Brother, two deaf brothers remember their childhood. Saint rereads the classic Sebastian legend while Siren tells of a broken-hearted soldier who comes to grief at the hands of a siren. In Nobody I Know a young man learns the ins and outs of bringing a pal home for the evening. The 1919 Winnipeg General Strike is seen through the window of a semi-fictional bath-house/barber shop in 1919. In Perfect Kiss, a bright and snappy film from Spain, Paula seeks revenge after discovering her neighbor has a boyfriend

Here's a program for the whole family. A treat for tots of any age!   A diverse bunch of kids share their stories and experiences in their own words! Great for youngsters, and revelatory for adults, THAT'S A FAMILY gives voice to the children (and parents) of gay and lesbian families, multiracial families, adoptive families, single parent families, and much more. Directed by Academy Award-winner Debra Chasnoff (IT'S ELEMENTARY), this highly entertaining, loving documentary breaks new ground in elementary education.  Followed by an animated gem that blows Disney out of the water, THE SISSY DUCKLING is a retelling of the classic fairy tale, THE UGLY DUCKLING. Featuring voices by Harvey Firestein and Sharon Stone, this is the heartwarming tale of a sissy duckling and his attempts to fit in with the other young ducks and to gain his father's affections. A must see for cartoon lovers of all ages, this updated classic is a great idea for a day out with your favorite youths — they'll fall in love with the movies and

Meeting a stranger in a pizzeria begins one woman's search for love and understanding of the nature of desire. Fueled by erotic curiosity, Italian lust, a daily horoscope, and lots of pizza, That's Amore unfolds as a humourous self-reflective quest on what defines sexual attraction and intrigue.  
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Dazed by the death of Juan, his lover and business partner, Manuel embarks on a journey through a Mexico City that is anything but a paradise.  	Corruption, random violence and deception mark this hellish world in which nightmares are reality.  A killer asks Manuel if he wants to fuck before he dies, a brawl in a men's room ends with an embrace, and the only thing that turns out to be true is a con-woman’s lie.  	This modern Dante must find his way through a series of dark alleys, dingy bars and secret doors – each leading to a place more bizarre than the one that preceded it – before he can rejoin the living. As Far Away As Here takes a psycho-sexual road trip across the US with a soon-to-be-ex lover, while Chemistries takes a trip into the human body where cells, desire, love and loss collide. And a diverse group of men smooch on a San Francisco rooftop in the utterly charming Your Kiss.  Is it porn or is it art?  It’s both, in this         entertaining and hot shorts program.  Dirty Baby Does Fire Island tells of a naive but very expressive baby doll who washes onto the shores of Fire Island and discovers drugs and sex. Going Down is hotter and more realistic than anything you have on your video shelf, and in Better Than Joe, a man has sex with a doll in the shower. Pansexual Public Porn is a pornographic FTM home video filmed live in a British gay cruising site, while Andy ma

A docudrama exploring the roles and aspirations of four generations of Chinese women in the director's family, using their shoes as a common reference and as a springboard for thoughtful and provocative contemplations about their experiences.  These four women (paternal grandmother, mother, paternal aunt, sister) recount and discuss the cultural and socioeconomic forces that have shaped their lives. 

Fiona Cunningham Reid's (Feed Them to the Cannibals) first dramatic feature film has Steffi, an ambitious photojournalist and amateur ice skater, all set to skate in the Gay Games when her sexual and skating  partner skips out on her.  This ruins her and  journalist pal Greg's plans to break into the mainstream press by writing a cover story on lesbians and love on the ice at the Gay Games in New York.  Under pressure from  their editor, Steffi begins  to search for a  possible replacement.        One day on the ice she eyes the naively "hetero" Natalie who is taking lessons from the muscled lesbian Cosima, a former figure skating champion from Russia.  Living a sheltered existence in the oppressive home of her older sister and her lecherous brother-in-law, Natalie is only beginning to come out of her shell and is excited by the prospect  of finding new friends. Dangling the carrot of free lessons, Steffi maneuvers Natalie into becoming her practice partner, without letting on about her intentions.  Not sure 

From subtle and sensuous to synchronized and scandalous, this program features This Marching Girl Thing, a short Australian film about a girl’s baton twirling club. During an out-of-town competition, one young woman (Muriel from Muriel’s Wedding) must decide whether to stick with her lover — between practice and the final round. In Disgraceful Conduct, the career of a young military officer is challenged when her sexuality is questioned in an English court of law. Vicky Smith’s My Moon Her World takes us on an entrancing trip through hidden anamorphic images. In Bille Eltringham’s beautiful film Linger, Donna-Marie looks back on her teenage affair with her best friend Tammy. And what can I say about Why I’ll Never Trust You (In 200 Words Or Less)? Two women. One bedroom. The hottest afternoon of the summer.

Produced for broadcast in conjunction with the Channel Four co-production The Celluloid Closet, these four works examine the special relationships between two Hollywood stars, a collection of soulful singers and a British soap. Black Divas looks at how such singers as Diana Ross, Chaka Khan, Lena Horne and others reflect the gay experience. The Street looks at the quintessential English soap Coronation Street and tries to explain its huge gay fan base. A tribute to River Phoenix, This Road Will Never End features interviews with some of the key characters in the young star's life. Lastly, since she first hit cinema screens in a series of unconventional teenage roles, Jodie Foster has been adored by lesbians who identify with her tomboy traits and admire her consistently powerful portrayals. Pratibha Parmar's Jodie illuminates the Jodie phenomenon with interviews and a wonderful selection of scenes from Foster’s film career.

Icarus plays out a tragically complex relationship on a sun drenched Greek Isle, while a small Norwegian island is the  setting for two teenagers’ night together in Waves. My Pal Rachid has something that would attract any budding queer’s attention. The Offering serenely reveals the relationship between a Japanese monk and a young novice. Thomas hears strange noises each time he sees his schoolmate Quentin in Thomas Trips, and a young boy senses that he is different in Liu Awaiting Spring.  

From Australia, EXPOSURE is the tale of a camera-toting voyeur who discovers his brother-in-law's dark secret. Germany's THREE WISHES is a beautiful story of love, death, family, and loss. In the Belgium film CAMPFIRE, 18-year-old Tijl is forced to choose between his girlfriend and his best friend, turning their camping trip into a tension-filled journey of self-discovery. The program closes with two exceptional French shorts. In BRIGHT SPELL, Saïd is in love with Karim, his older adopted brother. Between his mother's attitude, his sister's competitiveness, and Karim's lies, Saïd goes from hope to disillusion in one fateful night. In EARLY FROST, 10-year-old Carloine learns that her pet rabbit Pitou is attracted to other boy rabbits. This news throws her relationship with her parents into turmoil, involving the gay couple living quietly next door.

Most of us won’t ever forget the night Ellen came out of the closet. After all, for many queers, it was a revelation beyond their wildest dreams. The main character of a nationally-televised primetime network sitcom admitted that she was a lesbian – over an airport loudspeaker!  	The Real Ellen Story traces the events that led up to this joyous history-making evening. Beginning with the original conception of the so-called “Puppy Episode” (an executive    suggested that Ellen needed a love interest, and a puppy was deemed much less threatening than a lesbian), The Real Ellen Story presents a suspenseful, funny and touching look at a media feeding frenzy. 	Tickled Pink, a colorful survey of the    modern history of queers on TV, is most timely, given “Ellen”’s recent cancellation. Acknowledging the remarkable increase in the number of gay and lesbian characters on the small screen, Tickled Pink lets us see how far we’ve come, as well as how far we have left to go. 

Five films featuring mature women. Me And Mrs. Berger delightfully animates an intergenerational affair. Riot Grrrandmas!   interviews some right-on old-timers, including the charming Ruth Ellis, an African-American lesbian soon to celebrate her 100th birthday. In Roof, a middle-aged woman and young stranger wait for Godot atop a suburban Florida house. The use of anachronisms in Till Human Voices Wake Us And We Drown, a beautifully art-directed film ostensibly set in medieval Europe, turns this story of persecuted pagan lovers into a timeless indictment of women's oppression. In Favorite, a North Irish schoolgirl's crush on a teacher ripens over time into a lesbian romance in which one woman isdestined to be left behind.

Tillie made hand grenades during World War I, rolled bandages during WWII, but her greatest accomplishments came in her role as grandmother.  This documemory celebrates the intertwining lives of two women, and the impact on their relationship of a grandaughters never shared secret.

Tim Miller: Loud and Queer celebrates the talents of the provocative performance artist. Excerpts from his work My Queer Body are intercut with interviews and images spanning his 15-year career. He also conducts a workshop for gay men in which he confronts fear and loss, violence and love, art and activism.
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We’ve stretched the definition of “boy” in our program of local gay filmmakers this year. Helping us push that envelope are ten works that share nothing – and everything  – in common. A couple of young queers have a community identity crisis in A New Flag, while O Happy Day lays gay claim to a revolutionary moment in black history. Shaving The Castro pays tribute to Louie’s 1932 Castro Barbershop, and The Divine Androgyne chronicles the journey of New Age drag princess Chrystallah as she searches for androgyny.

Photographer and filmmaker Chuck Smith uses well-crafted images to wonderful effect in Once Again, his touching recreation of a      middle-aged gay man's sleepless night during which he fondly recalls his youth and the love of his life. The Time Being, a beautiful film by Kenneth Sherman, offers a powerful           meditation upon the corporeality of death, as one man accepts the consequences of his actions after assisting in his lover's euthanasia. Wayne Salazar and Phil Hoffman turn a painterly eye onto the Canadian landscape in Destroying Angel, a highly personal film   exploring memory, illness, loss, and love. By dwelling on the textures, shapes, and colors of a boyhood environment, Salazar and Harman make this film something more than just another gay male take on AIDS and paternal relations. They construct instead a visual  geography of emotions that translates a       particular story into a universal meditation of the human condition.

Six years in the making, The Times of Harvey Milk has seen unparallelled success in the past year.  From its first screening at the Telluride Film Festival last September to the winning of the Academy Award in April, the film has rewritten the history of gay cinema.  Chronicling the rise to power of both Harvey Milk and the city's gay community, the film gives a nostalgic look at a unique period in the history of the gay rights  movement and the city of San Francisco. Winner of the 1985 San Francisco International Lesbian & Gay Film Festival Audience Award for Best Documentary.

Lesbians cope with families of origin in this ethnically diverse program of North American shorts. Art-dyke Lynne Chan’s Untitled (My Mama) uses pirate video and recorded phone-calls to depict her feisty Chinese mother's views of postmodern America. In Sugar And Spice, a young couple – one Anglo, one Indian – ready their apartment for a visit from Aunt Durga, unsure how she will feel about their relationship. Growing up a Canadian tomboy, Cassandra Nicoloau resisted learning the women's parts in Macedonian dances, until she found in them a way to connect  emotionally with her aging mother – a story sweetly told in Dance With Me. To Catch A Glimpse profiles several sisters, now elderly, as they speak of the long-term consequences of their mother's sudden, unexpected death when they were young girls.

Revealing interviews with six Russian lesbians who convey the hardships and joys of being a lesbian in Russia. While Tatjana speaks hesitantly about her sexuality, believing it to be a private matter, Muchabat charmingly flirts with the filmmaker, "We'll make the movie after we have sex, okay?" This fascinating documentary touches on a range of issues including women's prisons, transsexuality, lesbian and gay community organizing, coming out and homophobia.  Under Article 121—which criminalizes homosexuality—lesbians and gay men in Kiev face the threat of imprisonment, blackmail, government harassment, and family rejection.

Two young men have gone home together for the night.  Bryan and Brian.  One with a "y."  One with an "i."  They've had an intimate encounter of unprotected sex.  As the film opens, Bryan wakes from a dream and soon after, so does Brian.  But Bryan calls his bedmate "Bill."  This starts the first of many rifts as the two embark on an 85 minute verbal odyssey.  It's one of those all-night discussions where you tell a perfect stranger things you would never tell your closest friend.  They recount stories from college.  Reveal inner secrets.  Argue and console.  It's their attempt to make sense of their lives, the world around them, their attractions to other men, AIDS, and why their socks never match when they come out of the dryer.  Together Alone is a small yet important landmark in gay film, presenting one of the most honest, realistic, and intimate conversations between two gay men to appear on screen.  With beautiful black-and-white photography by David Denchant, Together Alone is an impressive first featur

Keith Froelich’s The Toilers And The Wayfarers is a beautiful film revolving around two young boys and their experiences growing up gay in a small midwest town. The tension and pressure they experience hiding their sexual identity in the face of local puritanical family values build to a breaking point when a mysterious immigrant enters their lives. The three outcasts then set out for the city in search of a new home – a place to finally belong. Shot in Minnesota, The Toilers And The Wayfarers is a refreshing voice from another part of the gay experience in America. Froelich masters his black-and-white tale with great style and elegance, and his young blond cast, all unknowns, lend a sexy authenticity to the film. The film marks Mr. Froelich’s auspicious feature film directorial debut.

A conservative gay man looks for love at a wild night club in Sink Or Swim, and an elderly man makes a marriage proposal to his beloved in Academy Award-winner Jessica Yu’s Better Late. Mrs. Craddock finds things in a men’s public toilet which upset her faith, by George! Her traumatic experience gives rise to Mrs. Craddock’s Complaint, which you should listen to without prejudice. A diverse group of men smooch on a San Francisco rooftop in the utterly charming Your Kiss, while a good Catholic boy tries to have phone sex with his classmates and ends up talking to his priest in The Absolution Of Anthony.

No Ogawa (Hiromoto Ida) is a Tokyo burger flipper who dreams of going West and becoming a cowboy.  When he loses his job at the burger joint, he decides to take a chance and heads for the wilds of Canada to look up his childhood pen-pal.  Instead of finding the cowgirl of his dreams,  No is greeted by Kate's meddling mother, who sees  him as a prospective husband for her closeted daughter.  Kate, on the other hand, wants nothing to do with her redneck roots. She has returned to her small hometown with her lover, Shelly, in an effort to reignite her creative spark, but is unable to readjust to the claustrophobic small-town life because she is unable to come out to her mother.   Shelly becomes frustrated with Kate and begins to spend more time with No teaching him about the cultural quirks of the Canadian frontier.  Meanwhile No falls for Shelly and casts her as a barmaid in distress in his fantasy Western in which he is her rescuing  cowboy hero.  Eventually No discovers the true nature of Shelly and Kate's re

You’ll be rolling in the aisles laughing at this collection of funny dyke shorts. One too many Watch Tower ladies show up on Karla Carmony and Amy Boyd’s doorstep and they are forced to take action in A Religious Experience, while Tongue in Chic takes us on a romp through the history of erotic representation. Dyke Blend humorously parodies Nescafé coffee commercials, and Charlene’s Angels uses Barbie dolls to put a lesbian twist on the infamous 1980’s TV sitcom. In Alice Unplugged, Alice tunes into late-night TV and is guided through the intricacies of being butch or femme by a pair of provocative infomercials.

The first time I saw Marlon Riggs's film, Tongues Untied, I remember being gripped and overwhelmed by conflicting emotions—I was simultaneously happy, sad, angry, thrilled, and amazed at having seen my experience as a black gay man flash before me on the theater screen.  I have seen the film twice since then, and although my initial sense of wonderment has lessened, and I am now able to view it more critically, it still has the power to move me emotionally as no other film has moved me.      Visibility means survival and self-affirmation. Invisibility means that you don't exist.  For black gay men there has long been a dearth of artistic material that reflects our reality.  There is very little literature or art and, until recently, no film at all.  Tongues Untied was an attempt to fill that void by giving people a glimpse into the reality of black gay men in America.      The reason I experienced such conflicting emotion when I saw Tongues Untied was that I hadn't realized just how starved I was for some val

Two surprising looks into lesbian and gay life in China and Taiwan: 	Wang Guangli's Maiden Work is a rare and innovative glimpse into the Chinese underground. The romance of Xue (Snow) and her lover Yu (Rain) shatters over a portrait of Yu painted by the artist, Jinian. When Jinian injures his eye in a bar fight, his mind (and the film) becomes a swirl of fragments – the women’s relationship, old Chinese war movies, Maoist discos – as a haunting past clash and meld. Jinian feels compelled to make a movie about the women and himself, and we take part in his attempt to get the film made, despite plenty of obstacles, real and imagined. Lush and abstract, Maiden Work, ranks with any of the best art films from Europe, without the pretension. Shockingly mature, not just in the handling of it’s subject, but for its incredibly gorgeous cinematography. 	In the languid and beautiful Too Young, Mo Tzu-yi, a bookish outcast, escapes the mundane  regimen of boy’s school through spiritual self-help tapes. When he grows att

You'll be hot on the heels of love after you watch this collection of sexy lesbian shorts. In Girl Talk a woman calls a lesbian phone sex service for a little release, but things don't turn out quite the way she intended. Both Top Of The World and Giftwrap tell of romances between not-so-nerdy women and the edgy motorcycle dykes they fall for. Goodbye Emma Jo begins with a woman picked up at her lover’s gravesite and gets raunchier from there. Be warned (or be happy) – this film contains explicit scenes.

This program features a range of queer visions all in animation and stop action !  Two shorts in this program use precision lighting and staging to bring their stars to life.  A Few Good Ken stars two plastic dolls as everyday gays trying to find happiness in the gay ’90s.  In Death’s Angel Barbie portrays Beverly Allitt, a real-life pediatric nurse now serving a prison sentence for killing several children in her care.    A love song of sorts, My Moon Her World sings in colors and motion.  This experimental stop-action short only hints at a story.  Its director, Vicky Smith, creates an overwhelming mood that makes you forget that you even needed to climax.

An outrageous new comedy, Totally Confused concerns a pair of bohemian slackers who work in the ultra-hip-but-getting-stale-fast Wicker Park area of Chicago. Rock star wannabe Johnny (Greg Pritikin) is continually being led on by Murray, his pathologically-lying manager, who claims that Johnny’s already made it big in the overseas market. Johnny’s best friend Wiley (Gary Rosen), a porn-addicted bookstore clerk, is desperately trying to figure out if he’s attracted to women or men. And Johnny’s veterinary student girlfriend (Jackie Katzman) falls in and out of love and seems to be painfully ignorant of Wiley’s attraction to Johnny. Set to a rockin’ soundtrack of mostly local Chicago bands, Totally Confused is aptly named. Confusion reigns supreme in this film as Johnny tries to figure out if he really is a star in Greenland, his girlfriend tries to figure out if she really loves him, and Wiley tries to figure out how to lose his virginity. 

They're scary. They're funny. They're bloody. They're thrilling. You'll find killer breasts in GINGER SNAPS, a lonely dyke willing to clone herself to get a date in the futuristic LONELY WITHOUT YOU, and a lesbian heiress who becomes more than possessed by a witch in the horrific Hammer-like film THE FRAGILE SKIN. This creative collection of shorts screams with terror and delight.

There’s no theme, just exceptional quality in this year’s program of new lesbian shorts. Little White Lies recognizes that coming out is hard to do, but asks, “Is procrastinating any easier?” A charged voyeuristic dynamic develops in Strait as two couples wait for a train to take them into the land of sexuality and gender. Sacred Heart is a queer stop-motion fairy tale, done on an Ed Wood budget, while The Tragedy Of Samantha Biggle And The Twins tells of the tumultuous friendship between high school-aged Sam and her two new friends, twin sisters Darcie and Charlotte.

These new works by black lesbian filmmakers are definitely on the funny, raunchy homegirl side. Hair – and the lack of it – play a big part in Jamika Ajalon’s beautiful experimental film Memory Tracks, about a woman’s search for her identity as a filmmaker. In Uhuru, a young African woman struggles with the traditions of her country and her desire to come out. Tomboy, a documentary, chronicles the filmmaker’s childhood experiences. In Stephanie Wynne’s farcical Gay Black Female, Jadah tries to find love and a Toni Braxton lookalike in the personals, but ends up on the bad side of a female Gangsta, while Train Station, set in Chicago in the ’50s, tells of the romance between a butch and a femme.  This selection of short films from the gender-bent edge of urban queer culture shows off many meanings of butch. Scent uVa Butch lets viewers catch a whiff of the lives of more than 20 butches – from a 23-year-old Texas charm-school graduate to a 53-year-old mohawk-sporting diesel dyke. Train Station recreates the '50
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Ellen did it on national TV, and these filmmakers are doing it on local video. It’s never easy to come out to your family, not knowing what their response will be, and these films explore the range of relationships that queer children have with their families. Janine Fung's wild narration about misunderstandings in her traditional Chinese family plays over images of her mother carving a turkey in Leftovers. Amy Gottlieb's film In Living Memory examines her relationship with her father, who developed dementia at age 93. In Aishah Shahidah Simmons' In My Father's House, a black feminist lesbian explores her coming out process through self-reflection and candid conversations with her father, her 16 year-old brother and her best friend. Mama, I Have Something to Tell You shares intimate dialogue between mother and son as they confront each others' feelings about homosexuality. 

In the autumn of 1995 Rosa von Praunheim shot a documentary that does what few such films are able to do:  it explains and captivates.  Not limited to a psychological exploration of gender dysphoria or an objectifying study of “freak” behavior, this film attempts to make the technical world of gender transitioning accessible to an audience that includes transgendered and non-transgendered people alike. In so doing, this documentary never sacrifices the integrity of its subjects. Transgender queers describe the biological technicalities of gender transition and discuss the complex relationship between male-to-female and female-to-male queers.  In the midst of these discussions, two very important events in transgender history take place: the Southern Comfort Conference for F-T-M’s and Transgender Lobbying Day in Washington, DC. These public events don’t just showcase transgenderism like talk shows do; they speak with a transgendered voice.  Focused primarily in the U.S., the film features groups from the past 

This diverse group of shorts examines the crossing of the gender line, from an FTM getting some advice from a non-trans friend in Straight Boy Lessons, to a female receptionist who gets a shock when she finds out the truth about the delivery boy she has a big crush on in If She Only Knew. Transmission examines a queer family in Canada who talk frankly about their gender transgressions and their top surgery, and Matt continues a conversation that began five years ago with a young FTM just  beginning his journey. I, Eugenia is the strange, but true, tale of Eugenia Falleni – aka Harry Crawford, aka Jean Ford. Sailor, husband, boarding house madam and convicted murderer, Falleni was born in Italy, raised in New Zealand and came to Australia at the turn of the century. Narrated from the grave, this film describes the curve of Falleni/Crawford/Ford’s life from birth to death in thirty minutes. 

This collection of shorts takes a broad look at the vast spectrum of gender identity. These filmmakers express a diversity of views and interpretations of what it means to be male, female, both, or neither and of the consequences of being a gender outlaw in such a straight and narrow world. Robin Ward is a transsexual shaman praying for the spirit to set us all free in Ether Anvil. The transformative power of packing is explored in Me and My Strap-On, while the Kings of New York is a quick look into the secret world of breast-binding, pants-stuffing Drag Kings. Chris-topher's Chronicles: Chapter 1 is a video diary about the fears and realities of female to male sex reassignment. Trappings of Transhood discusses the ins & outs of Trans/boy/hood. And Murder and the Feather Boa draws upon interviews with key figures in Chiapas, Mexico, to paint a portrait of a transvestite culture which thrives in the midst of brutal murders and omnipresent corruption. 

Born in Puerto Rico and raised in Miami, Harold Ajzenberg ran away at 15 to the   excitement of New York, where he was quickly transformed into Holly Woodlawn ("Holly" after Holly Golightly in Breakfast At Tiffany’s; "Woodlawn" for the famous cemetery). When Paul Morrissey cast Holly in Trash, he’d never met him. Holly had claimed to be one of Warhol’s Superstars, and Morrissey was intrigued by this bald-faced lie. So Morrissey cast Holly sight unseen, working on a hunch that Holly would be perfect as a drug addict who lied, stole and cheated to get something out of life. The hunch was right on – as Vincent Canby wrote in The New York Times, "Trash is alive. Holly Woodlawn, especially, is something to behold, a comic book Mother Courage who fancies herself as Marlene Dietrich but sounds more often like Phil Silvers." 	We begin our tribute to Holly with the     legendary Broken Goddess. Holly floats through the film, painfully depicting a desperate woman in the style of the great silent film stars.

Our perennially popular girls’ shorts program includes the quirky, the sexy, and the downright hysterical. A mortuary cosmetician  surrounds herself with Sleeping Beauties, while a travel writer seeks a Traveling Companion for a trip to Italy and finds love in an unlikely form. Lena’s collection of 257 Peppermills has been stolen, and she thinks she knows who did it. A woman’s dreams take her out of her ordinary life in Sleep Come Free Me, and a modest librarian checks out lesbian love in It Happened In The Stacks. And that burning question – is he or isn’t he? – keeps a poor cat from getting fed in Breakfast With Gus.

Spies! Nazis! Car Crashes! Dogs in drag! Come to Treasure Island and you get all that and more before the feature even begins!  	Yes, that’s right. Today you get not one but three – count ‘em three – movies from writer/director/ cameraman Scott King, who isn’t just dishing out another fag film here. He’s serving up an entire Saturday afternoon matinee! So sit back and enjoy the latest episode from our exciting serial. Check up on current events ca. 1945 in our newsreel. Then get ready for today’s feature presentation. But as soon as you hear Artie Shaw’s deliciously sinister "Nightmare" play over Treasure Island’s opening credits, you’ll get a creepy feeling that this B-movie cocktail comes with a queer twist. 	How queer? Picture one of your favorite low  budget, black and white suspense movies with frontal nudity, kinky sex and a cryptographer who eats alphabet soup for lunch. Or how about a serial  polygamist and an ambivalent, grimly-determined  bisexual, both being haunted by a passive- aggressive gay cor
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Some of the fiercest new videos these days are being made by and for young women. In this  collection of shorts, girls speak out for themselves and express their hopes and fears around the  complex issues they face being queer in a hostile world. In spacejazzeros, girls who skate discover that space isn’t the final frontier, and in Trespass, a girl must choose between finding love at a punk show, or her mom’s Avon party. Untouchable explores the struggles between inter-generational partners and the powerlessness felt by youth, while Four Thousand Years Of Leaving Home uses  biblical and contemporary narratives to explore the reality of leaving home. 

Some of the most popular films at the Festival over the last twenty years have been shorts. In fact, the Festival began as a screening of short films. To celebrate our 20th Anniversary we have put together a few of your favorites. Although it was made five years before this Festival even began, Jan Oxenberg’s legendary Home Movie has always been an audience favorite. Christoph Eichhorn plays multiple roles in The Chance, his 1982 parody of a chorus girl getting her big break at stardom. One of two Oscar-winning shorts in this program is the hilarious 1988 Festival hit Ray’s Male Heterosexual Dance Hall. Representing Britain is Rosebud, Cheryl Farthing’s  sexy, savvy short about desire and voyeurism. Marta (Costa Brava) Balletbó-Coll was first seen at the Festival with her 1992 film Intrepidissima, and to top off the program we are pleased to present last year’s mega-hit and Oscar-winner Trevor

Do you believe in love at first sight? Maybe not. But what gay man hasn’t experienced lust at first glance? Or the frustration of having the answer to "your place or mine?" turn out to be "neither." That’s just what happens to Gabriel and Mark, as a very public encounter on a Manhattan subway train sends them off in pursuit of some privacy that is exceedingly hard to find. 	Up until that chance meeting, Gabriel (Christian Campbell) had been concentrating on his dream of becoming a composer of Broadway musicals, while Mark (John Paul Pitoc), an Adonis if there ever was one, had been shaking his stuff as a go-go boy at a local cruise bar. At first, the only thing they seem to have in common is their mutual attraction. But as they search together for a convenient spot for a quick  consummation, the nature of their budding  relationship begins to change.  	Obstacles along the way include Gabriel’s muse and best friend, Katherine (Tori Spelling) who is busy preparing for the opening of an  all-female off-off-off B

Crotchety queen Zobel (Götz George) serves as ringleader of a shady trio of small-time pickpockets  consisting of himself, his lover Karl (Christian Redl) and daughter Lizzie (Jeanette Hain). But after one scheme goes awry, Karl ends up in the hospital, and Zobel and Lizzie recruit Rudolf (Felix Eitner) to take his place. What seems to be a match made in heaven gets complicated when both father and daughter fall for their new accomplice.  	Neither Zobel nor Lizzie can keep their paws off the irresistible Rudolf. A whole lotta deceit, desire and betrayal follow, sending one person to jail and leaving the other two struggling to survive. 	Director Huntgeburth, who won the German equivalent of the Oscar for her first film, The Terrible Threesome, has crafted a wonderful story about lies and lust within the context of family, in whatever form it takes. George's performance as Zobel is all the more remarkable given his status as the macho über-superstar of Germany's top-rated cop show. 	The legendary Rosa von Prau

They're entertainers, they're 92 years old, and they're gay.  Turnabout is the amazing story of the Yale puppeteers—Harry Burnett, his cousin Forman Brown, and Brown's lover Roddy Brandon—who traveled through America for more than 70 years with their unique puppets and satirical songs. Dan Bessie's gorgeously  nostalgic film journeys back to their novelty cabaret theater in Hollywood, where their puppets entertained stars like Helen Hayes and Liberace.  Turnabout also reveals Forman Brown as the author of one of America's first serious gay  novels, Better Angel (written under the pseudonym of Richard Meeker).  Bessie's film is a classic example of documentary and historical research at its best;  it's a joyful, entertaining 60 minutes for anyone interested in theater, old people , or little known aspects of the gay experience.
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A global gay male experience?  While the situations in which gay men find themselves are often radically different, many  issues of our lives cross all borders. From Italy, Supergay contemplates the strength of imagination and the power of attraction. A  locker room is the setting for a seventeen year old’s homoerotic meditation on stardom in Particularly Now, In Spring. Paixao Nacional takes a somber look at the life one man has lived in Brazil and the U.S.  A young man in bed with his lover longs for his family in Home. Brit skinheads clash in Oi Queer, and in Twilight of the Gods two men of war, a Maori warrior and a European soldier, meet in an explosive clash of two cultures. An Italian officer gets caught in the schemes of a thief that will leave him changed forever in If All Goes Well I’ll Be On The Next Train.

Shoko (Hiroko Yakushimaru), a translator with a drinking problem, and Matsuki (Etsushi Toyokawa), a handsome gay doctor, decide to come together in a marriage of convenience to satisfy their parents.  All semblance of normalcy breaks down when Matsuki's student boyfriend becomes jealous, Shoko decides she wants a baby, and her parents find out about their son-in-law's homosexuality.  ("Being married to him must be like trying to eat soup with a fork," says Shoko's dad, mystified.)      Twinkle is one of three Asian films in this year's festival that uses the springboard of an arranged marriage for its subsequent drama.  If Okoge is the most earthy, and The Wedding Banquet is the most glossy, then  Twinkle is like a Japanese twist on a French sex comedy-drama.  It has a breezy stride, as well as a classy, upscale setting and a keen sense of visual humor.  It's also a delicate, refreshing, and funny film about honesty and friendship.

Fun, Fun, Fun is what you’ll find in this year’s collection of new lesbian shorts. 	In the tender clay animation film Adam, a young girl is mistaken for a boy and relishes the opportunity. The end of one affair sparks the beginning of another in The Dinner Party, and a trip to the grocery store offers new opportunities in Twisted Sheets. Two lady soldiers – one German, one French – are lost in the woods and an encounter is inevitable in Heroines of Love. And a small town ladies group is awaiting word about a potential visit from their heroine, Mrs. Eleanor Roosevelt, when a scandal erupts and all hell breaks loose in the award-winning film What Became Known as...The Eleanor Affair.

One day, George Scott walked into the lunchroom in full make-up. Who cared if he'd been driving a tractor at the pulp mill for 20 years? Simply put, he couldn't live a lie any longer: George came out as a transsexual.         During his two years of hormone treatment, George, now living full-time as Georgina, met and fell in love with the outspoken lesbian, Linda Fraser. Linda and Georgina soon married and, practically as a honeymoon, Georgina went under the knife.         Voila — Canada's first legally married lesbian couple. Shot over two years, Linda and Georgina captured this strange and beautiful trip on video, using a camera given to them by their neighbor Mark Achbar (co-director, NOAM CHOMSKY: MANUFACTURING CONSENT). The resulting diary is an intimate window into the lives of two honest, vibrant, and extraordinary individuals, followed by two quirky, but enlightening, shorts.          A Mexican MTF tries CROSSING BORDERS into Canada, and enter the world of transgender conferences in SHADMITH MANZO PER

A follow-up to last year's highly successful "Color of Sex" series, this eclectic program includes six short works by and about queers of color. NAMES looks at how shifting names and labels affect a queer Eurasian's sense of self. A hidden camera in TWO ENCOUNTERS reveals racial divisions in New York's gay male community. At his father's funeral, a gay Asian man seeks reconciliation with his family in MISSING HOME. Now that her brother Alex is dating their cousin Papo (not to mention doin' it in the next room), jealousy consumes Josie in BEHIND WALLS. Gay Black queens in Australia are the subject of the documentary SISSY. And Trac Vu returns to the Festival with AMONG OTHERS, a tale of escape from one world and loneliness in another.

In most instances of banned or censored TV tales, the outcry is often more imaginative than the acutal film.  Two of Us is a rare rule-breaker; an atypical tale of working-class teens who cross the fine line from friendship to sex, it's both austere and sensual.  Filmed in 1986 as part of a BBC school series, with transmission postponed in the light of Thatcherite concern over sex education, and then delayed further during the drawing up of Section 28, Britain's legislation which forbids local councils from "promoting homosexuality," Two of Us was finally aired on public TV in March 1988 at an unusually late hour, with two scenes abridged—the end (which suggests that Phil returns to Mathew) and an earlier embrace (amended by adding T-shirts and erasing a quick kiss).  Fortunately, this special festival version will include the T-shirts off and the kiss in.

This powerful shorts program begins with a new film from Christine Parker, the director of Peach, Hinekaro Goes on a Picnic and Blows Up Another Obelisk, which is an other-worldly gem, and ends with a blast! Dorothy Allison (Bastard Out of Carolina) tells of her growing up poor and white in the South in Tina Di Feliciantonio & Jane C. Wagner’s award winning short Two or Three Things But Nothing for Sure. A dying old woman turns out to have a mysterious and surprising past in Steve Rimkus's delightful short Dancing. Groove on a Stanley Knife is kinetic, gritty, and visually defiant: While fleeing crack dealers in northern England, two fierce and fearless young women tackle conflicts arising from differing sexualities and drug use. Against a backdrop of past lies and betrayal, the women persist in struggling for a healthier life. 

As more lesbians and gay men consider parenthood, they are discovering that they face all the same issues as any "traditional" family, along with a few that "Ozzie and Harriet" and their kind never dreamed of. Last year we presented Making Babies, three documentaries on queers having kids. This year we feature three narrative shorts that look at how some of us are taking the first baby steps toward two-o'clock feedings and the joy that only a dirty diaper can bring. 	In Greg Sirota's Two Point Five, David is  planning a baby with a woman friend, but he hasn't yet told his lover Carl. George Camarda's The Olive Tree is the story of Eddie, a young gay photographer forced to face reality and feelings of betrayal and jealousy when he learns that his lesbian best friend has chosen someone else to be the father of her child. Baby Steps, by Geoffrey Nauffts, depicts an encounter between a single gay schoolteacher and a midwestern adoption agent (played by Kathy Bates) as they struggle for some kind of common ground.

A seductive rereading of Pauline Réage's Story of O.  A man and woman narrate O's evolving relationship with Rene (played by New York lesbian poet Eileen Myles).  O's submission is seen very differently than it is heard.  The voice-over refers to a "he" and a "she," but the images depict O being whipped and chained by women in cowboy drag. 

These new works by black lesbian filmmakers are definitely on the funny, raunchy homegirl side. Hair – and the lack of it – play a big part in Jamika Ajalon’s beautiful experimental film Memory Tracks, about a woman’s search for her identity as a filmmaker. In Uhuru, a young African woman struggles with the traditions of her country and her desire to come out. Tomboy, a documentary, chronicles the filmmaker’s childhood experiences. In Stephanie Wynne’s farcical Gay Black Female, Jadah tries to find love and a Toni Braxton lookalike in the personals, but ends up on the bad side of a female Gangsta, while Train Station, set in Chicago in the ’50s, tells of the romance between a butch and a femme.

 Here is Jeanne: a happily married, 35-year old osteopath, with a lovely 7-year old son, Louis. Combining a successful career with a fulfilling family life, she is the archetypal heterosexual woman.   At a party arranged by her husband, she meets a pretty dancer called Marie, who is younger than she∑  and much less conventional. Intrigued by her, she is happy to pursue this new friendship.   Jeanne decides to attend Marie's dance class. Marie is a tough, dominating teacher. But Jeanne hangs on, and the friendship continues.   One day Marie kisses Jeanne with a passion that leaves no room for ambiguity: she likes women. Jeanne runs away∑ only to be caught up by her own feelings: she too has fallen, madly, inexplicably, but unquestionably, in love with Marie.

You’ll never guess what these shorts have in common.  From Vancouver to Toronto, and all points in between, this program goes the distance as only lesbian and gay Canadians can. In Dike a young woman struggles with an excessive perspiration problem while questioning her sexual orientation. The Soldier Boy — a dark comedy — features the overlapping stories of a mother dealing with her Greek heritage and her son reviving that culture’s homoerotic traditions.   Two women meet one afternoon determined to tell each other Why I’ll Never Trust You (In 200 Words Or Less) — between orgasms, anyway. In a series of brilliantly colored and vibrant tableaux fifteen different women talk to the camera about how they feel about their breasts in Unbound. In Not Alone:  A Hallowe’en Romance,  it’s a typical Sunday for roommates Scott, a gay lab technician, and Gwen, a lesbian artist/waiter, except it is October 31, and there’s a protest march that evening against gay bashing - and the boy from last night is calling for another

The irrepressible John Greyson (Zero Patience, Lilies) returns with a fabulously audacious new film, starring Matthew Ferguson from The English Patient. Combining Greyson’s take on the controversial practice of circumcision with a fierce analysis of copyright infringement and censorship, Uncut is a densely layered, delirious romp in which ideas are hurled at blistering speeds. Perhaps Greyson’s own words best describe the plot: “A grad student named Peter is obsessed with Pierre Trudeau. A grad student named Peter is perplexed by circumcision. A Jackson Five fan named Peter wants to break into broadcast. They meet. They make love. They make art. They get busted. (The cop sings opera).” After a series of strange and absurd misadventures, the three Peters end up in a desolate prison labor camp together. If this sounds bizarre, it is. Combining elements of soap operas, musicals, documentaries, and avant-garde cinema, the candy-colored pop art explosion of Uncut will knock you out.  	The program opens with Canada

Peter Reed's steamy contemporary drama about the reunion of two brothers (hunky Eric Swanson and Robert Kneeper) with their mother (the redoubtable Lee Grant) is reminiscent of (and possibly an homage to) all those live television dramas and Broadway plays of the ‘50s and ‘60s.  You know the ones—about generational conflicts and repressed passions in the Midwest and South, usually of a heterosexual nature—but this time the gay subtexts and sensibilities that were off-stage, off-screen and between the lines are squarely, unapologetically in your face.      In Under Heat, 36-year-old Dean (Swanson) comes to tell his family he has AIDS, but this is overshadowed by the neediness of his mother and older brother (not to mention the boy who cuts the grass, a Calvin Klein wet dream).  In an effort to reconcile past and present issues—which include health, addiction, sexuality, and the father's suicide many years before—these characters begin a journey wherein they reveal themselves to each other.  Ultimately, Dean's 
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Christopher Cavetelli’s dying wish was for the four most important people in his life to join together for the 450 mile West Coast Cycle for AIDS. When his homophobic identical twin brother Frank (Vincent Spano), a New York cop, arrives in Hollywood for Chris’s funeral, he finds that he must make the ride with Chris’s lover Doug (Stephen Spinella), ex-wife Melissa (Lea Thompson), and slacker best friend Gaetano (Danny Nucci). The grueling five-day bike ride down the spectacular California coast tests the foursome to their limits. Untrained for the physical exertion and unprepared for the emotional journey, the four riders must        navigate the geography of the land and of their own fears and desires. As humor gives way to anger and phobia to understanding, the four come to terms not only with their differences, but also with their loss. Ultimately, each of them realizes that personal transformation was the final destination Chris intended for them, and that his spirit will bind them all together for the re

Unravel is an experimental performance piece on the subject of relationships.  Kira and Dawn are two women trying to connect, but they find themselves burdened with the knots of past relationships.  a voyeuristic angel senses their discord and becomes a witness to their passionate struggle.  Unravel is a call to connect with the senses and an exploration of female sensuality.

As usual, Canada comes through with some of the best films in this year’s festival. The Offering takes a serene look at the relationship between a Japanese monk and a young novice. Cupid gets beaten at his own game, while Fruit Machine tells the story of Dr. F.R. Wake, who was hired by the Canadian  government to devise a series of tests to detect homosexuals. In Still Life, a young man receives an inappropriate birthday gift, and Mother Marilyn confirms that Marilyn Monroe and President Kennedy’s love-child was indeed gay. Stargaze tells the story of 18 year-old Derek, who undergoes painful aversion therapy to "cure" his homosexuality, and in Until I Hear From You, Rob makes a film to apologize to his estranged lover for his constant betrayals. 

Lesbians cope with families of origin in this ethnically diverse program of North American shorts. Art-dyke Lynne Chan’s Untitled (My Mama) uses pirate video and recorded phone-calls to depict her feisty Chinese mother's views of postmodern America. In Sugar And Spice, a young couple – one Anglo, one Indian – ready their apartment for a visit from Aunt Durga, unsure how she will feel about their relationship. Growing up a Canadian tomboy, Cassandra Nicoloau resisted learning the women's parts in Macedonian dances, until she found in them a way to connect emotionally with her aging mother – a story sweetly told in Dance With Me. To Catch A Glimpse profiles several sisters, now elderly, as they speak of the long-term consequences of their mother's sudden, unexpected death when they were young girls.

Some women reject conventional womanhood in the name of personal fulfillment while others unwillingly have it rejected for them, and that’s the conflict which unites all the shorts in this stellar program. Wicked Women depicts three women in two centuries who share one struggle for self-determination. Machiko Saito's award-winning Premenstrual Spotting, a fave of last year's Trannyfest at the Roxie, focuses on a femme with a penchant for show tunes and fetish drag, then builds to a powerful revelation about the sexual violence involved in the queering of this woman's gender. In Untold Truths, a woman resists medicalized           patriarchy, which seeks to suppress the      naturally wild diversity of the biological world. In Jennifer Reeve's Chronic, brilliantly complex visual images and an inspired soundtrack  capture the fragile, jagged edges of an       emotionally troubled young woman's life.

Some of the fiercest new videos these days are being made by and for young women. In this  collection of shorts, girls speak out for themselves and express their hopes and fears around the  complex issues they face being queer in a hostile world. In spacejazzeros, girls who skate discover that space isn’t the final frontier, and in Trespass, a girl must choose between finding love at a punk show, or her mom’s Avon party. Untouchable explores the struggles between inter-generational partners and the powerlessness felt by youth, while Four Thousand Years Of Leaving Home uses  biblical and contemporary narratives to explore the reality of leaving home. 

It’s undeniable: The queer community is    endlessly fascinated by sex workers. The two films on this program will feed your fascination with stories, analysis, and plenty of male and female flesh.   	Blaine Hopkins’ and Stephen (Chocolate Babies) Winter’s Private Shows follows Christopher, a cute dancer/prostitute, at work and at home. The docu-narrative includes   gritty details of Christopher’s profession and interviews with his customers – there’s a      fascinating conversation with a john who wants to be his sugar daddy. Throughout it all, Christopher retains his pride and dignity. 	The Unveiling takes a wider view, offering a riveting peek into the lives of three strippers: Eldad, a Latino dancer who wants to make it in films; Dixie Evans, once billed as the Marilyn Monroe of burlesque; and Michele, an African-American single mother who’s a trained  choreographer. All three of them grapple with questions of identity and objectification, and by the end they’ve smashed all of our stereotypes; as Michele 

The program title says it all. In Pom, a grunge dyke tries out for the University of Texas cheerleading squad. Lisa Lisa interviews 22 women who have and have not dated a woman named Lisa, and Bad Brownies features dykes telling stories about the bad things they did as Brownie Scouts. A woman makes a painting with her breasts in In Color, and a disenchanted lesbian refuses to give in to her bisexual desires because k.d. lang is on television in Bisexual Wannabe.

Up In Arms Over Needle Exchange examines the controversy that surrounds the implementation of a needle exchange program to stem the spread of AIDS in New York City.

Our collection of shorts by local gay film and video artists runs the gamut, from the sublime to the ridiculous. A sexy music video from Pansy Division starts off the program and we end with a visit from a psychic fairy dragmother. In between, the films explore everything from kissing to disability and from AIDS to your lover's aunt's porn.    Men dressed as women! You'll get that and a whole lot more in this program of hilarious shorts. Meet JAKE, one young, confident drag queen, and another young queer with a fascination for nail polish in HEATHER LOCKLEAR CHOCOLATE. Come on, it was bound to happen, a drag spoof of THE BLAIR WITCH PROJECT, THE BEWITCHED PROJECT. THE PROM QUEEN is a queer coming-of-age story about high school senior and punk rock queen Corey Sullivan. In URANUS IN THE SEVENTH HOUSE a man seeks advise from his psychic, the reluctant, magical Fairy Dragmother. A Canadian road movie that gets stuck at the American border, OUT & ABOUT is the story of four gay men stopped and interrogated by immi

On the last night of daylight savings time, everyone gets an extra hour of darkness — so says the local wino (Lothaire Bluteau) — which is not necessarily a good thing if, like Charlie (Dan Futterman), you happen to be embarking on a very dark night of the soul.  Where does Charlie’s anger come from?  Is there any excuse for his anti-social behavior? Why does he turn violent on the soap opera hunk who picks him up, taunt the straight couple from upstairs, doggedly pursue the seedy but sexy guy with the tattoo? Is Charlie the film’s hero…or something else? Gradually, we learn about the terrible event that led Charlie to this night.  Even then, we’re not entirely sure what happened, because like all urban legends, this story comes in more than one version.  Based on Daniel Reitz’s stage play "Urban Folk Tales," with a screenplay by Reitz and director Jon Shear, URBANIA casts a spell that’s not easily shaken off, thanks in large part to Dan Futterman’s bravura performance. His Charlie restlessly prowls the noctu

     Curiously transported to the present day, a group of dead lesbian and gay artists, including Sergei Eisenstein, Frida Kahlo, Langston Hughes, and Yukio Mishima, find themselves guests in the home of Toronto sculptors Frances Loring and Florence Wyle.  They have been mysteriously summoned to Ontario to research the systematic policing of public washroom sex.  These artists of wildly differing temperaments embark upon their research with flamboyance and aplomb, examining  not only the subject at hand, but their own sexual identities.  Each night, one of the six—joined by Wilde man Dorian Gray—delivers a riotous lecture on some aspect of the issue.  Toronto artist Greyson's audacious film, which could be subtitled If Only Heads Could Talk, makes a shambles of filmic expectations.  The lectures themselves—"A Social History of the Public Washroom" one night, "Washroom Sex Texts," the next—are mini-parodies, taking some facet of film discourse and knocking it off kilter.  But in Urinal, the formal is firmly em

There’s no theme, just exceptional quality in this year’s program of new lesbian shorts. Little White Lies recognizes that coming out is hard to do, but asks, “Is procrastinating any easier?” A charged voyeuristic dynamic develops in Strait as two couples wait for a train to take them into the land of sexuality and gender. Sacred Heart is a queer stop-motion fairy tale, done on an Ed Wood budget, while The Tragedy Of Samantha Biggle And The Twins tells of the tumultuous friendship between high school-aged Sam and her two new friends, twin sisters Darcie and Charlotte.

Queers have been persecuted as monsters and aliens for centuries. Now these lesbian and gay filmmakers strike back through the power of the sci-fi, horror and super-action genres we all love.  	A strange yet very sexy woman spreads a  contagious virus which brings enlightenment in Venus Blue. A gay superhero comes to the rescue of a lustful couple who forgot their condom in Super G. Ó Files puts a queer Brazilian twist on the "X-Files." A budding lesbian finds a delightful cure for cooties in boy Germs. Cable Girl, a super-lesbian, fights bio-electric bad guys in post-apocalyptic Brooklyn. And Fascinating asks the age-old question, "what is this thing about Lesbians and Star Trek?"

Like Max Ophuls' LA RONDE or, more recently, Richard Linklater's SLACKER, VERBAL ASSAULT eavesdrops on the conversations of a number of colorful characters following a fragmented and elusive story line through their various streams of consciousness. Two teenage boys share a tent and discuss the weird batch of kids at summer camp: a psychic, a transsexual-to-be, a cross-eyed prodigy. Two garbage collectors find a discarded baby and decide to keep it. A lesbian ventriloquist and her long lost lover share a bathtub and discuss the vagaries of attraction. A woman visits her dead husband's liver, now in the body of another man, but can't shake her anger at her deceased spouse's philandering. Two teenage girls discuss one's recent weight gain and wonder if she could be pregnant. A recently divorced man calls the water department to complain about his service only to find an ex-lover on the other end of the line. A playwright pitches his new play by asking a friend the question, "Have you ever been moved by words al

From raunchy sex to girls with guns, don't miss this hot selection of titillating shorts. CHICKS WITH GUNS proves it's always best to be rescued by a beautiful woman, and battling cigarette girls get down and dirty in KINKY PINKYS. Two women shower each other with intense passion on the streets of New York in DARLING INTERNATIONAL, while the Hail Mary's provide the rock score for OVERRIDE.

Young filmmakers Liz Reich and Rachel Victor are as fresh and spunky as the youth they   profile in Very Queer Kids, their one-hour    documentary about the Boston Alliance of Gay, Lesbian, Bisexual, and Transgender Youth (BAGLY). Founded in 1978, BAGLY is one of the oldest queer/questioning youth organizations in the country. It plays a vital role in the lives of its participants as they tackle many of the same issues that older lesbians and gays face – love and loss, dating and career choices, ways of being closeted or out, the need for community – as well issues more typical to their age group, such as peer pressure,       adolescent insecurities, and homophobia in their high schools or their parents' homes. Very Queer Kids features over 20 outspoken,      articulate youths determined to represent themselves to the world in a queer-positive manner. 	Paired with dOpE On dOpE, a short          cautionary tale about heroin featuring an  excellent hardcore soundtrack and interviews with former shooters, includ

Frank is a German Lufthansa steward who travels the world, taking photos of boys he has sex with—he's a collector.  One hot night in his favorite city, Rio de Janeiro, Frank picks up Mario and takes him to his hotel. When Victim was made in 1961, 90 percent of all blackmail cases in the English courts were homosexual in origin.  In this film Dirk Bogarde plays an upper-middle-class barrister who instead of giving in to the blackmailer’s demands, cooperates with the police to track them down, risking his marriage and his career.  Victim  marked a major turning point for the subject of homosexuality on the screen and changed the career of Dirk Bogarde forever.  Bogarde had, until that time, played a matinee idol type in dozens of lightweight films.  With Victim he took a chance that audiences would accept him in the role of a courageous homosexual and won out over conventional wisdom.  Victim provided a major challenge to the censorship code in the United States, which stated that the word “homosexual” could not be uttered onscreen.  In defiance of the code, Victim became the first film to do so in the context of pleading tolerance for the victims of blackmail by a gang of vicious homophobes.  In the guise of a conventional

One of the most successful films of the 1930s, Viktor und Viktoria  is a fast-paced comedy of sexual confusion that inspired the recent Blake Edwards version with Julie Andrews and Robert Preston. This story of an aging female impersonator who hires a young woman to replace him features musical numbers similar to those in the 1982 version. This is a classic, rarely seen example of German operetta film.

Pamela Bellwood stars as Amy, the lonely wife of a long overseas World War I soldier, in the rarely seen PBS production of The War Widow, one of the most requested titles each year at the festival. Constructed with a delicacy reminiscent of Edith Wharton, The War Widow tells the story of the love that grows between the conventional Amy, who lives with her mother and daughter in a stately New York suburb, and the free-spirited Jenny (Frances Lee McCain) whose passion for photography is equaled only by her passion for Amy.      The romance between Amy and Jenny begins innocently in a New York tearoom, when Jenny befriends Amy, whose eyes she finds "so deeply, painfully sad." The two women come to know each other better as they work on one of Jenny's photography projects. A vacation together at the beach makes each realize the depth of their relationship, something which forces Amy to face "what I cannot even name when I am alone and there is no one else to hear."      True to the lives of many lesbians of the p
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Sometimes campy and always engaging, these expressive works about sexual and emotional abuse offer unique perspectives on self-discovery and finding faith and redemption. Particularly significant, two shorts address the oft neglected subject of male incest and survival. The WASH is a rich portrait of incest, silence, and love in what is ultimately a cleansing ritual. BROTHERLY LOVE follows the journey of two estranged brothers who confront childhood secrets. Film noir, camp, and a '50s pastel wonderland come together in NANCY DREW & THE MYSTERY OF THE HAUNTED BODY, a colorful comedy about a young female detective searching for the clues within recovered memories.   

Winner of the Teddy Award from the Berlin Film Festival and recipient of Frameline's Completion Fund Award, Cheryl Dunye's debut feature film The Watermelon Woman is one of the first (openly acknowledged) feature films by a black lesbian.  Set in present day Philadelphia, The Watermelon Woman is the story of Cheryl (played by the director herself), an aspiring filmmaker working "temporarily" as a video store clerk with her best friend, the quick-witted Tamara (Valerie Walker). Obsessed with a mammie character actress from the 1930's, Cheryl decides to make a documentary about this elusive woman who is known only as "The Watermelon Woman."  She soon discovers that her real name is Fae Richards and that she was probably a lesbian living in the Philadelphia area.  As her documentary begins to come together, Cheryl experiences an upheaval in her personal life. Their relationship serves as a catalyst for both men as they explore long-repressed feelings.      We Were One Man had its U.S. premiere at the Chicago International Film Festival in 1980, where it was awarded the prestigious Silver Hugo.  Written, produced, edited, and directed by France's premiere gay director, Philippe Vallois, who went on to direct the great body-building murder mystery spoof, Rainbow Serpent.

Filmed at Canada’s first international festival of gay and lesbian humor, We’re Funny That Way gets up close and personal with 11 of the    funniest queer comedians from around the world, including Lea DeLaria, Kate Clinton, Bob Smith and Karen Williams. Mixing live  performance clips with behind-the-scenes interviews and footage, the film brims over with insight and emotion. The comedians talk about their motivations, their ambitions, and the obstacles facing gays and lesbians in the entertainment industry. Placed in a room full of their peers, these comedians pull no punches when it comes to ruminating on gay life, whether their subject is coming out and getting laid or family anxiety issues and relationship dynamics. Irreverent and inspiring, We’re Funny That Way stands, most importantly, as a testimonial to these comedians who have   chosen to engage and entertain audiences on their own terms.

A dark road, a young hitchhiker, and an erotic power struggle change the lives of two men in The Exchange, and What A World takes a playful whirl through the lives of open and closeted gay men in Italy.

This slate of fun lesbian shorts features the trailer for The Ballad of Johnny-Jane which was made to try and raise money for an exciting new lesbian feature film starring Amanda Plummer.  A woman breaks up with her lover and decides to become a female wrestler in Margaret Star: A Fall From Grace while Sour Juice eroticizes the way we see and use hands.  A woman recounts her friend’s humorous struggle with an excessive perspiration problem in the hilarious Dike. Whatever Happened to Susan Jane? follows Marcie Clark, a suburban housewife dissatisfied with her bouffant and barbecue lifestyle, who leaves home in search of something new. She arrives in San Francisco, smack in the middle of its eccentric yet thriving artistic underground. Filmed on a shoestring budget of $20,000, Whatever Happened to Susan Jane? captures one of the most exciting periods of San Francisco's gay culture, featuring some of the city's most notable celebrities of the time: LuLu, Coco Vega, Silvana Nova, The Wasp Women, Tommy Pace, and an extraordinary performance by Ann Block as the naive Marcie Clark. 
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For anyone who’s lost faith in democracy in America, this program offers an inspiring    antidote to end-of-the-Millenium cynicism. Begin with Barney Frank’s public service announcement about the Employment Non-Discrimination Act, a landmark piece of   legislation which protects gays and lesbians in the workplace. Then thrill to the effective grassroots resistance strategies documented in When Democracy Works, a practical andpositive compendium of ways to fight the Right. Finally, grab a ringside seat for Our Private Idaho, a documentary about a vicious battle over an Idaho gay-rights amendment. You may not know whether to laugh or cry when you see Pat Connor, who’s trained his dog to bark ferociously at the word “queer,” but you’ll stand up and cheer when mother-of-two Dallas Chase announces, “I was a Mormon matron for 26 years and a lesbian legend for seven!”

Ronit Bezalel documents the amazing fifty-five-year friendship between two Jewish women in Montreal.  Shirley, a Polish refugee, is straight; her friend Florence is a lesbian.  These two remarkable women talk about Shirley's marriage to Florence's brother, about Florence's lover Sophie, and about the traditional Yiddish music they play together.

Where Is My Love? is the subtle and moving story of Ko, a young gay writer living in Taipei. He has written a manuscript about his homosexuality, and his teacher, feeling that it is his best work yet, encourages him to enter it in a prestigious writing competition. Ko hesitates; he’s afraid that it’s too personal, that it will out him to the world, as well as his friends and family. In his sparsely furnished apartment, he deliberates his decision on whether to enter the competition or stay in the closet. Very different from them, Ko failingly attempts to find community with the other gay men he knows.  He visits his first love Wen Lee who is living happily with his partner of several years, and Pierre, his friend who cruises the parks and bars and has no problem being an out homosexual. As the deadline for the competition nears, Ko finds his neatly ordered life coming apart at the edges. Where Lies The Homo? chronicles a personal journey cleverly constructed from clips of home movies, Hollywood features, and a variety of other sources. Identifying with Snow White, Audrey Hepburn, Jean Marais, Sal Mineo and other media icons, the filmmaker wittily navigates conflicting societal signals in this moving coming-of-age montage. 	Off The Straight And Narrow: Lesbians, Gay Men And Bisexuals On Television takes a  fascinating look at "how gays, lesbians, and bi- sexuals have been written into the straight television world, and how gay audiences have made room for themselves within it." A diverse group of media scholars analyze three decades of news coverage, sitcoms, made-for-TV dramas, talk shows, music videos, cartoons, sports, and even commercials. Among the many memorable milestones in this sophisticated survey are the impact of Rock Hudson’s 1985 death, Andrew Cunanan’s murder of Gian

When Basil Dearden's Victim was released in Britain in 1961, it had an enormous impact on the lives of gay men in Great Britain.  Starring Dirk Bogarde as a middle-class barrister who confronts his own homosexuality, Darden's film was the first mainstream British film to offer gay men credible representations of themselves and their situations.  In Where There Was Silence five gay men, all portrayed by a single actor, recall the film and how it affected their lives.  Inter-cut with extracts from Victim, these recollections vividly highlight what life was like for British gay men before homosexuality was decriminalized in 1967.  As one of them comments, "In those days, to even discuss a film like Victim would have made me nervous and scared that the finger would be pointed and that I would be held to ridicule."  Ending with reference to Clause 28 of the recent Local Government Bill, Where There Was Silence also goes on to question the future of gay  and lesbian representation on film and video.

We’ve got another wonderful collection of films by women from around the Bay.  Karisa Durr examines the female buttocks in all its grandeur in the film Grade AA Butt while Shoshanah Oppenheim focuses her lens on her favorite body part to fetishize in Sour Juice.  We’ll give you a sneak look at a soon-to-be finished local lesbian feature, Some Prefer Cake, and take you to a different world in the sci-fi lesbian adventure film Mirel.  Last year we showed you the trailer for Georgina Corzine’s The Source, this year we are pleased to bring you the finished film, a surf adventure docu-drama about hot surfer chicks, mermaids and the courageous women of the Bay Area who relentlessly pursue that perfect curl. 

You’ll never guess what these shorts have in common.  From Vancouver to Toronto, and all points in between, this program goes the distance as only lesbian and gay Canadians can. In Dike a young woman struggles with an excessive perspiration problem while questioning her sexual orientation. The Soldier Boy — a dark comedy — features the overlapping stories of a mother dealing with her Greek heritage and her son reviving that culture’s homoerotic traditions. In Not Alone:  A Hallowe’en Romance,  it’s a typical Sunday for roommates Scott, a gay lab technician, and Gwen, a lesbian artist/waiter, except it is October 31, and there’s a protest march that evening against gay bashing - and the boy from last night is calling for another

Why Not Me? is a delightful bon-bon of lesbian lust and love served up by a dynamic new dyke  director, and sweetened by wonderful performances from a mixed cast of established stars and charming young newcomers.  	Camille, Eve, Ariane and Nicolas aren't just  partners in "Lovespace," the publishing house that they have launched together, they also share a dependency on Gloria Gaynor, a passion for members of their own sex, and a reluctance to come out to their parents. In Untold Truths, a woman resists medicalized patriarchy, which seeks to suppress the naturally wild diversity of the biological world. In Jennifer Reeve's Chronic, brilliantly complex visual images and an inspired soundtrack  capture the fragile, jagged edges of an  emotionally troubled young woman's life.

Women Of Vision is a three-part documentary that explores a rich, but under-represented  component of both American art and politics: The history of feminist film and video makers – women who are drawn to the media because they have something urgent and opinionated to say. Part One begins in the 1950s and ‘60s with controversial filmmakers such as Julia Reichert, who directed Union Maids and Seeing Red, and renowned visual artist Carolee Schneemann, who made the provocative and sexually explicit film Fuses. Part Two focuses on six women whose careers began contemporaneously with the women’s movement of the ‘70s, including Barbara Hammer, Michelle Citron and Susan Mogul. Part Three catches up with the present, looking at filmmakers working in today’s so-called post-feminist climate, including Carol Leigh and Yvonne Welbon, two visionaries with works featured in this year’s Festival. In each episode, interviews with the artists and clips from some of their most important works remind us that even though the mai

Ask a gay man or lesbian over 35 what film most affected their lives as gay people, and likely as not they'll answer Word Is Out. In the mid-1970’s the Mariposa Film Group, under the leadership of Peter Adair, undertook to make the first portrait of gay life made by and for gays and lesbians. Adair assembled a team of artists whose members went on to become some of the great names of independent filmmaking, and the result was a powerful success. Word Is Out, which premiered at the Castro Theatre in 1977, interweaves the stories of 27 gay men and lesbians (including local icons Pat Bond, George Mendenhall, Tede Matthews and Rick Stokes) in a complex tapestry that comprises possibly the most comprehensive single artistic testimony to what it means to be gay. Compelling, funny, poignant, inspiring — even twenty years after its release, Word Is Out retains its power to move hearts and change minds. To see it is to understand at the same time how far we have come and how far we have to go.

Rachel Reichman’s debut film is a hauntingly realistic look at life in a rural town with a failing economy. Cynthia Kaplan plays Jenny, an out–of–work twentysomething who is stuck in a passionless marriage with a boring factory worker. She spends most of her day going to interviews for dead-end jobs, all to no avail. The only thing that seems to bring her any joy is the clandestine affair she is having with her next-door-neighbor. June, played by Sonja Sohn, is everything Jenny’s husband is not: twenty, self-assured, black and female. The two walk around town barely suppressing the sexual energy between them that is just waiting to explode. They have to make do with finding back alleys, abandoned cars and clearings in the woods where they can be alone. But while Jenny doesn’t seem to mind being stuck in this depressed town, June is planning her escape. She is in school and has plans to go to a university and these plans do not include Jenny. Rachel Reichman’s careful direction and subtle script are brought to

World and Time Enough is the first generation X gay comedy from America's heartland.      Mark (Matt Guidry), an HIV-positive artist, is obsessed with building a cathedral in honor of his father.   Joey (Gregory G. Giles), his boyfriend, is a garbage collector who brings home favorite bits of junk to comfort himself as he searches for his birth parents.   Their lives are very much like anyone else's: they flirt with other people, have gossipy friends, and mope about a lot.      First-time director Eric Mueller keeps his contemporary story buoyant with some delicate performances, and a good eye for Minneapolis scenery.   Although there are some serious issues lurking behind the frames, Mueller puts drama first.  World and Time Enough is also reminiscent of Grief, with less out-loud laughs, more locations, and a true sense of the eccentricities of everyday life. 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This slate of fun lesbian shorts features the trailer for The Ballad of Johnny-Jane which was made to try and raise money for an exciting new lesbian feature film starring Amanda Plummer.  A woman breaks up with her lover and decides to become a female wrestler in Margaret Star: A Fall From Grace while Sour Juice eroticizes the way we see and use hands.  A woman recounts her friend’s humorous struggle with an excessive perspiration problem in the hilarious Dike. And a bunch of tea ladies get a little more than they bargained for when they invite Mrs. Roosevelt to lunch in the hilarious new comedy from Ginger Rinkenberger, What Became Known As . . . The Eleanor Affair.

From the rich cultural tapestry of mainland China comes these two empowering documentaries that bring beauty and knowledge to the canon of queer history.  THE WORLDS OF MEI LANFANG, a richly textured documentary about the life of China's most internationally known performer of Peking Opera, uses extensive and fascinating archival footage to bring us closer to the life of Mei Langfang. World famous by age 17 for his performances in women's roles, he inspired "Mei Lanfang fever" in both Shanghai and the U.S. during tours in the early 1930s. A remarkably charismatic figure, his sexuality and gender identity have always remained an enigma.  NU SHU-A HIDDEN LANGUAGE OF WOMEN IN CHINA is a revelatory and insightful look at Nu Shu, a now nearly extinct language used exclusively by women in the Hunan province to communicate amongst themselves. Focusing on 86-year-old Huan-yoi Yang, the only living resident in the Nu Shu area able to read and write the language, the film reveals a women's subculture created in resista

The family in Related By Birth is about as alternative as you get: a divorced lesbian couple and the gay male father, all three of whom share custody of their son.   The British documentary My Mother Is An Alien gives voice to the adult children of “out” lesbians.  What did they think of their childhoods? Their mothers’ politics? Their mothers being out? The value system they grew up in? These questions and more are addressed in funny and moving interviews with the lesbian moms and their grown-up kids.   Jessica Bega’s documentary Worthy Mothers follows two very different lesbian couples as they go through the adoption process. Joy and Margo are an interracial professional couple who adopt their daughter Felicia through a private agency.  Sheila and Jo have motherhood thrust upon them with little time to prepare when Jo’s sister gives up custody of her sons Jeffrey and Cody.  Both these couples must battle the legal and social issues lesbian mothers are confronting today

In one of the few films with gay subject matter to emerge from Africa, directors Brooks and Bocahut turn their documentary camera onto the Ivory Coast city of Abidjan and some of its queer citizens. The cast of characters is diverse and fascinating. Seductive, upper-class Barbara presides over the Association of Transvestites of the Ivory Coast (ATCI), a tough bunch of queens who fight the sensationalistic, derogatory treatment of transvestites and gays in the local media. Laurent is a small business owner who attracts the attentions of lay-about young men called "yossi.” Vincent is a shamanic individual who speaks of his        relationship with society and the spiritual world. Ferdinand Doudou serves as a cultural interpreter for the conversations and interviews in this refreshingly anti-anthropological        perspective on contemporary African sexuality. In spite of Africa's increasing identification with the international gay movement, Woubi, Cheri makes it clear that sexuality in the Ivory Coast still s

Headlining this visually elegant showcase, Tampon Thieves tells the story of Colombian drag queens and two young dykes who'd rather go to jail than pay for the privilege of menstruating. Wounded Bird is a violence-    riddled Japanese lesbian fantasy of pursuit and capture, seduction and betrayal, sex and guns, whose superb art direction and musical scoring utilize Yakuza-inspired gangster styles and esoteric song samples to create an       erotically-charged cinematic experience. A lovely fallen angel brings unexpected pleasure into the life of the woman who finds her in Honda Honda, a Danish film whose harshly overexposed black-and-white images contrast dramatically with the sweetness of the storyline. In the imaginative, beautifully shot     pseudodocumentary Cache, four women recount their ill-fated attempt to rob a bank.   This selection of short films from the gender-bent edge of urban queer culture shows off many meanings of butch. Scent uVa Butch lets viewers catch a whiff of the lives of more than 20

Every mainstream Protestant denomination in this country is wrestling with same-sex marriage and the ordination of openly gay and lesbian pastors. CALL TO WITNESS documents that struggle within the Evangelical Lutheran Church of America (ELCA).  Focusing on the lives and trials of pastors who have taken a stand against their own church, CALL TO WITNESS explores the intersection of two communities of faith: those who support the ordination and committed relationships of openly gay and lesbian pastors and those who don't.  This ground-breaking film documents the stories of three Lutheran pastors, Rev. Steve Sabin, ousted by his bishop, supported by his congregation, and "tried" by the national church when he refused to resign; Rev. Jane Ralph, forced out of the ELCA with no process for recourse; and Pastoral Minister Anita C. Hill, who is working to be ordained as an openly lesbian pastor. Also included are two San Francisco congregations that defied the ELCA by calling openly gay and lesbian pastors not on the

Leaping with admirable amounts of enthusiasm and passion for Chinese film, Hong Kong director Stanley Kwan – recipient of our 1999 Frameline Award –  creates a bewitching documentary full of subversive gender images from across the spectrum of Chinese cinema. From Mainland films of the 1930s to the  latest über-violent films of John Woo, Kwan exposes the ways in which genderplay and queer imagery have been a facet of Chinese film throughout its  history. Within the first three minutes of his film, Kwan enthralls with powerful images from his own life experiences as a gay man, as a filmmaker and as a lover of film – and reveals how these parts of his experience may or may not be interrelated. Yang + Yin also takes a close look at the mainstreaming of traditionally gender-subversive texts as they were translated into Chinese films, highlighting such examples as Farewell My Concubine, and Tsui Hark’s remake of The Lovers. But Kwan saves the best for last, bringing the academic and the personal together in an int

Some of the fiercest new videos these days are being made by and for young women. In this  collection of shorts, girls speak out for themselves and express their hopes and fears around the  complex issues they face being queer in a hostile world. In spacejazzeros, girls who skate discover that space isn’t the final frontier, and in Trespass, a girl must choose between finding love at a punk show, or her mom’s Avon party. Untouchable explores the struggles between inter-generational partners and the powerlessness felt by youth, while Four Thousand Years Of Leaving Home uses  biblical and contemporary narratives to explore the reality of leaving home. 

Three and a half years before work began on this videotape, German actor Kurt Raab was commissioned to write a book about himself and the New German Film.  The book was never completed.  Instead, Raab decided to do sketches on video with Hanno Baethe.  Six of the thirty-three sketches were completed before Raab learned that he was HIV positive.  A short time later he was confined to bed in a Hamburg hospital, dependent on the help of others.  Shot up to the time he died, A Yearning for Sodom presents excerpts from the video sketches, scenes from Raab's film work with Fassbinder, and interviews with Raab and his actor friend and main caregiver, Hans Hirschmuller.

If you like your rice sticky then you’ll savor this tasty romp through the world of Asian brothers who get it on with themselves and each other. 	We start in the US with Season Of The Boys, which spies on hot Asian studs playing ball while contemplating the ephemeral nature of youth and beauty. Aussie boys candidly       discuss their status as a “minority within a minority” in China Dolls. From Canada comes a lesson in The Queen’s Cantonese, which instructs you on how to ask for a blowjob,   confront a philandering boyfriend or request the technique of One Golden Finger Dividing the Jade Peach. (You won’t learn this at Berlitz.) We end with Britain’s delightful Yellow Fever, which follows a “banana boy” who only dates white guys until the handsome Asian neighbor down the hall invites him over for  dinner. But does he feel like Chinese tonight? —Charles Kim   The boys next door in this program’s films aren’t quite as innocent and wholesome as you might expect. In Britain’s delightful Yellow Fever, a Chinese m

This gallant and intimate program deepens gender and identity discourse and will touch you in places you least expect. Transsexuals are a minority within a minority, and yet their stories speak to anyone who has ever felt different from the perceived social norm. You Don't Know Dick: Courageous Hearts of Transsexual Men profiles the experiences of a diverse range of female-to-male transsexuals, including an artist, two writers, a San Francisco police person, and Loren Cameron, the creator of "Body Alchemy," a photographic document of the journey from woman to man. Through their explorations and the experiences of their partners, friends and family comes a profound story of self-discovery that challenges all of us to re-examine the foundations of our own identity. These men have embarked upon an enormous struggle to recover their dignity and an identity denied. 
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One of the most tender lesbian love stories to reach the screen at this year's festival, Your Heart Is All Mine is also one of the most quirky. Hilde, played by sly beauty Karla Schender, is a secretary in an anonymous corporate firm.  The pariah of the secretarial pool, her colleagues mutter, "All that she knows how to do to is work. When you look like this, what else can you do?" Plenty, apparently!  After meeting a baby butch in a butcher shop (a scene not recommended for vegetarians), Hilde sneaks into her new love's apartment, strips, and waits for her to come home from work.  German angst and despair give way to 1950s pulp heartthrob as the butcher beds the secretary; keep your eyes open here for one of the loveliest of lovemaking scenes in the coming-out ouvre."  

Whether you’re already a lesbian mom or just thinking about becoming one, this program is for you. “Swim...swim” Talking to Sperm and Other Desperate Acts by Wendy Levy is about one lesbian’s two-year odyssey with infertility and donor insemination. Lizzie Thynne’s Child of Mine chronicles a custody battle between two lesbians for their son John: the film follows Liz as she attempts to win access to her son through the Scottish courts and highlights two cases in England where lesbian parents have fought for legal recognition and won. Letter to Maya is the way two lesbians try to answer their adopted Chinese daughter’s inevitable questions about where she was born. Finally, young, angry, in-your-face lesbian mothers talk about poverty, classism and the day-to-day trials and joys of being low-income mothers in Your Mom Wears Combat Boots: Dyke Mothers Rant.

From the comedic to the romantic to the heartfelt, these films will make you see dyke jocks in a whole new light. The Queer Women Martial Arts Special is both a romantic comedy and a documentary on the lifestyles of queer women martial artists from around the country. Dykes on Ice is a wacky mockumentary on two ice dancers hoping for a chance to compete at the next Gay Games in Amsterdam. And Swell, shot in Santa Cruz, is a documentary on women longboard surfers whose ages span four generations. It’s a portrait of a community which embraces newcomers as well as oldtimers and comes together in a beautiful memorial to show respect to the friend they lost in the water.
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[From IMDB]: "Marc Huestis edits interviews with 15 men, including himself, around a set of topics starting with "what is sex?" The men are gay, living in or near San Francisco.
